There is no 
emry fee. but all participants must enter 
two pies.

The 
extra pies will be placed into a "pie 
walk" circle which will cost $5 to enter. 

According to Graden, there are over 
$2.300 in cash prite to be awarded for 
both the barbecue and pie contests with 
$1.000 going to Lhe grand champion of 
the barbecue. 

After the festivities, the city's fire­
works display will light up the sky to 
tht: amusement of young and old alike. 

The contest and live music will be 
held at the city stage in municipal park­
ing lot. and restroom facilities and seat­
ing .. viii be available.

SALYERSVILLE - Two 
women who escaped from the 
Big Sandy Regional Detention 
center last weekend were appre­
hended in Magoffin County early 
Wednesday morning after ·four 
days on the lam. 

According to the Kentucky 
State Police, the two women, 
Remona Mill . 37. of Paintsville, 
and Haley R. Smith, 22. of 
Florida, were picked up at a 
Salyersville residence by mem­
bers of the Magoffin County 
Sheriff's Department, and were 
returned to the detention center. 

The two women had escaped 
the facility Saturday evening 
after a power outage caused their 
door to open. The two were 
reportedly not in their cell at the 
time of the outage. 

"It wasn't some big ma ter 
plan. The power went off. the 
door opened, and they walked 
out," Kentucky State Police 
spokesman Scott Hopkins said. 

Mills was serving a sentence 
for theft by unlawful taking. and 
Smith wa in jail for trafficking 
in a controlled substance.

Tram man ordered to clean land, give up animals

PRESTONSBURG - A Floyd 
County man was in court this week 
after county officials charged him 
with violating nuisance ordinances 
and cruelty to animals. 

According to county officials, 
Wayne Clark, 65, of Tram, had been 
warned numerous times about the 
trash buildup on his property dating 
back to 2001. Code enforcement 
officer Randy Bryant bas reportedly 
visited Clark about his property 
twice already this year. after com­
plaints were made about the state or 
Clark's property. 

"We've been sending code 
enforcement over there for years,·· 
said County Attorney Keith Bartley. 
"He never was willing to clean any 

of it up." 
According to Bryant, Clark's 

property is linered with cars, tires. 
car parts and all manner of clutter, 
and there is no sign that Clark has 
attempted to stat1 cleaning his prop­
erty. 

The cruelty charge ~terns from 
an investigation by Floyd County 
Animal Control officer Warren 
Jarrell upon hearing that Clark had 
allowed two horses to die. 

''You're acting on bad informa­
tiOn," satd Clark when Jarrell and 
Bryant showed up on his property 
with a sheriff's dcput). "You're 
assuming that there are two dead 
horses." 

A<;cording to report., the ofticer 
found no sign of dead horses. but

Amanda Baker, human 
resources manager for 
Gearhart Communication , 

: said the collaboration has 
• :helped the company employ a 

~more competent and commit­
: ted workforce by offering 

tramtng employees likely 
could not have acce~sed on 
Lheir own. 

For examrle, Baker said 
sbc had difficulty finding 
employees wirh an A+ 
Ccnification. a demonstration 
of competence as a computer 
technician. Training for that 
certificat10n typtcally costs 
aboul $600 per person. 

The training collaboration 
covered those cosL<,. allowing 
employee. to cam an impres­
liiVe nev. quahficauon to add 
to their resumes. Providing 
liUCb benefits helps employees 
become more commllted and 
more likely to ·tick with the 
company longer, Baker said. 

''When you have increased 
commitment to the company, 
you have decreased turnover," 
she said. 

Blakeman said EKCEP 
often support<; training where 
employees develop tl'unsfer­
able skills and cam "portable" 
certifications that can improve 
their chances at job: even if 
they leave their current 
employer. 

Blakeman said EKCEP 
helped Gearheart 
Communications in these and 
various other training efforts 
by contributing some of its 
funds designated tor training 
incumhent workers. The funds 
were combined wlth a grunt 
from the Kentucky Workforce 
investment Network System 
(WTNS), a training ineentne 
program administered by the 
Kentucky Community and 
Technical College System 
(KCTCS). of which Big Sandy

The combined funding cov­
ered the cost or bringing the 
training progr<tm to Qcarheart 
Communicmions. The compa­
ny's only cost wac; the salaries 
of trainees during the training 
period. 

Blakeman said the training 
collahoratkm was initiated in 
July 2006 by Joyce Wikox. 
Bu ines~ Ser' ices coordinator 

for the Btg Sundy Area 
Communtly Aclton Program. 
Wilcox said she simply made a 
call lo Baker asking how the 
workforce system could help 
meet Gearheart's training 
needs. 

"We Jet a company tell u.-; 

what it needs. and we try to 
solve tho~e problems accord­
ingly." Wilcox said. 

Blakeman said after 
Gearhart's range or training 
needs wac; established. a sec­
ond meeting was held between 
himself, Baker. Wilcox. David 
Pelphrey-Big Sand: CTCs 
Dean of 
Community/Economic and 
Workforce Development-and 
Harold Burton. a workforce 
development liaison . 

During that meeting. it 
became clear that Big Sandy 
CTC had a vast toolbox of 
resources that could meet all 
the trammg needs Baker men­
tioned. Blakeman said . 

"It even mduded pole 
climbing ," he ·aid, adding 
about 35 employees took part 
in that safety training at a 
"pole climbing farm" owned 
by the college near the 
Gearhcrut headquarters. 

The training progr..un offi 
cially began in March 2007, 

. and wrapped up in the lasr 
week or June 20mt 

Baker sa1d the company 
could not ha' e offered ... o 
much simultaneous training 
wnhout the help of the collab­
oration. 1t would have been 
too difikulr and expensi\'e for 
her ro arrange for the training 
on her own. she ')Hid. 

