Richard Petty's Experience: The King HAR SS RACING 
celebrates 50 years in NASCAR

Richard Petty made his 
NASCAR debut 50 year' ago 
on a half-mile track in South 
Carolina. qualir} ing 13lh in a 
car with the roof cut off. 

He wa-;n't wearing cowbo) 
hoots. He wasn't walking 
around tn a bat adorned with 
ostrich i'eathers. He wasn't 
even sporting dark sungla..;ses. 

He was a tall, lanky. 21-
ycar-old who wanted a chance 
to drive. He finished ixth 
five laps behmd the wtnner­
and earned $200. 

"I got beuer." Petty ays. 
lndccd. Peuy won an 

unmatched 200 I aces in his 35 
year career, inc1urling seven 
Daytona 500 victories, und a 
record-tying seven NASCAR 
championships. Somewhere 
along the line, he ~ame 'The 
King," a largcr-rhan-lifc per­
sona that )ncludes the hat. the 
hoots, the shades 1nd the dark. 
bushy mustache. It all started 
at Columbia Speedway on July 
12, 1958, when he got behind 
the \\-heel ror the lirsl time. 

The sport hasn' r been the 
!Same since. 

"I've survived these years J 
guess more than anything 
else," says Petty, recalling the 
50th atmiversury of b1~ debut. 
'Tvc been there ever since 
NASCAR smrted bast<.:ally. 
and T jul't come along at the 
right time to grow up with 
NASCAR." 

Petty spent the hclrcr part 

of his childhood around race 
ars He huilt engines. painted 

hoclics and worked in the pits 
long before he w~ old enough 
to legally JriYe. When he did 
reach NASCAR's age limit. he 
asked hi). father, three-lime 
.. 'A CAR champion Lee 
Pelt), for a chance. 

L~.;e Pett} pointed to an old 
car niT in a comer and told him 
to cut the top off it and usc it in 
a convertible ~eries ru.ce at 
Columbia. 

Richard Pett) jumped at the 
opportunit). 1 o one knew it 
wa rhe <:tart of ~omcthing spe­
cial. 

"T ju-;l think T was a lucky 
~on of a gun to be born at the 
right place at the right time 
under the right circumstances 
with a lillie b1L ol tulent and a 
lot of talented people around 
me to put me in a position to 
he where r m at today,'' Petty 
sa}S. 

Six. days arter his de hut. 
Petty made his tiN Grand 

allonal (no\\ the Sprml Cup 
Series) sran in Toromo. He 
lim~hcd 171h m a race his 
father won. 

He needed 1es · than two 
years to get Ius first Grand 
National victory. but then they 
tarted piling up in a hurry. 

Pett) fmi-;hed second in the 
point in ju. 1 hi'> third season 
and was runner-up two more 
time hei'ure nettin!l his lirst 
tillc in 1964. 

·'When I won my very tirst 
race, L ~atd n01hing will ever 
be tlu-. big,'' Pett) ~ay'>. ''But 

then you get fortunate enough 
to win more and more, and 
over a period of time. it gets 
diluted. So no matrer how 
happy you. arc one day in, 
three or four weeks. you've 
Jone forgot ab<1ut that and 
you· re on another kick:· 

Peuy lin1'\hed outside the 
top five in points just four 
times between 1960 and 19X3, 
an amazing run that made him 
the sport's biggest icon. 

But looking hack now, 
there isn't one moment that 
stands out. 

"When 1 sit around and talk 
about 1t or li.;;ten w people or 
whatever. the ones that got 
away are the ones thai you 
really worry about and y0u 
say. ·we ~hould have done 
better in this race or lhat 
race:" Petty says. "So rhchc 
are probably in your nund 
more than the ones that you 
won."
