Mongiardo promotes 
A1V safety, tourism

HINDMAN - With the adven­
ture tourism initiative taking off in 
the area and the number of ATV rid­
ers increasing daily, officials say it 
should be a top priority for riders to 
take a training and safety cour ·e, 
which is why Kentucky's Lt. Gov. 
Daniel Moogiardo was at the Knott 
County ATV and Motorcycle Rider 
Training Center on Monday. 

He and several others took the 
four-hour course that covers basic 
safety techniques such a straight 
line riding, shifting, braking. cross­
ing obstacles and riding up and. down 
hills. 

Tim Cody, the center's director, 
said the main focus of the course is 
being safe while on the traiL 

"The importance of the training is 
hopefully to gain a better under­
standing of how to be safe on the 
trail, personal responsibility on the 
trail, and proper techniques as well 
as risk awareness while you are out 
there," Cody said. 

In the past, Kentucky has led the 
nation in ATV deaths and currently 
sits at third, which Mongiardo say is 
unacceptable if the state is going to 
be the number-one destination for 
outdoor activities. 

"On our journey to make 
Kentucky the number-one outdoor 
adventure tourism state, we also 

want to make sure it is safe. We want 
to make sure as we draw people here 
.. . that we do _ o with safety number 
one," he said. 

This can be done by making sure 
the proper equipment uch as hel­
mets are worn, Mongiardo said, 
adding that ATVs are fun, but can 
also be very dangerous when not 
treated properly. 

The lieutenant governor also 
spoke of the economic impact that 
bringing adventure touri m to 
Eastern Kentucky would have not 
only on the area, but the rest of the 
state as well because it would create 
an industry based on the region's nat-

American voters are unhappy. Perhaps you've heard. About 
three-quarters say the country is headed in the wrong direction -­
the highest level in 15 years. Many believe we already are in a 
recession. 

This being an election year, it's big news. Pundits and politi­
cians are puzzled. Sure, the economy is soft and probably will 
stay that way for a while. Gas prices and unemployment are up 
from earlier in the year. 

But a recession? Not yet, at least not technically. By historic 
standards, today's 5.5 percent national unemployment rate actual­
ly is relatively low, though St. Louis' 6 percent jobless rate is at a 
J 5-year high. Still, compared with where they were a few 
decades ago, most Americans are better off. So why all the 
gloom? 

The unspoken assumption among political pundits is that 
somehow, there is a link between money (and the goods and 
security it buys) and happiness. At least superficially, there's 
some evidence to support it. 

Surveys show people in richer countries report being happier 
than those in poor countries. That's probably not very surprising 
f'Would you prefer the air conditioning and running water, or the 
tsetse flies and African sleeping sickness?"). 

When researchers have asked people all over the world what 
would make them happier, the most common answer has been a 
change in material circumstances -- a bigger home, nicer things, 
more economic security. 

(We know that, by the way, thanks to something caUed the 
World Database of Happiness. We are just a little bit happier to 
know that there is such a darabase, but we digress.) 

Researchers have asked people how much more money they'd 
need to be happy. The answer is 20 percent. People say they'd be 
happier if their income were 20 percent larger than it currently is. 

lt turns out that's not true .. 
If you measure people's income and self-reported happiness 

over time, you find that while incomes may rise, the general 
level of happiness does not. That's called the Easterlin Paradox, 
named after economist Richard A. Easterlin. 

He tracked groups of people over time as they settled into 
careers and reached their peak earning years. Easterlin found 
that. on average, per person income grew by 116 percent But the 
percentage of those claiming to be happy stayed tbe same. In 
fact, it fell slightly as people aged and experienced health prob­
lem . 

The paradox is not just an issue in the West. German 
researchers found that as China's economy exploded during the 
1990s, the percentage of people who said they were happy actu­
ally fell. 

Easterlin thinks that changing expectations and relativism lie 
behind the paradox. As people earn niore, they want more. 

Sure they think 20 percent more money would make them 
happier, but they picture their income growing relative to every­

. one else's. So if you get richer and everyone else does, too, 
you're in the same place, relatively speaking. Or so the theory 
goes. 

So what does predict happiness? Health is one big factor. 
People who are in better health report being happier. So do mar­
ried people. 

It is perhaps interesting to note that on average, married peo­
ple have higher family incomes, and poorer people report being 
in worse health. 

Unfortunately for pundits and politicians, there's not a lot of 
useful election strategy to be gleaned from these results. But per­
haps it's true that some people aren't happy unless they're unhap­
py.

T:meal 
Wilson won the lottery. 

A small pump imphmted to 
keep the 31-year-old ali vc 
long .enough for a heart trans­
plant somehow helped 
Wilson's ravaged heart com­
pletely recover instead. 

Only a lucky few are ever 
weaned off those implants.

With that. Favre introduced 
Winters and walked off the 
stage. 

Favre al. o put the ~molder­
ing controversy a'>ide when he 
received a team MVP award 
during Saturday night's event, 
calling himself "an old, gray­
haired yuarterhack showing l 
can still do it." 

Favre went out of his way to 
thank former temmnates, some­
thing he chided himself for tor­
getting to do during the taping 
of the ESPY awards in Los 
Angeles earlier this week.

Dealers 250. markmg his sec­
ond win at Gateway in three 

t years in front or a nearly 
hometown crowd. 

