County Schools. 

The basi of the suit. 

according to the attorneys. is 
that both Bickford and 
Fanning had prior ~nowledge 
that Stephen Patton was being 
subjected to bullymg and 
harassment on a regular basis 
at his chooJ. behavior that his 
family believes Jed him to 
commit suicide, and did noth­
ing to intervene on the boy's 
behalf.

:Schools will improve 
:with parents' help 

Anytime the state releases local education statistics late­
ly, we generally greet the new with a degree of ambiva­
lence. While it is never good to ee the Floyd County 

"' chool district lagging behind the rest of the tate in so 
many measurable quantities, it is refreshing to see the dis-

• trict showing signs of improvement and beginning to make 
up the ground that it lost for so many years. 

Note, in this case, ambivalence is a marked Improvement 
over how we used to view Floyd County's performance. 
ust a few years ago, the reaction would have been orne­
bing between disgust and hon-or, as the county seemed to 

fa further behind the pack with each . ucces ion of statis-
tic . 

So when nonacademic data wa. released last week. that 
nrwal assessment of how county school . tand in terms of 

attendance, graduation, dropouts, retention and tran ition to 
ult life, we felt that newly familiar ambivalence once 

a ain. It i good to see the county making gains, but some­
what disheartening to see how much work remains. 

But now a new pattern i emerging, and it is a troubling 
one that hints at what may be the limits of the school sys-
em to continue improving. 

Despite a redoubled effort to increa e attendance in 
cent years that has shown . igns of making a dent in the 

roblem, the county still lags woefully behind the rest of 
the state. And in this instance, we cannot point a finger of 
blame at the school system. 

Parents share the responsibility of educating their chil­
ilien, and there i perhaps no other area where they have a 
greater impact than attendance. So if attendance rates con-
tinue to trail the state despite the best e1Iorts of schools to 
remedy the problem, we can only look at parents when 
earchi ng for a c e. 

M!!l,....IIO<.are not ay,i that all parents · e to lame. becau. e 
rhe problem i not hat widespread. In fact, if each class­
roqm had just one Jess absence each day, Floyd County 
wo ld ri e from among the state's laggard to one of the 

. tate's leaders overnight. 
~ But it remains true that there is a small group of parents 
·who seem to regard their children's education as optional, 
and the county mu t contmue to deal with truant parent 

arshly. 
However, that will not entirely address the problem, and 

tt is up to all parents to ask themselves if they have been a 
bit too casual regarding theu children's attendance. Many. 
we are certain, will determine that they haven't. At the 
same time, we are equally certain that some will discover 
'that they could have just as easily scheduled an out-of-town 

·p or a routine doctor'· appointment while school was not 
in session. 

It should be seen a a victory of sorts that the time for 
ig, sweeping changes in Floyd County schools i nearly 
ver, and that the job ahead requires small changes. We are 
ealing with movements of inche now, not miJe . 

But no matter what changes ?remade in local education, 
there are no improvements that wi11 enable schools to teach

They 
tressed that the New York 

senator did not intend to sus­

In defeat. Obama 's aides 
concluded they had committed 
a cardinal sin of New 
Hampshire politics. forsaking 
small, intimate event. in favor 
of speeches to large audtences 
inviting them to ratify Iowa's 
choice. 

It was not a mistake the> 
made again - which helped 
explain Obama 's larer outing. 
to bowhng alleys. backyard 
basketball hoops and 
American Legion halls in the 
heartland. 

Clinton conceded nothing. 
memorably knocking back a 
shot of Crown Royal whiskey 
at a bar in Indiana. recalling 
that her grandfather had taught 
her to use a shotgun. and dri­
ving in a pickup to a gas sta­
tion in South Bend, Ind., to 
emphasize her support for a 
summertime suspension or the 
federal gasoline tax. 

As other rivals quickly fell 
away in winter, the strongest 
black candidate in history and 
the strongest female White 
House contender traded victo­
ries on Super Tuesday. the 
Feb. 5 series of primaries and 
caucuse across 21 states and 
American Samoa that once 
seemed likely to settle the 
nomination. 

But Clinton had a problem 
that Obama exploited. and he 
scored a coup she could not 
answer. 

Pressed for cash, the former 
first lady ran noncompetitive 
campaigns in several Super 
Tuesday caucus states, allow­
ing her rival to run up h1s del­
egate totals. 

At the same time. Sen. 
Edward M. Kennedy. D 
Mass., endorsed the young 
senator in terms that sum 
moncd mcmoncs of his slain 
brothers while seeking to turn 
the page on the Clinton era. 

