PRESTONSBURG - Three 
people charged with trying to . teal 
catalytic converters off vehicle in 
Preswnsburg last week appeared in 
court earlier this week for a prelim­
inary hearing. 

Ronald Spurlock. ::!9, of Rainelle 
W.Va .. along with Lowell, 43. of 
Garrett and Regina Castle, 21, of 
Martin appeared in Floyd District 
Court Wednesday where Judge 
James R. Allen determined that 
there was probable cause for the 
case to be sent to the grand jury. 

Judge Allen's deci!\ion seemed 
to solidify upon learning that anoth­
er warrant had been issued for 
Ronald Spurlo<.:k on the charge of 
stealing a catalytic convener from a 
car at McDowell ARH. The warrant 
wos issued after an eye witness to 
the theft came forward. 

Judge Allen was also not inter­
ested in lowenng the defendants' 
bonds. 

''A. far as rm concerned they 
will remain in jail until trial, or if 
they make bond,'' Allen said. Bond 
for each of the defendants was set at

LOUISVILLE - Beginning 
July 1, Kentucky will collect 
another 1.5 cents tax on each gal­
lon of ga oline. 

State finance officials ay the 
tax, which goes toward the state 
road fund, will increase to 21. l 
cents, and the diesel tax will rise 
to 18.1 cents. . 

The legislature designed the 
fuel tax to reset at lea. t once a 
year based on the tate· average 
whole ale price of gas. It could 
go down if prices fall. but the tax 
has increased, on average. by a 
httle more than a penny every 
year since 2004, when it was 16 
cents. 

And with gas prices hovering 
around $4 for much of the state 
the pa t month. Kentuckian 
aren't too happy with another 
increase.

Attorney tiles 
complaint against 
newspaper editor 

The Associated Press 

STANFORD -A criminal 
complaint has been filed 
against Lhe editor of a weekly 
newspaper in central Kentucky 
after a photo of a juvenile mur­
der suspect was published. 

The (Danville) Advocate· 
Messenger report<; that the 
juvenile's attorney tiled the 
complaint against Qeorge 
Lewis, editor of The (Stanford) 
Interior-Journal. 

The complaint alleges that 
Lewis "violated the conliden­
tiality of a juvenile court pro­
ceeding" by taking the photo 
in late April and publishing it 
on May l. 

Kentucky juvenile courl 
proceedings are closed to the 
public. 

In a complaint filed May 2, 
public defender Susanne 
McCollough alleges that 
Lewis committed a misde­
meanor olTense on April 22 
when he rook a picture of her 
client through the door of a 
district courtroom during a 
juvenile proceeding. 

Lewis' auorneys. R. 
Kenyon Meyer and James L. 
Adams, have flled a motion to 
dismiss the complaint. They 
argue the statute cited by 
McCoHough is a directive to 
court officials and doesn't 
apply to Lhe public, including 
Lewis. 

They also argue that tbe 
entire statute is "unconstitu­
tionally vague and overbroad." 

McCollough's client was 
charged in April with killing 
two Lincoln County men in 
2002 when he was still a juve­
nile. The photo was taken dur­
ing his arraignment. 

Lewis offered no comment 
when contacted at his office in 
Stanford by The Advocate­
Messenger on Tuesday. The 
newspaper offices closed at 
noon Wednesday. and a home 
listing for Lewis couldn't 
immediately be found. 

McCollough's voicemail 
said she was unavailable until 
June 25. 

Lewis is scheduled to be 
arraigned Friday. bur Lincoln 
County Allorney Daryl Day 
said the date could be moved 
to avoid a scheduling conflict.

Safety panel calls for steroid ban for racing

LEXINGTON 
Thoroughbred racing took a 
major slep toward outlawing 
steroids Tuesday when a safe­
ty panel created days after 
Eight Belles' fatal run in tJ1e 
Kentucky Derhy recommend­
ed that they should be banned 
by January. 

The proposal was immedi­
ately endorsed by several key 
players in the sport. 

The call for a sweeping 
ban on anabolic steroids for 
racing was one of three sug­
gestions from the committee 
established by North 
America's thoroughbred reg­
istry, the Jockey Club. Other 
recommendations dealt wilh 
banning certain horseshoes 
known Lu cause injur1es and 
regulating the usc of ilic rid­
ing crop by jockeys. 

"Hopefully we can say thi 
is the last year horses were 
racing on . steroids," said 
Stuart S. Janney ID, charrman 
of the commiHee. 'There's a 

real opportunity to shame 
people into doing the Tight 
thmg if that's what it requires. 
We hope it doesn't.'' 

Congress might take action 
on the i sue. too On 
Thur ·da}. a House Energy 
subcommittee will hear testi­
mony from ke) player,. in the 
mdustry about steroids and 
olher safety matters. u~ing as 
a bargaining chip a federal 
law that grunts simukasting 
rights to states, there is a push 
by orne lawmakers to force 
the industry to ban !o>tcroids 
and do a better job of policing 
itself. 

"Anabolic steroids hav~ rio 
valid purpose in the training 
and racing of the equine ath­
lete," said Bill Ca ner. chair­
man or the Thoroughbred 
Owner' and Breeders Assoc. 

Alex Waldrop. prc~ident of 
the ational Thoroughbred 
Racing Association. and Bill 
Farish. ehainnan of Breeder~· 
Cup Ltd .. al o relea~ed state­
ment. endorsmg the safety 
panel's recommenda1ions. 

Unlike most team sports, 

which have a national com­
mi:sioner to make deci.,ions, 
thoroughbred racing makes its 
regulation. through individ­
ual ·tate~. Fewer than a dozen 
. tales have approved a niodel 
rule that would ban steroids 
prior lo ra~:ing. 

The safety pand . ays all 
radng JUn.,.d~<.:tions should 
apprme the rule hy the end tlf 
ilic year. Steroids could still 
he admim. tered by veterinari­
ans for horses reco,·cJing 
from injuries. but they would 
he ineligible to race again 
untll it'' out of their blood­
stream. 

Ltrr) BramlJge. \\ho was 
the on-call 'eterinarinn at 
( hurchill Downs during the 
Derhy, said the effect on 
steroids in horse is somewhat 
different from the1r eftect on 
humans - but still a ~afet)
