Kentucky State Senate adopted 
Senator Johnny Ray Turner's 
re olution Wednesday com­
memorating the 50th anniyer­
sary of the Floyd County 
Emergency Rescue Squad. 

The Floyd County 
Emergency Rescue Squad was 
fonned on April 27, 1958, in the 
wake of the horrific school bus 
crash that claimed the lives of 
26 children and the bus driver. 
Local residents took the initia­
tive to create emergency 
response capabilities in the 
community so that such an inci-

dent in the future would not 
result in such a tragic loss of 
life. Among the 13 Floyd 
Countains who took the lead in 
creating the squad was James 
Goble, who lost all three of his 
children in the bus crash. 

The Prestonsburg School 
Bus Crash of 1958 is still one of 
the deadliest school bus crashes 
in United States history. Only 
the Carrollton Bus Crash of 
J 988 equals the accident. The 
National Safer:y Council calls 
the 1958 incident the worst

County infrastructure nee<Js were 
also addressed in the budget hill, 
which Y..Ould authori/e 50 million 
in toha~co settlement dollars to fund 
water and !'iC\,I!f pro_iccts in tobacco 
counties. $50 million in coal . cvcr­
<mce dollars for water and sewer 
projects in c.:ual countie , and 50 
million in General Fund water and 
se~er honds. It would also restore 
$3.8 million in base funding to local 
jaih, which ha\'e . truggled with rh­
ing operational costs in rc.:cnt years. 

Now it's up to lbe Senate to 
decide what changes it will make ro 
the two hills. It i..; expected that 
there Y..ill he difference~ in the 
Hou:·e and Senate budget version-, 
that \\ill ha' e 10 be worked. oul in 
conference committee late in the 
se. sion. For now, however, we must 
wait and sec hmv HB 406 and HB 
262 fare in the final ahalysis. 

The two-year Executrve Branch 
budget hill is the largest bill that the 
Kentucky General As-;embly consid­
ers, hut it is not the only hudgct hill 
we must pass. Budget'> JllU'it b~ con

twn. One of those wa~ an energy 
mcenti\e hill that would provide 
tax in~:enti ves fur energy-ettictent 
improvements to homes and busi­
nesses. The incentives in HB 2. 
which passed the House by a 97 0 
vote. would be offered between 
2009 and 2015 and would help 
move Kentucky\ energy policy for­
ward. Other provisions in the bill 
would increw.e con truction or ener­
gy efficienr state buildings, assess 
potential energy sa\'ings in public 
school buildings. and promote pri­
\'ate investment in hydroelectric 
power at Kentucky River dams. 

Funding for frrc disrricts was the 
purpose or another measure which 
cleared the House last week. HB 
503 would allow tire protection dis­
tricts and volunteer ftrc department 
districts to in1.·rease their revenue· 
hy asking the1r local legislative body 
to increase the an'loull! of property 
tax they recel\ e by $.02 per $100 
assessed value. The distlicts, which 
haYe no1 hnd the Lax levy increased 
since 1944. would he able to seck 
the sam~ level of increase every five 
years up to a maximum rate of $.20 
pt:r $100 assessed value. The bill 
pas~ed the House by a 60-36 vote on 
March 10 and is now before the 
Senate.

Little dog needs help 
to get his bounce back 

Local vet agrees to oversee community donations

His name is ""Bizkit'' and he's full of energy. mischief and unconditional 
love. But, he's sick and he needs our help. 

Bizkit i. a male. m::ar]y two year old, Yorksb1rc tenier that belongs to Shea 
hepherd. ot Pre!o>tonsburg. Bizkit, according to local veterinarian Dr Mark 

Greene, sul1'ers from what is termed a "liver -.hunt." 
"Ba ·ically. what that means is that blood from the intestines bypass~., the 

liver, which creates a buildup of Lox in~ in his ·ystem" Dr. Greene ·aid. "Tt\ 
a fairly common disorder in this breed." 

