PIKEVILLE - A Knoll County 
man filed a lawsuit Ia t '>'.eek alleging 
his supervisor ··yanked his pants to his 
knees" in the presence of other 
employees as a form of political retali 
ation. 

Don Fugate filed the complaint in 
U.S. District court last v.cck against 

Ronnie A Jams. of I Iindman. and the 
Knott County Fiscal Court. 

According to the complaint. on or 
around March 25, 2007. Ronnie 
Adams. then mad foreman, allegedly 
went behind Fugate and pulled his 
pants down as other employees looked 
on. 

The complamt goes on to allege 
that, "The plaintiff openly supported 
thl' Democratic nominee for the Knott 

County Judge Executive in the 
November 2006 elc<.:tion contest and 
the defendant was aware of the plain­
tiff's political affiliation and electoral 
preference 10 this regard." 

According to the complaint. 'The 
conduct of Adams in harassing and 
humiliating the plaintiff was a retalia­
tory attempt to cause the. plaintiff to 
quit his job with the county because of 
the plaintiff's political aftiliarion and , 

hi!> expressed ~upport and preference 
for the DemocratiC nom1nce." 

Adams wa~ reportedly actively sup­
porting the Republican nominee, and 
had on a number of occasions embar­
rassed or pressured Fugate with regard 
to his political affiliation. 

According to the complaint, Fugate 
had to endure ··severe emotional dis-

Beshear says casino bill dead

FRANKFORT -A belea­
guered proposal to legalize 
casinos in Kentucky will not 
pass in the current legislative 
sess1on, Gov. Steve Beshear 
said Thursday. 

"For this session. it is dead.'' 
Beshear told reporters at an 
impromptu press conference 
outside his Capitol oflice. 

The Democratic governor 
had pushed for a constitutional 

amendment to legalitc casinos. 
He said allowing casinos to 
open. then taxing them, could 
have generated up to $600 m I­
lion a year in much needed 
stale revenue. 

Although Kentucky has a 
long tradition of wagering at 
hor~e tracks. the ~tate constitu­
tion specifically forbids casi­
nos. 

If lawmakers had agreed to 
amend the constitution to allow 
casinos, voter would have had 
a chance to ratify or reject the 

proposal in a ballot referen­
dum. 

Beshear made the announce­
ment after a brief meeting with 
leading Democratic lawmaker1i 
late Thursda}'. 

··we agree that we do not 
have the votes necessary to 
pa s the gaming amendment in 
the House. and we . ec no 
prospect of getting !hilt number 
of votes with the little time 
remaming,'" Beshear said.

Study linking health, locale suggests more questions

MORGANTOWN, W.Va. - It 
sounds like common sense: People 
who live in economically depressed 
places - places with high rates of 
poverty and little health insurance cov­
erage - are likely to die sooner. 

But not so fast. 
While conventional wisdom holds 

true for central and southern 
Appalachia, the Mis. tssippi Della and 
parts of the Southeast, a new study con­
ducted for Lhe Appalachian Regional 
Commission finds other areas that defy 
the paltt.:m. 

While they might face s1milar socio­
economic challenges, the health out-

comes are ignificantly better for peo­
ple who live in the Great Plains, the 
Upper Midwest, many Rocky 
Moumain countic. and several west­
ern Rio Grande counties. 

The study does not explain why 
areas with similar economic conditions 
have markedly different outcomes. The 
answers could lie in genetics. access to 
state and local health care programs. 
diet, lifestyle and exercise habits. or a 
combination thereof. But the report 
docs offer public health authorities at 
all h;vcls a 10ad map for further inves­
tigalion. 

"'The pu11les that come out of this 
are as interesting as the answers,'' says 
ARC economist Greg Bischak. in 

Washington. D.C. 
The one thing the researchers can 

conclude'? Place maners. 
"There is a role of place in explain­

ing h~alth disparitie ," Bischak says. 
"It's not enrth'>haking if you don't 
know the field ... but it's actually a 
shaft of light cutting through a dark 
room.'' 

Most studies on health disparities 
focu~ on race. gender and age. The 
ARC ·ays th1s is the first major study 
focused solely on place. 

"Whal we haven't done as a nation," 
says Bischak, ''is to ask \\hat i~ the role 
of place in accounting for persistent 
health dispmitie~. It's JUSt not there. 
You can't lind it." 

The $45,000 stud} ""as conducted 
by Joel Halverson, director of the 
Office for Social Environment and 
Health Research at West Virginia 
University. 

