On Sept. 23, 2005, agent and troopers f.ilmed 
Witten, who was working at Family Bank in 
Paintsville at the time, as he left the bank with a 
white, bank-i ued envelope and handed it to the 
undercover witne s. The undercover witne was fit­
ted with an audio: recording device, as well, prosecu­
tors aid. 

Witten gave the envelope, which wa filled with 
20 methadone tablet , to the undercover witne and 
accepted $240 in return. This payment arrangement 
wa audio-recorded earlier when Witten wa fir t 
approached about the tran action, according to the 
plea agreement. 

Two month later. Witten repeated the tran action 
again in the bank parking lot. sel1ing the same num­
ber of tablets for the ame amount of money. 

The tablets, once eized by authorities, were taken 
ro federal labs and le ted. where it was determined 
they contained amoum of methadone. 

Witten wa Sllbject to violation of hi bond condi­
tions and aw his bond revoked on Oct. 9 of this year. 
Two month earlier. Lexington attorney Bernard 
Pafunda had appeared as Witten' attorney. The plea 
agreement came after a eries of ealed documents 
ubmitted to the court. 

In return for hi plea, Witten saw rwo of hi three 
counts dropped. He wa originally indicted on three 
counts of elling, di tributing or di pensing cocaine 
and methadone. 

Witten could , erve up to 20 years in federal pri on 
on the remaining count following hi plea agreement 
and face fines up to 1 tnJJiion.

A report Wednesday by the Journal" Sentinel'') John 
Fauber said the study found more evidence that the 
process of arterial disease t)egins early in life, increasing 
the risk of premature heart disease in adullhood. Doctors 
ai·o have been 11nding abnormally high levels of choles­
terol in obe~e kids ages 5 to I 8. 

The research was not "iurprising to Laure DeMettia. 
as istant clinical professor in the Department of 
Pediatrics at Children's Hospital of Wisconsm. 

Young people are spending too much time in front of 
the television and not enough lime exercising .. he said. 

A few ideas on how to change that: 
• Parents should make sure their kids spend less than 

two hours a day watching televisjon. talking on the 
' phone and' playing video games, aml parents should 

encourage regu1ar exercise. 
• Parents should eliminate from their kids' diets soda 

and other sweetened beverages that cu·e loaded with 
calories. 

• Families shoultl cat meals '" ith the television off to 
encourage healthier eating habits and less ~nacking. 

• Schools should incorporate more after-school activ­
ities and eliminate ~ugary <macks from their vooding 
machine .. 

The Jong-term toll of childhood obe:ity inclutle more 
medical problems, including diabetes. and shortened. 
harder lives. Schools antl pc.u·ents need to work together 
to establish healthier life'-ltyles ror children.

Casseroles do 
double-duty

Meal planning doesn't have to 
make you wring your hands, 
stomp your feet and cause you to 

order pizza in 
frustration. 
The solution is

plan a little bit 
ahead, keep a 
perpetual gro­
cery li~l going, 
utilize easy

One trick that ha · alway · 
helped me in a pinch has been lO 

make extra and freeze it. 
Ca:>seroles are the ideal dish for 
the fr.x:zcr as they manage to bold 
up to the treezer beautifuUy with­
out losing ta. te or texture. 

So why not make one a week as 
part of your regular weekly menu 
plan and double the recipe? Then 
you will have a slash or call eroles 
in your freezer for another time. 

Bul let's take thi<. froten cas. e­
rolc concept a step further. A little 
bit of planning for the future cost 
you nearly nothing in money and 
time and allow· you to reach out 
and help :omeone else. An extra 
fi·ozen casserole is ea ·y tuff and 
could be a lifeline to a l'riend or 
relative in need. 

Here's a fabulous recipe (ea. ily 
doubled!) with friendly freezing 
tips included: 

Chicken and Artichoke 
Casserole 

Serve. 4 
• 5 boneless skinle s chicken 

breast halve · - cut in l-inch trips 
• -l tablespoons butter 
• 2 cloves garlic- pressed 
• Salt and pepper to taste 
• I cup mu:.hrooms - . !iced 
• I 4-6-oz. jar marinated arti-

choke hearts drained 
• • 2 tablespoons flour 
• 1 L5 oz. can chicken broth 
Preheat oven to 350 degrees. In 

a skillet over medium heat, brown 
chicken lightly in 2 tablespoons 
butter, add the garlic and mush­
rooms, salt and pepper to La~Le and 
keep cooking till chicken mixture 
is smelling very garlicky. 

