PRESTONSBURG -
Prestonsburg City Council 
members accepted bids 
during a special-called 
meeting Wednesday that 
will see funding issued for 
the city's fire department. 

The council, with the 
exception of council mem-
bers Chris Slone, Morris 
<;:opley and Gorman 
Collins, who were not pre-
sent for the meeting, voted 
to approve loans for a new 
fire truck and air packs. 

The loans, in total, were 
for $575,000 and will be by 
two local banks. 

The loan for the fire 
truck, which 'rests at 
$485,000, will be though 
Citizens National Bank 
with a 4.75 percent interest 
over 15 years. The pay-
ment amount, according to 
city records, will be 
$3,772.48 for this loan. 

In addition, attending 
council members voted to 
approve a loan in the 
amount of $90,000 for air 
packs, devices with pro-
vide firefighters with a 
longer-lasting supply of 
breathable aiTtwhen they 
are required to enter burn-
ing buildings.

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Defense says parents to blame for suicide

PRESTONSBURG- Attorneys rep­
resenting former Floyd County 
Schools Supt. Paul Fanning, Allen 
Central Middle School Principal 
Davida Bickford and then-interim 
superintendent Ronald "Sonny" 

Fentress have filed a third-party com­
plaint against the parents of Stephen 
Lawrence Patton, the 13-year-old stu­
dent who shot himself on ~ov. 28, 
2007. 

The counter-complaint, filed by 
"Paintsville attorney Michael Schmitt, 
points the finger at Patton's parents, 
saying they "should have known that 

their son ... was capable of taking his 
own life, was suffering from a condi­
tion or conditions wh1ch required treat­
ment and counseling from medical and 
or mental, health professionals." And 
perhaps more damning, Schmitt con­
tends in the complaint that Patton's 
parents "knowingly allowed" the youth 

firearms, including the fireartn used to 
take his own life, and should therefore 
be "individually and collectively 
responsible for either in whole or in 
part the death" of their son. 

The parents, Sheila and Lawrence 
Patton, filed a lawsuit against the three

'Knock-and-talk' leads 
to Langley drug arrest

LANGLEY - A "knock-and­
talk" executed by the Floyd 
County Sheriff's Department on 
Wednesday led to the arrest of a 
Langley man on drug charges. 

Kennis F. Lucas, 58, was 
arrested by Lt. Gary Tackett, 
Deputy Delmas Johnson, Sgt. 
Terry Chaffins and Deputy Kevin 
Shepherd after they searched his 
home. 

"He told us to come on in, and 
that his house had been searched 
before and nothing was found," 

Tackett said. "I noticed that he 
didn't want to get up from his 
love seat, so I told him to get up. 
That's where we found the mari­
juana and most of the pills." 

Lucas was charged with pos­
session of marijuana, possession 
of radios that send and receive 
police messages. three counts of 
controlled substances not in orig­
inal containers, one count of 
first-degree trafficking in a con­
trolled substance, and two counts 
of first-degree possesswn of a 
controlled substance. 

A loaded .22 rifle was also 
confiscated at the scene. along 

with $1,200 in cash. 
"A knock-and-talk is when 

we show up and ask them if we 
can search their home." said 
Sheriff John K Blackburn. "We 
tell them that there have been 
complaints from people in the 
community." 

According to Blackburn, the 
street value of the drugs confis­
cated at Lucas' home. which 
included oxycodone, 
hydrocodone and Lorcet tablets, 
total $5,740. 

Lucas is being held in the 
Floyd County Detention Center 
on a $50,000 cash bond.

Reptile show to be held 
at BSCTC next week

Herpetologist Jim Harrison, 
director of the Kentucky 
Reptile Zoo in Slade, will be 
providing the reptiles and talk­
ing about their characteristics, 
including how they benent 
nature. Harrison will also 
answer questions from the 
audience immediately after the 
conclusion of the hour-long 
show. 

Harrison has been featured 
on the National Geographic 
Channel's program "Snake 
Wranglers," capturing ven­
omous snakes. Harrison also 

extracts venom from snakes at 
the reptile zoo to be used for 
medical research. 

