Tourism board explores 
appeal of trails network

PRESTONSBURG - A recre­
ational trail committee was 
formed · Wednesday in 
Prestonsburg in hopes of seeing 
more progress made in identify­
ing trails that could be used for 
all-terrain vehicles and horse rid­
ing enthusiasts. 

A suggestion from 
Prestonsburg Tourism board 
member Suzanne Hyden led to 
chairman Denzil Allen appoint-

ing her to chair the committee, 
which is to be called Recreational 
Trails Committee. 

"I think it would be a good 
idea to have a committee to look 
into this in further detail and then 
report suggestions back to this 
board." Hyden said." 

The formation of the commit­
tee was approved by other board 
members Ralph Little and Mike 
McKinney. The tourism board 
has a vacant seat and the two 
other remaining board members 
- Johnny McKinney and Ralph 

Compton - were not present to 
approve creation of the commit­
tee. 

Following Allen's appoint­
ment of Hyden as chair, he 
expressed concern that 
Prestonsburg's mapping system 
was outdated, a key element to 
successfully gatmng state 
approval for a regulated trail sys­
tem.

• PRESTONSBURG- Locals are well aware of the 
many attractions Eastern Kentucky offer to tourists. 
The Country Music Highway, The Mountain Arts 
Center, StoneCrest Golf Course. and many others. 

But the city's tourism board members are trying 
to spread that word. and fast. 

What is partly at issue is. of course. the current 
economic climate, but a general misunderstanding of 
what the area has to offer is foremost, according 
Freddie James, executive director of tourism for 
Prestonsburg. 

"I've been spending more time on this committee 
of late," James told board members Wednesday, 
speaking of the Country Music Highway Committee. 
"We're trying to establish a marketing arm for our 
region. Too often we have visitors who witt say they 
came to the Country Music Highway and nothing 
was going on." 

This marketing arm plan would consist a website 
that would offer a schedule of events. Those who 
have plans to visit the region would ideally be able 
to access the site and enter the dates they plan to 
travel. Once this has been done, a li t of events tak­
ing place on the date or dates would appear. 

One of the challenges is coordinating and getting 
a list of events from agencies in the county and paint­
ing a clearer picture for potential visitors of what 
events they might have available to them, James 
said. 

"The bottom line is to try to stop the mindset that 
nothing is going on along the Country Music 
Highway," said James. "So once we have the list of 
scheduled events. w~ would also ha\e an email blast 
system." 

This system would ''blast" a web-based blanket 
list of event~ to countless agencies. local govern­
ments and tourism departments aero s the region. as 
well as major employers such as boards of education 
and colleges. 

The idea for this marketing approach was first 
brought up following a difficult hit absorbed by 
organizers of an event that took place in Paintsville 
this past spring. 

The Kentucky Headhunters appeared at 
Paintsville Lake at that time. The cost for securing 
the act? According to James, $6,000.

Governor says state economic future uncertain

FRANKFORT - Kentucky rev­
enue dropped in September, with the 
state taking in nearly $40 million less 
than a year ago, signaling that "storm 

• clouds continue to gather over our 
econowy: · Gov. Steve Beshear said. 

Besnear said Thursday that he was 

assembling a team of top government 
officials to monitor Kentucky's econo­
my. Like other states. Kentucky is 
bracing for the possibility of a pro­
longed economic downturn . 

"In the long run. we' re going to be 
fine. The people of thi s state, they ' re ' 
going to be fine," Beshear said at a 
Capitol press conference. "But we're 
going to go through some tough times

right no:w.'' 

Kentucky lawmakers approved a 
two-year $19 billion state budget earli­
er this year expecting that state revenue 
would grow by 2.6 percent over the 
next two fiscal years. Economic fore­
casters have projected the state is fac 
ing a $900 million drop in revenue over 
the next two fiscal years that started on 
July l. 

In September, the revenue dropped 
4.6 percent compared to the same 
month a year ago. 

