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P&Z renews code enforcement criticism

PRESTONSBURG - The general 
feeling among members of 
Pre tonsburg' Zoning and Planning 
Commission is that the city's code 
enforcement officer. Bobby Carpenter. 
is simply not fulfilling his duties. 

And this is pelling trouble for the 
city, say Zoning and Planning 
Chairman Frank Fitzpatrick. 

"We've been unable to accomplish 

many issues, and the reason is because 
Bobby Carpenter was not there," 
Fitzpatrick sa1d, referring to recent 
meeting for which Carpenter has been 
absent. 

The concerns were brought before 
the city council during its regular 
monthly meeting Monday. Carpenter 
was not in attendance. 

Fitzpatrick, who helps oversee vari­
ous aspects of zoning and planning 
such as building con truction codes, 
permitting i sues and zoning viola-

tions, told city leaders Monday that 
Carpenter went a full year and a half 
without notifying them of any viola­
tion . Likewise, Carpenter "refused" to 
make certain files available to the com­
mission after being asked to do so, only 
providing them during a followup 
meeting for which Mayor Jerry Fannin 
was in attendance. 

Fannin, who said he recalls the 
meeting at which Carpenter provided 
the requested files. defended the city 
employee, saying he had a "full plate" 

that included several duties for the city. 
Aside from his work as a code 

enforcement officer, Carpenter is also 
the city 's fire chief, frre marshal, zon­
ing ami subdivision enforcement offi­
cer and floodplain admini trator. 

But Fannin assured Fitzpatrick that 
orne of those duties had since been 

redistributed. 
"He has witched some of those 

duties over and I think Bobby is a good

PRESTONSBURG- Local 
officials have completed plan­
ning stages for a water trail that 
would span from Prestonsburg 
to Paintsvi1le. which they hope 
will draw tourists to the area. 

Big Sandy Area 
Development District represen­
tative Regina Hall presented an 
overview of the plan to 
Prestonsburg city council 
members Monday, aying the 

idea is to "enhance the water 
trail'' already in existence along 
the Levisa Fork of the Big 
Sandy River. 

"We traveled the trail our­
selves recently and saw several 
people who were already boat­
ing and fi hing along the river," 
Hall said. "People are already 
taking advantage of this, and 
we'd like to be able to say we 
were the first to bnng a theme­
designed trail to the region. 
You· d be surpri ed ;it how 
many people are in support of 

this." 
A theme-designed trail, as 

Hall has referred to it, would be 
a first for the area, and certain­
ly the frr t time the span of 
river running from 
Prestonsburg to Paintsville 
would be an official water 
recreation attraction. However, 
many have been boating along 
the expanse for years, including 
Prestonsburg Mayor Jerry

Highlands announces Center for Autism

PRESTONSBURG - One local 
hospital is responding to what its offi­
cials are saying is a regional issue that 
needs more focused attention. 

Highlands Regional Medical Center 
announced Monday plans to construct 
a facility adjacent to the hospital that 
will operate as a center focu ed on 
addressing the needs of autistic chil­
dren. 

The Highlands Center for Autism 

has a projected opening date of spring 
2009. said Stephanie Damron, the hos­
pital's director for marketing and pub­
lic relation . 

"We are now in the aggres ·ive plan­
ning tages," Damron said Monday. 
"The initial direction of the program 
will address the needs of autistic chil­
dren up to the age of 21. HRMC i 
always working to meet the needs of 
the population and preparing the 
Center for Autism facility is a high pri­
ority at thts time." 

Program targeted at specific age 

groups will be phased in as the center 
develops. added Damron. 

Consolidated Health System, the 
hospital'· parent company, i currently 
developing the model for the center 
and has sought consuhation from the 
Cleveland Clinic Auti m Con ulting 
Group. 

As result of thi consultation, the 
Prestonsburg-ba ed program will also 
become part of the Cleveland Clinic's 
clinical research. a recognized leader in 
it efforts to addre the di order.

Fi"e of the fatalities 
invol ed motor vehicles and 
three of those victims were not 
wearing seat belts. Motor 
vehicle crashes occurred in 
Boone, Clark, Pendleton, 
Warren and Woodford coun-

f,ties. One of these era hes 
involved the suspected use of 
alcohol. 

