Fiscal court gives utility 
sale one more month

PRESTONSBURG - Floyd 
County officials have extended a 
deadline to see that a sale of East 
Kentucky Utilities goes through 
as planned. 

In early June, the Floyd 
County Fiscal Court accepted a 
bid from Kentucky Frontier for 
the purchase of East Kentucky 
Utilities, the company that sup­
ports the county's gas system. 
The deal was nearly three years 
in the making. and lacks only 
approval from the Public Service 

Commission. 
But the deadline for the com­

mission to give the deal a green­
light by Nov. 1 loomed heavily 
Wednesday, prompting quick 
action. 

'The court has prepared a res­
olution to extend the deadline to 
Dec. 1," said Floyd County 
Attorney Keith Bartley, follow­
ing a closed meeting of the court 
Wednesday. "This will give them 
a little more time to get 
approval." 

The resolution passed unani­
mously, perhaps partly due to the 
fact that the alternative could 

have been to start the long bid­
ding process again from scratch. 

"It's better to do this and give 
another month than to start all 
over again," Bartley said. 

And the county is certainly a 
long way into the process with 
Kentucky Frontier. 

One stipulation included in 
Wednesday's resolution was that 
the company be requued to 
deposit $700,000 toward the pur­
chase of the gas system within 30 
days of signing the resolution. 
<;ounty officials say the company

Prosecutors 
fight law 
reducing 
sentences

PRESTONSBURG - Concerns about the wind­
fall of freed prisoners resulting from an early release 
program initiated by the Kentucky Department of 
Corrections this past summer have finally touched 
home. 

One Floyd County inmate released under the 
retroactive terms of the program, Chad W. Manual, 
has now been indicted again on counts of second­
and third-degree burglary and one count of persistent 
felony offender. 

Manual was released on June 16 and saw the • 
charges brought against him this past September and 
earlier this month. 

Floyd County Commonwealth's ·Attorney Brent 
Turner said this trend of early release under new 
statutes and recidivism will not be the last. 

"I'm sure this is the first of many more that will 
be coming," Turner said. "This is what everyone 
who knows anything about this expected would hap­
pen." 

In August, the DOC released 1,004 prisoners 
from state correctional facilities and discharged 
another 1,237 from parole. The decision was made 
due to the retroactive application of House Bill 406, 
which includes what is known as a "street credit" 
provision. 

Street credit is a term used to describe credit for 
time spent on parole toward a prisoner's maximum 
sentence. 

For example, if a person were to be sentenced to 
ten years in prison and then released on parole after 
two years, time spent on parole without reoffending 
would be counted as jail time if the person's parole 
were revoked and they were sent back to prison. 

Under the old laws, the person would be required 
to serve out the remainder of their original sentence. 

"With this change, two or three or four years later, 
if they reoffend, instead of having the full sentence 
hanging over their head, they have less," Turner said. 

Supporters say the idea behind the street time pro-

Board holds hearing for new harassment policy

MARTIN - Lawrence and Sheila 
Patton came to the library of May Valley 
Elementary on Wednesday to learn about 
the changes to the harassment and dis­
crimination policy of the Floyd County 
Board of Education, but it wasn't what 
they were expecting. 

The Pattons, the parents of Stephen 
Patton, an eighth-grade student at Allen 
Central Middle School who allegedly 
killed himself last November because he 
was being bullied at school, were under 
the impression that the policy to be dis­
cussed would • deal with bullying. 
However, the updated policy that was 

available to be picked up on Wednesday 
dealt with discrimination, and not bully­
ing. 

Instead of leaving when they found 
out that the forum wasn't what they 
thought it was, both Lawrence and Sheila 
Patton stayed for almost an hour, speak­
ing with Mike Hughes, a representative 
of Floyd County Schools and appointed 
harassment and discrimination investiga­
tor. 

Hughes apologized to Sheila Patton, 
who said she called the Floyd County 
Board of Education to ask about the pub­
lic forum on the policy and was told that 
it would deal with bullying.

