Lawsuit fded over mine waste 
dumped in stream valley

LOUISVILLE -The Si~rra 
Club and a Kentucky environ­
mental group have sued a coal 
company that dumped mining 
waste in an Appalachian stream 
valley without a permit. 

The company. Clintwood 
Elkhorn Mining Company, has 
acknowledged the dumping and 
called it an "isolated incident." 

The Sierra Club and 
Kentuckians for the 
Commonwealth said in the law­
suit filed Tuesday in Pikeville 
federal court that Clintwood was 
operating near Fishtrap Lake in 
Pike County without a permit 
required by the Clean Water Act. 

"They cannot disturb water­
ways without a federal permit," 
said Aaron Isherwood, a staff 
attorney with the Sierra Club in 
San Francisco. "This was a fla-

grantly unlawful act by the coal 
industry." 

Isherwood said the company 
applied for the permit but didn't 
wait for approval before dumping 
fill material into the valley. 

A spokesman for the company 
said the dumping was uninten­
tional. 

"When we discovered the 
issue, we took immediate action, 
we seized all of our operations 
and we reported to the appropri­
ate regulatory agencies," said 
Rick Morera, a spokesman for 
Clintwood's parent company, 
TECO Energy of Tampa, Fla. 

Isherwood said he was skepti­
cal of the company' s explanation. 

"All I can say is it wasn' t an 
accident, because they applied 
for a permit," he said. 

The company was performing 
mountaintop removal operatidils 
in an area that included "'headwa­
ter streams in the Millers Creek 

watershed near Fishtrap Lake," 
according to the lawsuit. The pro­
cedure involves blasting rock to 
access coal seams and dumping 
the excess material in valleys. 
The co-plaintiff in the lawsuit, 
Kentuckians for the 
Commonwealth, opposes the 
mining industry practice. 

Kenneth Taylor, a member of 
Kentuckians for the 
Commonwealth, said he lives 
near Fishtrap Lake. 

"If I filled in or altered the 
creek in front of my house, or 
built sediment ponds in it, I 
believe the state and Army Corps 
would put the law to me," Taylor 
said in a statement. "I don't see 
why a coal company should be 
treated any differently." 

The suit said the environmen­
tal groups sent a notice of the vio­
lations to the Environmental

LOUTSVTLLE - Phillip 
Leroy Wines says he killed two 
people at his home within three 
months as a matter of self­
defense. But a judge rejected 
those claims. and now Wines is 
serving -t5 years in prison for 
murder and manslaughter. 

Now, the Kentucky 
Supreme Court is considering 
whether Wines and another 
man, Frank Rodgers, should 
get new trials and if the judges 
m their cases failed to properly 
apply a self-defense law the 
General A<;sembly passed in 
2006. 

There was also debate over 
how jurors should be told to 
evaluate such cases. Attorneys 
also debated whether the law 

was new when passed in 2(X)6, 
or whether it only clarified 
existing laws and therefore 
applied to cases that began 
before the new law was passed. 

Public defender Elizabeth 
McMahon asked the justices to 
reverse Wines' convictions and 
order a new trial. McMahon 
said that the trial judge should 
have instructed the jury that 
Wines had no duty to retreat 
when he stabbed James Lee 
Hamilton on June 12, 2005 or 
when he struck Micah 
Brashear in the head with nun­
chaku karate sticks during a 
dispute on April 4, 2005. 

McMahon also said Wines 
should have had a hearing to 
determine if self-defense 
applied in his case because the 
law was passed while he await 
cd trial. 

"He should get the benefit 
of that law," McMahon said. 

Assistant Attorney General 
Jim Shackleford argued that 
the killing occuned before 
Kentucky's new self-defense 
law went into etfect and that it 
shouldn't be applied retroac­
tively. Shackleford also said a 
judge hac; no duty to instruct 
jurors whar a person docsn · t 
have to do when threatened. 

"lt's just like I don't have to 
stand on one leg while I defend 
myself," Shackleford said. 
"You don't give an instruction 
on !haL We could nn a volume 
with what you don't have to 
do."

