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Colleges see drop in enrollment

PRESTONSBURG - The Kentucky 
Community and Technical College 
System is seeing its first enrollment 
drop since the system was first estab­
lished a decade ago. 

And the drop is across the board, 
from Prestonsburg to Lexington, and 
beyond. 

The development could be attrib­
uted to state budget cuts, says Michael 
McCall, KCTCS president. The cuts 
forced colleges to tighten a variety of 
aspects, including lists of offered 
courses and programs, as well as scal­
ing back faculty. 

Anoth.er possible explanation for the 

T 0 P 

drop in the number of students signing 
up for classes could be due to a failed 
request for a tuition increase, McCall 
says. 

Officials with KCTCS asked the 
Council on Postsecondary Education 
for a 13 percent tuition increase for this 
year, but instead saw only a 5.2 percent 
hike, a "combination" McCall says 
didn't make anything easier. 

"It had a major negative impact on 
revenue in general," said McCall, "and 
the result has been cutbacks." 

The Prestonsburg campus of Big 
Sandy Community and Technical 
College was quiet Friday, with only a 
few scattered students to be found in

Winless Bengals still hopeful

CTNCTNNATT - After 
watching film of their latest 
loss, the winless Cincwnati 
Bengals came away with a lit­
tle bounce in their step and a 
sense that things are about to 

get a whole lot better. 
Really. 
The Bengals arc the most 

upbeat of the NFL's 0-l'or-'08 
teams. A 26-23 loss to the 
Giants in overtime on Sunday 
convinced them that they're 
headed in the right direction, 
even though their quarterback 
keeps getting hts nose 
smashed and fans ha\e started 
disowning rhem. 

"A lot of posillves," recei,·­
cr Chad Ocho Cinco said. '·A 
lot of good things . A couple of 
missed assig nments across the 
board - you know. it was 
always one thing on every 
play, which it usually is when 
plays break down. But we had 
a lot of positives. man . We 
looked really good on film.'' 

Nol so good m Lhe '>Land­
ings, of course. Arld that's the 
problem. 

At 0-3, the Bengals arc tied 
with the Cleveland Browns for 
last place in the AFC North. 
They play Sunday . in 
Cincinnati, a game thal will 
give one of them a tlicker of 
hope thatlhey could still win a 
struggling division. The loser 
is in a whole lot or trouble, no 
matter how it looks on film. 

"I mean, what better week 
to get a win than against the 
Browns, you know?" Ocho 
Cinco said. "What better 
week'?" 

The last game would have 
hecn the best one for the 
Bengal s. who knew they had 
to bear the Giants to provide 
evidence that all is not lost. 
The offense looked decent for 
the first time all season. and 
the Bengals went to overtime 
before letting it slip away. 

The ollense was the main 
reason for optimism. Carson 
Palme r thre\v his first touch­
down pass he also got his 
second bloody nose of the year 

as he threw for 286 yards 
against one of the NFL' s top 
defenses. His prenom; high 
for a game this season was 134 
yards passing. 
· "\Ve were much s11arpcr in 
a lot of areas in the passing 
game," coach Man in Lcwts 
said. ··we still have to work tt 
and make sure we're being 
exact and give (Palmer) the 
opportunit)' to deliver the ball 
where he thinks it m1ght to be 
delivered ." 

Palmer was sacked six 
times and got his nose blood 
ied for the second time - he 
hrokc it dming the third pre­
season game. He's been 
knocked around in all three 
games so far. a trend that 1s 
most troubling. 

"Once again. that ain' t a 
sight l want to see: My quar­
terback with a bloody nose:· 
offensive guard Bobbie 

Williams said. "It kind of 
makes me feel like r m not 
really doing m> job. That's not 
a sight any guy- particularly 
offensive linemen - w<mt to 
see.'' 

The same offensive line 
alloweu only 17 sacks last sea­
son. when Palmer threw for 
·U31 yards. He's been 
dropped nine times already, a 
mystifying development. 

Told that a lot or fans are 
<>cratching their heads over the 
high number of sacks. 
Williams said. "Me. too. l'm 
about to scratch a patch in 
mine. But you know, we're 
dealing with it. We have to get 
Jt done." 

