FRANKFORT- The 
Kentucky Division of 
Forestry is currently 
accepting grant applica­
tions for the 2009 
Volunteer Fire Assistance 
(VFA) Grant Program. The 
objective of the program is 
to 1mprove the capability 
and effectiveness of 
Kentucky's rural volunteer 
fire departments to protect 
lives and property. This will 
be accomplished through 
organizing, training, and 
equipping local firefighters 
for fire protection in rural 
areas, including communi­
ties of 10,000 persons or 

. less. Funding for the 
grants range from $1 ,000 
to $5,000 and will be 
awarded on a 50/50 
matching basis. The 
grantee must match the 
amount awarded by pro­
viding at least 50 percent 
of the total project cost 
through cash reimburse­
ment or in-kind service 

Eligible items that can 
be purchased with grant 
funds include training 
materials, pumps, hoses, 
tanks, small fire stlppres­
sion equipment and per­
sonal protective equipment 
(PPE) such as Nomex, fire 
slielfers, gloves, hgfits, etc.

Officials say pipeline will 
lead to energy independence

MIDDLE CREEK - Two 
) car. aftc1 a grountlbreak1ng er -
many for the project held in Louisa, 
the ribbon was cut for the Equitrans 
Big Sandy Pipeline in M1ddle 
Creek Thursday. 

Local and state officials, as well 
as a number of representatives from 
Equitable Resources, announced 
the pipeline as operational 
Thursday. calling the completion of 
the project a ··mile tone" toward 
energy independence for Kentucky. 

"This line will run gas from 
Prestonsburg to Grayson basically," 
said Equitable President and CEO 
Murry Gerber. "lt will allow 
enough gas for 400,000 homes or 
electricity to about 1 million. And 
that's U.S. energy. With this project 
we have taken a big mile tone 
toward energy independence in 
Kentucky." 

The line is a 20-inch pipeline 
running approximately 70 miles 
from Langley in Floyd County 
through Johnson and Lawrence 
counties, allowing producer to 
transport gas every day of the year. 

Gov Steve Beshear was on hand 
for the announcement Thursday. 
touting the fact that the pipeline 
now allows Kentuckians to use 
locally produced gas. 

"These days everybody wants 
locally made products," Beshear 

Gov. Steve Beshear spoke Thursday at the ribbon cutting for the 
Equitrans Big Sandy Pipeline, a now completed pipeline that runs 
locally produced natural gas 70 miles from Prestonsburg to Grayson 
for use in some 400,000 homes. 

said. "The question is why not also 
use locally produced natural gas." 

Beshear said he believes 
Kemucky can rely on locally pro­
duced natural ga. I 00 percent by 
2025. 

"With the wealth of natural 
resources energy independence is a 
real possibility for u. ," continued 
Beshear, adding that the pipeline 
would help to both sa\e money and 
to protect from supply interrup-

lions. 
Speaker of the House Greg 

Stumbo and en. Johnny Ray 
Turner also spok~.: during the cere­
mony, with Stumbo calling the 
opening of the pipeline an "hi. toric 
day" and saymg that Ea tern 
Kentucky was clearly ·•a leader in 
making our state energy independ­
ent.''

Family still 
reeling 
after verdict 
overturned

GRETHEL- Shock. 
That was Clara Tackett's first reaction to 

news that Dwayne Bi hop would receive a 
new trial after being found guilty of murdering 
her daughter nearly a decade ago. 

"I was shocked," Tackett said earlier this 
week. "I was JUSt shocked about the whole 
thing. 1 don't know what' going to llappen. I 
just know he's trying to get out." 

Kentucky's Supreme Court overturned 
Bishop' conviction earlier this year. 

Bishop was given a new trial based on the 
denial of a motion asking that the 49-year-old 
be allowed to act as co-counsel in his case. He 
contended that his coun el then, Harolyn 
Howard. should be disqualified because she 
was expected to be called as a material witness 
in the case. 

Following that reque t, Floyd Circuit Judge 
John David Caudill denied the motion, saying 
that Bishop could either act as sole counsel or 
have coun el but that he could not act as co­
counsel. 

The Supreme Court has now said that 
Bi hop could have a<.:ted as co-counsel. rever -
ing the conviction and granting a new trial.

PRESTONSBURG - Eric Reed, 
originally charged w!lh murder for the 
2007 death of Stephanie McDaniels. a 
passenger in Reed's automobile at the 
time of an accident. pleaded guilty to 
an amended charge of . cond-degrec 
manslaughter in Floyd Circuit Court 
on Thur day. 

Circuit Judge Danny P. Caudill. 
selected a· pecial judge for the case, 
sentenced Reed, the son of Perry 
County Commonwealth's Attorney 

Teresa Reed, to etght years of hard 
labor as part of the plea agreement. 

