TOM: J think it's a great 
idea, Don. Midlife crises occur 
when we get that first ugly 
inkling of mortality - which 
often happens in our 40s.

RAY: And some midlife 
crises are more realistic than 
others.

Once 
you find the Bug for you, and 
it's approved by your mechan­
ic (or approved once X, Y and 
Z are fixed), then you're ready 
for your eros -country trip. 

RAY: In your ca e, we're 
going to strongly recommend 
that you drive the "back 
roads." Spend some time plan­
ning a route that doesn't 
involve major interstate high­
ways. Sure, it'll take you 
longer. but the back roads will 
give )OU everal advantages. 

TOM: First, they'll be a lot 
afer. The car you're buying 

won't have air bag', stability 
control, ide-impact protec­
tion. crumple zones, anti-lock 
brakes. Heck, it might not 
even have eat belt ! So a 
major highway is the Ia t place 
you want to be. 

RAY: Plu , by taking the 
"old routes," you'll really get 
to see the country, meet the 
locals and eat food that's not 
advertised on TV. This isn't 
just about getting the car back 
home, it's about seeing the 
country and having some 
unexpected adventures. 

TOM: And driving at a 
slower pace will be ea ier on 
the car, too. That car wa never 
designed to do 75 mph for 
eight hour a day. 

RAY: Finally, we'd suggest 
that you bring a tow-club 
membership card and a 
healthy credit card.

heater is an electric heating 
element that's installed in your 
engine block. You plug it in 
overnight with an exten ion 
cord, and it keeps the engine 
block, and the coolant inside 
of it, warm. And that, in tum, 
keeps the oil from thickening 
up. 

TOM: When an engine get<> 
bitterly cold, the oil gets thick. 
like molas es. If the moving 
parts of your engine have to 
push through this thick oil just 
to get started in the morning, 
they may not be able to do it.

So the block heater keep the 
coolant warm, and that, in 
tum, keeps the oil ju t warm 
enough o that it moves easily. 

RAY: That has benefit<; for 
your engine as well. Most sig­
nificantly. ince the oil moves 
more easily, it circulates faster 
and get to moving parts of the 
engine fa<;ter.
