Expanding Medicaid
to cover unemployed

The House of Representatives on Wednesday approved an
$819 billion economic stimulus plan that contains the most
sweeping expansion of Medicaid in more than a decade.

For the first time, millions of unemployed Americans and
their families would become eligible -- at least temporarily --
for Medicaid coverage at federal expense.

There would be no income or assets test. But federal funding
for the expansion would run only until late 2011. What happens
after that, when the 2012 presidential and congressional elec-
tions are reaching the boiling point, remains to be seen.

Either way, help couldn't come at a better time. More than
2.6 million American jobs have disappeared since the recession
began in December of 2007. Nearly 100,000 disappeared last
week alone.

Experts say that about 1 million people become uninsured
for every 1 percentage point increase in the unemployment rate.
As of last month, it was 2.3 percentage points higher than it was
before the recession.

Extending coverage to people who qualify for unemploy-
ment insurance is the most significant expansion of Medicaid
since creation of the State Children's Health Insurance
Program, SCHIP, in 1997.

SCHIP offers Medicaid benefits to millions of children in
families that earn too much to qualify for Medicaid but not
enough to buy health insurance on their own. It's been an enor-
Mous SUCCesSs.

The number of uninsured Americans grew after SCHIP was
created, but the number of uninsured children fell each year
from 1998 to 2005.

Temporary coverage of the unemployed can have the same
effect, blunting the number of uninsured. It's a crucial part of
the bill, which also extends unemployment benefits that were
due to expire.

The Congressional Budget Office estimates it will cost $11
billion over three years to exténd Medicaid to' the unemployed.
The White House expects to cover nearly 8.5 million newly
unemployed workers.

But Republicans in the House opposed the bill. Some con-
tend it moves the United States closer to a national health sys-
tem -- as if there's something wrong with ensuring that all
Americans have access to care. :

The truth, though, is that more than 200 million people were
covered by private health insurance last year. Even with
Medicaid expansion, most people will continue to get private
health insurance through their jobs for the foreseeable future.

The stimulus bill contains $29 billion to subsidize private
health insurance for newly unemployed workers. They've long
been able to remain insured under a federal law known as
COBRA -- but only if they pay 102 percent of their former
employers' cost of insuring them. That's not realistic for most
people. The bill allows the federal government to subsidize 65
percent of the cost for continued COBRA coverage.

It also contains $87 billion in additional federal funding to
help states with growing Medicaid costs. Those costs increase
when the economy weakens.

The Senate should approve the stimulus bill quickly. Health
care and economic recovery can't wait,

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A gamble
Kentucky cannot
afford

When times are tough, the last thing
a family would ever do is jeopardize
the money it knows it can count on.

I believe the same should hold true
for Kentucky as well.

That is why I have filed legislation
during the current legislative session
that:-would allow video lottery termi-
nals (VLTS) at our horse tratcks. If we
don’t protect and promote an industry
that has a $4 billion economic impact
on our state, we will lose far more in
the years ahead than our reputation as
the horse capital of the world.

My legislation would accomplish
several things if enacted. First, it
would provide a strong foundation for
an industry that employs tens of thou-
sands of Kentuckians. Second, it
would keep within our borders the
hundreds of millions of dollars
already being spent by Kentuckians in
nearby states that have expanded
gaming. And, third, it would inject a

substantial portion of that money into
our schools, our health and human
service programs and our own pockets
at a time when we need it most.

Other states have already seen the
value of this approach. Indiana and
Pennsylvania, for example. are just
two of the most recent states whose
tracks are now using larger purses Lo
lure more of our acclaimed horses and
the wide array of services that follow
them. The longer we wait, the more
likely there will be nothing left for
other states to take.

If the revenue from expanded gam-
ing just preserved this key component
of our economy, I think it would be
worth it. But projections show .that
much more can be done for Kentucky
with the revenue it would raise.

Under my House Bill 158, 1 pro-
pose removing the state’s portion of
the vehicle property tax, which could
in five years save taxpayers more than
$186 million annually. Our elemen-
tary and seeondary schools would get
$110 “million, while $45 million
would be used to treat drug, alcohol,
and gambling addiction; to help our
counties with their spiraling jail costs;
and to clean up our communities.

