PRESTONSBURG - A
massive pileup near the
entrance to Bull Creek
Trade Center at approxi-
mately 3 p.m. resulted in
one injury only, according
to reports near gress time
Tuesday.

According to officials
with the Floyd County
Sheriff's Department, there
had been no reports of
deaths resulting from the
wreck by early evening.

On scene, state high-
way department workers
closed off exits, blocking a
half-mile stretch of U.S. 23
within an hour of the acci-
‘dent.

When attempting to gain
access to the wreck site,
reporters with The Floyd
County Times were told by
one state highway worker,
“There were a bunch of

eople dead up there and
we can't let anybody
through out of respect.”

However, the sheriff's
department had not been
notified of any deaths
resulting from the accident,
‘while workers at the nearby
Marathon gas station also
reported that there had
been no mention of deaths
resulting from the accident,
adding that it appeared that
only one person had suf-
fered an'injury in the pile-
up.

not guilty during an
arraignment in federal court
last week on charges of

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House week
in review

The holidays are over and that
means one thing for state lawmakers:
a return to Frankfort, where we are
now meeting in session to address
immediate and ongoing needs of
Kentuckians.

Because 2009 is an odd-numbered
year, the first week of the current 30-
'day “short” annual session which
ibegan_onJan. 6 will notinvolve any
TdWmaking. That will 'Come later,

either in early February when the sec-

ond half of the session begins or pos-
sibly in a special session that the gov-
ernor has said he could call in mid-
January to address fiscal matters.
From now through this Friday, our
focus is only on organizational mat-
ters as we elect our legislative leaders
for the next two years, receive com-
mittee assignments from whomever
those leaders might be and swear in
nine new House members who were
elected last fall.

The new lawmakers officially
joined the 100-member House on
Tuesday when they stood to take the
oath of office with myself and other
incumbents. Seven of the new mem-
bers are replacing lawmakers who
either retired from office, were elected
to the Senate or resigned their seats to
pursue other goals. Another new
member, Linda Howlett Belcher, was
elected to fill the seat of her late hus-
band Rep. Larry Belcher who was
tragically killed in a car accident last
fall. It was my pleasure and that of
other incumbent lawmakers to wel-
come each new member into both the
2009 General Assembly and the often
intense, but intensely rewarding, leg-
islative process.

Green stimulus

A massive stimulus package of
nearly $600 billion holds promise for
the economy, and could mean more
federal spending on infrastructure and
energy efficiency projects. An esti-
mated $400 billion in that bill will
repair lots of bridges and roads, but
what will they all lead to? Nothing —
unless we first start building bridges
and roads between our economic, cli-
mate, and education concerns, and
start appreciating the way they're all
connected. ,

New policy and stimulus needs to
take into account that we're not just
trying to save our economy with
roads, bridges, and buildings: We're
trying o save ourselves.

Few other national topics are as
timely as a discussion of how to build
a new green economy nationwide.
During his campaign Obama
promised to create 5 million green
jobs, It is this way of thinking that
should shape our country’s future.

One way we can stimulate the

crash course in just how intense the
General Assembly can get in the early
days of this session when hotly con-
tested House majority leadership elec-
tions dominate the political landscape
. One minute the new lawmakers be
sworn in, the next they will be asked
to vote for leadership candidates they
might have only known for a few days
or hours. It is a lot of pressure for a
lawmaker-especially those who have
never been through a legislative ses-
sion,

If you follow state politics in
Kentucky, you by now have heard
about the leadership race for Speaker
of the House between Speaker Jody

L Richards of Bowling Green and for-

mer Kentucky Attorney General Rep.
Greg Stumbo of Prestonsburg.
Everyone in the General Assembly is
eager to find out who has rounded up
the most support to remain Speaker or
become Speaker for .the first time-
whatever the case might be. We will
soon know as leadership elections
wrap up this week and the winners are
announced.