Pleased by the :-.uccess of 
the tra.trung prognun, Baker 
said :-.he now frequently 
encourages other business 
people at Society of Human 
Resource Managers (SHRM) 
meetmgs ·he attends to take 
advantage of the available ser­
vices.

by tlreworks. Fireworks arc best 
enjoyed as a <ipectator. It you or your 
children decide to set some off at 
your home. there are a few things 
which you should keep m mind. 

Injurie · from fireworks arc usual-

ly dut: Lo hum~. t:xplosions, Oying 
fragments or from falls in the dark. 
The location you choost: for your 
fireworks should nm be ncar any 
combustible materials, and the sur 
face should be free of obstacles so 
tl1at your risk of tripping and falling 
in the dark i-; minimited. You .... houlJ 
always ~ele<:t light-colored clothing 
to help prevent someone else from 
accidentally runmng into you. and the 
material should be safe around 
sparks. All firework. reqmre "fire·· so 
caution must be used to prevent 
bums. 

In Ohio. and about 20 other .'>tate~. 
the only lireworks which are legal are 
those that wlll NOT go "BANG." 

TI1c firework.'> laws arc not strictly 
enforced in many areas. This is 
unfortunate because the explo~ive 
force necessary to make a ··BANG" 
{lf to propel a rocket into the sky can 
cause serious damage if it goes off 
while still in someone·~ hand. An 
obvious method for prcvemion of 
these injuries is to never light a tire­
work while it is in a pcn;on·s hand 
including your own. Put the firework 
in a proper holder or on a soJid :>ur­
face. Light the fuse, preferably with a 
long match, then run-run-run. 

Remember that skyrockets and 
other nreworks go up into the air. 
Fuses arc unpredictable,' and some­
times they will set off the skyrocket 

1 like fircwor:ks. hut we shouldn't 
let the excitement about them over­
rule our judgment We still need LO 
ust: st:n.,ible safety precautiOns. The 
first thing 10 do is review your stale's 
laws about fireworks with your chil­
dren, and then don'l use any lirework 
that's illegal. If they were my chil­
dren. I'd make sure they bad the

FRANKFORT - July 4th is 
the busiest boating weekend of 
the year in Kentucky. Congested 
waters make for dangerous con­
dition •. o boaters should be 
extra careful as they enjoy the 
holiday. 

Be aware of all other boaters 
nearby, especially personal 
watercraft (manufactured under 
the trade names Jet Ski, Sea­
Doo, WaveRunner and 
AquaTrax). The low profile of 
these small, fast boats makes 
them easily missed while oper­
ating a larger boat. Also keep a 
lookout for swimmer , inner 
tubers and skiers. Scan the water 
around you before turning on 
your engine and continue to 
scan while under power. 

If you are a personal water­
craft operator yourself, drive 
defensively. Never cut too clo e 
to other boats or jump another 
boat's wake. Remember that 
boat navigation laws require 
personal watercraft operators to 
give way to larger boats, and 
per onal watercraft operators 
are required to follow all of the 
same rules as larger boats. All 
personal watercraft operators 
must wear a U.S. Coast Guard­
approved life jacket.

Take frequent 
breaks and drink plenty of water 
to help minimize dehydration 
and fatigue, and let someone 
else operate the boat if you are 
too tired to do so safely. 
Boater's fatigue combined with 
alcohol can be a deadly mix, so 
please leave the alcohol ashore. 

Soccer rules changes involve equipment 

Many boaters operate their 
boats after dark during July 4th 
weekend If you venture out 
after daylight hour , be extra 
cautious to avoid a collision 
with another boat. Make sure all 
navigation lights on your boat 
work. Kentucky law requires 
that all boats operating from 
sunset to sunrise display a 
steady white light visible 360 
degrees at all times. Drive slow­
ly and use extreme caution when 
navigating around other boats in 
fueworks viewing areas. 

Be sure not to overload your 
boat with pas enger thi holi­
day weekend. Your boat was 
designed to carry a certam 
amount of weight, including

Beginning next season, all 
subsequent cautions for ille­
gally equipped players will 
be issued directly to the 
player and not to the coach. 
The coach is held re ponsi­
ble for ensuring that each of 

his or her players i properly 
and legally (new this year) 
equipped. 

Both illegally and 
improperly equipped players 
will be instructed to leave 
the field of play at the cit. ­
covery of illegal equipment 
The removed player(s) who 
has not been cautioned may 
re-enter during a dead ball. A 
player(s) who has been cau­
tioned can only re-enter at 
the next legal sub titution 
opportunity. There shall be 
no replacement for non-cau­
tioned· players until the next 
opportunity to ubstitute. In 
all situations. the removed 
player(s) may re-enter only 
after reporting to an official 
who shall be atisfied the 
player' equipment and uni­
fonn are in order.

EDINA, Mtnn. - Inbee

I didn't 
know anything ahour golfbaek 
rben. Bur I was watchmg her. 
It was very impressive for a 
lirtlc gtrl. I just thought that J 
could do ir, too." 

Pak was 20 when he cap­
tured the Women's Open at 
Blackwolf Run, ...etting on- a 
craze in South Korea. Not 
since Francis Ouimel won the 
1913 U.S. Open has a single 
player inspired a nation of 
golfers. 

Park became the fifth South 
Korean to win an LPGA Tour 
major, the second only to the 
list or American major cham­
pions. And she replaced Pak as 
the youngest winner or the 
U.S. Women's Open, still two