"It was so hard to leave 
Victory Lane. I didn't want to 
come down here,·· said 
Edwards, who grew up in 
Columbia, Mo., about a 2-

hour drive fmm the track. "I 
have ~o many friends down 
there. they're taking pictures. 
lt's just really. really special 
to win here for me." 

Joey Logano. the 18-yeur­
old driver in just his fifth race, 
tinished second afler starting 
fourth. Jason Keller took 
third, followed by Leftler and 
Brad Keselowski. 

Edwards earned his -.econd 
victory on the Nationwide cir­
~.:uit in 21 starts thi-. year. He 
has nine Top 5 finishes and II 
in the Top 10. Edwards took 
advantage of the sixth cauiion 
of the 200-lap race. He got 
four !ires and filled his tank, 
coming oul of the pits third. 
He 4uickly overtook Leffler 
and James Buescher and went 
on for the easy victor)'. 

''When you've got it, 
you've got it." Logano said. 
'·And (Edwards' team) hit it 
dead on tonight. It was show­
ing pretty much the whole 
race. My car wasn't horrible. 
It was pretty good, but Carl's 
car was remarkable.·· 

The final caution, caused 
after Dav1d Reutimann got 
underneath the back of 
Keselowski, provided one of 
several pauses during the 
choppy race. 

Landon Cas5ill, who fin­
ished sixth, started a tive-car 
accident that brought out a 
red flag with 84 laps left. He 
sent Scott Wimmer into the 
wall with a tap to the driver's 
stde back bumper. causing a 
chain reaction that knocked 
out Wimmer. Mike Bliss. last­
year's winner Reed Sorenson 
and Steve Wallace. 

The cars remained under 
red for nearly 30 minutes a'> 
the Lrack was cleaned before 
driving resumed under cau­
tion for five laps with pole­
winller Jamie McMurray in 
the lead. 

"When you've got a guy 
who doesn't wam to get 
passed and a guy who wants 
to pass. it gets rough,'' Cas~;ill 
~aid . "I was just right on

For students who have been determined eligible for Special Education, e.dur.:ational records will be dl;.'.~troyed Rt 
the request of the parents when they are no longer needed to provide educational programs or services. The 
Floyd County School District may destroy the educational records of a child without parent request years after 
they are no longer needed to provide educational programs or services. Parents are advised that data 
contained in the records may later be needed for Social Security benefits or other purposes. The Floyd County 
School District may retain, for an indefinite period of time, a record of the student's name, address, telephone 
number, grades, attendance records, classes attended, grade level completed, and year completed. 

Children eligible for Special Education include those children with disabilities who have autism, deaf­
blindness, developmental delay, emotional-behavior disability, hearing impairment, mental disability, multiple 
disabilities, orthopedic impairment, other health impairment, specific learning disability. speech or language 
impairment, traumatic brain injmy, or visual impairment and who because of such an impairment need Special 
Education services. 

Childre.n eligible for 504 services include those children who have a current physical or mental impairment 
that currently substantially limits some major life activity which causes the student's ability to access the school 
environment or school activities to be substantially limited. 

The Floyd County School District has an ongoing •Child Find• system, which is designed to locate, identify and 
evaluate any child residing in a home, facility, or residence within its geographical boundaries, age three (3) to 
twenty-one (21) years, who may have a disability and be in need of Special Education or 504 services. This 
includes children who are not in school; those who are in public, private, or home school; those who are highly 
mobile such as children who are migrant or homeless; and those who are advancing from grade to grade, who 
may need but are not receiving Special Education or 504 services. 

The District's "C1tild Find• system includes children with disabilities attending private or home schools within 
the school district boundaries who may need special education services. 

The Floyd County School District will make sure any child enrolled in its district who qualifies for Special 
Education or 504 services, regardless of how severe the disability, is provided appropriate Special Education or 
504 services at no cost to the parents of the child. 

Parents, relatives, public and private agency employees, and concerned citizens are urged to help the Floyd

AN ORDINANCE RELATING TO THE IMPOSITION AND ADMINISTRATION OF A 

OCCUPATIONAL LICENSE REQUIREMENT, AND PAYMENT OF AN OCCUPATIONAL UCENSE 

TAX BY PERSONS AND BUSINESS ENTITIES CONDUCTING BUSINESSES, OCCUPATIONS AND 

PROFESSIONS WITHIN THE CITY OF PRESTONSBURG, KENTUCKY; AND REPEALING ALL 

ORDINANCES IN CONFLICT HEREWITH TO THE EXTENT OF ANY SUCH CONFLICT. 

WHEREAS, the Prestonsburg City Council desires to comply with the requirements of KRS 
67.750 to 67.790 and deems it necessary and desirable that certain changes be made to existing 
ordinances imposing occupational license taxes on persons and businesses entities conducting 
businesses, occupations, and professions within the City of Prestonsburg, Kentucky, so that the 
assessment and payment of Occupational License Taxes can be administered more efficiently.

§ 2 - Occupational License Application Required 

Every person and business entity engaged in any business in the city of Prestonsburg shaH 
be requ1red to apply for and obtam a occupational license from the city of Prestonsburg 
before the commencement of business or in the event of a change of business status. 
Licensees are required to notify the city of any changes in address, the cessation of 
business, or any other changes which render the information supplied to the city in the 
license application inaccurate.