In a reference that likened 
former President Clinton to 
Harry Truman: "There was 
another time. \\hen another 
young candidate was running 
for pres1dent and challenging 
America to cross a new fron­
tier. He faced criticism from 
the preceding Democratic 
president. who was widely 

respected in the party." 
Merely by . urviving Super 

Tuesday. Obama exceeded 
expecrations. 

But he did more than sur­
vive, emerging with a lead in 
delegates that he never relin­
quished. and proceeded to run 
off a string of II straight vic­
tories. 

Clinton saved her candida­
cy once more with primary 
"ictories in Ohio and Texas on 
March 4, beginning a stretch 
in which she won primaries in 
six of the final nine states on 
the calendar, as well as in 
Puerto Rico. 

It was a strong run, provid­
ing glimpses of what might 
have been for the one-time 
front-runner. 

Bur hy then Obama was 
well on his way to victory. 
Clinton and her allies stressed 
the popular vote instead of del­
egates. Yet he seemed to 
emerge from each loss with 
residual trength. 

Obama's bigger than-
expected victory in North 
Carolina on May 6 offset Ius 
narrow defeat in Indiana the 
. arne day. Four days later, he 
overtook Clinton's lead among 
supcrdelegates. the party lead­
ers she had hoped would 
award her the nomination on 
the basis of a strong showing 
in swing states. 

Obmna lo t West Yirgmia 
by a whopping 67 percent to 
26 percent on May 13. Yet he 
won an endorsement the fol­
lowing day from forme• presi­
dential rival and one-time 
North Carolina Sen. John 
Euwards. 

Clinton administered 
another drubbing in Kentucky 
a week later. This time, Obama 
countered with a victory in 
Oregon. and turned up that 
n1ght tn Iowa to say he had 
won a majority of all the dele­
gates available in 56 primaries 
and caucuses on the calendar. 

There were moments of 
angeL notably in a finger-wag­
ging debate in South Carolina 
on Jan. 21. 

Obama told the former first

lady he was helping unem­
ployed workers on the street<; 
of 'hrcago when "you were a 
corporate lawyer srtting on the 
board at Wal Mart." 

Moments later, Clinton said 
that she was fighting against 
misguided Republican policies 
''when you were practicing 
law and representing your con­
tJibutor ... in his slum landlord 
business in inner city 
Chkago." 

And Bill Clinton was a con 
stant presence and an occa­
. ional irritant for Obama. The 
former president angered sev­
eral black politicians when he 
seemed to dimini-;h Ohama's 
South Carolina triumph by 
noting that Jesse Jackson had 
also won the state. 

Obama's frustration 
showed at the Jan. 21 debate, 
when he accu ed the former 
president in absentia of utter­
ing a series of distortions. 

''I"m here. He's not," the 
former first lady snapped. 

"Well, I can't tell who I'm 
running against sometimes," 
Obama countered. 

There were relatively few 
policy differences. Clinton 
accused Obama of backing a 
health care plan that would 
leave millions out, and the two 
clashed repeatedly over trade. 

Yet race, religion, region 
and gender became political 
fault lines as the two cam­
paigned from coa t to coast. 

Along the way, Obama 
showed an ability to weather 

the inevitable controversies, 
most notably one caused by 
the mcend1ary rhetoric of his 
former pastor, the Rev. 
Jeremiah Wright. 

At first, Obama said he 
could not break with his long­
time spiritual adviser. Then, 
when Wright spoke out anew, 
Obama reversed course and 
denounced him strongly. 

Clinton struggled with self­
inflicted wounds. Most promi~ 
nently, she claimed to have 
come under sniper flre as first 
lady more than a decade earli- ' 
er while paying a visit to 
Bosnia. 

Instead, videotapes showed' 
her receiving a gift of flower 
from a young girl who greeted 

I' her plane.

Notice of Sewer Use Ordinance 
of Prestonsburg City's Utilities Commission 

Pursuant to the consent judgment entered into between 
Prestonsburg and the Environmental and Public Protection 
Cabinet, the EPPC approved , by letter postmarked Apri l 15, 
2008, the sewer use ordinance which properly defines and 
adequately prohibits illicit connections to the sanitary sewer 
system. Additionally, the sewer use ordinance gives the city 
oversight of connections to the city's sewer system, by 
means of riqht-of-entry and inspection provisions, and it fur­
ther provides for remediation of the illicit connection and 
enforcement of the city's rules with appropriate penalties. 