Treatment of Lhe disorder require surgery, which can be rather expensive, 
ranging anywhere fi·om 1,500 to $2,500 a.; estimated h} Orecnc. 'The 
surgery can only be done by a board ceniticd (veterin<U)) surgeon," Dr. 
Greene said, ''So rvc referred Bizldr to Bluegrass V< tcrinary Specialist-; in 
Lexington." 

Dr. Greene confim1. that the Bluegrass team has tested Bizkil, mcludtng 
performing an ultrasound, and that the serie . of tests bows that he ha onl}' 
one blood vessel that is hyrassing his liver. "That". good,'' he said. "because 
with only one vcs. cl mvolvcd. chances arc more than good that if he ha-; the 
surgery, which will reroute the blood llo\\, he will live a healthy life with a 
normal lifespan." 

Bizkit' · disorder wa:. actuaUy discovered b) Dr. Greene some months ago 
during a routine vi'\it. AI lltat time. be wa~ doing well and Greene inforrn~d 
his own~r ilia! as long a!> Bizkit continu~d to thrive. displaying no sign-; or 
symptoms of illness, that all would be well. He said. however, that he antici­
pated tllat sooner or later that Bizkit's good health would begin to falter. 

"These little dogs are nom1ally ver) frisky. very high energy. With a liver 
shunt. they may begin to vomit frequently. have rrohlcms with eating and 
d1ges11on. ju~t become not . o frisky anymore;· he !>aid. Medication , accord­

Hypothyroidism usually comes on 
gradually. so many people don I 
notice several of these symptom<; as 
heing meamngful or rel<~led to one 
another.

Before I talk 'ipccitkally about 
hypolhymidism and how it is treated, 
I need to give you a short anatomy 
lesson about the thyroid gland itself. 
The thyroid is an .. , r· shaped slTUc­
ture that i'> atuu:hed lo the trachea -
sometimes called the windpipe. l11e 
gland 1s located low in the neck at 
ahout the level of the collarbones. lt 
straddlc1> the trachea, with the main 
parts of the gland lying on either side 
and the cross-bar of the ''H'' shape 
crossing over the il:ont of the trachea. 

The tesLo; to determine if lhe thy­
roid gland is workmg properly arc 
simple blood tests These testo; mea­
sure tl1c concentration of the two 
main thyrc id hormones. T3 nnd T4, 
as well as the level of a pituitary 
gland hormone called thyroid timu 
lating hom10ne. or TSH. As the name 
imphe ·, TSH regulates the amount of 
hormone the thyroid produces. Tn the 
vast majonty of cases, hypothy 

Hypothyroidism is more common 
in women, and the likelihood of 
developing this increases with age. fl 
docs not ccm to run in families. lf 
lett untreated, it can produce severe 
consequences. These can include 
heart problems that are life threaten 
ing, increased suf;cepribility to infec­
tions and acute p~ychosis. 

If the tests I mentioned find roo 
much TSH circulating in your blood, 
your doctor will probably recom­
mend that you starL taking thyroid 
hormone replacement medication. 
Many people lind a prompt resolu­
tion in Lhcir symptoms once lhe miss­
ing thyroid hormone is adequately 
replaced. You will still need to have 
periodic blood tests to monitor the 
functioning of your thyroid gland. 
This will help keep things in balance. 

Generally. this is one of those con­
ditions that will require treatment for

In an extraordinary move, 
Boston players voted to hoycoll 
a nationally televased exhibi­
tion game and Wedne..,day 
afternoon's tlight to Japan for 
next week's season-opemng 
series against Oakland. upset 
that coaches weren't going 10 

receive the same $40.000 pay­
ment · negotiated for play~rs by 
their union. 

A tew hours later, all was 
resolved. and the Red Sox took 
the field 64 minutes late for a 4-
3 loss to Toronto before. a 
crowd of 7.868 in Fort Myers, 
Fla. 

Across the country in 
Phoenix. Athletics player · also 
considered a boycott. They dtd­
n 't take batting practice and 
held five team meetings hct'ore 
following BoMon's lead and 
decitling lo play. An Oakland 
o;plil squad lost 6-1 to the Los 
Angeles Angels in front of 
7,940 fans befbre leavmg for 
Tokyo.

MaJor League Baseball