It build. on a 2004 report that 
showed Appalachia- a 13-statc region 
stretching from southern New York to 
northeast M1ss1ssippi- had some of the 
nation's highest death nne: li.>r heart 
disease. cancers and chronic ob. true­
live pulmonary disease. 

The new report. completed thi~ 

month, confirms a statistical correla­

It's been even years ·ince the International Olympic 

Committee - with the broad support of the Western world -
awarded the 2008 Summer Olympic Games to Beijing. 
Some TOC officials asserted they had secured hard promises 
from China that it would ease its tyranny and human-rights 
abuses in the lead-up to the 2008 Games. Many observers 
expressed confidence that with or without promises of 
reform, the spotlight would force China's repressive regime 
to shape up. The New York Times editorial board retlected 
conventional wisdom in concluding that giving Beijing the 
Olympics was likely to help "those in China who would 1ike 
to see their country evolve into a more tolerant and democ­
ratic society." 

As the events of the past two weeks in Tibet have s~own, 
however, the international community's gamble on Beijing's 
maturation has come a cropper. A March 10 protest in Lhasa 
by a handful of Tibetan monks loyal to the Dalai Lama, 
their nation's exiled leader, against Chinese occupation trig­
gered similar protests elsewhere around the small nation. 
The response from Beijing was brutal and emphatic: dozens 
of protesters, perhaps more, were killed, and hundreds 
detained. A ban on foreigners has kept a fuller picture from 
reaching the outside world, bur evidence suggests that 
China's grip on Tibet - its determination to force Tibet's 
submission to and merger into a greater China - ha'l never 
been stronger. This belligerence presents a fundamental 
dilemma for the democratic nations of the world, many of 
which are major trade partners with China, an emerging 
superpower. These nations' long-held presumption has been 
that China' economic liberalization should be encouraged 
because it would inevitably be accompanied by political lib­
eralization. But it will soon be 30 years since China began 
to move away from a government-controlled economy, and 
it remains a highly authoritarian state that eagerly hunt~ 
down and punishes ctissidents. 

Even before the recent crackdown, Beijing's rreatment of 
Tibet made plain it wasn' t evolving into a quirky Asian ver­
sion of a wealthy modern nation-state. In the late 1980s, tir­
ing of young Tibetans' resilient resentment, the Communist 
Party leader in Tibet began bringing in thousands of ethnic 
Chinese to change the composition of the nation in the most 
basic way possible. 

As a reward for his innovation -likened by the Dalai 
Lama to ··cultural genocide" - thi5 leader moved rapidly up 
the ranks. His name i. Hu Jintao, and he is now China's sit­
ting president. In less than five months, he will be ba<>king 
in the spotlight as the Summer Olympics hold the world's 
attention. 

So what should the United States do? A boycott makes 
little sense; China's poor human rights record is nothing 
new. France suggests participating nations boycott opening 
ceremonies. That makes ense. But the world must muster 
an even broader effort, one going beyond the Olympics. 
This effort . hould convey to Beijing that until it human 
rights record tinally improves, scmtiny of that record will 
never tlag- however mighty China's economy may grow.

Somewhere 130 miles above the 
Pacific Ocean, tumbling around the 
Earth at 17,000 mph. a disabled spy 
satellite met a fiery end late last 
month - destroyed by a U.S. mis­
sile-defense int.ereeptor. 

The spec1acular hit marks a defin­
itive turn in the debate concerning 
missile defense, from whether it's 
technically possible to whether it's 
ethically de irable. The same people 
who had argued for years that missile 
defen e couldn't be done no~ will 
complain that it constirutes a nefari­
ous "weaponiting of space." 

The U.S. nonnally isn't in the 
busmess of shooting down satellites. 
It took ouL the dead National 
Reconnaissance Office satellite 
becau e it had a full, I ,000-pound 
tank of toxic rocket fuel that there 
was some slim chance could fall on a 
populaled area when it re-entered the 
atmosphere. Now. the hydrazine fuel 
appear. Lo have burned up in an 
explosion in space, and small pieces 
or the 5 ,000-pound sateiJiLe- about 
the size of a school bus wi11 fall 
harmlessly to Earth. 

The satellite wasn't a missile 
launched with JUSt mtnuteii warning, 
but hilling it is still a major success 

.for our missile-defense system. The 
window for a successful strike was 
about 30 second. , the speed. 

involved were mind-boggling and the 
arne technologtes that would be 

deployed against a missile were in 
play.