Tran. fer browned chicken 
strips to a baking dish (for your 
extra casserole, use an aluminum 
pan that can be tossed after use); 
arrange artichoke hearts on top. 

ln the skillet, melt remaining 
butter and add the flour, wh1skmg 
10 bJcnd (no lumps!). Add hroth 
and cook unt1l thickened then pour 
over chicken mixture. 

Bake the cas ·erole. uncovered, 
I. at 350 degree~ for about 30 to 45 

minutes. 
To freete: After the casserole 

has totally cooled, carefully place 
your casserole in a zipper-topped 
plastic FREEZER hag and remove 
all air before eating. Huge l 1/2 
ro 2 gallon hags arc perfect for 
this. (iMPORTANT note about 
freezer bags: This will a.Jd in the 
casserole ta~ting fresh. These bags 
are designed to take the cold and 
regular bag. are more permeable 
and will not keep your food as 
fresh.) 

Next, mark the bag with what 
~ you made ("Cathy's Cheesy 

Casserole," for example) and the 
DATE. Add tbe heating in ·true 
tions - like preheat oven to 350 
degrees and cook for 35 minutes 
or until hot and bubbling, etc. Use 
a Sharpie pen for this task (it's the 
only pen thai will hold up to the 
freezer without running. To keep 
your Sharpte from runnmg ol'f 
with the nearest child, hide your 
Sharpie Ill the freezer bag box or 
you'll never sec it again.) 

To cook the casserole, remove 
rrom the freeter lhe night hefore

CAMPBELLSVILLE 
"Youth in churches actually 
want more from their youth 
ministry experience," said the 
Rev. Joe Ball, who works with 
the Youth Ministry and Sunday 
School Department at the 
Kentucky Bapti t Convention, 
as he talked at Campbellsville 
University's Youth Ministry 
Conference ov. 15 in 
Ran dell ChapeL 

Forty-two youth m1m. ters 
and other interested in the 
field, from Kentucky and 
Indiana, attended the se ·ion. 

The Rev. John Chowning. 
vice president for church and 
eternal relations and executive 
assistant to the presJdent at 
Campbellsville University, 
pre ented certificate. of appre­
ciation to four youth mini ter 
for their valued contribution 
to effective youth ministry 
among Kentucky Baptist 
churches. 

They included: Matt 
Flanagan, who attended CU, 
Parkway Bapti t Church. 
Bardstown; David Levee. a 
1997 graduate of CU who 
received his received his mas­
ter' from CU in 2008, 
Cre twood Bapti t Church. 
Crestwood; Jay Montgomery, a 
1993 graduate of Fir t Baptist 
Carrollton in CarrolJton; and 
Dewayne Gibson, a 1992 grad­
uate of South Fork Baptist 
Church in Hodgenville. 

Three of the youth min­
istries, Levee, Montgomery 
and Gibson, are graduates of 
CU, and Flanagan attended 
cu.

The church, a a econdary 
institution. acts a a partner to 
parent , Ball said. 

Ball discussed what he ha<; 
een in churches all acros 

Kentucky where parents are 
completely di connected from 
their teenager' pirituallife. 

He aid it i not that parents 
do not know how to spiritually 
engage their teenagers. they 
have never viewed di cipleship 
as part of their parental role. 
Ball said. instead. they expect 
the youth pa tor to do all the 
work. 

Ball said, "fn light of signif­
icant low student retention 
rate ( tudcnts leave church 
after leaving high school). low 
baptism rates. low pastor 
tenures, and low biblical litera­
cy, it i · no wonder that tudenr 
ministry i facing a great crisis. 

He quoted Alvin Reid who 
aid, "Youth Ministry in 

America has not produced a 
generation of youpg people 
that are pa sionate about the 
church." At the heat of 
Wright' "remodeling" of 
youth ministry is the principle 
that the primary institution for 
di cipleship is the family. 

Ball said, thu . youth min­
istry hould place parents more 
centrally in any strategy for 
training youth. A second, and 
related, principle is that the pri­
mary institution for disciple­
ship is the church. Thus, Ball 
said, youth ministry should 
produce youth who are pas­
sionate about.the church. 

He aid youth mini try 
should teach youth to champi­
on the church, to serve the 
church and its mis ion.