According to the ;:oo's web­
site. "The main purpose of 
Kentucky Reptile Zoo is the 
production of venom towards 
pharmaceutical research and 
the production of antiserum, 
the antidote for venomous 
snakebite." 

Harrison frequently speaks 
at schools and other events to 
educate the public on snakes 
and the Kentucky Reptile Zoo. 

"Jim is an excellent speak­
er," said Dr. John Shiber, coor 
dinator or the Community 
Biology Club. "He knows just 
about everything there is to 
know about reptiles. His snake 
stories are fascinating and help 
us to understand how, and· how 
not, to behave during a chance 
encounter with these legless 
t-reatures."

The Joplin (Mo.) Globe, 011 banned books: 
As varied as "King Lear," "Call of the Wild," "Harry Potter," '·My 

Friend Flicka" and "To Kill a Mockingbird" are from each other, the 
books all have one thing in common. 

At some point in their history, they have been banned - some even 
burned - because there was something in them that someone deemed 
"objectionable." ... 

We believe the availability of "l.illle Red Riding Hood," and "Arabian 
Nights" in a public library is a must. We can't imagine growing up with­
oul reading "Lillie House on The Prairie," or Dr. Seuss' ''The Lorax." But 
somewhere out there arc people who have successfully challenged all of 
these books, keeping them out of public libraries and out or the hands or 
the children who visit those taxpayer-supported institutions. 

The American Library Association and other groups. including us, 
believe it's important that you know there arc those out there who arc 
challenging books. Banned Books Week - a celebration of titles that 
have been challenged or banned in public and school libraries across the 
country - began Sept. 27 and concludes Saturday, Oct. 4. 

The observance celebrates "the freedom to choose or the freedom to 
express one's opinion even if that opinion might be considered unortho­
dox or unpopular, and stresses the importance or ensuring the availability 
of those unorthodox or unpopular viewpoints to all who wish to read 
them." ... 

When it comes to telling others what they can and can't read, we say 
"Mind your own business.'' 

Houston Chronicle, on the nation s economy:

The mortgage-backed securities are now so divorced 
from the mortgaged properties that no one can accurately value them, a 
primary challenge to making a federal bailout work. ·;· _ 

But perhaps the worse lapse came when the world s shrewdest I man­
cia! minds forgot to heed the best advice they give to every investor: 
diversify to limn exposure to losses ....

The elec­
trolyte theory is based upon 
the hclief that cramps occur 
when there is a decreased level 
of electrolytes such as sodium, 
potassmm, magnesium or cal­
cium. The dehydration theory 
states that cramping occurs 
when the muscle has a low 
level ot fluids. Another theory 
contends that high levels of 
heat and humidity increase the 
likelihood of cramping. The 
final theory is based upon the 
idea that as a muscle fatigues, 
there can occur a malfunction 
ot the internal mechanisms 
that sense and respond to 
stretch. This malfunction pro­
duces the spasm. 

All the theories have mer­
its, but because they each have 
flaws, the best approach to 
preventing and treating:

Valley Fever, have lifelong immunity

QMy husband has miley fevet; 
and l 1-vant to know if a me· 
cine was going to be ready in 
r future? Who will be able to 

get this 'mccine? Will it be expen­
sive? Will people with valley fever be 
able to get it? 

In the southernmost sections of 
California. Arizona, New Mexico and 
Texas, over 50 percent of citizens 
show evidence of exposure to the 
fungus that causes coccidioidomyco­
sis. This is also true of individuals 
who have regularly visited these 
areas. 

In less than I percent of cases, the 
infection spreads outside of the lungs. 
This might involve skin lesions, a 
central nervous system infection like 
meningitis, or a bone and joint infec­
tion. Immunocompromised persons 
are at greatest risk of this type of dis­
seminated infection. Also, pregnant 
women during the third trimester 
have an increased risk. Disseminated 
disease is very serious and can cause 
death. 

AValley Fever, also called coc­
cidioidomycosis, is caused by 
a fungus that lives in dry soil 

This is a common illness, affecting an 
estimated 500,000 or more 
Americans each year. In this country, 
it's most prevalent in the desert 
southw~st. where the land is very 
arid. Valley fever is also found m 
Central and South America. 