Officials will update the financial 
(orecast by the end of the month, said 
state budget director Mary Lassiter. 

State tax revenue rs down by nearly 
1 percent for the first three months of

While this law is a good beginning, more can be done. 
Food and other good<> from some countries have been the source of so · 

many incidenLS that Lhe mere mention or the country's name can cause 
alarm, as in the case of China. 

While the country-of-origin label might unfairly taint some harmless 
goods, consumers have a right to know where food was produced and 
then decide for themselves. 000 

Given a cho~ce between apples grown in China, which produces 35 
percent of the world's supply. and those grown in upstate New York, 
many consumers might prefer the latter, even if they have to pay more for 
them. 

The labeling law is not perfect, and it doesn't cover everything .... 
Ultimately, the goal must be to improve food safety worldwide. 

Education, Lighter food handling rules and other precautions are needed to 
prevent food-borne illnesses. oo• To do so would require expanding the 
role of the Food and Drug Administration, which often finds itself react­
ing to deadly outbreaks instead of having the tools to prevent them. 000 

The Cincinnnti Enquirer, on the economic rescue package:

House Republican Leader John Boehner, of West Chester, supported 
the bill early in the week and again on Friday. Like the others, he 
despised having to pass the bill, but warned that further delay risked 
another precipitous decline in the stock market. which would cause far 
more long term pain for millions of Americans .... 

We agree. Seeking a perfect solution could not be allowed to defeat 
what was possible, and necessary. 

The Tuscaloosa (Ala.) News~ on the bailout plan: 
It's typical that the Bush administration was caught by surptise when 

the markets crashed. 
Treasury Secretary Henry Paulson's bailout plan is hastily thrown

It's that tune of year again when 
state employees, teachers and retirees 
across Kentucky arc looking over 
their health insurance options in 
preparation for open enrollment in 
the state health insurance group. 

Open enrollment for the 2009 plan 
year is October 13 through the 24th, 
and all eligible active employees by 
now should have received a special­
ill and password in the mail allowing 
them to enroll on-line. Active 
employees may also lill out a paper 
application if they desire (retirees 
must enroll via paper applications 
from their retirement systems). 

No matter which enrollment 
method is selecLed, the slate has 
made it clear that every single 
employee wanting coverage must 
enroll this year-no exceptions. 
Those who do not enroll will auto­
matically have their henefiLs W<1ived, 
meaning they will lose their benefits 
and contributions to any Heallh 
Reimbursement Account (HRA) they 
may have. So be sure to enroll on 
time, if not early. 

Some good news for parents about 
the new plan year is that dependent 
coverage will be expanded in 2009 to 
unmarried dependents up to Lhe end 
of their birth month of the year they 
turn 25, with some contributions 
allowed to be paid on a post-tax 
basis. Then there is a ''Premium 
Holiday" planned for this December 
as the state switches from a pre paid 
system to month-or-coverage collec­
tion starting in January 2009. The 
slate health insurance group says 
some families could save over $500 
during the sv. itch, more than cover­
ing the cost of any premium increas­
es they mcur .in 2009. 

That said, I am pleased to 
announce that the state has held down 
the cost of most premiums for singles, 
couples and families in 2009 with 
only slight increases in rates and a 
decrease in the cost of irs highest cost 
premium plan. the Optimum PPO 
(similar to the current 
CommonwealLh Premier plan). in all 
coverage options except single. which 
increased slightly to $25/monthly. 

The state ¥1111 continue to pay the 
full premiums ror the single option in 
aJl plans except the Optimum plan to 
honor our tradition of doing all we 
can to keep state health insurance 
group rates low. The trick is finding 
out which plan is nght for. employees 
<md their families. 