There was one motorcycle 
fatality that occurred in Rowan 
county. The victim wa not 
wearing a helmet. A pedestri­
an fatality o~curred in Daviess 
county. 

Through Oct. 26, prelimi­
nary statistics indicate that 630 
people have lost their Jive on 
Kentucky roadways during 
2008. Th1s is 90 fewer than 
rt;ported for thi time period in 
2007. Of the 471 motor vehi­
cle fatalities, 295 victims were 
not wearing seat belts. Of the 
eighty motorcycle fatalities, 
forty-eight were not wearing 
helmets.

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Kentucky leads nation in number of lung cancer deaths 
American Lung Association urging evetyone to take 
action during November's Lung Cancer Awareness Month 

From the day she was told 
she had lung cancer, 
Kentuckian Fern Drcffs never 
picked up another cigardtc. 

Heartsick at the thought of 
never seeing her beloved 
grandchildren grow up. the 54 
year-old food service worker 
who had smoked all her adult 
life told her four daughters, 
'Tm ju ·t so mud and tilled 
with disgust Mad at these 
filthy cigarettes and what 
they've done to me, and dis­
gu ted with myself for ever 
smoking in the rirs\ place." 

What Dreffs and her family 
soon leamed about lung cancer 
is the same dire thing more 
than 160,000 Americans learn 
every year. Lung cancer is the 

~ number-one killer among all 
fonns of cancer. lt kills far 
more people every year than 
brea t. ovarian, uterine, colon 
and prostate cancers. com­
bined. 

Nearly 60 percent of those 
who have lung cancer die 
within the fir~>t year of being 
diagnosed. Compared to the 
progress made against many 
other common cancer. , the 
five-year survival rate for lung 
cancer is only 15 percent. 

Dreffs was not one of the 
lucky few who make that tive-

t1 year mark. She died about 18 
months after her diagnosis, 
having forgiven herself for 
what she called, "my own fool 
stupidity." She once told her 
third oldest daughter, "[[ even 
one person never starts smok­
ing or quits because of me. 
that sure would make me 
happy." 

Up to 87 percent of all lung 
cancer is linked direclly to 
smoking. According to the 
American Lung Association, 
Kentucky leads the nation in 
lung cancer deaths. 

f "Kentucky's lung cancer 
problem should come as no 
big surprise given that we're 
the smokiest state in the coun­
try,'' said Mike Kuntz, advoca­
cy director for the American 
Lung Association of the 
Midland States. "When nearly 
30 percent of your adults and 
25 percent of your youth 

smoke. you're essentially 
telling lung cancer. ·come on 
in, we're ci<pecting you."' 

According to Dr. Robert 
Powell, a Louisville pul­
monary speciolist and medical 
director for Norton 
Healthcare. common lung can­
cer symptoms include a persis­
tent cough. sputum streaked 
with blood, chest pain, and 
recurring pneumonia or bron­
chitis. He explains one reason 
for lung cancer's poor outlook 
is that symptoms often do not 
appear and diagnosis i not 
made until the disease is 
advanced. 

Powell says that while 
research into new drugs and 
screening methods cun help 
improve lung cancer out­
comes, since virtually all new 
smokers are kids, the best way 
to stop the disease is to keep 
kids from smoking. 

"If we find a chemical 
being released in the atmos­
phere that causes cancer we do 
everything we can to stop it" 
aid PowelL "We must do our 

best to make sure no one under 
the age of 18 smokes." 

November i. Lung Cancer 
Awareness Month and the 
American Lung Association of 
the Midland States is urging 
Kentuckians to kick the addic­
tion or help a loved one quit. 
Despite the otherwise grim 
statistics, one bright page in 
lung cancer's gloomy book i 
that it is such a preventable 
f orrn of cancer. 

The following tips are for 
those who want to reduce their 
chances of getting lung cancer: 

• Quit smoking- NOW! 
Obviously never starting to 

smoke is the best way to lower 
your lung cancer risk, but for 
those who already smoke, 
quitting is critical. Dr. Powell 
says even those who develop 
lung cancer can benefit from 
quitting. ..Continuing to 

smoke makes it harder to care 
for a patient and give them the 
best care po ible," he says. 