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Withdrawal 
creep 

When it has come to Iraq and the presidential campaign, 
the debate has swirled mostly around withdrawal. 

But a funny thing has happened as the current economic 
tempest has pushed Iraq off front pages. Withdrawal seems to 
be creeping up on us. And ifs being talked about both by 
Iraqis and the U.S. commanders calling the shots there. 

You'd think this would get more play in the presidential 
election, if only for political gain - more credence to the 
Democratic nominee's withdrawal plan or proof that the 
surge has worked. And this last assertion would be OK with 
us if it means declaring "victory" gets the United States out 
sooner. Please, someone go ahead and declare it. 

The U.S. withdrawal is contained in the status of forces 
agreement, which the Iraqis have just requested be reopened 
for negotiations. The document has been long in the making, 
and the Iraqis don't appear to be happy with it. But one thing 
is clear. In it at the moment is a U.S. withdrawal by the end 
of 2011 -unless both sides agree that the U.S. should stay 
or if the situation on the ground doesn't a11ow a withdrawaL 

Not as ironclad as we'd like, but still clearly indicating an 
Iraqi desire for U.S. withdrawaL It's a longer period than 
Democratic nominee Barack Obama has proposed but, given 
that he includes the word '·flexible" in his proposal, not out 
of the ballpark. GOP nominee John McCain has dismissed 
announced withdrawals as something tantamount to giving 
succor to the enemy. 

Iraqis, it appears, are unswayed by who's saying what in 
this particular part of the world. But another development has 
the U.S. military imposing withdrawal as tantamount to an 
ultimatum. 

According to a report Sunday by McClatchy newspapers, 
the U.S. military is threatening to shut down military opera­
tions arid other services by Jan. 1 if the Iraqis don't agree to 
the status of forces agreement. And this doesn't seem to have 
any t1exibility at all. Some in the Iraqi government, in fact, 
view it as blackmail. 

So whatever happened to the notion that withdrawal 
shouldn't be used as a tool to hurry the Iraqis along? It's 
plain: Withdrawal will occur, though perhaps not as soon as 
this Editorial Board would like, and it will likely occur no 
matter what either presidential candidate is saying about the 
issue at the moment. 

We. take a pause from this looooong campaign to cheer the 
prospect, though wishing it would occur sooner rather than 
later.

FRANKFORT The 

Commonwealth's chief law enforce­
ment official and chief elections offi­
cer came together last week in the 
State Capitol Lo announce that they 
will once again be working together 
with agencies across Kentucky a" 
part of a task force to prevent and 
investigate allegations of voter fraud 
dming the NoY. 4 general election. 

Attorney General Jack Conway 
nnd Secretary of State Trey Gray~on 
discussed the importance of this 
year's elections and how each oflice 
is working to protect the election 
from potential frnud. 

The Office of the Attorney 
General has jwisdiction to investi 
gate and prosecute violation~ of the 
Kentucky election laws. B) law. the 
Attorney General administers pro­
gnuns to observe the conduct of elec 
lions, maintains a toll-free hotline to 
receive reports of election law viola­
lions, investigates any such viola­
tions, rakes appropriate enforcement 
action and conducts post election 
audits based on random selection in 
counties throughout Kentucky. The 
Election Fraud Hotline is 1-(800) 
328-VOTE (800-328-8683). The bot­
line is available throughout the year 
during normal business hours. On 
Nov. 4, calls will be received from 6 
a.m. until 7 p.m. 

"We need Kentucky voters to be 
our eyes and cars on election day," 
General Conway said. ··we will have 
about a dozen investigators from my 
office patrolling precincts throughout 
the Commonwealth, but we need cit­
izens to join with us to ensure we 
have a fair election." 

Secretary Grayson, who serves as 
the Chairman of the State Board of 
Elections, noted that the cooperation 
between the agencies had been 
'"tremendous." but that many or these 
efforts require the help of citizens.

Eastern Districts in Kentucky w1ll be 
conducting their traditional Voting 
Integrity Initiatives. 