The heavy people also began filling their plates more quickly. while 
the normal-weight customers circled the buffet and evaluated the food 
choices before serving themselves. 

The heavy people chewed their food fewer times, indicating they ate 
faster. The normal-weight people were more likely to choose a smaller

. The takeaway lesson from this study is that those who want to exerc1se 

more control over their buffet eating habits are advised to sit far away 
from the food without facing it, use a smaller p4tte and chew slower.

Have you checked 
your safe deposit 

box lately?

1f you're like most Americans. 
you probably don't keep track of 
every single one of your ao;;sets on a 
regular basis. You might have family 
heirlooms in an out-of-<>tate safe 
deposit box, which you haven't 
opened in years. Or stock that's slow­
ly appreciating in a past brokerage 
account you never use anymore. 

Be careful. Someone might take 
that money right out of your bank -
and it would be pe1fectly legal. ln an 
increasingly common revenue grab, 
state governments troll for low-activ­
ity bank accounts and seize this 
"unclaimed property." 

How could such a travesty occur? 
Every state has what's known as 

an "escheatment" or unclaimed prop­
erty law, which requires businesses to 
hand over abandoned linancial assets 
to the government. Escheatable 
assets - including safe deposit 
boxes, savings accounts, stocks, and 

Questions on 
health care reform

Hcalthcarc refom1 will be front­
and-center in the presidential 
debates. 

It's a topic that's full of complicat­
ed issues, so it can be hard to cut 
through all the rhetoric and figure out 
exaclly what each candidate is 
proposing. So here's the skinny on 
five questions that you'll likely hear 
many times between now and 
November. 

1.) Should the government require 
businesses to offer health insurance? 

Sen. Obama has proposed requir­
ing virtually all businesses to offer 
their employees health insurance or 
to pay a tax (probably about 7 percent 
of payroll) to linance government­
sponsored insurance. This may sound 
like a good idea, but such action 
comes .with many negative conse­
quences. 

For starters, it could add $12,000 
to the cost of hi1ing a new worker 
with a family. That's bad news for 
entry-level workers, for auracting 
new business, or for expanding an 
existing business. By one count, an 
employer health care mandate would 
eliminate 224,000 low-wage jobs. 

Instead of forcing employers to 
offer insurance, lawmakers should 
work to lower premiums by mcrcas­
ing competition in the insurance mar 
ket. 

One way of doing so? Allowing 
people to buy insurance across stale 
lines There's no reason a 25-ycar-old 
man from New Jersey should have to 
pay six times a<; much for an insur­
ance policy as an identical 
Kentuckian would pay for the same 
policy. 

2.) Can prescription drug importa­
tion bring down drug costs? 

Both John McCain and Barack 

un-cashcd payroll checks - qualify 
as abandoned after a pre-specified 
period of inactivity, the length of 
which varies by state. 

The government is then supposed 
to identify and contact the rightful 
owners and reunite them with their 
property. 

That's the theory. Tn practice, state 
governments have taken to using the 
escheatment process as a rundraising 
tool. They now hire private contrac­
tors to go after abandoned assets -
and pay them commission! After col­
lection. most states make just a half 
hearted attempt to contact the rightful 
owners. And states sell off the assets 
as quickly as possible. 

ln 2006, state governments col­
lected $5. I bill ion in abandoned 
assets, up from $3.6 billion in 2003. 
Nationwide. there is over $35 billion 
of escheated properties in <>taLe cus­
tody. Less than a third will ever wind 
up back with its rightful owner. 

At ING Direct, we' ve been forced 
to turn over nearly 15,000 '·aban­
doned" accounts valued at nearly $4 
million. Most account holders will 
never see their money again. The rest 
will get it hack at a loss, as cscheatcd 
assets generally don ' t collect interest. 
That's why we're encouraging our 

Obama seem to think so. pointing to 
lower pnces in other countries. 
Unfortunately, they' re mistaken. 