The Bengals haven't lost 
their first three games since 
2003, which was Lewis' first 
season as head coach. They got 
back into the playoff race that 
year and were 8-6 bel'ore 
falling apart They lost their last 
tw9 games for an 8-8 linish. 

The !a<;t time they lost their 
first four games wus 2002. 
when they opened 0-7 and fin­
ished 2-14, the worst mark in 
franchise history. Coach Dick 
LeBeau was fired after that 
one. 

One notable change in this 
0-3: Ocho Cinco is biting his 
tongue. 

In previous year~. the 
receiver would have heen 

insisting that Palmer get him 
the ball more often so the team 
can start winning. He has only 
nine catches for 99 yards in 
three games - numbers tbat 
woulu have brought an erup­
tion in the past. 

'Td (have) been here like a 
liLlie pit hull. fussing," Ocho 
Cinco said. ·'But no need, no 
need. 1 think right now, we're 
fine. We might not be in a posi­
tion that we really want to be 
in, but 1ight now. we don't need 
my problems being a distrac­
tion. After seeing what l saw on 
film, we got a lot of positive 
things." 

The won-lost record hap­
pens not to he one of them.

or the year. . 
. "Ahour what yo.u would 
~ imagine," team president J.D. 
. Gibhs said Monday \Vhcn 
; asked the mood at the race 

shop. 'Td say there's a good 
r, amount or frustration and dis­
,. appointmenL. It's obviously 

very fn1strating because you 
. work so hard all year. So it\ 
: fmst:rating for the drivers, for 
, the crews, for the .tOO-plus 

people at the shop - everyone 

who puts everything they have 
into this and then the small 
thmgs bite you. 

''But stuff like that happens 
in life. We don't like it, we 
don't have to like it, but we 
have to work through it." 

Problem is, there's not 
mut:h time to work through 
this. y 

Busch started the Chase 
with an 80-point advantage 
over most of the competition. 
Two races in and he's phun­
mctcd to last, 210 points 
behind new leader Cm·I 
Edwards with just eight events 
to make up the difference. 
Hamlin sits in 11th and two­
time Cup champion Tony 
Stewart is clinging to his title 
hopes in seventh. 

"Look. all you want is a 
chance in the final race, and 1 
haven't sat down and looked at 
all the points and all the sce­
narios," Gibbs said. "But we're 
not giving up on having a final 
chance in thqt last race." 

He'll have trouble com,inc­
ing Busch of that, though. TI1c 
winner of the "regular season" 
declared his run at a first Cup 
championship over after his 
last-place finish in Dover. But 
his gloom and doom is based 
on experience: Busch started 
the 2006 Chase with a wreck in 

the opener and an engine fail­
ure in Round 2; he never 
recovered and finished last in 
the standings that season. 

"We're out of the title hunt. 
that's for sure,'' Busch said as 
his crew diagnosed his ailing 
engine. 

This isn't like February and 
March when bizarre mechani­
cal failures hit all three JGR 
cars. 

Hamlin's power steering 
htiled in Atlanta, and he had a 
fuel pickup issue while leading 
on a restart in the closing laps 
at Bristol. Stewart had a simi­
lar pickup problem at Bristol, 
and his cost him the lead to 
Hamlin shonly before Hamlin 
suffered the same fate. 

Busch lost his power steer­
ing in Bristol while leading. 
then broke a rc·ar gear in 
Martinsville. A broken gasket 
also took him out of con­
tention at his home track m 
Las Vegas . 

lt got to a point where the 
JGR tally showed more races 
lost than victories, and frustra­
tion was mounting among all 
three teams. 

"All they know is they 
broke a parl and it kept them 
from winning a race," Jimmy 
Makar, senior vice president 
of racing operations at JGR, 

• 

said at the time. "There's 
nothing you can do but fix the 
problem and show them that 
it's fixed." 

That they did, ironing out 
every little blip to string 
together a wildly successful 
regular sea!>on. 