Reed. 27, ·rear-ended a truck ncar 
the Knott and Perry county line. The 
accident killed McDaniel. , 33. and 
seriously injured Reed. who had to be 
airlifted to Hoi. ton Valley Medical 
Center, in Kingsport. Tenn. 

Reed was under the intluence of 
marijuana at the time of the crash and 
traveling at a htgh rate of speed.

On Earth Day, the United tate tood poised to make 
the most significant str1de on climate change since AI Gore 
lo t Florida. It's about time. The va t majority of scientific 
research tells 11 Jhat climate change is real and that human 
activity i a maJor contributing factor. The country needs to 
finally develop a real strategy to deal with It. 

And it' doing so: The Obama admini tration and a 
Democratic-controlled Congress are proposing changes that 
when enacted and enforced are expected to fuel major 
reductions in the production of grcenbou e ga es. Two 
efforts are key to this. 

Last week, the Environmental Protection Agency issued 
a proposed finding that greenhouse gases threaten public 
health and welfare. If finalized. the a-called "endanger­
ment finding" would allow the EPA to use the Clean Air 
Act to limit heat trapping emis ion . That's a move oppo ed 
by indu try groups. and we agree with them- sort of. 

Tbe trategy and limitations on emissiOn arc better done 
by a Congre s that can work out political detruls that need 
to be addre eel. Holding a healthy debate in Congress and 
making nece sary compromises 1 better than allowing a 
bureaucrat to 1s ue a decree. 

Still. if Congre s fails to act, the EPA under President 
Barack Obama will need to do something to meet the goals 
of significantly reducing emis ions by 2050. 

This week, the House Energy and Conunerce Committee 
JS holding hearings on a draft bill introduced by Cbaitman 
Henr) Waxman. 0-Calif.. and Energy and Environment 
Subcommittee Chairman Ed Markey, 0-Ma:ss. Obama and 
Democratic congressional leaders are hoping to finalize leg­
islation thi year that would establish a program requiring a 
mandatory cap on greenhouse gas emissions. 

The Waxman-Markey draft seek to curb emissions by 
20 percent by 2020. That's more aggre sive than the limits 
Obama has proposed. but both the Waxman-Markey draft 
and Obama's plan call for a mid-century target of la bing 
cmissJon by 83 percent. 

Good goals. but the de vi I will be in the details of how 
propo ed cap-and,.trade legislation wtll work. One detail 
many have sounded warnings about is the cost or cap-and­
trade. Such a detail deserve attention. but the bottom line 
bas to be a seriou strategy to significantly reduce em1s­
sions before it's too late.

From laX credits and other incen­
tives for alternative and renewable 
energy proJects to energy efftciency 
construction and energy research, 
Kentucky IS giving its all to becoming 
a leader m energy independence m this 
new century. 

Just last fall, Gov. Steve Beshear 
announced the state·s f1rst comprehen­
SIVe energy plan that buJids on major 
legislation passed in recent years by 
U1e Kentucky General 1\ssembly that 
encourages investment in energy ini­
tiatives. The 150 page plan includes 
strategies to increase production of 
b1ofuels, develop a coal-to-lt4uiJs 
mdustry m the state. 111erease use of 
rene\vable energy hke solar, and 
improve energy elficicncy m homes, 
bu1ldmgs and motor velucles. lt IS also 
expected to create 40,000 JOb m the 
energy field here in Ki.!ntucky. 

funding the plan and lcgislatJve 
initiatives that support it has not been 
easy in an economy that has hmited 
funding for the state's Energy Program 
to no more U1an $800.000 annually 
over the past< years. So you can imag­
ine how thrilled stale lawmaker and 
other state officials were when the 
governor announced in Fdxuary that 
about $63 million of the state's esti­
mated $3 b1llion in federal stimulus 
dollars wlll be spent on Kentucky's 
energy initiatives. Details about how 
that money w1ll be d1vided are emerg­
ing, and I would hkc to share them 
w1th you today. 

Most of the funding - $52.5 mil­
Lion - will go to the State Energy 
Program. ad mini stercd by the 
Kentucky Department of Energy 
Development and h1dcpendcnce 
(EDT), with a federal goal ot s~ndiug 

so percent of the runds on program 
that can be started this Jw1e. To receiVe 
the money, the stale must ·end a 
detrukd budget and application to the 
fed~ral government by \<fay 12 and 
assure the Feds that certam condiltons 
are met, with priority given to expand­
ing existing energy efficiency and 
renewable energy programs. 