As Attorney General, I issued an
opinion stating that our constitution
allowed the legislature to approve tha

came to that conclusion because our
founding fathers were clear in_their
opposition to lotteries - which had a
poor reputation in the 1800s - but they
were silent on other forms of gaming;
otherwise, our horse tracks would
have never been allowed in the first
place.

Although VLTs would be owned
and operated by the tracks, the state
would have strict oversight through
our lottery board. VLTS could be
located only where gaming is already
taking place, and only in locations
where access is restricted for those
under 21. In other words, it would be

highly controlled and whelly con-
tained at the tracks, easing the con- '

cerns many communities may have.

There will likely be considerable
debate about this bill in the weeks
ahead, but there can be no doubting
that our signature industry is facing
unprecedented competition, that the
state’s budget and our pocketbooks
are being battered by the economy
and that Kentuckians are already
spending hundreds of millions of dol-
lars on gaming in other states.

House Bill 158 may not be the final
solution to these problems, but it cer-
tainly deserves to be part of the equa-
tion.

House week
in review

State officials said on Jan. 15 that it
would take a little over two weeks Lo
deplete the state’s remaining
Unemployment Insurance Trust Fund
reserves of about $50 million. That
was three weeks ago.

Now, with state reserves wiped out,
Kentucky is drawing down dollars
from a federal line of credit requested
last month by Gov. Beshear to keep
state unemployment benefits flowing,
The line of credit has prevented any
disruptions in unemployment bene-
fits, but it is not a long-term solution,
just like the trust fund mess is not a
short-term problem. The governor
said as much last month when he
called the line of credit “merely a
short-term solution to a long-term
complex issue.”

Keeping the trust fund solvent has
actually been a constant battle since
2002 after the 9/11 terrorist attacks
threw the U.S. economy into its last
recession. From 2002 on, state offi-
cials say the trust fund has been losing
money faster than it takes it in through
employer contributions. _

The state was able to handle the
downturn in contributions for many
years by using up trust fund reserves
that had built up in earlier years, but
the latest recession dealt the final

* blow. Now all Kentucky and several

other states relying on federal help to

. make their unemployment payments

can do is wait for the economy to
rebound and have a plan for strength-
ening their funds when that happens,

Recessions are bad news for unem-
ployment trust funds. Just four months
ago-when the current recession had
begun to worsen-the state’s trust fund
had a balance of over $175 million.
But that was before preliminary
unemployment rates reported by the
state exceeded 142,000 in both Now.
and Dec. - a heavy load for a much
larger trust fund to bear. It was no time
before the $175 million was down to
single digit dollars.

Back at the State Capitol, lawmak-
ers would like nothing better than to
shore up the trust fund through our
own innovation without depending on
federal help. But we also have to be
realistic: Kentucky, as you know,
faces a budget shortfall in the current
fiscal year of over $450 million and
more , fiscal challenges to come.
Finding money to meet the shortfall
alone would be a mirac]e at this point,
it seems, let alone finding hundreds of
millions more for unemployment, The
federal line of credit for the UI trust
fund is a life line in times like these.

Just as realistic, however, is the
fact that the life line is-as are most-a
temporary save, It will not sustain us
anymore than a life preserver can
keep a person safe at sea for years on
end. Solutions to rebuilding state
reserves will have to be found and
implemented sooner rather than later,

Luckily, work on finding those

solutions is about to begin. Starting
this month, a new bipartisan gover-
nor’s task force will study the Ul sys-
tem and recommend changes by sum-
mer that could keep the trust fund sol-
vent in the long term. Membership of
the group will be comprised of
employers, employees and state law-
makers who, many agree, must all be
involved in the process.

The rtask force will focus on creat-
ing a stable system that can generate
enough funding to help the unem-
ployed,  maintain a “cushion” in
cases of future fiscal downturns and
not overburdening employers but
helping them be competitive with
other states. The work will not be
easy, as the governor said, but it will
be inclusive and should pay off well if
it succeeds. ,

If the task force recommendations
are ready by summer, lawmakers will
likely have proposals based on those
recommendations to consider during
the next regular session in 2010. That
seems too far into the future, but it
will take that long to come up with a
workable plan, I assure you, A prob-
lem of this magmtude will take care-
ful thought.