The Speakership is certainly the
most important leadership role in the
House since the Speaker not only
leads House proceedings, but the
Speaker and Speaker Pro Tem are the
only House officers elected by all 100
members. Because of that, it is pretty
natural for the Speaker’s race to over-
shadow other leadership races in the
House even though each post up for
election-including Speaker Pro Tem,
Majority Caucus Chairman and
Majority Whip-all carry their own
amount of weight. I am very eager to
see how these races pan out, too, and
look forward to working with
whomever wins their respective elec-
tions.

Another kind of intensity could
begin as early as next week, if the
governor decides to call a special ses-
sion on the state's fiscal crisis at that
time. If not, proposals on how to “fix"

>
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the crisis will be waiting for lawmak-
ers the first week of February when
the second half of the session is offi-
cially scheduled to begin. :,

One thing is certain: a large num-
ber of Kentuckians want lawmakers to
do something about the state’s mount-
ing $456 million budget shortfall
caused by ‘the recent recession. The
shortfall is affecting funding for legal,
social and other services that most of
us don’t miss until we need them. The
governor has said he hopes to address
the shortfall with additional cuts total-
ing four percent to some agencies, a
proposed 70, cent hike in the cigarette
tax and other revenue measures but
lawmakers would have to pass any
bill that raises revenue.

I expect that Governor Beshear
will outline his revenue plan in a pub-
lic address sometime in the early days
of the session so that both lawmakers
and the public can get more details
and share those details with each
other. Right now, talk of raising rev-
enue period is very unpopular as law-
makers grapple with the need to pay
the state’s bills versus the financial
burden that is already on state taxpay-
ers.

There has been talk that perhaps
the sentiment is right in both the
House and Senate for a tobacco tax
hike, but how taxpayers feel about
some of the other proposals being
bandied about (an increase in the
wholesale tax on alcohol, expanding
the state sales and use tax base while
lowering the tax rate, etc.) is not at all @
clear, The picture should become less
opaque as lawmakers pore over sur-
veys that many of us send out to our
constituents, take in fiscal testimony
and data in session hearings and talk
one-on-one with those who have a
stake in the revenue crisis.

New lawmakers, take heed: It's
going to be a bumpy ride.

economy while going green is to cre-
ate new, personal carbon savings
accounts. These would be tax-free,
interest-bearing green energy savings
accounts that could be leveraged to
help weatherize or green-up one's
home or sold to companies that need
carbon credits. It would encourage
energy efficiency while allowing a
personal stake in emissions reduc-
tions.

At a time when we are poised to
make our greatest infrastructure
investment  since  the  Great
Depression, we need to make sure we
do it right. Congress seems focused on
shovel-ready jobs to its own detri-
ment. We need to ensure this bailout is
green, that the bridges and roads lead
us to the future — instead of another
dead-end.

Putting together a new green ener-
gy program for the U.S. and other
countries will require thousands of
green jobs in solar, wind, and other
renewable sources of energy.

One plan is based on the fact that
investing in energy efficient buildings
would go a long way to create jobs
and help the economy. The so-called
Architecture 2030 plan recommends
an investment of $171.72 billion over

-

two years combining a housing mort-
gage buy-down and an accelerated-
depreciation program for commercial
buildings with energy efficiency. This _
plan could create over 3 million jobs
in the building sector and over 4 mil-
lion indirect jobs plus an additional
350,000 jobs from consumer spend-
ing.

The retrofitting and constructidh of
green schools — the largest construc-
tion sector in the United States — will
do the same. Between 2006 and 2008,
we spent $80 billion on school con-
struction. If we build those buildings
green, they cosl less than 2 percent
more to construct; however, they pay
for themselves in a few years.

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Forecast calls for milder
winter after mid-January

“

The storms and cold temperatures that
teased Kentuckians with hopes of a white
Christmas probably will continue for the
first half of this month, according to a
University of Kentucky agricultural mete-
orologist.

“We should see the same thing through
mid-January - below average tempera-
tures and some snow,” said Keys Armnold.

“After the middle of January, things
should warm up a little,” Amold added.