§ 3- Occupational License Tax Payment Required 

Except as provided in subsection (2) of this section, every person or business entity 
engaged in any business for profit and any person or business entity that is required to 
make a filing with the Internal Revenue Service or the Kentucky Revenue Cabinet shall 
be required to file and pay to the city an occupational license tax for the privilege of 
engaging in such activities within the city. The occupational license tax shall be 
measured by 1 .5% of:

(a) For business entit1es with both payroll and sales revenue in more than one (1) tax 
district. by multiplying the net profit by a fraction. the numerator of which is the 
payroll f.1ctor. described in subsection (2) of this section, plus the sales factor,

The payroll factor is a fraction. the numerator of which is the total amount paid or 
payable in the city during the tax period by the business entity for compensation, and the 
denominatOJ of which is the total compensation paid or payable by the business entity 
everywhere during the tax period. Compensation is paid or payable in the city based on 
the time the individual's service is performed within the city. 

The sales factor is a fraction, the numerator of which is the total sales revenue ofthe 
busine~~ entity in the city during the tax period. and the denominator of which is the total 
sales revenue of the business entity everywhere during the tax period.

§ 5 - Employers to Withhold 

Every employer making payment of compensation to an employee shall deduct and 
withhold from the compensation an occupational Jicense tax calculated under Section (3) 
of this ordinance. 

Every employer required to deduct and withhold tax under this section shall, for the 
quarter ending after January I and for each quarter ending thereafter, on or before the end 
of the month following the close of each quarter, make a return and report to the city, and 
pay to the city. the tax required to be withheld under this section, unless the employer is 
permitted or required to report within a reasonable time after some other period as 
determined by the city. 

Every employer who fails to withhold or pay to the city any sums required by this 
ordinance to be withheld and paid shall be personally and individually liable to the city 
for any swn or sums withheld or required to be withheld in ac.:cordance with the 
provisions of this section.

Every business entity shall submit a copy of its federal income tax return and all 
supporting statements and schedules at the time of filing its occupational license tax 
relurn with the city. Whenever, in the opinion of the city, it is necessary to examine the 
federal income tax return of any business entity in order to audit the return, the city may 
compel the business entity to produce for inspection a copy of any statements and 
schedules in support thereof that have not been previously filed. The city may also 
require copies of reports of adjustments made by the federal government. 

Every business entity subject to an occupational license tax governed by the provisions o 
this ordinance shall keep records, render under oath statements, make returns, and compl, 
with rules as the city from time to time may prescribe. Whenever the city deems it 
necessary. the city may require a business entity, by notice served to the business entity, 
to make a return. render statements under oath, or keep records, as the city deems 
sufficient to determine the tax liability the business entity. 

The city may require, for the purpose of ascertaining the correctness of any return or for 
the purposes of making an estimate of the taxable income of any business entity, the 
attendance of a representative of the business entity or of any other person having 
knowledge in the premises. 

The full amount of the unpaid tax payable by any business entity, as appears from the fact 
of the return. shall be paid to the city at the time prescribed for filing the occupational 
license tax return, determined without regard to any extension of time for filing the 
return. 

§ 7 - Extensions 

( 1 ) The city may grant any business entity an extension of not more than six ( 6) months, 
unless a longer extension has been granted by the Internal Revenue Service or is agreed tc 
by the city and the business entity, for filing its return, if the .business entity, on or before 
the date prescribed for payment of the occupational license tax, requests the extension 
and pays the amount properly estimated as its tax . 

(2) If the time for filing a return is extended, the business shall pay, as part ofthe tax, an 
amount equal to twelve percent (12%) per annum simple interest on the tax shown due or 
the return, but not been previously paid, from the time the tax was due until the return is 
actually filed and the tax paid to the city. A fraction of a month is counted as an entire 
month. 

§ 8- Refunds

As soon as practicable after each return is received, the city may examine and audit the 
return.

The city reserves the right to disclose to the Commissioner of Revenue of the 
Commonwealth of Kentucky or his or her duly authorized agent all such infonnat10n and 
rights to inspect any of the books and records of the city if the Commissioner of Revenue 
of the Commonwealth of Kentucky grants to the city the reciprocal right to obtain 
information form the files and re~.:orus of the Kentucky Department ofRevenue and 
maintains the privileged character of the informatJOn so furnished. Provtded, further, that 
the city ma)' publish statistics based on such information in such a manner as not to reveal 
data respecting net profits or compensation of any person or business entity. 

In addition, the city is empowered to execute similar reciprocity agreements as described 
in subsection (2) of this section with any other taxing entity, should there be a need for 
exchange of inrormation in order to effect diligent enforcement of this ordinance. 

§ l2 - Penalties 

A business entity subject to tax on net profits may be subject to a penalty equal to five 
percent ( 5%) of the tax due for each calendar month or fraction thereof if the business 
entity: 

(a) Fails to file any return or report on or before the due date prescribed for filing or 
as extended by the city; or 

(b) Fails to pay the tax computed on the return or report on or before the due date 
prescribed for payment. 