Upon the EPPC approval of the SUO Prestonsburg City's 
Utilities Commission shall notify its customers pursuant to the 
consent judgment filed August 7, 2007. PCUC shall notify its 
customers within forty-five (45) days of the existence of the 
SUO (May 31, 2008). Within ninety (90) days of receipt of ttle 
EPPC notification (July 15, 2008), PCUC shall commence 
enforcement of these SUOs with respect to illicit connectionSJ. 
to the sanitary sewers. An exception to the prohibition on 
unauthorized discharges to PCUC's sanitary sewer system 
shall be allowed within any area designated as a Historical 
District by city ordinance. Within such Historical District, 
PCUC may allow unauthorized discharges to the sanitary 
sewer system from strucutres having historical significance 
and which discharges may not be reasonably abated without 
undue damage to the historic structure.

(1997, 98, 2000 and 2005). set

(I I 6.104 mph) in lJUalifying, 
with Rick Rogers second­
quickest at 12.498. The top-12 
from qualifying locked into 
the $3,000-to-win main event. 
but they ran two six-lap dash­

Rogers took the victory in 

the first dash over Hill, Billy 
Ogle Jr.', Shanon Buckingham. 
Allen driver Brandon Kinzer 
and Jeff Maupin, which deter­

Anthony White 
held Tommy Kerr off for the 
victory in the second dash, 
with Kerry Jones, Bryan 
Hendrix, Chad Ogle and John 
Tweed trailing, which deter­
mined startmg posltions 
seven-through-12. 

The final 12 starting spots 
were determined through a 
12-lap B-main, with Mike 
Smith taking the victory. 

Rogers and Hill led the 
stellar 24-car starting field to 

the start, and with the green 
flag waving the duo raced 

or-to-door down the front 
straightaway into the first 
turn. With Hill riding the 
high-line around turns one 
and two, he carried momen­
tum off turn two to grab the 
lead racing down the back­
stretch over Rogers, 
Buckingham, Billy Ogle Jr. 
and Maupin. 

Maupin looked to the 
inside of Billy Ogle Jr. on the 
third lap racing off tum four 
to move into fourth in the run­
ning order. The event's first 
• ution waved on lap 10 as 

t e front-runners worked 
slower traffic at the mil of the 
field. With Maupin riding on 
Buckingham's rear bumper, 
he looked to the inside of 
Buckingham at the end of the 
front straightaway. With the 
car of Barry Arnold directly in 
front of Buckingham, and 
Maupin on the gas down on 
the bottom, Buckingham tan­
gled with Arnold and spun 
between tum one and two.

Getting 
a good run off the fourth tum 
to the inside of Rogers on lap 
l I. Maupin nosed ahead of 
Rogers at the start-finish-line 
and completed the pass for 
position as they raced into the 
fir t Lurn.

Pletcher then built the case 
for an upset, pointing to Big 
Brown·. hoof problems since 
the Preakness and Casino 
Drive's bid to win consecutive 
races in the U.S. since arriving 
from Japan. 

··Everything hasn "t gone 
perfectly for Big Brown," 
Pletcher said. "He's still prob­
ably head and shoulders above 
this group but he hasn't had an 
ideal situation. Casino Drive is 
in a difficult situation. making 
his second start in the U.S. 
Often times, horses run really 
well here the Jirst time and 
regress a little bit the second 
time:· 

Even if Big Brown and 
Casmo Drive regres , Ready's 
Echo would need a vastly 
improved effort. The colt is 1-
for-4. finishing a distant third 
behind Casino Drive most 
recently in the Peter Pan 
Stakes at Belmont.

Perry, who squandered 
two chances in the previous 
three week , delivered his 
best golf of the year. 

He finished at 8-under 
280, the highest winning 
score at the Memorial in 23 
years. Perry earned $1.08 
million for his lOth career 
victory, which translate to 
1.080 points toward the 
Ryder Cup. moving him up to 
No. 5 m the standings. 

The Ryder Cup will be 
beld at Valhalla in his native 
Kentucky, and Perry is so 
desperate to make the team 
that he won't even bother 
qualifying for the U.S. Open.

That worked 
so well the Americans lost for 
a second straight time by a 
record margin (18 1/2-9 1/2) . 

Jack Nicklaus was think­
ing about that the other day at 
the Memorial when he noted 
that any team that featured 
Woods and Phil Mickelson 
should be able to hold it own 
without having to hold sing 
along around the campfire. 

''Get out of the way and let 
them go play." Nicklaus said. 
"That's ·orl of my feeling.'" 

Paul A7tnger may ye t 
overplay his hand like his 
predecessors, but he has 
already done a couple things 
to tweak the competition that 
could pay off. He insisted on 
changing the rules to allow 
four captain's picks on the 
12-member team in tead of 
two, and for mos t of the 
points to be earned thi s year 
so he would have hot players. 

Perry is taking advantage 
of those changes in his 
unlikely run to his second 
Ryder Cup team. He needs to 
play decently through the 
summer to keep his spot in 
the top eight, but you get the 
feeling he 's come too far to 
le t this chance slip away.

and he's playing better than 
any go1fe r his age bas the 
ri ght to play.