Chinese commitment to "outer space 
security" was recently exemplified 
by their shooting down an aging 
weather satellite with no warning, 
then denying they had done it, and 
doing it at an orbit ·o high that 1,600 
preces of space debris will cluuer 
Earth's orbit for years. 

The Chinese test of a system 
explicitly designed to target satellites 

didn't produce much outrage from 
arms controllers. TL's long been an 
axiom of arms control that whatever 
the U.S. does i dangerous and a 
provocation to olhcr countries, while 
our adversaries are merely forced 
into hostile or irresponsible acts by 
our recklessness. Bu1 the U.S. posi­
tion on space- like tlur posrtion on 
the high seas is that everyone 
should have full and free access lo it 
for peaceful purposes.

He stalks his prey not mercl) bet:ause 
he 1s paid to do so hut becau~e he is a 
malign spirit that mu~t destroy every­
thing in h1s path.

It began as a research paper in 
his Juniol year at Harvard 
Uni'tersity. In the years since. 
Johnson County Judge John David 
Preston says that his daughter, 
Ellen. has never known a time in 
her life that he was nor rcsearehmg 
the Civil War. Hi· book. "The Civil 
War in the Big Sandy Valley of 
Kentucky'" 1s now in its second ech­
tion. This econd edition, Preston 
says, ··js the result of countless 
hours or research since 1984." 

Containing maps. photos, and a 
listing of Big Sandy soldier~. -;epa· 
rated by Union or Confederate ser­
vice as weU a.s wunty of residence: 
the book also boasts a listing of Big 
Sandy slaveholder,, ba!lles and 
skirmishes. local eleclion resuiLs 
(Pike County) for the 1868 
Presidential eleclion between 
Democrat Horatio Seymour and 
Republican Ulysses S. GranL, and 
other notes of interest. 

Also reviewed in analytical 
detail an; histories of the impact of 
the war on the Middle Creek. Ivy 
Mountain, Paintsville, Jennies 
Creek, and Little Half Mountain 
area~ m Floyd and Johnson coun­
ties. as well as the Pound Gap and 
Saltville regwns of neigbhoring 
Virginia. 

Recouming that Kentuckians, 
split on the varioul> issues leading Lo 
the war) originally dedan;d neutral­
ity. hut that "neutrality railed to 
keep Kentucky permanently out of 
the war. but it did allow 
Kcnruckians additional time to con­
sider their positions." the author 
wntes thai "'the issues of dtsunton 
and neutraJuy plagued the residents 
of the Big Sandy Valley counties of 
Pike, Ployd, Johnson and 
Lawrence." 

An excerpt from the book con­
tinues: "All of the counties were 
drained by the Big Sandy River, 
which, during the Civtl War period, 
was the primary means of trans­
portation in the river valley. The 
Big Sandy split inlo two forks at 
Louisa. the Tug Fork forming lhe 
eastern boundary between the Big 
Sandy counties and WcM Virginia 
(then Virginia}, and the Levisa 
Fork. which flowed through the 
heart of these countie . The econo­
my or the nrea was largely agricul­
tural. The topography was ·imilar, 
an area or hills and low mountains 
giving way to flar hottoms along the 
creeks and ri\'ers. All the eountie~ 
were similar in that they had few 
:;Jaw::; and slaveholders. These 
counties fonncd a dtstinct geo­
graphical region. Their shared river 
valley gave them a ·irnilar e<.:onom­
ic hasc and a specific geographical 

area which can be easily defined for 
historical purposes." 

Preston notes that his torians 
have written opposing accounts or 
where the . ympathies of Big Sandy 
residents lay dunng Lhe d\'il srrug 
glc. Some claim thar tl1e residents 
of Eastern Kentucky were largely 
Unionist m lhoughl and sympathy: 
while other daim that they were 
largely Confederate. "Herein l1es 
one of the questions to be constd­
ered in this book," the author 
\\'rites, "examining rhe nature and 
strength of ·ympathy toward the 
Confederate or Union cause on the 
part of the people of the Big 
Sandv." 

What follows is an in depth look 
aL the region, its people, leaderc; and 
noteworthy events of the time peri­
od. For those -... ith an interest in this 
particular period. Preston's hook 
will, most surely, be considere.d a 
must read. Years of research have 
prodm:ed a work that wLll be 
rei'erred w time and again hy schol­
ars. historians anu those with an 
avid interest time and agmn