People get valley fever by inhaling 
spores of the Coccidioides immitis 
fungus that live in the soil in the areas 
I've mentioned. When this dry soil is 
stirred up by walking, dust stonns, or 
any activity that puts contaminated 
dust into the air, people inhale the 
spores. When the spores get into the 
lungs, they cause infection. 

The good news is that most cases 
of valley fever heal on their own. In 
fact, more than 60 percent of people 
who have had this disease report 
never having had any symptoms at 
all. When people do get symptoms, 
they usually are similar to a flu-like 
illness, with fever, cough, headache, 
and muscle aches. Most people 
recover in a few weeks to months, 
and then have life-long immunity to 
the disease. Some people require 
treatment with antifungal medica­
tions. So, with or without treatment,

the odds are your husband will make 
a full recovery. 

In cases like your husband's, 
where symptoms were bothersome 
enough that he sought a doctor's 
advice, a diagnosti<: workup was 
probably necessary. This may have 
included a serological test where his 
doctor took a specimen of blood or 
other body fluid and looked for anti­
bodies against the Coccidioides 
immitis fungus. He also might have 
had a biopsy of the affected tissue, or 
a culture of tissue or body fluids.

Since people 
who have had this illness have life 
long immunity, they would not need 
vaccine. Also, this illness is not 
spread from person to person or from 
animals to people.

In the last decade or so. there has 
been an increase in cases of coccid­
ioidomycosis. There are occasional 
outbreaks when the number of cases 
spike. This is particularly true follow­
ing earthquakes or other events that 
disturb large amounts of soil in areas 
where the Coccidioides immitis fun­
gus is prevalent. Outbreaks have also 
occurred among military trainees and 
archeological workers.

current trend that everyone has 
latched on to. That, and the 
horrible torture films directed 
by people like Eli Roth .

My old buddy Brad Lockard 
used to say about my column, 
"There are three things in life you 
can count on: Death, taxes and 
the Pikeville/Belfry column." 

Well, Brad 
said a lot about 
my \vork, but 
I'll never for­
get that email. 

And he was 
right. I'm 
blessed to have 

Rick Bentley the complete 
history of the 

series, thanks to some helpful 
friends. It's one of the reasons I 
don't care to share it with the 
media. Without some help from 
others, I wouldn't have it to start 
with. It's not my history, after all. 
It's the story of what is, in my 
estimation, the best rivalry in any 
sport in the mountains. 

That game happens again 
tonight, the 48th meeting 
between them since they first 
hooked up in the fall of 1949. 
Tonight they'll get together at the 
W.C. Hambley Athletics 
Complex. 

But all week I've wondered 
about this column. Is the rivalry -
in its current state - still worthy 
of an entire piece dedicated to it? 

Since the rivalry began, no 
class of Belfry football players 
had ever had a perfect career over 
Pikeville. In fact only one - the 
group of freshmen the year the 
series began - ever failed to lose 
to them. That group went 2-0-2. 

But this year's senior class of 
Pirates is trying t~ be fifth 
straight class to do so. Belfry has­
n't lost to Pikeville since 2000. In 
other words, the last time the 
Pirates lost to the Panthers this 
year's freshman class was in the 
first grade. 

In fact, in their run of seven 
straight wins, only once - the 
classic 24-20 game in 2006 - has 
it been closer than a touchdown. 

When the teams met in 200 l , 
Belfry's edge in the series was 
one, 19-18 (there have been three 
ties). Now it's 26-18. When the 
streak began, Belfry had 
outscored Pikeville 684-616 in 
the first 40 meetings; since then, 
it:s been 208-59, making the mar­
gin 217 points over the course of 
the rivalry. Belfry had only won 
by shutout ftve ttmes in 40 meet­
ings; it's happened twice in those 
seven games. 

A couple of years ago some­
one posted on one of those quote­
unquote fan sites that my 
columns on the series were 
always slanted toward Belfry, 
which is odd, because each note 
is always about both teams. But 
in recent years, the entire series 
has leaned toward Pond Creek. It

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Newman hoping to end Penske run on h-igh note 
Ryan nearing 
end of ride

This is not the farewell to 
Pens.ke Racing that Ryan 
Newman had imagined. 