The Optimum plan is a good 
choice for those who arc willing to 
pay more ror co\'erage m exchange 
for lower annual out-of-pocket maxi­
mum and deductible costs. Maximum 
Choice. which replaces the cuncnt 
Commonwealth Select plan, includes 
an HRA or between $1.000 and 
$2,000 depending 0n coverage to 
cover medical. dental, vision and 
other costs . Capitol Choice, which 
replaces the Enhanced plan. otters a 
$500 per family member up-front 
allowance nor offered under any 
other plan ror in-network expenses 
and a $100 per-admission COJ1ay for 
hospital admission that covers 100 
percent of hospital facility charges 
after pa}ment of a $500 dedudible. 
Then there's Lhe Standnn.l plan-the 
lowest cost plan in terms of premi ­
urns but with the highest out-of­
p0ckct maxim_um costs. Employees 
who just v. ant minimum coverage 
usually choose this value-based 
ortion. 

The range of costs that employees 
can expect w pay under ea~h plan i 
as rollows: There is no premium co~t 
for employees with tbe smgle opllon 
under the Standard, C<1piLol Choice 
or Maximum plans. Parent Plus cm­
erage ranges from $64.72 under the

ing coal truck. Ronald and .Joe died in crashes involving large trucks. Joey was.killed by a drunk driver. 

The purpose of this message is to seek information from all those who have knowledge of the facts surrounding the 
events set out below. We respectfully !&Sk that if you were a witness to any of the events, or if you have talked with

We have filed Civil Actions for the children and '1-\ives of Joey, Ronald and Joe, and trials are set for them at L-ouisa 
early next year. We have also filed Civil Actions for Brooke, Kenzie, Mary and Carol, and Misty brown. A trial has also 
been set fpr Brooke. We will describe below the dates and events so that you can see if you were a witness to what we 
are talking about. 

Joey Kirk was killed at Louisa on December 14,2007 
Joey and his wife, Sharon, lived near Inez. Joey died when the vehicle in which he was a back­

seat passenger, was crashed in~o while it was stopped at a red light. The driver of the vehicle that 
crashed into the car .Joey was in, bas been charged with the crime of Second Degree 
Manslaughter. He was impaired b) drugs or drink. He was not injured, but the other two people 
in the car .Joey was in, Paul Justice and Mark Skaggs, were injured. The ~:~ccident ocl'llrred on 
U.S. 23 at a red light at Louisa where you exit to go to the hospital.

Mary requires constant care following 2006 accident 
Joey Kirk 

August 10, 2006, started as another great summer day for Mary A. Ward of Harold. Young, IJealthy and with a 
vibrant enthusiasm for life, according to her family and friends, she could hardly wait to.get at it, because that day was 
to be the special day that Mary, age 23, would enroll in that nursing program at Mayo, and follow in the footsteps of 
her mom, .Janice Ward. 

Everything went as planned, at first. Mary drove her Cougar coupe to Paintsville and by 4:00 p.m. she had .complet­
ed her enrollment, got her class schedule, and started home traveling on KY 321 to the intersection with US 23 at Turner 
Branch, a place where a tragic accident would spare her young life, but would leave her a mere shadow of her former 
effervescent self. 

At 4:53, according to a report from Paintsville Sheriff's officer, T. Wyatt, Mary's little car was struck on US 23 by a 
big tractor-trailet· owned by a South Carolina company. and Mary was air-lifted to Saint Mary's Hospital at Huntington 
where a team of doctors and nurses fought to keep her alive. Mary stayed at Saint Mary's for two months and then was 
cared for in a nursing home. Two years later, Mary still receives constant care. 

There were a number of witnesses to the tragedy. One of them is Katrina Mohl of Lowmansville whose affidavit states 
that the truck "came out of nowhere" and that it was ''traveling 80 miles per hour." H you were a witness to this, Mary 
needs you. After all, Mary cannot talk and tell what happened. The family gives her Joye and care every minute of every 
day and they need a hand. Please call .lolm Kirk, if y~u were a witness. 