Lots of resources are avail­
able for those who want to quit 
smoking. Your doctor can 
help with medicioes to help 
curb cravings and ease nico­
tine withdrawal. The 
American Lung Association 
has a free online self-help pro­
gram (www.ffsonline.org) and 
a free Lung Help Line staffed 
by medical professionals 
trained to offer stop-smoking 
advice and counseling ( 1-800-
548-8252). In addition, the 
Metro Louisville Health 
Department offers low-cost 
group stop smoking classes 
(call 574-STOP for dates and 
locations). 

• Protect yourself from 
secondhand smoke. 

Secondhand smoke - the 
smoke exhaled from a smoker, 
and the smoke coming from 
the end of a lit cigarette -
contains over 60 substances 
known to cau e cancer. 
Numerous studies link second 
hand smoke to lung cancer in 
non-smokers. You can reduce 
your exposure to secondhand 
smoke by frequenting smoke­
free businesses and making 
sure your home and car are 
smoke-free zones. 

• Eat more ff')Jits and veg­
gies. 

Turns out your mother wa 
right. Fruits and vegetable 
are rich in vitamins. antioxi­
dants and tlavanoids that offer 
protection against all types of 
health risks.

The changes worked to 
perfection as the fifth-ranked 
Gaton; put away Kentucky 
earlier than any other oppo­
nent else this eason. 

Tim Tebow threw two 
touchdown passes, ran for two 
scores and Florida used two 
blocked punts to Jump-start a 
63-5 rout of the mjury-riddlcd 
Wildcats. 

"We knew it was over right 
from the beginning of the 
game," said cornerback Joe 
Haden, who blocked a third 
kick. a field goal attempt in 
second quarter. "It started in 
the locker room. We had LSU 
intensity in the locker room. 
We knew if we had that inten­
sity, it was gomg to be a 
blowout." 

It was. 
The Gators had no prob­

lems coming off a bye and 
certainly didn't have a Jet­
down following a 51-21 drub­
bing of defending national 
champion LSU two weeks 
ago. 

Now, they can focus on the 
game they've been looking 
forward to for a year: Georgia, 
a hated rival that stomped its 
"'ay to a victory last season 

that essentially knocked 
Florida out of the 
Southeastern Confcr~nce race. 

The Gators (6-1. 4-1 SEC) 
look every bit ready for lhe 
rematch. 

But they wouldn't 
couldn't. really talk about 
it. It was clear coach Urban 
Meyer issued his players a gag 
order concerning the 
Bulldogs. 

"l don't want to get in trou­
ble." linebacker Brandon 
Spikes said.

It's the game Florida play­
ers pretty much circled when 
the schedule came out.

Cards upset

Johnson had six catches for 
94 yard against the Cardinal . 

Meanwhile, the Cardinals 
travel to play Syracuse next 
Saturday. 

"Next week is a huge game 
for us, as is every game in the 
Big East.'' Louisville coach 
Steve Kragthorpe aid after the 
l.JSF game. 

The Cardinals knocked off 
the Bulls, ranked 14th before 
the game, with a . trong run 
defen e. and a career day from 
wide receiver Scott Long, who 
had been injured for most of 
the cason. They also got some 
help from the Bulls, who were 
penalized for I 00 more yards 
than they gained rushing. 

Hunter Cantwell threw a 
24-yard touchdown pass to 
Scott Long, their second scor­
ing connection of the game, 
with 7:07 left in the fourth 
quarter to give Louisville a 24-
20 victory. 

The Bulls had a chance to 
get the ball back for one last 
drive with 1:19 left in the 
fourth quarter, but a defensive 
holding on a missed field goal 
by Louisvtlle allowed the 
Cardinals to play keepaway.

$10.5 million awarded to study obesity-disease link 
LEXfNGTON - Researchers at 

the Universny of Kentucky have been 
awarded a $10.5 million. five-year 
grant to establish a center of excel­
lence to study lhc links between obe­
sity. diabetes and heart disease. 

Funding for the center will come 
from the ational Center for Research 
Resources (NCRR), a part of the 
National [nstitutes of HeaJlh (NlH) 
that . upports thematic, multidiscipli­
nary Centers of Biological Re earch 
Excellence <COBREs) across the 
country through its Institutional 
Development Award (iDeA) program. 