United Stales Attorney David L. 
Huber of Kentucky's Western District 
stated, "The detection of election 
fraud depends in large part on the 
watchfulness and cooperation of the 
Kentucky electorate. Election fraud 
and voting 1ights abuses dilute the 
worth of votes honestly cast. They 
also corrupt the essence of our repre­
sentauve form of government. As 

crimes again~t both the individual 
and the government, they will be 
dealt with pwmptly and aggressively. 
Regardle<;s of the election involved, 
federal agents stand vigilant to the 
enforcement of federal laws regulat­
ing the election process and will 
investigate valid complai!)ts of elec­
tion impropriety that implicate teder­
al criminal laws . ." 

"Voting Js a direct function of this 
country·s democratic principles," 
said Assistant United States Attorney 
Ken Taylor, representing Kentucky's 
Eastern District. "This is an opportu­
nity to let the citizens of this great 
~tare know that our office continues 
to make efforts to ensure that the 
election process will be handled with 
purity." 

During the primary. the Ofllce of 
the Attorney General's Election 
Fraud Hotline received 59 calls on 
election day from 28 counties. There 
were no complaints of voLe-buying. 
The majority of calls dealt with infor­
~ational questions or complaints 
about electioneering within 300 feet 
of polls and exit-polling violations. 

The last Presidential election in 
2004 resulted in 52 pre-election 
complaints, 123 Election Day com­
plaints and 26 post-election com­
plaints. Seventeen of those com­
plainLo; were referred for review or 
investigation. There were no charges 
filed. 

Attorney General Conway also 
sent an alert today to county clerks, 
local law enforcement officers and 
prosecutors notifying them of 
Kentucky law a~ it pertains to voters 
wearing t-shirts, buttons or other 
attire in polling places. General 
Conway notified officials that voters 
should not be turned away for wear­
ing such apparel and that any person 
who unlawfully prevents or attempts 
to prevent a voter from casting a bal­
lot may be charged with a Class D 
felony under KRS119.155.

• While the election results may 
appear one sided, they actually were 
extraordinarily close in many places. 
In three states, less than a tenth of a 
percentag~ point separated the win­
ning ticket from the losing one. Iowa

• Most, but not alL swing states 
went to Obama.

• The Democratic candidate had a 
few startling triumphs - such as 
sweeping the vote in the Republican 
slate's two home states of Alaska and 
Arizona, registering a big win in 

·Georgia. receiving 82 percent of the 
stud~t vote in Nevada, gaining a 34-
point win in Mississippi. and logging 
a 10 percent victory over McCain in 
George w. Bush"s home Slate or 
Texas. • 

• Obama was the v1ctor in ever) 
grade-except grade 10. which chose 
McCain. The rei'iults were the tightest 
in the I l!h grade, where Ohama slid 
by with a 1.5 percent victory. fol 
lowed by second grade, where 
Obama won by a margin of I .8 per­
cent. The widest spread appeared in

The first thing to keep in mind 
is that you will want to put nearly

The short answer to who should get 

. a shot is. Everyone over six months of 
age when there is no shortage of the 
vaccine. Group:-, of people who should 
always receive flu shots arc those who 
<.Ire in high risk groups for complica· 
tion.:; from the flu. These high risk 
groups include pt:ople over 65, those 
with chronic medical conditions. preg­
nant women (yes, flu shots are safe for 

. pregnant women). and' young chil­
dren. Children who have never had a 
tlu shot before need to get two closes 
of vaccine, at least four weeks apart. 

All health care workers. including 
nursing and medical students, should 
get t1u shots to avoid spreading mfec 

That addresses who should gel a llu 
shot. Now, I'll address when you 
should get yow· shot. When the vac­
cine becomes available in the fall is 
the best time to get your shot since the 
llu season usually begins just a little 
later. It takes about two weeks after 
the flu shot is given for you to develop 
immunity. And yes. if you're in a high 
risk group--or even i r you aren't, but 
there is enough vaccine available­
you should get one e~ery year. New 
studies arc showing that the immunity 
from the vaccine is lasting about a 
year. 