According to the Congressional 
Budget Office, foreign drug imporla­
tion would save Americans JUSt one 
percent over 10 years. That's a minis­
cule amount - especially in light of 
the safety concerns associated with 
impmted drugs. 

Plus, brand-nan1e drugs are cheap­
er in foreign countries because their 
governments impose price controls. 
If politicians allow foreign drugs to 
enter the U.S. market. they'll etfec 
Lively be importing price controls. 

3.) ls government-sponsored com­
parative-eiTectiveness research a 
good idea? 

To varying degrees, both Barack 
Obama and John McCain have 
expressed support for comparative 
effectiveness studies to evaluate the 
relative merit of different medical 
treatments. Such research could pro­
vide doctors with important infom1a- . 
Lion. But if the studies are govern­
ment-funded. researchers would like­
ly face pressure from cost-conscious 
ofncials to arrive at conclusions that 
lead to lower government spending. 

Britain ·s comparative-effective­
ness agency, the National Institute for 
Health ami Clinical Excellence, has 
done just that. Re-.:enlly, the agency 
didn ' t approve the arthritis drug a bat 
acepl- despite the fact that it's one 
of the only drugs clinically proven to 
treat patients with severe rheumatoid 
arthritis. 

4.) Are the healthcare systems in 
Canada and Europe good models for 
America? 

We often hear that other nations 
offer a utopia of free medical cure for 
everyone. What we don't hear is that 
universal hcalthcare coverage 
inevitably leads to long wa.ning lists, 
doctor shortages. and limited a·cat­
ment options.

customers to take the ba~ic steps to 
ensure they don't lose their savings, 
like checking their accounts and reg­
istered .Personal information at least 
once a year.

And concerned citizens should lobby 
their stale legislators to make some 
basic reforms to the escheatment 
process.

So some in 
Congress have proposed making it 
easier to bring copycat versions of 
biotech drugs to market. 

Although it makes sense to create 
a regulatory approval pathway for 
these copycat drugs, lawmakers must 
make sure that they don't put future 
innovation at risk. The average bio­
logic takes nearly $1.5 billion to 
develop. So lawmakers must protect 
the financial incentives behind this 
burgeoning field of medical technol­
ogy. 

Informed Choices 
This fall's election offers voters 

tough but clear choices on health 
reform. Informed Americans would 
be 'Wise l0 keep these important 
issues in mind as they enter the vot­
ing booth.

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Reader's vasomotor rhinitis 
·mimics allergy or inf-ection

My doctor recently dwgrwsed 
ne with a condition she called 
msomotor rhinitis. She didn't 

g much infonnation about it, 
but said it wasn't an allergy and was­
n't a sinus infection, which is what 1 
thou&ht I had. My major symptoms are 
a feeling of sinus pressure, a runny 
nose and headaches. Sometimes I 
Juzve sneezing fits. It's worse during 
cold weather. llzad a had time recent­
ly 1-rhen l made a trip to southern 
Chile. Jt:y winter there. Can you tell 
me more about this condition? 

AWcll. rm envious of your 
recent fore1gn travel, but I can 
also sympathi1c with the 

nasal problems you've been experi­
encing. Your pain is due to the fact 

that the tissues of the nose and sinu~ 
areas have ahundant nerve endings. 
As a result, any condition that causes 
swelling or initation in the nose and 
sinuses can also produce pain. 

The symptoms you dcscrihc -
facial pressure and pain -certainly 
can be the resulL of a sinus infection, 
but blockage of the sinus openings is 
more common. There are :-,everal pos­
sible causes of this type of blockage, 
including allergy-induced nasal 
swelling, the common cold, tumors 
and cysts. Vasomotor rhinitis is also 
on the list. lt mimics an allergy or 
intectwn m some ways but IS a.:tu~tl­

ly a distinct disorder. 
Before I tell you more about vaso­

motor rhinitis, T need give you a brief 

anatomy Jesson. The bones and carti­
lage that make up your nasal pas­
sages and sinuses are c vered with 
nerve-rich mucus membranes. 
Beneath '>Ome :;ections of the mucus 
membrane there is a special tissue 
that can engorge with blood, thereby 
causing that common experience of 
having Clnc's nose suddenly become 
"stopped up." Functioning of this 
complex system is under the control 
of the nervous sy'>tem. Therefore, any 
conditions that interfere with the 
nerves, blood supply. mucus mem­
branes or the bones themselves can 
produce symptoms similar to those 
you describe. 