Busch won a series-high 
eight Cup victories. and 
Hamlin added one other win. 
And they were untouchable in 
the Nationwide Series, as 
Busch, Hamlin, Stewart <md 
Logano combined to win 16 
of 28 .races. 

So why now are these 
issues popping up? And why 
are they happening to Bust:h, 
who was seemingly flawless 
the past four months? 

"That's the question we're 
all trying to figure out right 
now,'' Gibbs said. "There's 
nothing we're doing different­
ly. H anything. now is the 
time to be more conservative. 
And our people are as good as 
anybody at testing products. 
We are very good at checking 
parts and qualifying parts and 
making sure we have every­
thing in order.'' 

It's easy to say that in this 
year or JGR dominance, not 
winning the championship 
would make the season a bust.

Telecheck Review available on 
Kentucky Fish and Wildlife website

FRANKFORT- As fall hunting seasons begin, hunters once 
again have the chance to review their Tclcchcck infonnation on 
the Kentucky Department of Fish and Wildlife Resources' web-
site at fw.ky.gov. · 

Now in its second year, Telecheck Review is a· popular 
resource for Kentucky's deer, turkey and elk hunters. These 
hunters must check their game through the automated Tclcchcek 
system. Sometime~ these hunters wonder if they have entered 
their harvest data correctly. With Tclcchcck Review, they can log 
on to fw.ky.gov and search by species, date, county and hunter 
name to be sure they entered the correct information for the game 
they harvested. If a hunter detects an error, he or she can call the 
deparlmenl's Information Center at l-800-858-1549 10 correct 
the mistake. · 

Hunters can also check to make sure others comply with the 
Telecheck law. This helps Kentucky Fish and Wildlife's conser-
vation ofl'icers do their jobs. , 

"This extends the eyes and cars of the conservation officers, 
because it allows hunters to be able to police other hunters," said 
Major David Casey, assistant director of the department's Law 
Enforcement Division. "One officer per county actually can do 
very little without the help or the sportsmen in his county. This 
Telecheck Review is an excellent enforcement tool that will let 
violators know that it is not s-tJCially acceptable lo not check their 
deer.'' 

The Telecheck system is an essential tool in Kentucky's 
wildlife management. The informatiOn hunters provide to the 
department helps biologists recommend bag limits, season dates 
and other regulations. 

Hunters who know that another hunter took an animal - but 
that animal does not show up in the Telecbeck Re\iew system -
should report the in!ormation to the departmcnfs law enforce~ 
ment dispatch center at l-800-25-ALERT (1-800-252-5378). 
People can abo call their local conservation oflker. 

Checked animals generally take 1-2 days to register in the 
system. Names of youth hunters, out-of-slate hunters and hunters 
who entered their social security numhcrs incmTcctly may not be 
listed However, the system is a useful means of detecting poach­
ers who do not check their animals. 

All successful deer, turkey and elk hunters. as well as bobcat 
and otter hunters and trappers, must Tclcchcck these animals by 
midmght on the day the animalts taken by c.alling 1-800-2-tS-
4263. The conlirmation number received at the end or the phone 
call must then be :recorded on a hunter harvest log and kept in tbe 
hunter's possession throughout the season. Bobcat and otter 
Telccheck infomlation is not available through the department's 
Telecheck Revtew system. 

Failure to check a required animal carries a maximum penal­
ty of a S1,000 fine and six months imprisonment. For more infor­
mation about the Tclcchcck proce<;s and other hunting regula­
tions. pick up a copy of the 2008 09 Kenrucky Hunting and 
Trapping Guide. available wherc\cr hunting lkenses are sold.

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Locking out a possible problem 
by TOM and RAY 

MAGLIOZZI 

Dear Tom and Ray: 
My wife <md I have had a 

"spirited discussion·· about 
thi:, question. My wife always 
insist~ that we lock the doors 
when drivin.g so they don't 
"pop open accidentally.'' I pre­
fer unlucked, because should 
we have an accident, the first 
one on the scene doesn't have 
to break a window to get the 
car open. She thinks that by 
locking them, .. additional bolL<; 
or something'' provide more 
strength. T say the locks simply 
disable the door latch from the 
outside and prevent someone 
from opening the door to 
assisl. She thinks we should 
lock them anyway. What do 
you think? -Tom 

TOM: Well, she's right, 
Tom. but for the wrong rea­
sons. 