While no tina! decisions have been 
made as to how the money will be 
spent, ED£ i consu.lcnng funding se,·­
eral rrograms, including but not ltmit­
ed to KEEPS (Kentucky Energy 
Efliciency Program for chools) that 
helps school diStriCt lower £heir energy 
use and lower opt:ratmg costs. the 
Kentucky Clean Energy Corps which 
pro•1des energy audits. education and 
home rehab to qualifying homeowners 
and .. mart Grid Efforts" , which 
works With utilities to improve the 
electnc transmission :md distribution 
system. 1 w11l pa~s on any updates 1 
rece1ve from EDI on the fundtng 
process as decisions arc made. 

lt goes \vithout saymg that sta.tc 
lawmakers hope any final dec1sion 
will complement both our work on the 
~:nergy front in past session and the 
major goals of the State Energy 
Program-goals that go beyond energy 
effictcncy to reducing reliance on for­
eign 011. 1mprovmg supply and deliv­
ery of fuel supplies and making energy 
more environmentally fnendly. 

The other Sl 0 million or so in ener­
gy stimulus dollars will ti.md federal 
Energy Efliciency and Conservation 
Block Grants to cities and countJes to 
cut their energy use and improve the1r 
energy efticiency. Sixty percent of the 
$10 millton must be granted to local 
governments. With the remaming 40 
percent sp~?nt at the state's dJscrdion. 
(Plans are for the 40 percent to bt' used 
for farm efftc1enc} proJects through 
the G<Hemor's Office of Agricultural 
Polley } o far, accord.ing to state offi­
cials. U11.:rc is no proces in place for 
grantmg the 60 p 'rccnt to c1ttcs and

For a decade now, Dr. Phyllis Puffer, an a oci­
ate professor of Sociology at Big Sandy 
Community and Technical College, has been quiet­
ly but diligently battling on behalf of Mother Earth. 

With the college's cooperation. she began by 
placing cardboard collection receptacles in various 
buildings on campus with the intention of reducing 
the vast amount of used and discarded paper being 
generated. Her effort was appreciated by those 
who worked at the college and their contributions 
produced approximately 23 large bags of recycla­
ble paper each month. 

Dr. Puffer had been inspired to initiate uch an 
effort after living in Germany for a while and wit­
nessing that country's extremely successful recy­
cling enorts. 

"Germany had an amazing recycling program," 
Dr. Puffer recently noted. "Collection containers 
were in train stations. malls. villages. There were 
separate sections for paper. green glass. brown 
glass and clear glass. They were so thorough it 
wa hard to find a stray piece of paper if you want­
ed to make a note.'' 

The paper recycling effort at BSCTC eventUally 
became so uccessfu1 that it became: too much for 
one person to handle. The IT Department volun­
teered to take on the challenge although Dr. Puffer 
sti11 supplements those efforts by collecting the 
paper waste in one of the campus buildings:. 

With the paper re.cyding effort well under way, 
Dr. Puffer then turned her attention to other recy­
clable materials. 

She was in pired to collect pop cans by the 
efforts of a former BSCTC faculty member who 
picked up cans after the Kentu\. k)' Apple Fe. tival in 
Paintsville, turned the cans in for cash and then 
donated the proceeds to the Floyd County Anima] 
Shelter. Building on that idea, Dr. Puffer pia ·ed 
aluminum recycling receptacles on campus. Once 
again she had created the opportunity for people to 
contribute with timite.d eft"ort and the receptacle. 
filled quickly and on a regular ba L. again red\.1\.'-

Despite the weekly transport to a recycling cen­
ter in Magottin County. assistant professor Tina . 
Ousley·s plastics collection and recycling 
efforts are so successful she sometimes finds it 
hard to get to her desk. 
ing the stream of garbage generated by the BSCTC 
Prestonsburg campus. 

Those efforts then inspired other to coJlect and 
contribute cans from outside campus. One faculty 
member save his own cans and collects hi neigh­
bors' cans :md delivers them to Dr. Puffer, while 
another campus couple collect their cans and 
donates them to the eliort as well . About once a 
month Dr. Puffer transport. the collected cans to 
Mountain 1etal in We t Preston burg and trade, 
the cans for money. While the income on a 
monthly ba i is small and fluctuates depending 
upon the market. the proceed generally add up to 
a donation of Sl 00 a year to the animal "helter. 

Ironically. those visits to the animal shelter 

inspired yet another recycling effort. Dr. Puf:li 
noted that shelter workers were exceedingly grate 
ful for the donation of newspapers. She was tok 
the newspapers were used to line the puppies 
cages. She began saving and donating what paper 
she could and other faculty members began con 
tributing their newspapers from home. The anima 
lovers in the BSCTC l!brary heard about her effort 
and began making significant contributions to tht 
effort as well. 

While Dr. Puffer has turned her efforts primari 
ly to the collection and recycling of cans and new~ 
papers, her original initiative of recycling paper o 
campus has continued to thrive through the effort. 
of the IT Department coordinated by staff membe:­
Emily Hurd. 