For now, displaced workers will
receive their checks without interrup-
tion just as the governor promised,
with emplayer contributions continu-
ing to go into the fund. It is my hope
and that of most state officials that by
this time next year, the UTI trust fund
will be positioned for better health-no
life lines required.

FRANKFORT - Ice coals
Kentucky’s landscape like a
tight, frozen blanket. Trees sag
and branches snap under the
“Tveighl. falling on roads, power

ines and even houses. Tens of
thousands of Kentuckians are
still without power as frigid
temperatures continue. But
people aren’t the only ones
having a hard time after the
recent winter storms. Wildlife
also struggle when ice covers
their food and habitat.

“There’s no question there
can be higher rates of mortality
when we have this kind of
cover for a long period of
time,” said John Morgan, small
game program coordinator for
the Kentucky Department of
Fish and 'Wildlife Resources.
“A lot of animals, like rabbits,
quail and squirrels, will just
hole up for days and not feed.”

Since rabbits can eat the
bark off of trees, they are better
able to deal with the ice than
_many amimals. Birds, however,
don’t have such an advantage.
A bird needs grit, or small peb-

bles, to digest the food in its
crop.

“In the absence of grit, with
everything covered in ice, they
have a hard time. There have
been cases where turkeys have
a full crop of food, but become
emaciated because they can’t
get the grit to digest it,”
explained Morgan, “You'll see
bird feeders used a lot right
now. Certainly in conditions
like this, feeders are probably
pretty important.”

Also important are native
grasses and other vegetation.
Animals that have access to
quality habitat go into bad
weather in much better condi-
tion than animals in marginal
habitat, increasing their chance
of survival. Native plants also
provide much-needed shelter
for wildlife.

“A  well-managed natw
grass field — meaning it has

things in there such as legumes

— provides a lot of cover in
these dire times,” said Morgan.
“Especially when compared to
fescue, which will just get
smashed down.”

and elk to a similar degree. The
most vulnerable animals are the
youngest and oldest.

“If you have a young fawn

That
team advanced to the second
round of the NCAA tourna-
ment, and he was also named
Great Lakes Region Coach of
the Year.

He also guided Kentucky
to the NCAA tournament in
1996, 1998, 2001, 2002 and
most recently in 2006 when
the Wildcats won the SEC

tournament  championship
with a 14-7-3 record. He won
his third SEC Coach of the
year accolade after the 2006
campaign, Twelve of his 17
teams had records of .500 or
better and 12 won nine or
more matches, which is the
Morehead State single season
school mark for victories.

During Lipka’s tenure, the
‘Cats had 30 total selections
for All-Great Lakes Region,
33 All-SEC awards, 170 hon-
ors for the SEC Academic
Honor Roll, three Soccer Buzz
All-Americans, two National
Soccer Coach’s Association of
America (NSCAA) All-
Americans, and the 1995 SEC
Player of the Year.

He also has a bevy of pro-
fessional experience, as a
player, coach and in adminis-
tration,

In addition to his collegiate
coaching resume, Lipka has
been heavily involyed in
youth soccer programs. in
Kentucky. He was a member
of the Region II Olympic
Development program staff,
serving as head coach from
1992-94, and was also director
of the Kentucky Kickers
Soccer Club during that peri-
od.

He holds a USSF “A”
license — the highest a coach
can hold for that federation -
and an NSCAA premiere
badge. Lipka has two sons,
Warren  Christopher and
Joshua Michael.

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Former Knott judge gets 40-month sentence

PIKEVILLE — Knott County

w» Judge Executive Randy Thompson

and three other county officials were
sentenced in a voter fraud case
Monday in federal court.

Thompson, who in 2006 became
the first Republican to be elected to
the county judge's office in Knott
County, along with John Mac Combs,
Phillip Champion, and Ronnie

Adams, were convicted on charges of
conspiring to pave private driveways
and build private bridges in exchange
for votes.