Arnold based his forecast on climate
models issued by NOAA's Climate
Prediction Center in Maryland, which
studies global atmospheric and oceanic
circulations and compares these findings
to 30-year trends.

Arnold noted there has been no dra-
matic shift in the El Nino-La Nina effect

Ocean waters off northwestern South
America, increasing atmospheric mois-
ture that falls as rain and snow in the
United States. “La Nina” is a cooling of
those waters, leading to dryness in north-
ern climes. They are part of the El Nino
Southern Oscillation, or ENSO.

“Currently, ENSO-neutral conditions
are prevailing, and this will keep things
climatologically near-normal for us,”
Arnold said.

December was exceptionally wet,
Arnold said, with above-normal precipita-
tion in the forms of rain, snow and sleet.
This was a good thing.

“Going into December, we had four
straight months of below-normal precipi-
tation. We needed last month to be pretty
wet to recharge soil moisture as we

Of course, it may have been a little too
wet and cold on some December days -
like when Lexington experienced more
than 200 car accidents on a snowy
Saturday in the middle of the month.

Arnold said over the winter of 2009,
Kentucky may experience “a little more
snow than normal™ because of slight shifts
in the jet stream. Those shifts may bring
different storm,_ tracks, putting Kenlucky
right in the pa(h of some harsh storms.

Again, this would be a good thing,
Arnold said.

“Nearly 50 percent of the state, espe-
cially the southeastern region, has experi-
enced moderate to severe drought condi-
tions since the end of the summer. If we
could get above average precipitation for
another month or two, this would give us

Governor launches campaign to
promote Earned Income Tax Credit

FRANKFORT
Steve Beshear announced
Monday a campaign to
encourage more Kentuckians
to apply for the Earned Income
Tax Credit (EITC), a refund-
able federal tax credit for low-
and middle-income working
individuals and families:

“The EITC is one of our
best anti-poverty tools, and I
want to make sure every eligi-
ble Kentuckian takes advan-
tage of it and gets the money
they deserve,” Gov. Beshear
said in announcing the cam-
paign.

Specifically, Gov. Beshear
announced a list of nearly 200
free tax preparation sites serv-
ing 90 counties across the state
where volunteer tax preparers
who-have been trained and are
IRS-certified  will . dssist
Kentuckians with their taxes
and help them apply for the
EITC.

Information about these
sites, including addresses and
phone numbers, is available on
the Web site Gov. Beshear
unveiled in October
www.assistance.ky.gov. These
sites will begin offering their

Gov.

services on various dates
between mid-January and
February 1, and their hours

vary by site. Therefore, Gov.
Beshear encouraged
Kentuckians to call the sites
before visiting. He also noted

that the Kentucky Department
of Revenue provides free
online tax assistance, and their
link can also be found on the
Web site.

Eligibility for the EITC is
based on income, as is the
amount of the credit. Workers
who earn up to $41,000 may
be eligible, and credits can be
as high as $4,824.

In tax year 2005, the most
recent year available,
Kentuckians filed more than
345,000 EITC claims for a
total of $633.4 million in ben-
efits statewide. Unfortunately,
an estimated 20 percent of eli-
gible workers still do not claim
their EITC benefits, according
to the Internal Revenue
Service, mostly for lack of
awareness.

Gov. Beshear also noted the
impact the EITC has on local
economic growth. Nearly all
of the funds from the credit, 97
percent, are infused into local
communities.

*Kentucky business entities
now have online access to
their annual reports, including
business entities that are
required to file annual reports
for the first time.

Business entities registered
in the Commonwealth of
Kentucky can obtain their
2009 annual reports immedi-
ately by visiting the Kentucky
Secretary of State’s website.

All Corporations, Limited
Liability Companies (LLCs),

Partnerships, Limited Liability
Partnerships, Business Trusts,
and Professional Service
Corporations (PSCs) that are
registered with the state, are
required to file an annual
report by June 30 of each year.
Failure to file the annual report
will result inthe company
being listed in bad standing
with the office and could lead
to administrative dissolution
or revocation of authority to
do business in Kentucky.
Prior to 2004, annual

reports were typically avail-
able in March via postal mail.
Since that time, the Office of
the Secretary of State has
worked to increase the avail®
ability of the reports through
its website as well as earlier
mailings to all business enti-
ties.