The total penalt) levied pursuant to thi:> subsection shall not exceed twenty- five percent 
(25%) of the total tax due; however, the penalty shall not be Jess than twenty-five dollars 
($25). 
Every employer who fails to file a return or pay the tax on or before the time prescribed 
under Section (5) ofthis ordinance may be subject to a penalty in amount equal to five 
percent (5%) of the tax due for each calendar month or fraction thereof. The total penalty 
levied pursuant to this subsection shall not exceed twenty-five percent (25%) of the total 
tax due; however, the penalty shall not be less than twenty-five dollars ($25). 

In add1110n to the penalties prescribed in this section. any business entity or employer 
shall pay, as part of the tax, an amount equal to twelve percent (12%) per annum simple 
interest on the tax shown due, but not previously paid, from the time the tax was due until 
the tax is paid to the city. A fraction of a month is counted as an entire month. 

Every tax imposed by this ordinance, and all increases, interest, and penalties thereon, 
shall become. from the time the tax is due and payable, a personal debt of the taxpayer to 
the city. 

The city may enforce the collection ofthe occupational tax due under section (3) of this 
ordinance and ~Y fees, penalties, and interest as provided' in subsections (1), (2), (3), and 
(4) of this section by civil action in a court of appropriate jurisdiction. To the extent 
authorized by Jaw, the city shall be entitled to recover all court costs and reasonable 
attorney fees incurred by it in enforcing any provision of this ordinance.

AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF PRESTONSBURG, KENTUCKY RELATING TO COLLECTION AND 

DISPOSAL OF SOLID WASTE 

WHEREAS, tire wiit:t..lion dllO ciisposai of solid waste and reiated refuse materials has become 
an mcreasing concern to the citizens of Prestonsburg, Kentucky and other cities and towns 
across the Commonwealth of Kentucky; and, 

WHEREAS, the City Council of the City of Prestonsburg has conferred with relevant solid waste 
consultants and experts for the purpose of accumulating sufficient informatron necessary to 
regulate the collection and disposal of solid waste; 

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT HEREBY ORDAINED by the City Council of the City of Prestonsburg, 
Kentucky, as follows: 

Section 1. DEFINITIONS 

"Applicant." Any person making application for a permit to operate a landfill, or to collect and 
~ dispose of any form of waste material. 

"Ashes." The residue from the burning of the wood, coal, coke and other combustible materials 
in homes, stores, institutions and small industrial establishments for the purpose of heating, 
cooking and disposing of waste combustible material. Cinders that are produced in large 
quantities at steam-generated plants are not included within the meaning of the term. 

"Building Rubbish " The waste material resulting from the construction, remodeling, repair and 
demolition operations on commercial buildings, houses and oth·er structures. 

"City." The City of Prestonsburg, Kentucky. 

"Construction Permit.'' A permit for: 

4J (1) A landfill not previously permitted; 
{2) A permitted landfill which seeks substantial modification in the scope of its 

permitted activities; 
(3) A landfill whose perm1t has lapsed and has not been renewed for s1xty (60) days. 

"Director." The Director of the Department of Public Works, his authorized agents or 
representatives. 

"Dumo fees ." The cost to dispose refuse at the landfill. 

"Medical Waste." Includes, but is not limited to any and all pathological, biological, radioactive 
or other toxic waste generated by health care businesses or facilities as may be defined by the 
Environmental Protection Agency, or Commonwealth of Kentucky. 

"Non-wooded Landscape Waste." Grass clippings, leaves, garden vegetation, weeds and twigs 
(pencil thin), free of other debris or refuse. 

"Nuisance." Any condition or use'Of premises or of building exteriors which is detrimental to 
the property of others or which causes or tends to cause substantial diminution in the value of 
other property in the neighborhood in which such premises are located. This includes but is not 
limited to the keeprng of the following: 

(1) Ashes, debris, garbage, lumber, bncks, cinder blocks, insulation materials, building 
debris, refuse or waste of any kind, whether liquid or sawed. 

(2) Abandoned, discarded or unused objects or equipment such as automobiles, 
furniture, stoves, refrigerators, freezers, cans or containers . 

"Open Burning." Any fire wherern the production of combustion is emitted directly into the 
outdoor atmosphere and rs not dtrected thereto through a stack or chimney, incinerator or 

other srmllar device.

In addition to the penalties prescribed in this section, any business entity or employer ~ 
willfully fails to majc a return or willfully makes a false return, or who willfuily fails tc 
pay taxes owing or collected, with the intent to evade payment of the tax or amount 
collected, or any part thereof, shall be guilty of a Class A misdemeanor. 

Any person who willfully aids or assists in, or procures, counsels, or advises the 
preparation or presentation under, or in connection with, any matter arising under this 
ordinance of a return. affidavit, claim, or other document, which is fraudulent or is false 
as to any material matter, whether or not the falsity or fraud is with the knowledge or 
consent of the person authorized or required to present the return, affidavit, claim, or 
document, shall be guilty of a Class A misdemeanor. 

A return for the purpose of thi:; section :;hall mean and include any return, declaration, cr 
form prescribed by the city and required to be filed with the city by the provisions ofthi 
ordinance, or by the rules of the city or by written request for information to the busine 
entity by the city. 

Any person violating the provisions of section ( 11) of this ordinance by intentionally 
inspecting confidential taxpayer information without authorization, shall be fmed not 
more than five hundred dollars ($500) or imprisoned for not longer than six (6) months, 
or both. 

( I 0) Any person violating the provisions of section (11) of this ordinance by divulging 
confidential taxpayer information shall be fined not more than one thousand ($1 000) or 
imprisoned for not more than one (I) year, or both. 