Weir, trying to become 
Canadn's higgest PGA Tour 
winner with his ninth victo­
ry, chipped in for birdie from 
short of the ninth green to 
make the turn at 8 under and 
tied for ihe lead. but he also 
gave away shots early on the 
back nine . Weir came up 
short on the I Oth and missed 
a I 0-foot par putt, then went 
over the II th green with a 
wedge into rough so deep he 
could barely see his bali. 

Weir had the last chance, 
two shots behind until mis -
ing a 7-foot birdie on the 
17Lb. 

"When you wm a tourna­
ment, you guess right a few 
times," Weir said. "Today, 
three times in a row I 
guessed wrong." 

Kelly never had a share of 
the le"d, bul he felt as miser­
able as the rest of them. 
Perry made his lone bogey 
on the 17th to fall to 8 under, 
and Kelly was 3 feet away 
for birdie to pull within one 
shot. His pull caught the lip 
and spun 5 feet away.

But when we were 
kids. we were downright skinny. 

Anyway. I heard a news report the 
other day that said an alarming num­
ber of our pre-schoolers and about a 
quarter of our sixth graders, are either 
overweight, or on the verge of becom­
mg so. 

r guess it's pretty easy to figure 
why we had no obesity among our 
young people.

These 
tests can be accurate or use­
less, depending on how honest 
you are v..ith your. elf. Don't be 
shy to share openly what you 
want and keep an open mind 
with whatever results the tests 
find. And remember, if the test 
says you're best suited for a 
certain field but you don't 
agree. you can always move 
on to other methods. 

• Do your homework. 

Choosing the right career path. 
whether you're fresh out of 
college or well into yoor pro­
jeo.,sional life, involves 
researching what careers <u·e 
out there and what's best suit 
ed to yow- talents and goals. 
Typically. sm;h research yield~ 
a number of lields that match 
both interests and career goals. 

orne of the<oe careers you 
m1ght not even know about, 
while some could be obvious. 
rr your reseach produces a 
handful of careers. you've now 
nmrowed your search and can 
begin more extensive research. 

For those who are already 
working. be patient, with your 
research. If you're fresh out of 
school or about to graduate, 
consider eeking advice from a 
career counsellor who might 
help to 'peed up the process. 
Either way, you probably have. 
more time than you think. so 
use it to your advantage. 

• Take your new career for 
a test drive. Once you've done 
your research on your nar­
rowed list. consider taking a 
couple of those prospective 

careers qn a "test drive.'' 
Rather than give your two 
week~ notice and just dive 
right in, try volunteering in 
your prospective field fir t. 
Thi-. will give you a chance w 
. ce if yonr research was right 
and the career is something 
you're willing to try out for Lhc 
long haul. lt can also help you 
eliminate making a mistake 
and taking a job you won't 
like. 

If no volunteer work is 
available, other options do 
exi<;t. For instance. enroll in a 
class in the prospective field at 
your local university, or look 
for part-time or freelance work 
to get your feet wet. It's always 
good. especially for people 
making a career change as 
opposed to those just starting 
om. to get a feel for a new job 
before moving on from an old 
one. 

• Go for it. If you like what 
you've seen and feel like it's 
the right direction for you. 
then go for it. While it will 
seem hke a big risk, as the cur­
rent workplace climate sug·

For student· who really have 
no idea what they might want 
to tudy consider applying to a 
larger stale school, as those 
often offer che most programs 
of -.tudy. meaning a student 
won't have to transfer once 
they do decide on a course of 
. tudy. 

• Make a li-.t of what you 
want out of a school. For some 
kids, going to school too far 
away from home is a frighten­
ing prospect, while others 
might embrace the freedom. 
Also. schools vary greatly 
depending on Lhe size of the 
college. Some students might 
prefer a smaller, more close­
knit college community, while 
other. might prefer a larger 
school with more students. 
Stlidents should make a list of 
what their personal prefer­
ences are and seek out schools 
that match those preferences. 

• Discuss finances. Thanks 
to the ever-increasing costs 
a~sociated with higher educa­
tion. finances ligure heavily 
into the college decision. 
While parents would love to 
send their children to their first 
choices, sometime<. finances 
mandate otherwise. Parents 
and children should discuss 
how much they can afford to 
spend. and how realistic some 

college choices might be. 
While financial aid and schol­
arship arc options. they aren't 
alway enough to cover tuition 
and room and board costs. 
Rather than risk a heated argu­
ment when it comes time to 
make a decision. parents and 
children should get bn the 
same page with respect to 
what's affordable as soon a.