Eight months ago, when 
Newman started the year by 
shocking the field at the 
Daytona 500, he didn't think 
he'd end it by sitting out the 
Chase for the championship 
and counting the days until he 
moved from Penske to Tony 
Stewart's upstart Stewart­
Haas Racing team. 

Yet Newman heads into 
this weekend's race at 
Talladega trying to end his 
tenure with the only Sprint 
Cup team he's known on a 
positive note while trying to 
geL a handle on what awaiLos 
him next season. 

''We're working on the 
people part of it," Newman 
said. "I'm definitely excited 
about next year. But T'm total­
ly focused on the Alltel 

Dodge for this year. We have 
seven races to go. We have 
some good racetracks to go 
to. I'm just trying to balcmce 
both situations and both sce­
nanos so I can be successful 
at both." 

Success has been hard to 
come by th1S year for the 30-
year-old Newman, who hoped 
the win at Daytona signaled a 
return to the series' upper ech­
elon. 

It didn't happen. Newman 
slipped out of the top 12 less 
than a <lozen races into the 
season and hasn't had a top 
five finish since April. He 
spent most of the year on the 
Chase bubble, and the bubble 
burst during a long, frustrat­
ing stretch in which he could­
·n't muster any momentum. 
Newman floated between 
spots 14-17 in the sea sun 
points standings over the 
summer and missed the Chase 
for the third straight year by 
finishing 16th in the regular 
season. 

Newman refuses to blame 
any one factor, though his 
struggles have been symbolic 
of Dodge's problems this sea­
son, in which one of the 
sport's leading manufacturers 

didn't have one of its cars 
, make the Chase. 

"Not just one thing is 
responsible for lack of perfor 
mance," he said. "For me, we 
had some engine tailures ... 
(hut) we should have heen 
able to make the Chase. It's 
easy to have excuses in this 
business." 

Maybe, but Newman 
admits his team has struggled 
with the series· new car. 

"lt's been difficulr to find 
that hne line and then stay on 
lop of it,'' Newflllan said. 
"We've done it at a couple of 
tracks. We had a good car at 
Bristol. We had a good car at 
Phoenix. Our mile-and-a-half 
effons have been below aver- , 
age as far as what we expect 
for performance." 

Dodge is using some of the 
late-season races to try out a 
new engine., though Newman 
isn't sure he'll have one in his 
No. 12 this weekend. He'll be 
dr\ving the No. 39 Chevrolet 
at Stewart-Haas next season 
and doubts Dodge would use 
him as a guinea pig to try out 
the new ride.

CHARLOTTE, N.C. 
Time is running out for Dale 
Earnhardt Jr. to thrust himself 
into championship contention, 
and NASCAR's most popular 
driver probably has just one 
race left to make a major move 
in the standings. 

Fortunately ror Earnhardt, 
his chance to get back into the 
mix comes at the racetrack 
where he has been most suc­
cessful. 

Earnhardt heads into 
Talladega Superspeedway tbis 
weekend ranked eighth in the 
standings, 190 point~ behind 
leader Jimmie Johnson. He's 
not mathematically out of con­
tention, but a sixth career win 
in Alabama would go a long 
way toward making him a 
player in the Chase for the 
Sprint Cup championship. 

"I think you just have to try 
to win the race," Eamhardl 
said of the proper strategy for 
Sunday. "'The only way to real­
ly gain pointo; on anybody 
righl now, for anybody who's 
outside of the top five in 
points, is to be first when the 
checkered flag falls." 

Earnhardt executed that 
plan to perfection from 2001 
to 2003 when he won four 

consecutive races at Talladega 
and established himself as one 
or the best restrictor-plate 
races in the series. But he has· 
n't been to Victory Lane there 
since 2004, which was also the 
last time he was a threat lor the 
championship. 

Earnhardt's win that day 
pushed him atop the leader­
board. but he cursed on live 
television during his celebra­
tion and the subsequent 25 
point penalty NASCAR levied 
against him started a slow col­
lapse that saw him finish llfth 
in the standings. 