Ronald Haney was killed at Louisa on March 14,2007 
Ronald, age 34, and his "'ife, Wendy, were traveling south on US 23, when Ronald was killed 

in a crash with a loaded coal truck. Wendy was so seriously hurt that she spent months in a 
hospital and nursing home. The crash oe<..'urred at a red light, where you turn into the hospital. 
Wendy lived at Nippa at the time with their infant children, Kristen and Tony. She now lives at 
Tomahawk. 

Wendy-with substantial and serious injuries-was hurt so badly that she cannot remember 
what happened. An accident reconstructionist has measured skid marks and has calculated that 
the truck ~as traveling 80 mph as it approached the light at the hospital road. 

Wendy has two little sons to raise without their father and needs you to come forward, if you 
saw this accident.

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NASCAR In The Pits: Yellow line • always out of boun.d;s lS

TALLADEGA, Ala. - The 
speech hasn't changed in the 
seven years since NASCAR 
first delivered it dunng a 
2001 driver's meeting at 
Daytona. 

"This is your warning," 
race director David Hoots 
begins. "Do not go below the 
yellow line. If in NASCAR's 
judgment you go below the 
yellow line to improve your 
position, you will be black­
flagged." 

So why the surprise that 
Regan Smith was penalized 
Sunday for dipping below the 
out-or-bounds line to pass 
Tony Stewart on the last lap at 
Talladega Superspeedway? 

The debate over the frantic 
finish raged on Monday, with 
claims that the rookie driver 
was robbed of his first career 
victory because NASCAR 
used its judgment to give a 
two-time series champion a 
coveted Talladega victory. 
NASCAR defended its ruling 
late in the day, then cleared up 
any confusion about what's 
allowed on the final lap of a 
restrictor -plate race. 

NASCAR put the yellow­
line policy in place in its llrst 
return to Daytona following 
Dale Earnhardt's fatal 2001 
accident. By outlawing a por­
tion of the asphalt at Daytona 
and Talladega, NA~CAR 
shrunk the racing surface and 
look control of daredevil dri­
ving at the two most danger­
ous tracks on the circuit 

Stewart broke the mlc that 
very first race, dropping two 
tires below the line tQ avoid 
running into Johnny Benson 
afler Benson tried to block 
Stewart's attempted pass. 
Stewart was immediately 
black-flagged - a directive 
he ignored - and had a heal­
ed exchange with NASCAR 
following the race. 

Hoots has yet to change the 
language of his pre-race 
warning in the 29 Cup restric­
tor-plate races Slllce. 
Seriously. The script is so 
tight, drivers, crew chiefs and 
any other regular anendee · 
knows the directive hy heart. 

So when Smith passed 
Stewart below the line, then 
moved above it to cross the 
llnish line lirst, Stewart knew 
the move would be disal 
lowed. 

• 

"I've been a part of every 
one or the driver meetings 
since they implemented the 
yellow line rule, and it always 
starts with 'This is your warn­
ing. Do not improve your 
position below the yellow 
line,"' Stev. art smd Monday. 
"TJ' you are pas~ing another 
car and you·arc below the yel­
low line, back oiT, rail bad 
behind the car you arc trying 
to pas~ and you won· t be 
penalized. 

·'The driver's meetings 
have been very clear about 
that from Day 1. They've 
never wavered in the termi­
nology they"ve used or the 
language they've used. It's 
always been the same.'' 

But Smith disagreed. and 
found a good deal of support 
across the garage. 

It can be argued that 
Stewart forced him below the 
line to block Smith from pass­
ing, a maneuver that can also 
be penalized if NASCAR 
believes the intent was obvi­
ous. 

Although Stewart admits 
he was blocking, the two cars 
were running bumper-to­
bumper not side by side 
-when Smith made the deci-

sion to slide below the line. 
And, Stewart gave him room 
to return to the racing surface. 
Had Smith come back behind 
Stewart, no harm done. But 
Smllh had already completed 
the pass by the time he moved 
back onto the surface. 

NASCAR president Mike 
Helton said Monday that scor­
ing officials did nut believe 
Stewart forced Smith under 
the line. But it was mostly 
in·clevant because it wasn't 
even the defense anyone was 
taking for Smith's maneuver. 