Lisa A. Cas. is. professor and chair 
of the Graduate Center for Nutritional 
Sciences, w1ll be principal mvestiga­
tor of the COBRE in Obesity and 
Cardiovascular Disea<;e. She will lead 
a team of live junior investigawr ·. 
comprising a m1x of physician and 
basic ciemists, and senior 
researchers who will erve as men­
tors, adv1stng and overseeing research 
projects. Cassis' laboratory focuses on 
identifying the biological mecha­
nisms that cause obe e people to 
develop cardiovuscular diseuse. of 
direct rdcvance to the theme of the 
COBRE. 

"We know there is a connection 
between obesity and type 2 diabetes. 
and there are well establi<;hed connec­
tions between both of those condi­
tions and cardiovascular disease." 
Cassis said. "What we don't know i 
exactly how tho. e connections are 
mapped out on a cellular, biochemical 
level. Through a better under tanding 
of how obesity leads to cardiovascular 
disease. we will be able to develop 
new treatments." 

The proposal for the COBRE in 
Obl! ity and Cardiovascular Di. ea~e 
was submitted from the Division of 
Endocrinology in the UK College of 
Medicine. Department of Internal 
Medicine. Ca<>sis ha. a joint appoint­
ment in this unit. a partnership intend­
ed to promote diabetes and obesity­
related clinical care and research on 
campuo;, whtch will now be fostered 

by the propo ed development of the 
Kentucky Center for Diabete and 
Obesity on campus. 

Thi research is e pecially impor­
tant in Kentucky, where rates for obe­
ity, diabetes and heart disease are 

well above the national average. 
Cas is said. 

Kentucky has the fourth-highest 
rate of death from heart disease 
among the 50 tates, according to the 
Centers for Disease Control. The state 
comes in at No. 7 for the prevalence 
of both obesity and diabetes, and H 
ranks high in other primary risk fac­
tors for cardiovascular disease, such 
a hypertension and inactivity. 
according to the most recent statistics 
from the Robert Wood John on 
Foundation. Statewide: 28.4 percent 
of Lhe adult population are obese, 67 
percent are overweight, 9.6 percent 
have diabetes. 30.7 percent are physi­
cally inactive, and 30 percent have 
high blood pre sure. 

The clo. e association between 'ta­
tistic · for the! e di ·ea -e . coupled with 
their high prevalence in Kentucky. 
signifies the importance of research 
aimed at defining how obesity pro­
mOtes diabete and cardiovascular 
disea e. 

Dr. Jay Perman, dean of the UK 
College of Medicine and UK's vice 
pre idcnt for clinical atTairs. says the 
establishment of the COBRE m 
Obesity and Cardiovascular Disea e 
represent a natural evolution · capi­
talizing on lhe in tilution 's strengths 
in cardiova cular and diabetes 
research by focu ing on a clinically 
relevant area in obesity-related dis­
ease. 

"We have been working on this for 
a long time." Pennan said. "A. physi­
cian~. we have seen firsthand how 
these i1Jnesses affect the lives of our 
patients and their famihes. We are 
very excited about this opportunity. 
and we are very proud of Dr. Cassis 
and her team.·· 

COBREs arc collaborative. multi· 
disciplinary centers 1ntcnded to 

expand and dev~lop biomedical 
research capability and enhance 
research infrastructure. These center 
are a major component of the NCRR 's 
IDeA program. which aims to broad 
en the geographic distribution of IH 
funding for biomedical and behav­
ioral research and enhance the com­
petitiveness of investigaton, in states 
where NIH funding ha historically 
been low. The program also serve, 
unique populations, such as mral and 
medically underserved communities. 
in the e states. 

Each COBRE include a principal 

investigator with expertise cenLral to 
the re. earch theme of the center, five 
individual research projects - each 
supervised by a single junior investi­
gator - that share a common thematic 
focus. and at least one mentor for 
each junior inve tjgator.