If, on the other hand, you don't get

The hand pads should he · 
about even with your hips. The 
best way to measure them is 
by having them level with the 
creases of your wrists when 
standing 'hith your arms down 
at your sides. If the crutches fit 
right, your elbows should have 
a slight bend in them when the 
crutches arc directly at your 
sides. 

The same pnnciplcs apply 
if you arc adjusting a cane or 
walker for someone. With both 
of these. you can find the right 
height by having the hand grip 
or !he device level with the 
crease of the wrist. Tlus allows 
the user to apply the most 
weight through the arms with 
the least amount of fatigue. 

Regardless of how well you 
follow these directions and 
how well the crutches fit. 
using crutches for walking 
even relatively short distances 
can be very grueling to even 
the fittest individual. On the 
flip-side, they can be down 
right dangerous to someone 
who docs not have good upper 
body strength and an absolute 
disaster for someone wno has 
poor coordination. So. if either 
of these applies to you, you 
may want to have .a physical 
therapist train you on the prop-

er u'ie, or even consider the use 
of a walker or wheelchair 
instead. 

.Here arc some other ran­
dom safety tips regarding the 
use of crutches: 

• Watch out for and 
remove loose items on the 
floor such as rugs. elccttical 
cords. toys or anything else 
that you could tlip over. 

• Carry a backpack so you 
have a place to tote things with 
you as you walk. 

• When going up steps, u~e 
a handrail m one hand and a 
crutch in the otheP:. Also, when 
going up. the good leg goes up 
first and when gomg clown. the 
crutch goes down first. 

• Make sure to take the 
crutches out from underneath 
your armpit before sitting 
down. 

• Keep most of your 
weight on yom hands rather 
than on your armpit. (T know T 
already stated this one, but it 
was worth repealing.)

CINCINNATi - Halfway 
home, the Cincinnati Bengals 
still don't have a win. Their 
perfectly dreadful start is 
reaching unprecedented lows 
for a franchise accustomed to 
them. 

And there's no sign of let­
ting up. 

A 35-6 loss in Houston on 
Sunday left the Bengals with 
their fourth 0-8 start since 
1991, when Mike Brown took 
control or the team after his 
father died. There have been 
only nine other 0-8 starts by 
the rest of the league com­
bined during that span. 

This latest one is breaking 
new ground. 

The Bcngals lost to 
Pittsburgh 38-10, then went to 
Houston and allowed the 
Texans to pull away to the 
most lopsided victory in the 
expansion team's history. 
Coach Marvin Lewis now has 
presided over the most lop­
sided back to back losses in 
Bengals history, which goes 
back to 1968 when Paul 
Brown coached the team. 

The Bengals have taken to 
falling apart when they fall 
behind, just like in the bad old 
days. 

"When you get down hy a 
lot of points and you've lost a 
lot of games, sometimes things 
waver here and there, your 
effort here and there," receiver 
T.J. Houshmandzadeh said 
Monday. "Maybe it's just

The Bengals finish the season 
in Cleveland (currently 3-4) 
and at home against Kansas 
Cily (l-6). 

No team ha<: gone 0-16, so 
the Bengals will likely win one 
along the way. But the final 
record won't matter much. 
This season already has been a 
reminder that the Bengals 
can't shake their past. Since 
1991. they've managed only 
one winning record - under 
Lewis in 2005 and spent 
much of the time bringing up 
the rear in the NFL. 

The loss in Houston was so 
bad that Lewis changed his 
routine on Monday and 
addressed the entire team. 
Brown, the team's majority 
owner and de facto general 
manager, has declined inter­
views during the losing streak, 
leaving Lewis to answer for it. 