Also contributing to "'sinus prob­
lems" is the fact that nasal and sinus 
bones can be shaped in ways that arc 
not optimal and, thereby, increase the 
risk of sinus infection or cause pain 
in other ways. These problems can 
include sinus openmgs that are too 
small or too large as well as irregu­
larly shaped nasal bones that reduce 

space for air passages. 
While it can be difficult to deter­

mine the exact. cause of nasal 
swelling, discharge and pain, your 
doctor undoubtedly used your history 
to help narrow down the pO!>!;ibilities. 
A key clue is that cold temperatures 
bring on an attack. Infections and 
allergies do not work this way, but 
your doctor's prime suspect- vaso­
motor rhinitis - can be triggered by 
cold exposure. 

Vasomotor rhinitis is an incom­
pletely understood disorder that 
involves a disturbance in the way the 
parasympathetic nervous system con­
trols the hlood vessels in the nose. An 
attack produces swelling in the nose 
with resultant "sinus·· pressure and 
pain. The glands of the nose become 
overactive. This produces the runny 
nose and the snee1ing. Tn addition to 
cold exposure, attacks ·can be trig 
gered by polluted air, bright light. 
spicy foods and even, sometimes, 
emot1ons. 

There are etiective treatments for 
vasomotor rhinitis, hm there is cur­
rently no cure. Many tamily doctors 
are skillful at treating thiS disorder. If 
your family doctor isn·t well versed 
in treating it, however, he or she can 
refer you to an car, nose and throat 
specialist who can help you.

A pulled (or strained) ham­
string is a lear or the hamstring 
muscle fibers. It is believed 
that these tears occur most 
commonly during what is 
called an "eccentric contrac­
tion:· This occurs when the 
muscle is trying to contract 
while another force, such as 
the ground or the quadriceps, 
is trying to force the muscle in 
the opposite direction. This 
creates an amating amount of 
force on the muscle fibers. 

Studies have shown that 
there is a high rate of rc-injury 
with hamstring pulls. The 
common explanation for this is 
that athletes often return to 
activity before the injury has 
tully recovered. Why this 
occurs so often is that iL is dif­
ficult to know when the athlete 
is ready. The type or force 
applied to the muscle dming 
full sports activ·ity is hard to 
duplicate in the clinic or at 
half-~peed. Therefore, the 
longer that the athlete can 
avoid full speed activity the 
better.

But Assistant Attorney 
General Perry Thomas Ryan 
said the state's "no retreat" law 
didn 't apply to Rodgers, who 
shot McAfee two years before 
the law took ctfect.

Duct insulation is actually a

One-inch-thick duct insulation 
is sold in 1-foot-wide rolls, 
and is easy to install .

When you get to 
the end, lace a nail through the 
last overlap to hold the insula­
tion in place.

• Caulk all exterior doors 
and windows where the exteri­
or siding meets the trim and 
where the trim meets the win­
dow frame. 

• Caulk all joints and gaps 
in exterior siding and trim, and 
where the s1ding meets the 
foundation. 

• Weather strip all win­
dows and doors. For windows, 
be sure to remove the moving 
section first, so that the weath­
er stripping is fully accessible. 
For doors be sure to check the 
bottom. Hold a flashlight at 
the bottom of the door at night. 
If you can see the light from 
the inside the weather strip­
ping needs adjustment or 
replacement. 

• Seal plug and switch 
covers at all walls, both exteri­
or and interior. For 25 cents a 
piece, you can radically reduce 
air infiltration. 

• If you have an older 
home, remove interior door 
and window trim and fill the 
gap between the window or 
door frame and the house 
frame with expanding foam 
seaLant. Caulking alone on the 
outside will not do the trick.