RAY: Doors arc pretty good 
at staying dosed, even when 
they're not locked. They're 
required by federal regulation 
to resist at least 2,500 pounds 
of pressure before coming 
open. That's even more pres­
sure than my brother applies 
when he wants to borrow 
money. 

TOM: It's important that 
doors DO stay closed in an 
accident for three reasons: (1) 
So you're not ejected from the 
car, (2) so if you slide into a 
tree or a telephone pole. the 
door takes the first hit, rather 
than your spleen, and (3). so 
the roof doesn't collapse. The 
doors arc an important part of 
the car's structural integrity, 
holding up the roof and keep­
ing the body from twisting. 

RAY: So the quesL!on is, 
Does lockmg the door add any 
FURTHER protection to keep 
the doors closed in an acci­
dent? The answer IS, s_ome­
timcs, yes. 

TOM: Locking the door 
doesn't add additional bolts or 
anything. It simply disables 
the latch mechanism, as you 
say, Tom. But in some severe 
accidents. the inertia - just 
the force ~reated by crashmg 
into somethlllg - can be 
enough to move the rod or 
springs inside the door and 
allow the door to open. 

RAY: And by locking the 
door, you simply eliminate 
that possibility. 

TOM: 1 wouldn't be too 
worried about someone get­
ting to you in an accident. First 
of all, lots of cais automatical­
ly unlo~k their doors now 1f 
the air bag goes off. But even 
if that doesn't happen, if 
you·rc in an accident that's so 
bad that you're unconscl()us 
and unable to unlock the door 
for a rescuer, someone can 
always break a window. 
Replaemg a window will be 
the last thing you'll be worry 
ing about then. 

RAY: So, lock the doors 
when you're driving. You'll 
not only increase your safety 
in an accident, but you'll also 
increase your safety around 
town - by preventing unsa­
vory characters like my broth­
er from getting into your car 
after he squeegees your win­
dow at a red light. 

START IN FIRST, NOT IN 
SECOND 

Dear Tom and Ray: 
I recently purchased a new, 

2008 Nissan 350Z. I allowed a 
friend of mine (from 
Australia) to drive it to the au­
port yesterday, and noticed 
that after stopping at a red 
light, he would start the car in 
second (instead of first) gear. 
He explained to me that this is 
hetter for the engine and 
would prevent first gear from 
wearing out. My question: Is 
he correct? And if not, is this

bad for my car? Thanks! -­
Darcy 

RAY: Well, your friend cer­
tainly <.lid teach you a valuable 
lesson, Darcy: Don't let any of 
your knucklehead friends 
drive your new car again! 

TOM: Starting in second is 
not good for the engine. The 
engine is pertectly happy to 
start in first gear. In fact, start­
ing in a higher gear under the 
wrong circumstances could 
cause you to "lug" the engine, 
which is bad ror it. 

RAY: But more important­
ly, starting in second is bad for 

your clutch. You need to use 
more gas and let the clutch out 
more slowly when starting in 
second. That wears out your 
clutch more quickly. 

TOM: And while first gear 
CAN wear out someday, it 
usually lasts the life of the car. 
So it's not something you need 
to actively protect and "save," 
like the last sparcrib in a pu-pu 
platter. In fact, second gear is 
the gear that typically wears 
out first. because it's the most­
used. You almost always u:,c it 
on the way up and on the way 
down through the gears.

RAY: Now, there ARE situ­
ations where you can start in 
second with no ill effects. H 
you're facing downhill, or 
already rolling -- even just a 
little hit-- then you don't need 
first gear. 

TOM: Or, if you have an 
overpowered car, like you do, 
Darcy. and you're extremely 
careful with the clutch. you 
can get away with it. But 
there's no real advantage to it 
on a typical passenger car. 

RAY: Right. So, in general, 
go first to first gear. That's 
why they call it lirs.t gear. Tf