Hurd took. responsibility for the paper recyclin 
efforts about three years ago and is aided by wor 
study students. Hurd notes that the paper recy 
cling effort on the Prestonsburg Campus continue 
to grow each year. In 2008 the effort resulted ir 
the collection of almost 12.5 tons of paper equiva 
lent to 204 trees. 

"Each ton of recycled paper (2,000 pounds), cat 
"ave 17 trees. 380 gallons of oil, three cubic yard 
of landfill space. 4,000 kilowatts of energy, an 
7,000 gallons of water," Hurd notes proudly 
'This represents a 65 percent energy savings, a 5f 
percent water savings and 60 pounds less of air pol 
lution." 

Just recently, yet a fourth recycling effort wa 
started on campus by Tina Ousley, an assistant pro 
fessor of Biology. Ousley's recycling efforts wert 
initially confined to her own home where. with tht 
a istance of her husband and son, the family sort£ 
its waste into container for cardboard. paper, plas 
tic. glass and aluminum and teel cane, The bull 
of the recyclables are taken to the Magoffin Counh 
Recycling Center but the glass recvclables an 
delivered to a recycling facility in Mo~head abou 
once a month. 

While the average American family of four pro 
duces 100 pounds of garbage each week discarde

made when blood passes through a 
narrowed or partiall) blocked carotid 
artery. 

You have two carotid arterie , one 
on each ide of the front of your neck. 
These large blood vessels carry most 
of the blood to your brain. When 
the e arlenes become blocked by 
fatty build-up- a form of atheroscle­
ro. i known as carotid arterial dis­
ease - the blood flow to the brain 
decreases. An ultrasound will help 
your doctor confirm that carotid 
artery disea e is cau ing the whoo~h­
mg ound he ·s hearing. 

Having plaque buiJd up in your 
carotid a1teries increases your risk tor 
dangerom. blood clot , which can 
travel from lhe blood ves ds m your 
neck to your brain, pOtentially caus­
ing a stroke. Carotid artery di ease 
can al ·o indicate an increased risk for 
heart attack and more gen~ralized 
cardiovascular disease. This is 
because the atherosclero ·i m ~our 
carotid artery may be a warning sign 
that similar plaque build-up and 
blockage· may also be occurnng near 
your heart. 

Arteries are rnore likely to become 
plugged up as you get older, a'nd ath­
ero clero i can run m the famlly. 
Also, your risk for athero:clerosi 
and other va cular diseases increases 
tf you smoke, are overwetght, have 
high blood pres ure and/or elevated 
lipid levels, or lead a cdentary 
lifestyle.

In Fall 2008, Ousley elect­
ed to begin a plastics recycling 
effort on the Prestonsburg 
Campu and the quiet initia­
tive quickly began to take over 
her office. Co-workers col­
lect lhetr plasucs at home and 
bring them in hags to 0Ltsley 
for transport to the Magoffin 
recycling center. Over the 
Chri tmas hollday. Ou ley 
took a few days off only to 
find a mountain of pla tic 
deposited out ide her office 
floor upon her return.

The Go\'ernor' Re-entry 
Task F n:e will research best 
pructtces in innovative drug 
treatment; cause of recidi­
vism: and method to improve 
education and vocational train­
ing while incarcerated. Gm. 
Be. hear said the goal i. to 
reduce recidivi!'!m by 50 per­
cent over a five-year period.

"We must break the cycle 

that keep. former inmate.., 
coming back into the correc­
tional sy 'tern. by identifymg 
and addre. sing the challenges 
the) face when they e"entually 
re-enter society so they can 
lind a job. pay taxes and care 
for their families." Gov.

Gov. Beshear noted that all 
but a small number of inmates 
will eventually be released 
from prison. Over the cour c 
of the next year, the Kentucky 
Department of Corrections 
(DOC) estimates that nearly 
15.000 inmates will be 

released m some capacity. 
"Simply put. without treat· 

ment and rehabilitation for the 
cause-. that landed them in 
pri,on in the first place, there i.., 
a h1!!hcr probability that the)' 
will re-offend," Beo;hear aid. 

The Commonweahh'o;

within 24 months of their 
release - stands at 35 percent. 
However, the majority arc 
technical violators - inmates 
returned to prison for violating 
conditions of their probation 
or parole, not for a new felon~ 
charge. Less than 9 percent of 

tho.~: released are returned to 
prison for a new felony 
nffcn e. 

Justice and Public 'afety 
Cabinet ec. J. Michael Bro" n 
said even though the bulk of 
former inmates \\ ho return to 

prison ha\'e not commmcd a 
new felony. the revolving dour 
creates a trcmendou strain on 
the criminal justic'e ~y tem. 
Better preparing inmate:. to n.:­
cntcr their communities has 
critical public safety. fiscal and 
social impact , he said.