The allegations first came to light
in newspaper articles published in the
now defunct East Kentucky Freedom
Press and on televised stories first air-
ing on WTVQ out of Lexington. An
audit produced by the state auditor’s
office found several items of concern,
noting at the time that between Sept.
26, 2006 and Jan. 23, 2007, $780,814

of road expenditures did not contain
enough detailed information to deter-
mine the validity of the expenditures,
and over $14,000 of county funds
werc used to pave one private road-
way.

The four men maintained their
innocence throughout ceurt proceed-
ings, but following a jury trial in July
of 2008 at the federal courthouse in
Pikeville, the men were found guilty.

Thompson got the most jail time
of any of the men during sentencing

Monday, receiving a 40-month sen-
tence. Combs, who served as deputy
judge in Knott County for a lime, was
sentenced to 36 months. Ronnie
Adams, a former magistrate, received
32 months, while Phillip Champion
was sentenced to 18 months in prison.
In addition, each man was given three
years of supervised release and
ordered to pay $200 in court costs and
joint and several restitution of
$238.793, which will be paid to the
Knott County Fiscal Court.

IRS offers tips to avoid recovery rebate credit confusion

INDIANAPOLIS — In
response to errors showing up
on early tax filings, the
Internal Revenue Service
urges taxpayers and tax pre-
parers to make sure they prop-
erly determine eligibility for
the recovery rebate credit
before they file their 2008 fed-
eral tax returns.

Some individuals who did
not#ét the econvmic stimulus
payment, and a smaller num-
ber of those who did, may be
eligible for the recovery rebate
credit, However, most taxpay-
ery who received the economic
stimulus payment last year
will not qualify for the recov-
ery rebate credit on their 2008
federal income tax return,

An early sampling of tax
returns shows about 15 percent
have errors involving the
recavery rebate credit. Some
tax returns erroneously claim
the credit, do not claim the
proper amount of recovery
rebate credit or mistakenly
enter the amount of the stimu-
lus payment they received on
the recovery rebate credit line.

To avoid delays in tax
refunds, it is critical that tax-
payers know the correct
amount of the stimulus pay-
ment they received last year, if
any, to help determine whether
they qualify for the recovery
rebate credit now.

The amount of the stimulus
payment. will not be entered
directly on the tax return. For
people using a paper tax
return, the stimulus paymgnt
amount will be required when
completing a related work-
sheet. For people using tax
software, the stimulus pay-
ment amount will be needed as
part of the return preparation
process.

How to Get the Recovery
Rebate Credit Right

The IRS sent taxpayers
nearly 119 million stimulus
payments last year. There are
three ways individuals can
find out how much they
received:

B Check the amount listed
on Notice 1378, which the IRS
mailed last year to individuals
who received the economic
stimulus payment.

M Go to the How Much
Was My Stimulus Payment?
tool that is available on the
IRS Web site, IRS.gov. ,This
can provide the correct amount
in a matter of a few seconds.

M Individuals can call the
IRS at 1-866-234-2942. After
a brief recorded announcement
they can select option one to
find out the amount of their
economic stimulus payment.
They will need to provide their
filing status, Social Security

Number and number of
exempions.
With the amount of last

year’s economic stimulus pay-
ment in hand, the taxpayer can
then enter the figure on the
recovery rebate credit work-
sheet or in the appropriate
location when tax preparation
software requests it.

If the taxpayer or preparer
is using tax software, the
amount of the rebate recovery
credit will automatically be
calculated and reported prop-
erly. If the taxpayer is using
the paper method, the rebate
recovéry credit, as determined
through.the worksheet, should
be reported on Line 70 of
Form 1040, Line 42 of Form
1040A or Line 9 of Form
1040EZ.

For most taxpayers, the cor-
rect entry for the recovery
rebate credit will either be
blank or zero.

If there is any question at
all as to the amount that should
be reported for the recovery

rebate credit, the taxpayer or
preparer should enter a zero.on
the appropriate line above, and
the IRS will determine
whether a recovery rebate
credit is due, and, if so, how
much.

Some of the major factors
that #ould qualify you for the
recovery rebate credit include:

B Your financial situation
changed dramatically from
2007 o 2008.

M You did not file a 2007
tax return.

B Your family gained an
additional qualifying child in
2008.

M You were claimed as a
dependent on someone else’s
return in 2007 but cannot be
claimed as dependent by
someone else in 2008.