Grayson notes that there is
a change in the courtesy mail-
ing that is typically sent to the
principal office address of
each company. In order to
cope with severe state budget

cuts, the Office of the
Secretary of State will now
only send a small postcard
with an image of the annual
report, instead of a full mailing
with the annual report printed
on a letter-size piece of paper.

Vanhoose refers to is to main-
tain a log stalking-related inci-
dents and behavior. She says
recording this information can
help in documenting behavior

When I was a child it was not unusu-
al for large birds—like crows and hawks
and buzzards—to be seen in the woods
surrounding our neighborhood.

established complex calendars
of their own. The Egyptian cal-
endar was based on a 365 day
cycle, was divided into 12
months, and was used to pre-
dict among other things, the
annual flooding of the Nile. But
all calendars both the ancient
and modem have on thing in
common, Astronomy.

In 45 B.C., Julius Caesar, set
about the task of reforming the
calendar of the Roman Empire.

l-spems that the roman.prigsts;

fm, controlled the calendar,
could sometimes be bribed to
manipulate it adding days to
prolong the terms of elected
officials or even deleting days
to bring on new elections. In an
effort of political reform,
Caesar abolished the lunar cal-
endar that was in use at the time
and with the advice of the
Egyptian Astronomer and

Mathematician, Sosigenes of

Alexandria, established a cal-
endar based on the Sun.

The new calendar of Rome
which came to be call the Julian
Calendar featured a 365 1/4
day year, (sound familiar).
Caesar decreed that the calen-
dar year would actually be 365
days long and that in February
of every fourth year an extra
day would be added making it a
366 day year. But, it turns out
that our solar year is not a per-
fect 365 1/4 days long, it is
actually a little shorter by 10

just a little

Because of this miscalculation,
after 128 years Caesar’s calen-
dar had slipped backwards by
one day. By the 1500’s when
the calendar was again being
considered for correction again,
it had drifted off by a fulllO
days.

It was the Catholic Church
and Pope Gregory XIII that
found it necessary to straighten
out the mess that calendar had
become. But you might be

-~ thinking —whywwas- the Chureh |

' concgrned about correcting the
calendar and the astronomy
necessary to do so? Quite sim-
ply the answer is Easter!

As it turns out, the rules for
calculating the celebration of
Easter made reforming the cal-
endar very necessary. Those
rules required that Easter be
celebrated on the Sunday fol-
lowing the Full Moon that
occurs on or after the day of
Vernal Equinox (the first day of
Spring) By the time of Pope
Gregory, with a 10 day error in
the Julian calendar, there was
confusion about
when the First day of Spring
actually was.

So, in February of 1582
Pope Gregory after accepting
the proposal for corrections
made by Aloysius Lilius, a
physician from Naples, he
decreed that 10 days were to be
dropped after October 4th of
that year to correct the calendar

ment with astronomical obser-
vations of the Equinox. It is this
“Gregorian Calendar” that we
still use today. But what Lilius
suggest to correct the drift of
the Caesar’s calendar you ask?

It was very simple, and has
to do with manipulating the
Leap Years. Lilius suggested
that ‘every year that is divisible
by 4 remain leap year, unless it
is a year divisible by 100 which
would not be a leap year. If,

Jhowever, it is a yeascdivisible

by 400 remains a leap year after
all. See, I told you it was sim-
ple.

So, as we move into the
New Year that is 2009 and
begin to work on our resolu-
tions, just remember, that while
we may take the modern calen-
dar for granted, it took cen-
turies of astronomical observa-
tion and mathematical work to
get it to the accuracy it has.
And, while it is by no means
perfect (there another story
here), it does work very well
for our purposes today. Oh, and
by the way, there are only 351
days until Christmas!