§ 13- Use of Occupational License Tax 

All money derived from the license taxes under the provisions of this ordjnance shall be 
paid to the city and placed to the credit of the city's general revenue fund. 

§ 14 A Severability 

Each section and each provision of each section of this ordinance are severable, and if a:­
provision, section. paragraph. sentence or part thereof, or the applicatiOn thereof to any 
person licensee, class or group. is held by a court of law to be unconstitutional or invalic 
for any reason, such holding shall not affect or impair the remainder of this ordinance, i· 
being the legislative intent to ordain and enact each provision, section, paragraph, 
sentence and part thereof, separately and independently of the rest.

"Operator." Any person responsible for the construction and/or operation of the landfill. 

"Perm1t." Permission, in whatever form, by the Director of Public Works or any Administrative 
Agency withm the-city.

"Person." Any mdividual, public or private corporation, political subdivision, government 
agency, municipality, industry, partnership, association, firm or other entity whatsoever. 

"Plan." The detailed plans and specifications for the disposal site or facility, which shall includ~ 
all material, descnption and information set forth in the application for permit and upon whict 
said perm1t was approved by the city . 

"Pollutant." Any dredged spoil, solid waste, mcinerator residue, sewage, garbage, sewage 
sludge, munitions, chemical wastes, biological materials, radioactive materials, heat, wrecked 
or damaged equipment, rock, sand, cellar dirt and industrial, municipal, and agricultural waste 
discharged into water or on land. 

"Pollution." The man-made or man-induced alteration of the chemical, physical, biological am 
radrological integrity of water or land. 

"Putrescible." Organic solid waste subject to decomposition by bacteria, fungi and oxidation, 
except trees, brush and the like not requiring daily cover. 

"Recyclable Materials." May include, but not limited to various grades of paper, aluminum, tir 
cans, glass and plastics. 

"Refuse." All nonputrescible waste. 

"Roll Call Container." A large, durable polyethylene refuse container on wheels, complete wit 
attached lid. Roll cart containers are designed: to be rolled to the curb by residents or 
propnetors; dumped automatically by refuse vehicles; and to hold both garbage and trash. 
Carts are provided by the city and remain the property of the city. 

"Salvage." The controlled removal of reusable materials. 

"Sanitary landfill ." A landfill at which putrescible and other solid waste may be dispo~d 
pursuant to a method of disposing of said waste on land without creating nuisances or hazard 
to public health or safety, by utilizing the principles of engineering to confine the refuse to the 
smallest practicable volume and to cover it with a layer of earth at the conclusion of each day 
operation, or at such more frequent intervals as may be necessary. 

"Scavenging." The manual sorting of refuse either rn the trucks or at the place of the fill, or in 
unconfined truck discharged areas by individuals not associated with the landfill operation. 

"Shall." Is mandatory; "MAY" ts permissive. 

"Solid Waste." All putrescible or nonputrescible refuse in solid form: Solid waste includes but 
is not limited to garbage, rubbish, ashes, incinerator residue, street refuse, dead animals, 
demolition wastes, construction wastes, solid commercial and mdustrial wastes including 
explos1ves, pathologrcal wastes and radioactive materials. 

"Solid Waste Collector." Any person who collects or transports solid waste. 

"Solid Waste Disposal Site or Facility." Any place at which solrd waste is disposed of by 
tncinerator, landfill or any other approved method. 

"Special Handling Wastes.'' Wastes which cannot be properly or safely handled by a packer· 
type garb.age truck (front or rear loading) without resulting in damage to city equipment. This 
waste shall include but is not limited to t1res, wooden pallets, lumber, large engine parts, largE 
furniture, large scrap metal and shavings, bricks, building rubbish, concrete blocks, stoves, 
excavating earth, food processrng waste, metal drums, large wire bindings, heavy packaging 
material, boiler house cinders, sewage, or process sludge, and hazardous or tOXIC materials ot 
any sort. 

"Spoiled Food." Any food which has been removed from sale by the United States Departmer: 
of Agriculture, Food and Drug Administrations, Kentucky State Department of Health, Floyd 
County Health Department, or any other regulatory agency having jurisdiction in judging food 
unfit for consumption. 
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"State." The Commonwealth of Kentucky, or an authorized agency thereof having regulatory 
authority. • 

"Town House or Condominium." A single-family residence sharing a common wall with one or 
more single-family residences. 

''Toxic Pollutant." Any pollutant or combination of pollutants listed as toxic In regulations 
promulgated by the Administrator of the Environmental Protection Agency under the 
provisions of CWA 307 (a) or other acts. 

"Trash." A variety of both combustible and noncombustible solid waste from materials from 
homes, stores and institutions. Normally, trash consists of general yard waste, small tree 
branches, grass clippings, leaves, small appliances, and other residential rubbish. 

"Vecor." Any insect or animal which transmits diseases from one person or animal to another. 

"Waters of the State.'' All streams, lakes, ponds, marshes, watercourses, waterways, wells, 
spnngs, reservoirs, irrigation systems, drainage systems and all other bodies or accumulations 
of water, surface or underground, natural or artificial, public or private, which are contained 
within, flow through or border upon the state or any port1on thereof. 

"Woody Landscape Waste." Tree limbs or trunks not more than six (6) inches in diameter. 