A win Sunday isn't likely to 
lift him into the points lead, 
but it could make him a player 
in this Chase. And if anyone 
knows how to get to Victory 
Lane, it's Earnhardt, who 
developed a special affinity for 
the track long before he 
became a NASCAR racer. 

"My dad was a real good 
plate racer. so T loved going Lo 
the plate tracks to watch and to 
be a part of his success." 
Earnhardt said of his father's 
13 Cup victories at Daytona 
and 'Talladega. . 

"You always knew going 
into Daytona or Talladega, if 
you were at the track or at 
home watching. that you were 
going to have a lot ot fun 
because he always ran well, 

led laps, made a Jot of incredi­
ble moves. It just made it a lot 
of fun to watch." 

Still. the hulking super­
speedways and their sprawling 
grounds overwhelmed a young 
Earnhardt, and it wasn't until 
he found his own success that 
he tormed a connection with 
the track. 

"These tracks are really 
intimidating when you're 
young, when you go to them 
for the lirst Lime," he said. "TL's 
the biggest track'> on the cir­
cuit. So when you're a 15-
year-old walking around in the 
garage area, you see all the 
preparation that goes into it. 
you see the speeds those cars 
are reaching, you just geL a big 
amount of respect for it early 
on. 

"Obviously winning races 
at the track yourself, you're 
going to get a great relation­
ship with the racetrack and 
feel good ahoul going hack to 
it hecausc you're having suc­
cess there." 

It doesn't hurt that 
Earnhardt has the skills to 
master the art or restrictor­
plate racing, which differs 
from other styles because of 
the reliance a driver must 
place on traffic and his ability 
to navigate through it while 
working with the draft. 

Penske," he said. "l don't 
know if I'm going LObe any 
part of it." 

Newman isn't bitter. He 
understands it's just part of 
the business and hopes he'll 
have enough car to compete at 
Talladega. He finished a 
respectable eighth there dur­
ing the spring race and likes 
running at a track more 
dependent on patience and 
horsepower than handling. 

'·You almost have to wait 
your turn tf you're not in that 
group thal's running in the top 
five,'' he said.

"You can g~t a good idea of 
balancing your race car, driving 
your race car, picking out the 
lines where the wall comes to 
you and where the wall falls 
away and things like that," he 
said.

Crew chief Tony Eury Jr. 
said Earnhardt has mastered 
Lhe style. 

"He's very smart as far as 
anticipating things happening. 
He watches the cars, and he 
knows where the momentum 
is going just because of the 
other drivers' reacllons," Eury 
said. "He has a very good way 
of carrying that momentum 
once he gets it. Tl he gets a 
draft and he gets to do a 'sling­
shot,' he'll carry that for sever­
allaps because he knows what 
to do with it. 

"It's a pleasure to watch 
him race because he's proba­
bly one of the best out there." 

Ea~.nhardt doesn't plan to 
hold anything back this week­
end. He can't afford to if he 
wants to contend for the Cup 
title that has eluded him in 
eight previous seasons. 

"We just kind of got to go 
for broke, really throw it out 
there and take some chances, 
really take some risks," he 
said. "At Talladega you can 
make some pretty ridiculous 
moves. and some of them pay 
off, some of them don't. We'll 
just have to see what kind of 
position we' re in on any given 
lap to be able to try to take 
advantage of some things hap­
pening around us." 

Toyota credits Busch for putting it ahead of curve 
DAYTONA BEACH, 

Florida - Toyota has made 
great strides in iLS second sea­
son in NASCAR's Cup and 
Nationwide series, wrapping 
up the manufacturers' cham­
pionship in the latter with 
Denny Hamlin's win last 
weekend. 

But 'Toyota Racing 
Development president Lee 
White says Kyle Busch, 
Hamlin's Joe Gibbs Racing 
teammate, is the driver who 
has made this a special year 
for the company. 

The 23-year-old has given 
Toyota 19 wins this season 
eight in Cup, eight in second­
tier Nationwide and three in 
trucks. 

"1 would have to be 
extremely honest and say that 
Kyle Busch probably has us 
ahead of schedule," White 
said. "Even with Joe Gibbs 
Racing joining our ranks (last 
winter), no one would have 
believed that they would have 
made the transition from 12 or 
13 years with anolher manu­
facturer to our brand and 
learned to mesh with TRD 
and our type of onginceting 
support and had the type of 
success that they enjoyed 
early this season. 