Instead, drivers cited a 
2007 Truck Series race in 
Daytona when Benson went 
below the yellow line to p~:-s 
Travis Kvapil for second 
place in a three-w1de finish. 
NASCAR said at the ttme that 
Benson's move was legal 
because the rule had wiggle 
room: If a driver can see the 
checkered 11ag waving, essen­
tially anything goes over the 
final push to the finish line. 

'"Evidently Regan Smith 
knew what th~ deal was and 
went for it," said two-time 
series champion Jimmie 
Johnson. "He saw the truck 
race, did some research and 
made a move he felt was 

Wlfl Talladega 
thinking 2 

has Stewart

CHARLOTTE, N.C. 
Tony Stewart had victory in 
sight with a five-second lead 
and three laps to go in his last 
race at Lowe's Motor 
Speedway. 

When his worn-out right 
front tire couldn · t last the 
final four miles, Stewart lost 
yet another race in a season 
defined by heartbreaking set­
backs. 

"That's definitely the one 
that sticks out the most in my 
mind," he said of the Coca­
Cola 600 loss in May. 

The two-time Cup champi­
on returns to Lowe's this 
weekend looking for redemp­
tion and fresh off his first win 
of the season - a dramatic 
victory Sunday at Talladega 
Superspecdway. His track 
record shows that Stewart 
could very well make it two in 
a row. 

One of the streakiest dri­
vers in NASCAR, Stewart has 
a knack ±or grabbing momen­
tum and turning it into multi­
ple wins. 

He won live of seven races 
during a stretch of his 2005 
championship season, back­
to-hack events in late 2006, 
and three of four midway 
through last year. Buoyed by

the results from last monrh·s 
test at Lowe's and a strong 
record at the Concord track. 
Stewart is looking forward to 
Saturday night more than any 
of the remaining six races. 

"We've had a lot of suc­
cess at all these tracks coming 
up, but r think the way that we 
have ran the last three races at 
Charlotte, we're pretty excit 
ed about it," he said. "I feel 
like we've got a shot at this 
weekend's race. Jr we can do 
what we've been doing. 
we've got just as good a shot 
as anybody else.'' 

And that could be just what 
it takes to get Stewart back 
into the championship hunt. 

His win at Talladega 
~mrged him four spots in the 
standings to seventh, but he's 
still a distant 203 ·points 
behind leader Jimmie 
Johnson. It's a deep hole to 
climb OUL or, but past person­
al history is preventing 
Stewart from conceding just 
yet. 

Stewart was third in the 
standings as the 1995 USAC 
Silver Crown Championship 
wound down. and he was only 
included in the title conversa­
tion because he was mathe· 
matically still in contention. 
When favorites Jack Hewitt 
and Dave Darland had prob­
lems in the final race, Stewart 

a row 
won the championsh~p by two 
points. 

''When you usc that experi­
ence, knowing that as long as 
you're mathematically in the 
hunt, you still have a shot," he 
said. 'Tve always said, if you 
win races, the points will take 
care or itself. We could still 
by theory win the next six 
races in a row and shll not 
win the point championship. 

"For us ifs about going out 
and doing what we can do, 
and the other II drivers are 
going lO dictate their rates, 
too." 

But making himself a rae­
tor in this race will require 
Stewart and his Joe Gibbs 
Racing team to not let his 
impending departure from the 
No. 20 car distract them over 
the tina! six weeks of the sea 
son. 

Stewart is leaving JGR at 
the end of this year, his lOth 
with the team, to become an 
owner-driver for Stewart­
Haas Racing. Crew chief 
Greg Zipadclli has admitted 
the impending move - and 
the buildup as Stewart made 
his decision to leave - have 
at times been a distraction. 

Many have wondered 
whether Stewart, who has 
heen busy hiring personnel 
and searching ror sponsors, 
has been focused on winning 

races. 
Zipadelli has defended his 

crew, which has weathered 
many storms in its decade 
\vorking wilh Stewart. 