She left the hospital the day 
after his birth, feeling grief and a roller­
coaster of emotions U1at their family would 
face in the days, weeks, months. and years 
ahead. Jeanie was fortunate to find some 
online support groups to help her in healing 
and vowed to find a way to help those who 
fo11owed the same path. She discovered that 
support groups had been founded and fa~il­
itated hy par~nts and professionals all oYer 
the country. Thankfully, she was giveu 
appro·val to bring the SHARE group to 
Kenruckv.

yearly trip around our star we 
would be clo er and orne­
times farther away than this 
average di ranee. Thi i 
absolutely true, but in the 

• porthem hemisphere we are 
closer to the sun when it is 
winter and farthe t away when 
~t is summer. So. if distance 
from the un does not cause 
· easons. what doe ? 

As it turns out. the Earth's 
Ax1s i tilted approximately 23 
degrees from vertical and it is 
this tilt that cau e our seasons. 
Think of the Earth as a giant 
top spinning in space and as 
the Earth orbit the Sun, it 
maintains this tilt in the arne 
direction in space. How then, 
does this cause seasons? 

• Sea ons are driven by the ener­
gy we receive from the sun and 
our planet's tilt varie that 
energy throughout the year. 

Let's look at the sea on in 
the northern hemisphere and 
start w1th winter. In winter, we 
are in the part of our orbit 
where the North Pole is tilted 
away from the Sun. We can 
observe this by mea uring the 
height of the sun above the 
horizon and for Prestonsburg 
we would sec that the sun is 
low in our outhem sky. The 
effect of this is that the incom-

~ ing solar energy is striking the 
northern hemisphere at a low 
angle rather than from high 
overhead as in summer. While 
the amount of energy reaching 
the ground is basically the 
same a in ·ummer, the low 
angl~ causes it to spread out 
over a larger area and as a 

re ult it is less concentrated. 
In ummer, just the opposite 

happen ; we are at the point in 
our orbit where the Earth's 
North Pole is tilted toward the 
sun. This in tum causes the 
Sun's energy to trike from a 
more overhead angle and max­
imizes the concentration of 
solar energy. More concentrat­
ed energy mean warmer tem­
perature . 

You can test this with a 
fla hlight and a piece of paper. 
Make a mark on a piece of 
paper and hold a flashlight 
about one foot above it with 
the flash! ight turned on. Nonce 
the pattern of light on the 
paper. or better yet, have some­
one trace it. ·ext, keep the 
fla hlight pointed at your 
mark, but lean it to one side, 
about half way between where 
you tarted at vertical. and hor­
izontal. Trace the shape the 
light now makes. You should 
notice that the pattem of the 
light is pread out more. If you 
measured the area of the two 
light patterns, you would find 
the tilted pattern is spread over 
more urface area and causes a 
lower concentration of light 
and energy. 

Summer begins on the sum­
mer solstice. On thi day the 
Sun is as high in the sky as we 
will see it throughout the year, 
and it i also the longest day of 
the year. The Summer Solstice 
occur on or about June 21. On 
the other hand, winter begins 
on the winter solstice. On this 
day \he sun is a low as it w1ll 
get in our southern ky. and 

this is the hortest day of the 
year. The Winter Sol tice 
occurs on or about December 
21. 

But what about spring and 
fall? The fir t day of the pring 
and fall sea ons are referred to 
as equinoxes. Spnng begins on 
the vernal equmox and fall on 
the autumnal equinox. At the 
equinoxes. we are at the point 
in our orbit around the un 
where the North Pole i neither 
tilted toward nor away from 
the sun. On these days we 
experience periods of equal 
daylight and night. 

On the fir t day of spring, 
the sun is directly overhead at 
the equator. On each ubse­
quent day it move· a little 
higher in our sky until the first 
day of summer when it reaches 
its highe t point and afterward 
beings its journey back south­
ward. At the fall equinox, the 
sun is again directly over the 
equator at noon and as the fall 
season progres. es it sinks

lower into the southern sky and 
our days get shorter and bring 
us closer to winter and we start 
the cycle all over again. 

Just keep in mind that what 
we just looked at was for the 
Northern Hemi phere where 
we hve. In the Southern 
Hemisphere, 111 Australia for 
example. the season are oppo­
site. The start of our summer is 
the tan of their winter. Our 
fall i their spring and our 
spring their fall. And while 
Australians celebrate 
Chri tmas on December 25 
just as we do. it is at the start of 
summer for them. That makes 
me wonder, did Bing Crosby 
ever sell a lot of copie of 
"White Christmas" in Sydney?