"That's fine," Lewis said 
Monday. "That's what the 

position entails. That wa'l the 
arrangement of this position 
six years ago (when Lewis was 
hired). A:;; I told our football 
team today, the way they play 
is a reflection of me. l met 
with them. Tt"s a reflection of 
me; it's not the coaches, it's 
me. And that's why it was my 
meeting today, because there 
are things we need to do better. 
Tr we !linch, it's my fault, and 
I understand that." 

They flinched a lol in 
Houston, where cornerback 
Johnalhan Joseph provided the 
signature play for the latest 
season gone bad. 

Kevin Walter, a . receiver 
who left the Bengals a~ a 
restricted free agent two years 
ago, beat Joseph on a crossing 
pallern from Cincinnati's 39-
yard line. He made a diving 
catch at about the 30. Joseph 
slowed, allowing Walter to get 
back to his feet. Joseph 
1ouchcd him with two hands 
after he was off the ground, 
thinking the receiver would be 
ruled down. 

Wrong. Waller ran the rest 
of the way for one of his two 
touchdowns. 

Lewis agreed the oorner­
back failed to hustle on the 
play. 

''That's a poor play." Lewis 
said. "It's as poor a play as you 
can have on an NFL field." 

The Bengals aren't in a 
position to make meaningful 
changes. Quarterback Carson 
Palmer is out indefinitely with 
an injured elbow. limiting rhe 
offense. The defense has 

slipped the last two games, 
giving up a lot of long passes. 
Lewis' advice is to keep try­
ing. 

"When you· ve been embar­
rassed like we were, the only 
way to get away from that is to 
redeem yourself:' he said . 
"And the only way to redeem 
yourself is to go do better, and 
do better right away, and not 
lel iL sil and spoil you." 

The last two losses suggest 
they're past that point.

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Racing not spared: Tough economic times ahead for NASCAR

Jeff Gordon says the cur­
rent economic melLdown is 
increasing the pressure on 
NASCAR teams to win. 

And that gives the bigger 
teams the upper hand. 

''It's a domino effect, when 
the strong get stronger," said 
Gordon, a four-time Cup 
champion for the elite 
Hendrick Motorsports team. 
·•t think that, especially in a 
tough economy like this, we 
have secured sponsorship and 
we have the resources; it 
makes the gap sort of widen at 
times." 

Track orlicials and teams 
in all of NASCAR's top three 
professional series are either 
still looking for sponsorship 
for 2009 and beyond or 
spending time worrying that 
the companies currently in the 
fold may find themselves hav­
ing to cut back on spending. 
or even walking away from 
their contracts. 

Gordon believes the top 
teams - Hendrick, Roush 
Fenway Racing, Joe Gibbs 
Racing, and Richard 
Childress Racing - have an 

advantage because they give 
their sponsors a return on 
their investments. 

''It's a business, and the 
strong businesses that arc pro­
viding great product and have 
something to give back are 
the ones that are going to 
thrive," he said. "That's us. 
that's Roush, that's Gibbs, 
Lha!'o; Childress and that 's just 
kind of the way it is right 
now." 

Most folks who have hcen 
around NASCAR awhile 
remember what happened in 
2002 when Kmart filed 
Chapter II bankruptcy and 
suspended its sponsorship of 
the Haas-Carter Motorsports 
team in the Cup series, as well 
as its involvement with the 
Daytona 500. 

There's little question that 
more of that kind or aurition 
could affect NASCAR. 

So, right now, it's good to 
be one of the dominant Sprint 
Cup teams with multiple big 
sponsors and Jots of 
resources. 

Heading into Sunday·s 
race at Texas, the top four 
teams have combined to win 
29 of the 33 Cup races this 
season. They also each placed 

three drivers m the 12-man 
Chase for the championship. 

Gordon, who also owns an 
equity share in the Herylrick 
team. understands that spon­
soro.;hip is a necessity in stock 
car racing and foresees some 
tough times ahead. 

"If those companies (that 
arc cmTent sponsors) arcn 't 
thriving and they can't put the 
dollars in their marketing pro­
gram and look at N A SCAR as 
one of those marketing pro­
grams, and they're cutting 
back, then the sport is going 
to suffer," he said. "What 
happens i<> that those teams 
that arc farther down. it just 
makes it tougher and tougher 
to get sponsorship. lf they 
don't get sponsorship. they 
fold. 