Hunters may apply for 
the four types of available 
quota hunts by callin_g toll­
free at 1-877 598-240 l. 
Hunters must tell the oper­
ator they plan to apply for 
Kentucky quota hunts 

when they call. The appli­
cation deadline is 
September 30. 

Rabbit and quail quota 
hunts are a new and unique 
opportunity on the 3,000 
acre walk-in tract on 
Peabody Wildlife 
Management Area (WMA). 
Applying for these hunts 
cost $3 for each species. 
Hunt parties are limited to 
a maximum of three partic­
ipants each and two parties 
will be drawn for each 
hunt. At full participation, 
there will be 36 quail 
hunters and 36 rabbit 
hunters for the season. Up 
to three hunters may apply 
as a group. 

The 2008-2009 rabbit 

quota hunt dates are: 
November 25-26, 
December 6 - 7, December 
27-28, January 6-7, 
January 13-14 and January 
17-18. The 2008-2009 
quail quota hunts are: 
November · 29 30, 
December 2-3 and 
December 23-24, January 
3-4, January 10-11 and 
January 20-21.

Speaking of Stewart, the 
end-of-the-race sniping 
between him and crew chief 
Greg Zipadelli left many won­
dering if after 10 turbulent 
years together, the two can 
survive the final 10 week'\ of 
their working relationship. 

First up, the Chase field. 
On paper, it looks to be quite 
competitive - four former 
series champions, hotshot 
Kyle Busch and NASCAR 
superstar Dale Earnhardt Jr. 
are among the 12 who wiJl 
race for the Sprint Cup title. 

But when Kasey Kahne 
failed to make the Chase with 
a poor Sunday run at 
Richmond, it created a trou­
bling pictur~ of the current 
state or the series. Kahne is a 
two-time race winner this sea­
son, and for those counting al 
home, that's two more wins 

than live of the Chase drivers 
have this year. 

Of course, he and his No. 9 
team can only blame them­
selves - and consecutive 
40th-place finishes leading 
into Richmond -for their late 
summer collapse. But the issue 
could he deeper than that. 

Kahne drives for· Gillett 
Evernham Motorsports, which 
has the same hefty funding as 
NASCAR's top four, teams. 
But the separation between 
everyone else and the hig four 

Joe Gibbs Racing, 
Hendrick Molorsporls, Roush 
Fcnway Racing and Richard 
Childress Racing - is so 
steep, Kahne and the GEM 
gang have been fighting an 
uphill battle all year. 

Those big four owners 
placed three curs each in the 
Chase and have combined for 
22 of 26 wins this season. 
Kahne has two and Penskc 
Racing drivers Kurt Busch and 
Ryan Newman ~grabbed the 
other two. 

But none made the Chase. 
and - coincidence? · all 
drive Dodges. 

The automakcr is reeling. 
lags far behmd Chevrolet, 
Ford and Toyota on the race 
track and in showroom sales, 
and on Saturday revealed it 
was pulling out of NASCAR's 
Truck Series. 

So as the race for the title 
begins Sunday in New 
Hampshire, it will he interest­
ing to see what happens to 
Dodge as its teams are left out 
ot the action. 

Tt's also going ·Lo he inter­
esting to sec how Stewart and 
his Joe Gibbs Racing team 
handle their final 10 races 
together. The two-time cham­
pion is leaving at the end ot 
the year to run his own race 
team, and the tension from his 
deciston has been buildmg all 

season. 
Zipadclli has consistently 

presented a united front. but 
radio communications have 
revealed cracks that could 
crumble the team before 
Stewm1 mo\·es on. 

Stuck in a 40-race winless 
streak dating back to last sea­
son. Stewart has had \ ictory in 
sight several times this year 
only to lose in heartbreaking 
fashion. Sunday wasn't one of 
those crushing defeats: He 
waged a stirring late-race bat­
tle with Jimmie Johnson. but 
ultimately didn't have a car 
strong enough to Vlin. 