Stimulus Payments Not
Taxable; Reports of
Extensive Refund Delays

' False

The IRS has received a
number of recurring questions
involving stimulus payments
and the recovery rebate credit.
Here are some important tips
to keep in mind:

M Taxability. The economic
stimulus payment is not tax-
able and it should not be
reported as income on the
2008 Form 1040, 1040A or
1040EZ.

B Refund delays. IRS per-
sonnel are aware of reports
that errors in claiming the
recovery rebate credit could
delay tax refunds for as much
as eight to 12 weeks. These
reports are false. As the IRS
detects and corrects return
errors concerning the recovery
rebate credit, refund delays are
currently no longer than about
one week.

B One payment. In addi-
tion, the IRS notes taxpayers
will receive a single refund

Taxpayers who request a direct

sional and business services
sector includes professional,
scientific and technical servic-
es, management of companies
and administrative and support
management, including tem-
porary help agencies.

“The lion's share of these
job losses occurred in adminis-
trative and support manage-
ment businesses, signaling
weakness in the employment
services industry. Movement
in the temporary help industry
is a good indicator of what is
occurring across the labor
market. Since the beginning of
2008, there has been a dramat-
ic drop in demand for tempo-
rary help services, indicating
pessimism in the business
community,” Detzel said.

Kentucky's trade, trans-
portation and utilities sector
fell by 3,000 jobs in December
2008. This area includes retail
and wholesale trade, trans-
portation and warehousing

businesses and utilities. It is’

the largest sector in Kentucky
with 385900 employees.
Since December 2007, the
number of jobs in this sector
has plummeted by 4,000.

“Retail trade businesses
accounted for the majority of
the decline in jobs in
December 2008, a sign of mul-
tiple store closings and layoffs
at other merchants. Consumers
are curtailing non-essential
purchases in an effort to make
ends meet,” Detzel said.

The number of jobs in the
financial activities sector
dropped by 500 positions in
December 2008. This seg-
ment, which includes busi-
nesses involved in finance,
insurance, real estate and prop-
erty leasing or rental, has lost
2,300 positions over the past
12 months. |

“These employment losses
are concentrated in the real
estate and rental and leasing
industry reflecting layoffs at a
real estate company and the
housing market slump,” Detzel
said.

The state’s other services
sector, which includes such
establishments as repair and
maintenance businesses, per-
sonal and laundry services,
religious organizations and
civic and professional organi-

zations, fell by 300" jobs in
December 2008. This sector

had 1,600 fewer jobs in
December 2008 than in
December 2007.

The information sector

dropped by 200 jobs in
December 2008. This seg-
ment, which includes firms
involved in  publishing,
Internet activities, data pro-

cessing, ' broadcasting and
news syndication, has lost
1,200 positions since
December 2007.

“This is the third consecu-
tive month of job losses and
the eighth time this year there
has been a decline in the num-
ber of information positions.
These job losses reflect layoffs
at a major newspaper and
another newspaper ceasing
publication,” Detzel said.

The number of positions in
the natural resources and min-
ing sector. fell by 200 in
December 2008. The sector
has added 1,200 jobs since

December 2007 because of
hiring ‘in the coal mining
industry.

The U.S. Bureau of Labor
Statistics” monthly estimate of
the number of employed
Kentuckians for December
2008 was 1.889,534 on a sea-
sonally adjusted basis. This
figure is down 6,584 from the
1,896,118 employed in
November 2008, and down
46,442 from the 1,935976
employed in December 2007.

The monthly estimate of the
number of unemployed
Kentuckians for December
2008 was 159,844, up 17,652
from the 142,192 Kentuckians
unemployed in November
2008, and up 52,128 from the
107,716 unemployed in
December 2007.

The monthly estimate of the
number of Kentuckians in the
civilian labor force for
December 2008 was
2,049.378. This figure is up
11,068 from the 2,038,310
recorded in November 2008,
and up 5,686 from the
2,043,692 recorded for
December 2007.

Civilian labor force statis-
tics include non-military
workers and unemployed
Kentuckians who are actively
seeking work. They do not
include unemployed
Kentuckians who have not
looked for employment within
the past four weeks.