Section 2. PROHIBITED PRACTICES 

(AI To use dumpsters other than those assigned to the owner/occupant of any 
premises serviced by the city, its representatives or assigns. Persons using 
dumpsters other than those assigned to them by the city shall be subject to fines 
and/or penalties as hereinafter set forth. 

(B) To throw or deposit any garbage, rubbish, waste matter, or to cause the same to be 
thrown or deposited upon or in any street, alley, gutter, vacant lot, or yard. 

(C) To keep, place, or deposit garbage or waste on any private grounds or premises 
whatsoever, except in receptacles as designated herem. 

(D) To store or keep any garbage, rubbish or waste matter where rodents, flies or 
tnsects can have access thereto or feed thereon. 

(E) To bury any such garbage or waste matter at any place within the city limits except 
as authorized by the Director of Public Works or a relevant public health officer. 

(F) To deposit or allow to accumulate any rubbish or waste matter, any junked motor 
vehicle, or any other matter deemed to be a nuisance in the context of this chapter 
in or upon any vacant lot, yard, street, alley, gutter, highway, park or other public 
place in the city except for building materials and related supplies in use for 
construction by virtue of an authorized current building permit. 

(G) To burn any garbage or refuse, waste paper, boxes, rubbish, debris, brush, grass, 
weeds, cuttings from trees, lawns and gardens except that such materials may be 
burned in a state approved furnace or private incinerator pursuant to a permit 
issued by and under the supervision of the city. 

(H) To deposit or cause to be deposited in any manner garbage or rubbish or any other 
waste matters into the sewage system of the city except with the written approval 
and under the direction of the Superintendent of the Utilities Commission and the 
appropriate publi(: health officer. 

(I) For the owner or operator of any truck or any vehicle carrying manure, swill, offal or 
any other noxious, offensive or dangerous substance or the contents of any privy 
vault, cesspool, septic tank or sink to allow the scattering, spilling or leakage of the 
contents thereof upon any street or other public way or upon the yard, driveway or 
within the premises, whether public or private, or to allow such vehicle to stand or 
remain near any building, place of business or residence1 or to unreasonably delay 
the time of loading or unloading or in passing along any street or through any 
uninhabited place or connection therewith to be kept in an unsanitary and 
unwholesome condition or be stored in any place where needless offense is caused 
to any person. 

(J) To engage in the collection, hauling or transportation of any garbage or other similar 
solid waste or refuse for hire, except by the city or its authorized agent. This is not 
intended to preclude the hauling for hire of commerc1al garbage or waste or any 
private or c9mmercial rubbish or waste matter as defined in this chapter, or of 
cesspool or privy contents, or of any waste building or construction materials left 
over from construction, renovation or demolition of any building, so long as said 
private or commercial rubbish or waste collector first obtains a permit from the city. 

(K) To keep or allow to accumulate for more than one week any kind of putrescible 
garbage or waste material. 

(L) No person, firm, or corporation, other than the city or its agents shall engage In the 
collection, transportation or disposal of garbage or other waste materials from any 
premises or business, either for hire or compensation, without first obtaining a 
permit as required by the city. 

Section 3. RECYCLING

Section 4. COLLECTION 

Roll cart Contamer Service. 

(AI The city may prov1de a roll cart container to every residential property which is 
currently within the city limits or an area where the city provides for waste 
collection. 

(B) The city may provide a roll cart container to office, commercial and Industrial units, 
apartment complexes, or other buildings within the city limits or area where the city 
provides for waste collection and which property does not generate enough waste 
to warrant container service, or has special circumstances which do not allow use of 
dumpster containers. 

Dumpster Container Serv1ce . 

{AI The city will provide collection services for dumpster containers at any multi-family 
residential structure, office, commercial, industrial unit, or other building within the 
city limitS or area where the ctty provides for waste collection, subject to the 
approval of the D~tector of Public Works and the City Council. 

(B) Dumpster containers will be furnished by the city at the following locations: 

(1) Apartment buildings, townhouses or condominiums of seven units or larger. 

(2) All office, commercial and Industrial units or other buildings, including 
apartment complexes, townhouse complexes and condominium complexes, 
which, as determined by the Director of Public Works and the City Council, 
generate a sufficient amount of refuse to warrant the use of a dumpster 
(approximately eight (8) cubic yards per any collection day or three (3) or more 
roll cart containers of refuse normally). 

(3) Exempt from this requirement are existing apartment buildings, office, 
commerc1al and industrial units or other buildings which the Director of Public 
Works and the City Council determine either do not have sufficient space to 
properly locate a dumpster or have special circumstances which make the use of 
a dumpster at that location wholly impracticable. Existing properties which have 
sufficient space, but do not have dumpster collection may be required to change 
type of service by the Director of Public Works and the City Council within twelve 
(12) months of formal written notice. 

Section S. PROCEDURE FOR USING ROLL CART CONTAINERS. 

(A) It will be the responsibility of the property owners and/or tenant of said property to 
keep the roll cart container provided by the city reasonably secure and in good 
condition . lfthe container needs replacement due to normal wear and tear or 
because of some manufacturer's defect, a new container will be provided or repairs 
will be made at no charge. The city will replace stolen or vandalized containers 
unless the city determines that the resident clearly has been neglectful in the care of 
his or her contamer. If so, the resident may be required to purchase replacement 
containers. 