"Frankly, if you take Kyle 
Busch out of the equation, our 
success ratio is just about 
where everybody would have 
thQught it ~hould have been: 
Win a couple of races, have a 
shot in more and, hopefully, 
two or · three guys in the 
Chase. Not to take anything 
away from any of our drivers 
or any of our teams - cer 
Lainly not taking anything 
away from Tony (Stewart) or 
Denny, they're great drivers 

and everybody has great 
futures- but Kyle has had an 
extraordinary year. 

"l think anybody you talk 
to in the industry would agree 
that he's had an extraordinary .

Asked about winning tllC 
title in Nationwide, White 
said he was proud of the way 
the Toyota teams bounced 
back after NASCAR cut back 
on the horsepower in their 
engines at midseason. 

"l think it really speaks 
well for our teams that, in 
spite of a bit of a slap, they 
were still able to get past that 
and come back and compete 
with people and win races," 
White said. ··certainly, it's the 
first of many. We're going to 
be here for a long time and 
we're not here to watch. 
we're here to participate and, 
hopefully, have a shot."

season for Hall of Fame 
Racing. 

Th~ 18-year-old phenom is 
set to replace Tony StewaJ.I in 
Joe Gibbs Racing's llagship 
No. 20 next season. The team 
scheduled him for a handful 
of starts in a fourth JGR entry 
this year, and loaned him to 

Hall of Fame for another five 
races. 

But his first two races in 
the No. 96 were a struggle. He 
finished 32nd in his Cup 
debut in New l;l.ampshire and 
was 39th last week at Kansas_ 

Logano was scheduled Lo 
make three more starts for 
Hall of Fame lhi<: year, but 
instead will turn the wheel 
over to Ken Schrader and 
focus on the Nationwide 
Series. Logano's still sched 
uled to drive the No. 02 for 
JGR in Atlanta later this 
month, and he'll compete in 
the Truck Series and ARCA 
Series races at Talladega this 
weekend. 

JGR president J.D. Gibbs 
said the decision to pull 
Logano from the No. 96 was a 
mutual decision with Hall of 
Fame Racing. 

"This was the best thing 
for cvcrvone. This will allow . . 
Joey to concentrate on his 
remaining races in the 
Nationwide Series and 
preparing for next season," 
Gibbs said Wednesday. "lt 
also provides continuity for 
Hall of Fame Racing as they 
focus on their plan for the rest 
of this season and the future."

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SEC Notebook: Tennessee plavs best after turnovers

KNOXVILLE, Tenn. -
With its offense struggling, 

·Tennessee's defense has 
been doing damage control 
often this season. 

The Volunteers (l-3) have 
thrown four interceptions 
and lost four fumbles, but 
their defense has limited 
opponents to only 16 points 
oiT lhos.e turnovers. 

"To be quite honest with 
you, over the years we've 
been our best in sudden 
change," defensive coordi­
nator John Chavis said. 

The Vols, who face 
Northern Illinois (2-2) on 
Saturday, rehearse those 
momentum swings as much 
as possible. During offsea­
son scrimmages, coaches 
might yell "sudden change" 
after the offense has been on 
the field for only a few 
plays. 

That makes those sudden 
change times a little less of a 
surprise when they happen 
during games. Tennessee's 
dominant defense helped 
keep the Vols competitive in 
its l <t-12 loss to Auburn last 
Saturday. 

"It's a mind-set we have 
as a defense that we have to 
go out there, get a stop and 
get the ball back to the 
offense," defensive end 
Chris Walker said. ''That's 
something our coaches 
preach and something we've 
bought into." 

Tennessee has allowed 
only one long drive follow­
ing a turnover, a 12-play, 75-
yard drive by Florida that 
resulted in a field goal after 
a fumble by Jonathan 
Crompton.

On two drives, the 
defense has prevented its 
opponent from making a 
first down. After UAB inter­
cepted Crompton, Walter 
Fisher sacked Blazers quar­
terback .Toe Webb for a 7-
yard loss, and UAB punted 
after losing 8 yards on the 3-
play drive. 