"My guys, they've done a 
good job all year of trying to 
stay focused doing their job, 
trying to prepare good race 
cars," he said. "Hopefully 
(Talladega) will give us a lit­
tle momentum for the last few 
races, and we can get our 
selves back in the top five 
where I think we belong." 

So the driver doesn't think 
the title is out of reach yet, but 
the crew chief is shooting for 
a top-five finish? Has Zippy 
given up on the title? 

'Tm not. I'm just realis­
tic," he said. "When we were 
lith last week, we headed in 
the right direction. We're sev­
enth now, so lei's try to get 
ourselves in the top five. Let's 
try to get ourselves with a 
couple races to go where we 
can mathematically have a 
chance ror the championship, 
and we adjust our goals as we 
go. 

"Honestly, we need to 
work on getting ourselves in 
the top five, then go race 
those guys. I would hope a 
win gels everybody going. 
After the year we've had, I 
hope it gives everybody a shot 
in the arm." 

Truex looking for • stability at DEI WillS,

TALLADEGA, Ala. 
Martin Truex Jr. is aware of 
the cnt1c1sm that Dale 
Earnhardt Inc. might be in 
trouble. One car is leaving at 
the end of the season, spon­
sorship is scarce, and the 
wins have all dried up. 

Daunting challenges arc 
surely ahead for DEI, but as 
the· face of the organization, 
Truex isn't ready to say their 
time as a contending team in 
Sprint Cup is over. Truex 
bristled at the idea that DEI 
can't return next year as a sta­
ble, competitive organit.ation 
- and the 2007 Cl}asc driver 
expects to be the one to lead 
the renaissance. 

"For everybody to look at 
our season and say we 
haven't performed or DEI is 
in btg trouble, they're not 
looking in the right places," 
Truex said. "It's not fair. 
We're going to be just fine:· 

Maybe, but this season 
hasn't really offered much 
proof that everything is fine 
with DEI or Truex. 

Truex failed to build any 
momentum off last season 
when he raced his way into 
the Chase, won his first 
career Sprint Cup race and 
appeared on the hrink of 
becoming a regular threat to 
win and contend for a title. 
Truex has only three top-five 
finishes and eight top-1 Os this 
season, down from his seven 
top-fives and 14 top- I Os a 
year ago, including a third, 
seventh and sixth in the final 
three Chase races of the year. 

He finished 11th in the final 
standings. 

M.ore solid than spectacu 
Jar for a chunk or Lhe season, 
Truex was the only of DEI's 
four drivers to contend !'or a 
spot in the coveted 12-drivcr 
Chase field. But a blown 
engine in Texas and another 
late-race accident at 
Talladega in a pair of April 
races spoiled what had been 
solid runs. The more crip­
pling blow came in July when 
his team was penalit.ed 150 
points for bringing an illegal 
car to Daytona. The penalty 
knocked Truex from 14th in 
the standings to 18th. all but 
ending his shot at a repeat run 
for the title. 

"We should be in the 
Chase. Our team is capable of 
being in the Chase," Truex 
said. ·'Without an engine 
blowup and a 150-point 
penally, we're in." 

Maybe, but a handful of 
drivers who fell just outside 
the top 12 could point to an 
accident here or blown 
engine there 1hat also cost 
them a shot at driving for a 
meaningrul prit.e over the 
final lO Cup races. 

Truex is 17th in the stand­
ings and was knocked out of 
Sunday's race at Talladega 
Supcrspecdway after only 68 
laps when he was caught up 
in a wreck. 

With a Hip to Victory Lane 
all that's really left to accom­
plish this year, Truex might 
have to turn his attention to 

·helping DEI net some spon­
sorship deals to keep it a 
four-car team. Truex has a 
full-time sponsor in Bass Pro 

Shops for next year, but the 
U.S. Army is leaving the car 
Aric Almirol~ will drive, and 
Regan Smilh 's entry has not 
had full funding all of this 
year. 