''For us, if we don't get 
sponsor!:ihip, we could last for 
a little while. Even as good as 
we are, we might have to look 
for a merger." 

Greg Birllc, who driv~s for 
Roush Fenway, said he's very 
happy to be with an orgamza­
tion with so many resources. 

"But I think we've seen 
thal anybody can be suscepti­
ble to these big issues, like the 
big banks;· he said. "So. I 

don· t think anyhody is safe, 
bull feel bad for those people 
in those positions that arc try­
ing to get by. 

'The only saving grace 
that we have, I think, is that 
the oil prices keep going 
down." 

J~l'f Burton, who also dri­
ves for Roush Fcnway, said 
the worst thing anyone in 
NASCAR can do right now is 
pam c. 

'·I do believe that in our 
sport, as probably most 
sports. we have a tendency to 
beat this story into the 
ground," he said. "But on the 
same token, it is there. lt's not 
something that we've created 
by any means. 

"The only thing that we 
can do as a sport, in my opin­
ion, is ... make a compelling 
reason why people need to 
come watch a race and why 
they need to tune into it on 
television. If we do that, then 
we're l!oin!! to have better 
days ' ;hen~ the economy is 
good." 

And what the sport has to 
do, he added, is somehow 
hang onto its share or corpo­
rate Amenca through the bad 
times. 

Crew chief Knaus closing 
NASCAR history •

The notes ll uttered from 
Chad Knaus' notebook last 
November just as Jimmie

It 's why Knaus wouldn't

Atlanta, calling Johnson into 
the pits for a four-tire stop 
then watching his driver pass 
nine cars in the closing laps 
as he stormed to a second­
place finish thatleJ"t the com­
petition speechless. 

And it's how he's put 
Johnson on the verge of join­
ing Cale · Yarborough as the 
only driver in NASCAR his­
tory to win three straight 
titles. Johnson goes into 
Texas Motor Speedway this 
weekend with a 183-point 
lead over Carl Edwards with 
jusl three races remaining, 
and a crew chief who won't 
let up until every other driver 
is mathematically eliminated. 

"He is more motivated by 
dominating," Johnson said. 
"We' 11 have what we consid­

Team co-owner 
indicted for tax 

McClure 
violations

ABINGDON, Va. Larry 
McClure, a rounding mem ­
ber of Morgan-McClure 
Motorsports, was indicted 
Tuesday on charges of fed ­
eral tax law violations. 

An indictmen t returned 
by a federal grand jury in 
Abingdon on Tuesday 
charged McClure with mul ­
tiple counts of mail fraud , 
filing a false tax return, 
obstructing a tax investiga­
tion, money laundering and 
one count of wire fraud . 

McLure faces up to 11 5 
years in prison and a $2.75 

million fine if convicted. 
According to the indict-

. ment, McClure filed federal 
tax returns in 2002, 2003 
and 2004 that he knew were 
false because he fail ed to 
spccjfy large payments 
from an unnamed individual 
in each of those years . The 
individual allegedly paid 
McClure for the usc of cars 
in ARCA series races . 

The indictment said that 
during a June 2006 inter­
view with TRS ill\estiga­
tors, McClure falsely sta ted 
he had borrowed money 
from the individual and had 
repaid the loan with a 

$325,000 check. 
The indictment also <>aid 

that between January ~003 
and March 2003. McClure 
fraudule ntly claimed he 
~pent $59,852 for the paint­
ing of four new show car 
trailers . 

Three Morgan-McCI urc 
drivers won the Daytona 
500, including Stcrlin 
Marlin in 1994 and 1995. 
The Abingdon -ha~ed race 
team was formed in 1983 by 
McClure , hi' brothers. Ed, 
Jerry, and Teddy. and busi ­
ness p~Hlner Tim Morgan .