As he pulled oiT the track 
following the second-place 
fimsh, he cnticized h.ls team\ 
pc1t'ormance for letting anoth­
er victory slip away. In audio 
replayed several times b} 
ESPN, Zipadelli sharply 
reminded him they win and 
lose as a group. 

After, Stewart was surly 
and didn't want 10 dissect yet 
another on-track defeat. 

A championship battle with 
Stewart involved is the hcst 
kind of title fight, as the emo­
tional d1ivcr usually leaves 
everything out on the track and 
goes down fighting. But if he 
and Zippy give up on each 
other before this season is 
oYer, there's very little chance 
Stewart will be a factor in this 
Chase. 

Meanwhile, Stewart is 
hcing pulled in several direc­
tions as he \hapes Stewart­
Haas Racing for his imre)lding 
takeover. He's hired a driver in 
Newman, a crew chief i.n. 
Dar·ian Gruhb. secured several 
spon!)ors and is now seeking a 
general manager. 

His stghts are apparently on 
Frye. who kept a midlcvcl 
team afloat tor 1~ years before 
it was swallowed last season 
b; Dale Earnhardt Inc. That 

"It's like a smalt awards 
banquet ror the guys who made 
the Chase,'' Harvick said. 
''Very rarely, unles-; we are all 
at the race track. do we all have 
to be in the same place at the 
same time.

Hampshire, where the Chase 
officially begins Sunday. und

It happened last 
season when teammates 
Johnson and Jeff Gordon 
waged a classic ballle in their 
two-man race for the title. 

Johnson edged out Gordon, 
his friend and mentor, for his 
second consecutive title. Now 
he'll go for an hisroric third­
straight championship. When 
thts New York trip ends, every­
one will be trying to dethrone 
him. · 

"When we all leave here. we 
know it's _gametime at that 
poill{," Hamlin said. "That's 
when the playoffs have started.

!'reed Frye to take over Red 
Bull in January and clean up 
what was a heavily timded but 
poorly managed team. 

Before Frye's arrival, both 
Red Bull cars struggled to 
make races and AJ 
Allmendinger's development 
was in setious danger of 
derailing. Now Brian Vickers 
is a legitimate contender, 
Allmendinger ha;; his car 
inside the top 35 in points and 
Red Bull appears ready to race 
lor wins. 

That could all implode tf 
Frye leaves and Austria-based 
team executives revert to the 
Formula One mentality that 
made their dehut 01ASCAR 
season a joke. 

The signs arc already trou­
bling. Regardless of what Frye 
decides. Allmendinger's status 
·with the team is not certain 
even though the kid has done 
nothing short of what Red Bull 
asked of him. 

Thrown into a ride he was­
n't ready for with a ream that 
didn't have a support system 
in place for him, Allincndinger 
weathered it all and has shown 
potential to run up front. But 
the Austrian's are gaga over 
rormer Fl driver Scoll Speed, 
a longtime Red Bull athlete 
who has been given a second 
chance in NASCAR. 

This shouldn't be an ''either 
Allmendinger or Speed" situa­
tion. hut the longer 
Allmendinger goes unsigned. 
the worse it Jooh for his 
Cuture with the team. And if 
Red Bull can't be counted on 
to keep its young talent, then 
why would Frye turn down the 
chance to build a winner from 
sci'ateh for Stewart? 

The Sprint Cup title will be 
decided over the next 10 
weeks. but there's plenty of 
other mdustry issues to kl:ep 
an eye on. . 

Montoya confident in direction of Ganassi team

He's lost both of his team­
mates and his primary spon­
sor, yet Juan Pablo Montoya 
remains staunchly commit­
ted to car owner Chip 
Ganassi. 

So much so, Montoya 
insists Ganassi is being 
unfairly critiqued for his 
struggling NASCAR pro­
gram. 

"I think the NASCAR 
organi.ration has to go 
through major changes, and 
that's the process we are 
going through right now," 
said Montoya, a former 
Formula One driver who 
won an Indianapohs 500 dri­
ving for Ganassi. 