Kentucky’s statewide
unemployment rate  and
employment levels are season-
ally adjusted. Employment sta-
tistics undergo sharp fluctua-
tions due to seasonal events,
such as weather changes, har-
vests, holidays and school
openings and  closings.
Seasonal adjustments elimi-
nate these influences and make
it easier to observe statistical
trends. However, because of
the small sample size, county
unemployment rates are not
seasonally adjusted.

Once more around
the park — with
recycled water

If you're conscientious about being
kind to Mother Earth, chances are that
you recycle paper, metal eans, plastic
and glass at your house. But how do
you feel about the notion of recycling
water?

That's not as far-fetched as it might
seem, especially in arid regions such
as the Southwest. Consider Arizona,
for example: The burgeoning popula-
tion there is putting increasing pres-
sure on the state's limited water
resources, so the scientists of the
Agricultural Research Service (ARS)
are looking for potential solutions.

The ARS scientists are investigat-
ing the use of "reclaimed water,"
which is water drawn from residential
and industrial sewage systems and
treated to remove contaminants. The
scientists’ idea is that this water could
be used for purposes such as irrigating
city parks.

Since September 2006, the ARS
scientists have collected soil and
water samples from an Arizona
municipal park irrigated with
reclaimed water. They test those sam-
ples for the presence of harmful
Escherichia coli bacteria.

Ready for the good news? The sci-

entists haven't found a single disease- |

causing strain of E. coli in that recy-
cled water. They did notice a small
increase in soil salinity, which could
be a downside to using reclaimed
water, but the level was so low that it

couldn't hurt plant growth.

The scientists have also
tested the water for the pres-
ence of carbamazepine, which
is a drug used to treat epilepsy.
This particular drug has been
detected previously in low
doses in drinking water. But
the ARS researchers' tests have
shown that the drug gets
caught up in the soil organic
matter, which in turn suggests
that any carbamazepine in the
reclaimed water isn't likely to
leach beyond the plant root
Zone.

The scientists have defi-
nitely had some surprises in
these studies. For example,
they monitored levels of fecal
Bacteroides, which is a genus
of anaerobic bacteria, in a
pond fed with treated waste-
water.

Because these bacteria are
prevalent in the feces of warm-
blooded animals--a category
that includes us humans--
Bacteroides are commonly
found in the environment and
in contaminated water. But the
levels that the scientists found
in the pond were a little higher
than they'd expected.

The first tests they ran sug-
gested that almost all of the
Bacteroides in the pond were

of human origin, which set off

alarm bells about just how
well the wastewater treatment
process was really working.
Then the scientists ran tests on
the feces of dogs, humans,
birds and tilapia, which hap-
pened to be the kind of fish
living in that pond.

When they analyzed the
fish samples, they got a shock:
The tilapia results were so
similar to the human results
that the scientists initially
thought they might have cont-
aminated their samples!

The scientists pursued this
genetic mystery a bit further,
and made an interesting dis-
covery. Even though tilapia
and humans carry different
strains of Bacteroides, it
turned out that the specific

snippets of Bacteroides DNA
used in the testing happened to
be identical for both the strain
in humans and the strain in
dtilapia. Now the scientists are
busy investigating whether
those genetic similarities are
specific to tilapia or also occur
in other species of fish.

Even armed with this new
information, would you as ‘a
homeowner be happy about
irrigating  with  reclaimed
wastewater? Perhaps not--80
ARS is teaming up with Global
Water, a private water utility in
Phoenix, Ariz., on a project to
help ease public concerns
about the safety of this water.

They're establishing a new
research and education loca-
tion slated to open later this
year in Maricopa, Ariz., where
the scientists will irrigate vege-
tation with either recycled or
potable water and monitor the
soil for chemical and biologi-

cal changes. Stainless steel
instruments about three feet
below the soil surface will
gather water samples from
which the scientists can derive
information about soil mois-
ture, temperature and salinity.

The goal is to discover the
long-term environmental
effects of irrigation with recy-
cled water. The scientists say it
also will provide the informa-
tion water utilities need to
develop guidelines and make
informed decisions for safe
recycling of water for irriga-
tion,