(B) The roll cart container may be filled to capacity as long as the lid can be closed and 
latched. No hazardous, medical, special handling waste, bricks, dirt, engine blocks, 
or other excessively heavy material, hot ashes, paints, solvents, or flammable liquids 
shall be placed in the container. 

(C) Any residence or establishments that do not use the roll cart containers or 
establishments that use containers for excess garbage and trash in addition to the 
one provided by the city will comply with the following regulations. Ail containers 
and receptacles must have covers. Regulation garbage containers shall be 
watertight containers equipped with tight-titting covers sutt1cient to keep out water, 
prevent disturbance by animals and entrance of insects. Containers shall not be less 
than five (5) nor more than thirty (30) gallons capacity. All standard garbage 
containers shall be equipped with suitable handles by which they may be lifted. Tied 
plastic bags may be used for excess trash placement at the curb. 

Section 6. MAINTENANCE AND PLACEMENT OF ROLL CART CONTAINER. 

(A} Refuse containers shall be maintained in good condition. Any container that is not 
provided by the city and does not conform to the provisions ofthis chapter, or that 
may have ragged or sharp edges or any other defect liable to hamper or injure the 
person collecting the contents thereof, must be promptly replaced by a proper

All nonresidential establishments which do not use dumpsters 
will comply with the regulations listed above. When any container is found to be rn 
bad condition or when the refuse is not properly prepared in accordance with this 
section, a notice shall be attached to such container or refuse by the Director of the 
Department of Pubhc Works, or his representative, listing the defect to be cured 
before collection continues. 

(B) Garbage containers shall be kept or placed at the most accessible place at the rear 
of the house or building or in unlocked areas or passageways thereof at ground 
level. Containers must be clearly visible to collectors as they enter the rear yard. 
Garbage containers shall not be kept upon the street, sidewalk, other public place, 
front yard or premises or below ground. Containers sh'all not be kept in garages, on 
patios or in enclosed areas. Residents shall place receptacles for trash at the curb. 

Section 7. REFUSE COLLECTION SCHEDULES 

(A) In all areas of residential city collection, garbage service will be provided at least 
once per week on the same days of each succeeding week. Trash that will not fit in 
the roll cart container and that is properly prepared pursuant to this chapter will be 
collected once per week. When a scheduled refuse collection day falls on a city 
holiday refuse will be collected on the next regularly scheduled collection day. The 
Director of the Department of Public Works will retain the right to adjust schedules 
in response to emergencies or severe weather. 

(B) Roll cart containers and receptacles .for trash and ashes shall be placed at the curb 
line for collection but shall not remain at the curb line longer than a reasonable time 
necessary for collection. City containers and other receptacles for trash and ashes 
shall be placed at the curb no sooner than 7:00 p.m. on the evening prior to 
collection and no later than 5:00a.m. on the day of collection. City containers and 
other receptacles shall be removed from the curb no later than 7:00p.m. m the 
evening on the day of collection. Roll carts and other receptacles shall be kept in the 
rear yard when not at the curb for collection. Properties which do not have rear 
yard access may be exempt from this provision upon approval of an alternative 
storage location by the Director of Public ~orks. 

Section 8. PROCEDURE FOR USING DUMPSTERS-

(A) No dumpster shall be located closer than six feet to any abutting residential 
property line. Whenever in the opinion of the site so as to conform with these 
requirements, or there are special circumstances that make the requirements wholly 
impractical, the Director may des1gnate a location for the dumpster which In his 
d1scretlon is the most accessible and aesthetically appropriate or make exemptions 
from the requirements as necessary. Any property owner aggrieved by the 
determination of the Director of Public Works may address the concern to City 
Council. 

(BI All dumpsters and containers, regardless of whether collection service will be 
provided by the city or by private hauler, shall be maintained in a safe and sanitary 
condition and shall be cleaned by the owner/occupant of the dumpster site as often 
as necessary to prevent the dumpster from becoming malodorous. Litter and debris 
shall not be allowed to accumulate around the dumpster, and all refuse shall be 
deposited in such manner so as to prevent it from blowing out of the dumpster. 

(C) The Department of Public Works and the City Administrator is hereby authorized to 
promulgate further regulations regarding dumpsters in order to provide standards 
for the location and maintenance of the dumpsters not in conflict with this chapter. 

(D) The city shall make a minimum of one collection per week from each establishment 
having dumpster contatners. If a dumpster is blocked by a vehicle or is obstructed in 
any other way which prohibits access to a dumpster, the Department of Public 
Works will return for this collection only if the collection schedules allow. No 
dumpster containers will be collected or emptied by the city of its collection 
equipment is required to pass over a curb. Such containers shall be placed and 
located as directed by the Director of Public Works. 

• 
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(E) A dumpster container will not be collected when in the opinion of the Director of 
Public Works it is filled with special handling wastes or when the combined weight of 
the container and its contents Is of such excessive weight as to pose a threat to the 

·proper functioning of the packer truck lifting equipment. 