Ten of the points scored 
off Tennessee turnovers 
were practically imposstble 
to prevent. Auburn scored a 
touchdown after recovering 
the ball fumbled in the end 
zone on a handoff between 
Crompton and Arian Fosler. 

Florida recovered a fum­
ble at the Tennessee 22 and 
kicked a field goal after run­
ning three plays for no gain. 

"You would like to have 
the idea that you're going to 
play that way on every play, 
but it's got to mean some­
thing,'' Chavis said. "It's got 
to mean something when 
you're put in that situation, 
and our guys have done a 
good job of responding 
because we've worked it." 

The Vols rank 17th· 
nationally in total defense 
having allowed an average 
of 158 yards per game tl1is 
season. They rank 34th in 
scoring defense with an 
avcragt 18.5 points allowed. 

STRUGGLING FRESH­
MAN: Kentucky freshman 
receiver Aaron Boyd was 
expected to make an imme­
diate impact this season. He 
hasn't been able to deliver. 

Before the opening game 
against Louisville, the high­
ly rated recruit was diag­
nosed with mononucleosis 
and missed considerable 
practice time. Healthy again 
for the second game against 
Norfolk State, Boyd has still 

struggled to make the start­
ing lineup, largely because 
of his work ethic, coach 
Rich Brooks said. 

''I'm going to keep my 
patience," Brooks satd. "You 
have to practice well and 
you have to perform well 
and you have to know what 
you're doing and you have 
to do it full speed in thts 
league or you won't play as 
much." 

Kentucky { 4-0) lost three 
starting receivers after last 
season, and it was hoped 
that Boyd could help pick up 
the slack with returnee 
Dicky Lyons Jr.

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Palin a challenge to So. Baptist view of women

RALEIGH, N.C. - Within 
the nation's largest Protestant 
denomination, a woman may not 
lead a church or a home. But 
prominent Southern Baptists sec 
nothing wrong with Sarah Palin 
serving a.s; vice president - or 
perhaps even commander-in­
chief :someday. 

In other words: A woman can 
run the White House, just not her 
own house. 

Republican presidential nom­
inee John McCain's selection of 
the Alaska governor as his run 
ning mate - the first female on 
the party's ticket in history -
has thrilled conservative 
Christians. It also has led 
Southern Baptist congregations 
and seminruy student<; to con­
rrorit their beliefs about the role 
of women in leadership. 

Interpreted from Sctipture, 
the teachings on women arc held 
dose in thousands of Southe~n 
Baptist Convention churche~ 

where millions worship. Among 
them: "The oOice of pa~tor is 
limited to men," and a wife 
should "submit herseu· gracious­
ly" to her husband. Earlier this 
month, more than 100. Lifcway 
Christian Bookstores - a retail 
chain affiliated with the 
Southern Baptist Convention -
pulled from the shelves a maga­
zine featuring five female pas­
t.ors on the cover. 

Yet many in the denomina­
tion say the nation's second­
highest leadership post is an 
apple to the pulpit's orange. 
Palin's potential work in a 
McCain administration - or 
even as president in the event or 
McCain's death - would be 
separate from her family life 
with her husband, Todd, and 
their children. 

"There's no disconnect or 
inconsistency whatsoever," said 
Richard Land, presiden! of the 
Southern Baptist Ethics and 
Religious Liberty Commission. 
''We don·r go hcyond where the 
New Testament goes. Public 
office is neither a church nor a 
marriage." 

TCs a question that's more 
than theological. The Southern 
Baptist Convention, with 42,000 
churches and 16 million mem­
bers. is reliably Republican. 
President Bush has addressed 
the denomination's annual meet­
ing several times. And during the 
2004 race, the Bush-Cheney re­
election campaign hosted a 
reception for Southern Baptist 
pa~;;tors at a hotel at.TOss the street 
from the assembly. 

The denomination is guided 
by The Baptist Faith and 
Message, a set . or beliefs that 
includes restrictiorL5 on the roles 
of women. No Baptist is 
required to follow the statement, 
but it is acentralll1eological doc­
ument for Southern Baptists, 
their seminaries and clergy. 