.Paul Menard announced 
last week he will leave DEI at 
the end of the season to join 
Yates Racing. 

Truex. who assumed the 
role ot top guy at DEI when 
Dale Earnhardt Jr. left ror 
Hendrick Motorsports, 
wished Menafd had given the 
organization more ·notice he 
wa~; leaving the team. He has 
faithAlmirola can he compet­
itive over a full season 111 the 
nde he shared this year with 
Mark Martin, and Regan 
Smith 1s leading the rookie. 
standings. 

'T m not reall) sure what 
the deal is or why we've been 
having trouble finding spon­
sorships," Truex said. 

Smith nearly pulled off his 
first career victory at 
Talladega. hut his last-lap 
pass below the yellow out-of­
hounds line was ruled illegal 
and dropped him to 18th. DEI 
got a needed boost last week­
end when it qualified all its 
drivers in the top 10 and saw 
Menard finish second and 
Almirola 13th. 

"That's the main thing 1 
want people to remember. the 
day that DEI had as an orga­
nization," Smith said. ·'We 
hall rour great car,, any of 
which could have won the 
race. We've been kided 
around some in the media this 
year and a good bit in the last 
week, so we needed to have 
day like we had." 

While Truex signed a one­
year deal to stay with DET 
through 2009, he hasn't com­
mitted beyond nex l season 
because he wants to make 
sure the Learn remains com­
mitted to fielding multiple 
entries. 

Obviously, we can't be a 
one-car team. That's not 
going to work," he said.

Movie tells tale of a young Billy Graham

RALEIGH. N.C. Rohhv 
Benson knows how tt sound~. 
But his reason for making a 
movie about the hfe of a 
young Billy Graham, the 
director says. is simple: "1 
wanted to make a movie about 
goodness." 

"Billy: The Early Years" 
rocuses on Graham's life as a 
teenager growing up on a dairy 
farm in Charlotte through his 
years as a young man. when he 
became a super-evangelist, 
drawing hundreds or thou­
sands of people to his preach­
ing !Our "crusades." 

The film premieres in the­
aters Friday in more than a 
dozen Southern states, includ­
ing Kentucky, where it will be 
shown in Princeton and 
Somerset. 
. "TL's ju-.t a love story to 

Billy," ~aid Benson. who 
despite a long career as a tele­
vision and film dirccror is still 
hest known for his da) s a~ teen 
heartthrob in movies such as 
·'Ode to Billy Joe" and "Ice 
Castles.'' 

"'And it's also a love story 
to trying to do the right thing, 
just trying your best to be 
decem and not hw1 others and 
add to the planet." 

At the age of 52, Benson 
has had three open hean sur­
geries, and he's not ca<>ily sep­
araLed from his wife and chil­
dren and their home in New 
York, where he teaches at New 
York University. 

''I was attracted to this proj ­
ect for. r think, all the right 
reasons for me, and spiritually. 
the things I believe in," 
Benson said. "To me, yo\mg 
Billy is just such a good, 
decent human being. r wanted 
to make a movie this 
sounds trite -hut I wanted to 
make a movie ahaut good­
ness." 

He believes this film will 
not only appeal now to "any­
one, any faith, an:y skin color" 
but also has a decades-long 
shelf life. 

Just as "Amadeus" used 
Salieri to tell the composer's 
tale, Graham's story is told 
through the eyes of Charles 
Templeton, a fonner evangel­
ist turned nonbeliever who 
was Graham's lifelong fl.iend. 
On his deathbed, Templeton 
tells how Graham held on to 
his faith in lhe race or the hor­
rors such as the Holocaust, 
while Templeton walked away 
from God. 

The 1949 Los Angeles cru­
sade depicred in the film was 

scheduled to run ror three 
week<;. It lasted eight, helping 
turn Graham into the leader or 
a worldwide crusade-based 
minbtry that for six decades 
packed stadiums with believ­
ers, put him on the pulpit in 
front of millions, and led him 
to counsel every U.S. presi­
dent since Harry Truman. 