"In a way, it's good 
because everyone who is 
here wants to succeed and 
wants to be here. Clup is 
working very hard to get us 
better. Are we there? No. But 
things are 'ilarting to click 
and there's a lot of things 
coming, and when all those 
things arrive and you pur 
them in place, we'll be in 

( 

good shape." 
But the organization has 

weathered several storms 
this season as Ganassi has 
tried to get the NASCAR 
operation on par with his 
other learns. Scott Dixon 
wrapped up the lndyCar 
Series championship on 
Sunday, and Scott Pruett and 
Memo Rojas scaled the 
Grand-Am Series title two 
weeks ago. 

Those successes came at a 
time when Reed Sorenson 
announced he '11 leave 
Ganassi at the end of the 
year to drive for Gillett 
Evernham Molorspons. 
Dario Franchitti decided to 
leave NASCAR and move 
hack to the IRL and Texaco 
said it would end its primary 
sponsorship of Montoya's 
car at season's end. 

Montoya, who was orenly 
critical of Ganassi earlier 
this season after a series or 
crew changes, said his hoss 
has everything under control. 

"If 1 y..'asn't committed to 
him. and believed in him, 
then 1 wouldn't be here," 
Montoya said. "It's that sim 
pie." 

The Franchitti move, 
Montoya said, was the best 
thing for the entire organiza­
tion after his failed 
NASC AR run. Franchilli lert 
the IRL utter winning the 
Tndy 500 and ~eries champi­
onship, hut ne\'cr duplicated 
that SUCLess in ~ASCAR. 

He mtssed five races with 
a hrokcn 'ankle, fell out of 
the top 35 in points. and 
when sponsorship never 
materialized. the team was 
shu ttcrcd. 

·'I think at the end of the 
da), it was as close as 
(Franchitti l could get to a 
happy ending," Montoya 
said. "1 think he gave it a try, 
and at the end he was getting 
a lot better. But if you look at 
it for Clup and the IndyCm 
program. it's the hcst d.cci­
swn und (sponsor) Target 
they arc going to have the 
last two IndyCar champions 
and Tnd) 500 champions 
under the same roof.

FLORIDA: Running back 
Emmanuel Moody has been 
somewhat missing in the llrst 
two games of the season. 

He carried twice for two 
yards in the opener against 
Hawaii, sprained an ankle and 
sat out the rest of the game. 
He didn't even play last week 
againsl Miami, silling out for 
undisclosed rea<>ons. 

But coach Urban Meyer 
has vowed to make Moody a 
bigger part of the offense 
when the fourth-ranked 
Gaton; (2-0) play Tennessee 
on Sept. 20. 

"We're expecting a lot out 
of him," Meyer said. "Yeah, 
we're going to get going." 

Florida needs the help, too. 
Kcstahn Moore, Chris Rainey 
and Jeff Demps were pretty 
much shut down against the 
Hurricanes, and Meyer is hop­
ing the 6-fool, 21 0-pound 
Moody gan make more of an 
impact as the Gators embark 
on the Southeastern 
Conference slate. 

Meyer said Moody needs 
to get more comfortable in the 
offense. 

"We're force-feeding it 
pretty hard core to him right 
now," Meyer said. "The thing 
about this offense, people say 
it's complicated. and it is. 
There's a lot of stuff to it and 
it works. 

"It's not real hard to turn 
around and hand it off and the 
tailback runs into big piles. 
We expect our guys to learn a 
lot." 

GEORGIA: The second­
ranked Bulldogs arc looking 
for more pressure out of their 
defensive ends heading into 
their SEC opener against 
South Carolina. 

Georgia (2-0) got a total of 
1.5 sacks from the ends m the 
flrst two games. but coach 
Mark Richt said the Bulldogs 
need to get more consistent 
heat on opposing quarter­
backs. 

''1 do think our inside pres­
sure has been beuer than our 
outside pressure," he said. "At 
times we've gotten good pres 
sure up the middle, but the 
quarterback has been able to 
step up in the pocket and 
throw because the ends didn't 
do their job containing. The 
ability and discipline to con­
tain the quarterback is just as 
important" as sacks. 