(F) Establishments using dumpster containers shall ensure that the container is placed 
at a pomt that is reasonably accessible for the purpose of collection. Such point 
shall not be in any public street, alley or sidewalk, or upon any public property of any 
nature. Dumpsters in extremely difficult locations may not be serviced if in the 
opinion of the Director of Public Works a better, safer and more accessible locations 
exists upon the property. Establishments shall see that dumpster containers are 
maintained in good condition. Any container with ragged edges, serious rust 
problems affecting the strength of the container or broken sleeves may not be 
serviced and may be replaced by the city. Dumpster containers shall be cleaned as 
often as necessary by the owner/occupant of the property to ensure that the 
container does not become malodorous and unsanitary. 

(G) Temporary placement of dumpsters on rights-of-way for restoration or demolition 
work requires a permit from the City Clerk/Tax Collector. Further, the city reserves 
the right to refuse service to temporary dumpsters. 

iection 9. RESTRICTIONS 

(A) It shall be unlawful to place any hazardous or medical waste or special handling 
waste in a receptacle for pick-up by the city. The city reserves the right to enter into 
private contract negotiation and award a franchise or franchises to businesses for 
the collection and disposal of hazardous, medical or any othe·r special wastes under 
terms and conditions as the city deems reasonable and appropriate. 

(B) It shall be unlawful for any person to engage in the refuse collection business in the 
city without first obtaining a license from the city. 

(C) It shall be unlawful for any person other than refuse collectors in the Department of 
Public Works or a person duly licensed to collect, haul, convey or transport any of 
the waste materials herein mentioned, to interfere in any manner with the 
receptacles containing any such waste materials, or to remove any such receptacle 
from the location where placed by the property owner/occupant or the Director of 
the Department of Public Works, or to remove any of the contents of such 

receptacles. 

;ection 11. SPECIAL TRASH ORDER PICKUPS AND RATES 

f time is available all special trash order pickups will be collected during the first week of each 
nonth. This is a courtesy service offered.by the city and the scheduled times for pickups will be 

:letermined by the Director ot Public Works. All trash orders must be placed at curb or areas 
Nhere a truck can park to load. 

(A) FEES: 
(1) Minimum charge per order $15.00 
(2) One pickup load $20.00 plus dllmp fee 
(3) Small dump truck $30.00 plus dump fee 
(4) Mid-size dump truck $40.00 plus dump fee 
(5) large dump truck $50.00 plus dump fee 
(6) Skid steer (if needed) $40.00 
(7) Backhoe (if needed) $40.00 
(8) Partial loads that can be disposed of at the public works department will be 

estimated charges for dump fees. 
(9) There will be no dump fees for loads that contain only metal that can be recycled 

but there will be a truck fee. 
(lO)Any limbs are to be cut in sections shorter than six (6) feet in length, logs are to 
be cut in sections small enough to hand load In truck. Anything that can't be 
chipped will be taken to dump and a dump fee will be charged and regular truck fees 
will be charged for brush. 
(11)Leaves are to be bagged and placed beside curb. There will be no charge for leaf 
pickups. 

(B) CHARGES FOR INDIVIDUAL ITEMS: 
(1) Refrigerators. stoves, washer. dryers, water heaters $15.00 
(2) Tires 16" or smaller $3.00 each 
(3) Tires larger than 16"$12.00 each 
(4) Batteries $2.00 each 

(C) RESTRICTED ITEMS THAT CANNOT BE PICKED UP: 

(1) No metal tanks of any kind: oxygen. refrigerant, propane or soda fountain tanks 
(2) No paint cans unless they are completely dried out 
(3) All construction debris must be removed by the contractor 
(4) We do not provide containers or dumpsters for construction debris. In some 

cases we may be able to provide a dump truck for loading if available to the 
home owner. 

(5) Trees and tree limbs cut by professional trimmers must be removed by the 
contractor. 

;ection 10. COUECTION RATES. 

(A} Collection rates tor residential service shall be S.W $13.50 per month. Roll carts 
may be provided at the rate of $2 per month.

(C) Businesses which presently have their own dumpsters will be allowed to phase out 
those dumpsters until or unless a replacement is necessary in the judgement of the 
Director of Public Works with the approval of the City Administrator. 

(D) The City Administrator and the Director of Public Works shall work together with 
businesses, or groups or businesses, on an individual basis, to assist them with 
volume reduction plans in order to economize the need and use of both roll cart 
and dumpster service.

Section 12. ENFORCEI\i 1ENT. 

The Director of Public Works, his agents, or representatives, is hereby authorized to 
exercise such powers a s may be ,.1ecessary or convenient to carry out and effectuate the 
provisions of this chap! .er, as enumerated and regulated by the Mayor and City Council, 
including the following powers 1n addition to any others herem granted; 

(A) To enter u pon all properties within the city for the purpose of inspection, 
observatio n, measurement, sampling and testing in accord;mce with the provisions 
of this ch~ 

(B) To delegat c the duties of such officers, agents and employees as he deems 
necessary to carry out the purposes of this chapter; 

(C) To delegat e any of his functions or powers under this chapter to such other officers, 
agents anc I employees as he may designate; 

(D) To promul gate regulations which may be necessary to carry out and effectuate the 
provisions of this chapter. 

Section 13. PENALlY 

I) 

Any person, fi rm or corporation violating any of the provisions of this chapter shall be 
deemed guilty of a cc •de violation, and upon conviction thereof, shall be punishable by a fine of ~ 
not less than $25 nor more than $300, in the discretion of the Code Enforcement Board. Each 
day any violation sha II continue shall be considered a separate violatiOn.