A prohibition on pac;toral 
leadership by women, affirmed 
within the last several years, is 
based on the Bible verse I 
Timothy 2:12 in which the 
Aposlle Paul says, "I petmit no 
woman to teach or have authori­
ty over a man." Regarding fami­
ly life, Southern Baptists eire 
Ephesians 5:22, "Wives, submit 
to your husbands a.~ to the Lord." 

Land said the Southern 
Baptists' position allows for a 
wife to work ouL->ide the home, 
so long as her husband agrees -
and Todd Palin has long hacked 
his wife's career in public serv­
ice. 

Yet, Land's view is far from 
universal in ll1e denomination. 
Many Southern Baptists believe 
wumeh and mothers should stay 
home. 

A year ago, the Souttiwcsrcrn 
Baptist Theological Seminary, 
which ha.c; its main can1pus in 
Fort Worth, Texas, introduced an 
academic program in homemak­
ing, where women - and only 
women - are taught how .to 
cook and sew. In a 2004 sermon, 
the Rev. Daniel L. Akin, presi­
dent of the Southeastern Baptist 
Theological Seminary, in Wake 
Forest, N.C., cited the biblical 
book of Titus to ru·guc that one of 
God's assignments to young 
women is to "be a homemaker:' 

"She is not lazy or a busy­
body, nor is she distracted by 
out<;ide pursuit'> and responsibil­
ities that eat up her pre~:ious time 
and attention," he said. 'This 
woman 1s not seduced by the 
sirens or modernity who tell her 
she is wasting her time and talent 
as a homemaker. and that it is the 
career woman who has purpose 
and is truly satislled." 

Yet, in a recent interview. 
Akin said he supports Palin's 
candidacy, arguing that while the 
Bible,speaks about the role of 
women m church and the home, 
it speaks nothing about women 
in govemmenl. Still. he said he 
would sound warnings to a wife 
and mother or five children who 
wanted to take on such a difficult 
job. 

"Would that then disqualify 
her? No:· Akin said. "Do I think 

it"s a big challenge for her bus­
hand and for she and their fami­
ly? Absolutely." 

Bill Leonard. a Baptist histo­
rian and dean of the Wake Forest 
University School of Divinity, 
called the acceptance by 
Southern Baptist leaders of a 
woman in high-level govern­
ment leadership "something of a 
retraction or their old view." 
That opens the doors for rank­
and-file members of the conven 
tion to vote for a CJOP ticket that 
includes a worrum, according to 
Leonard. 

"The SBC is so rooted now in 
the Republican Party that their 
theological judgment on this 
becomes an issue," said 
Leonard, a critic of the Southern 
Baptists' conservative leader 
ship. 

Palin's personal roots are in 

Pentecostal churches. which 
strictly interpret the Bihlc, hut 
also teach that the Holy Spirit 
can work equally through men 
and women, so women can 
preach and take leadership roles. 

Jim Sansom, 87, who wor­
ships at Temple Baptist Church 
in Raleigh, said he doesn't think 
fellow members of his Southern 
Baptist congregation would 
accept a woman pastor, and he 
would prefer to see a male serv­
ing in the role. But he still ques­
tioned limits on women w the 
church and wonders why it 
remains such an issue. 

"Thal's not the first priority." 
Sansom said. 'The first priority 
is a relationship with the Lord.'" 

But in the Southern Baptist 
Convention, hundreds of con 
gregations have distanced them­
selves from the denomination in 

recent years, partly over its 
views on women. Several 
departed as they adopted temale 
pastors. 

TI1c Rev. Carolyn Hale 
Cubbedge at First Baptist 
Church in Savannah, Ga., said 
the Southern Baptist Convention 
fails to consider the New 
Testament's entire story, includ­
ing the social context of the 
patiiarchal society when it wa-> 
written. 

.. 1 shed a lot of tears over 
this." said Cubbedge, whose 
church is now part of the 
Cooperative Baptist Fellowship, 
a group or Southern Baptists -
who have scparatcc! or distanced 
themselves rrom the denomina­
tion. "1 felt like this convention 
that had nurtured me had really 
abandoned me. That was 
painful."