The movie ends with that 
crusade. with Hammer\ 
Graham at a lectern, superim­
posed over black and-white 
rootage or crowds - rootage 
huilt specifically for the film 
b) using an amalgam of 
crowds from various meetings. 

"Most people know him a::, 
a counselor to presidents and 
addressmg the nation, a man 
with beauttful, silver hair," 
smd Graham's daughter, Gigi, 
who endorses the movie and 
has spoken at churches where 
the movie is screened.. "They 
don't realize he was a tall, gan­
gly fellow who just accepted a 
call to preach.'' 

The ailing Graham today 
rarely leaves his home in rural 
Montreat, a small town in the 
Blue Ridge mountains of west­
em North Carolina. His wife, 
Ruth Bell Graham, died last 
year following a long illness, 
and the 89-year-old has a vari­
ety or health problems. 

But producer Larry 
Mortorff, who met with 
Graham after the movie was 
finished. described the evan 
gelisL as "as very alert. His 
mind is as dear as anything. 
He's just weak. But he just 
pierces you with those blue 
eye~" 

The tao;;k of .playing the 
Graham during a relatively 
unknown time in his life fell to 
Armie Hammer, the 22-year­
old great-grandson of industri­
alist and philanthropist· 
Armand Hariuner . in his first 
major acting role. 

He practiced by watching 
interviews with Graham on 
YouTube. learning that 
Graham "has :>0 much spunk 
and personality that l had no 
idea about." 

He studied Graham's body 
language in sermons, saving 
his exact movements for the 
final scene at the crusade. At 
the beginning. Hammer said 
he made Graham·s motions 
"wtld and t1ailing becquse he 
hasn't formed himsel r." 

Trymg to portray Graham 
during a relatively unknown 
time in his life "came with 
both a blessrng and curse," 
said Hammer, whose next role 
is as the son of Lucifer in "The 
Reaper" on the CW network. 
"Everybody knows Billy

and don't act just like Billy 
Graham, people arc going to 
know it.'' 

On the other hand, "every­
body rends to know Billy 
Graham the Christian, the fig 
urchcad of Christendom," 
Hammer said. ' 'Most don't 
know Billy Graham the 
human. So 1 did have a little 
bit of leeway there. That was 
kind or my se~;urity.hlanket." 

Friday's opening follows 
special screening~ held at 
about 50 churches across the 
South. Such screenings and 
endorsements from the pulpit 
have helped other films. 
including "Passion of the' 
Chnst ," succeed financially 
even though they weren't typi­
cal Hollywood hrre. 

The independent movie 

was made without the blessing 
of Billy Graham Evangeli<;tic 
Assm:iation, the Charlotte­
based ministry now run hy 
Graham's eldest son. Franklin. 

But at some of those early 
screemngs, a few pastors 
incorrectly said the movie was 
backed by the association. 

Gigi Graham believes that 
mistake led to the tension 
between the filmmakers and 
her brother. who has said the 
movie ·'lacks my father's 
greatest passion: to preach the 
Gospel of the Lord Jesus 
Christ to the world and point 
men. women and children to 
the saving power." 

Benson said he ·s perplexed 
about Franklm Graham's con­
cerns, altributi ng them to 
"family politics." 

·'I think all of us are very 

confw,ed a:-. to why he would 
have problems with the movie 
and wh) anyone "vho sees the 
m~vic would come away say­
mg anythmg other t!:lan, 'What 
a great man.'" Benson said. 

Association spokesman 
Mark DeMoss said Franklin 
Graham hus seen the movie, 
and only wants the public to 
understand it was made inde­
pendent of the assoc1at1on. 

Gigi Graham said her father 
at first didn't want to see the 
film, but ·following the "isil 
with Morrorff at his home, the 
evangelist asked when he 
would be ahlc to watch it.