The Bulldogs didn't have 
that problem last season. 
Marcus Howard was an 
undersized force at the end 
position, leading the team 
with 10.5 sacks and ranking 
second with 12 tackles for 
losses. Overall, Georgia had 
42 sacks in 13 games. , 

They are running behind 
that pace this season with four 
sacks in the first two games, 
which likely will be the two 
easiest contests on a brutal 
schedule. 

Keep an eye on end 
Demarcus Dobbs, however. 
The 266-pound sophomore 
.came up with a huge play in 
last Saturday's 56-17 rout of 
Central Michigan, picking off 
a tipped pass and returning it 
78 yards for a touchdown in 
his lirst college st.art. 

But Richt acknowledged 
that Georgia had yet to uncov­
er a player such as Howard 
who can get consistent pres­
sure on the quarterback. 

"I think his body type real­
ly helped him as a pass rush­
er," Richt said. "He was very, 
very fast, and he could gel so 
low off the edge; An offensive 

tackle needs a surface area to 
block. He needs to get his 
hands on something. When a 
guy can get that low, he can 
turn his body in such a way 
that you can't get a hand on 
him." 

KENTUCKY: Two wins 
and five points allowed in 
eight quarters hasn't done 
much to impress the poll vot 
crs that Kentucky is for real. 

The Wildcats received 28 
points in the latest coaches 
poll and just six points in this 
week's AP poll. This despite 
coming off a second straight 
8-5 sea'lon that culminated in 
a Music City Bowl win. 

"I'm not saying we're a 
Top 25 team right now or not, 
but if some of the teams I've 
seen ranked in the Top 25 are 
Top 25 teams then we arc 
too," said coach Rich Brooks. 
"We haven't had a touchdown 
scored on us. We did win a 
bowl game last year. We did 
beat the No. 1 team in the 
nation last year. We showed 
we can compete in the SEC." · 

Yet the Wildcats' long his­
tory of being SEC also rans, 
not to mention the slew or tal­
ent that left for the NFL after 
last season, has the skeptics 
out in full force. Brooks has 
been around long enough to 
know that's the way it goes 
while you're trying to build a 
winner. He had similar prob­
lems at Oregon. 

"I think if what we'd 
accomplished in the past year 
or two years, and the way we 
started this year, if we had a 
history of being a more com­
petitive team in the SEC we 
would probably be ranked in 
the Top 25," Brooks said. "I 
think people are looking at us 
trying to see how many more 
games we're going to win 

rather .than how good we arc 
right now. If we keep winning 
games we'll get there." 

SOUTH CAROLINA: 
Stephen Garcia's time al quar­
terback is coming. Not this 
Saturday against No. 2 
Georgia, South Carolina 
coach Steve Spurrier says, but 
possibly soon. 

Spurrier and the 
Gamecocks have been looking 
for an answer to inconsistent 
quarterback play. Junior 
Tommy Beecher and sopho­
more Chris Smelley have been 
uneven in a win over North 
Carolina Slate and a loss to 
Vanderbilt. So talk has natu­
rally centered on Garcia. a 
freshman who had missed the 
past two spring practices 
because or suspension. 

"He·s coming around," 
Spurrier said this week. "I 
don't think he's ready to go 
this week yet, but he's been 
getting a lot of snaps." 

Garcia took about 25 snaps 
in South Carolina's "Monday 
night football" scrimmage for 
younger players, Spurrier 
said. 

Spurrier says Garcia has 
worked hard. is smdying plays 
and auending meetings. "His 
attihlde ha~ improved from 
last year when he was just 
around," Spurrier said. 

Garcia was part of 
Spurrier's 2007 class and con­
sidered by many rabid South 
Carolina fans as the team's 
next great quarterback. That 
coronation was delayed when 
Garcia had three run-ins with 
authorities since arriving on 
can1pus 20 months ago. He 
missed the past two spring 
practices and did not work out 
with the team this summer 
because of a school suspen­
sion.
