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• Guest 1ew--

Tax cuts work 
best to stimulate 

economy

1f it really is necessary for the federal government tn spend 
$775 billion H doesn't have to stimulate a withering economy. al 
least President-elect Barack Obama is giving the spending bonan­
za a better chance to work by targeting 40 percent of the money 
to tax relief. 

Detail· leaking out about Obama's stimulus plan indicate that 
at least $300 billion will go to individual and business tax cuts. 
Culling taxes will deliver far heLter re. uiL · than lhe earmark that 
are expected to consume much of the rest of the pa<.:kage. 

What Obama reportedly will propose arc tax credits of 500 
per individual or $1.000 per ramily for those -who pay federal 
income tax.es or are eligible for the earned income tax credit. 
designed to soften the impact of payroll taxe. on lower-income 
workers. 

The credits for individuals would come in the form of reduced 
tax withholdings, rather than a one-time check, making it more 
likely that the money will work long-lenn Lo timulate the econo­
my. 

Businc. scs would be able to \J,'rite off last year'. los:-.cs, as well 
as losses occurred this year, and they'd get a one-lime La" crediL 
for hiring worker· or forgoing layotfs. Smaller bu.,;iness would be 
able to write off a wide variety of cxpcrlctitures. encouraging them 
to invc llo create johs. 

These are all solid ideas that should help get the economy 
moving. Tax curs arc proven to he far more reliable !han spending 
programs ror strengthening the economy. The Bush administra­
tion's tax cuts in 2001 kept the economy growing through the 
Sept. 11 attacks. two wars and Hurricane Katrina. Had Congress 
and Lhe administration done a better joh of monitoring the mort­
gage markets and WaH Street, those tax cut· would still be doing 
their joh today. 

What hao;n'l heen revealed is whether Ohama intends tn make 
good on his campaign pledge to raise income and payroll tax 
rates on upper-income earners and hike the capital gains tax to 20 
percem !'rom the current IS percem. Doing :-.o would he a mis­
take. 

Investors are already skitLish ahom putting their money to 
work~ uncertainty about tax rates or increases in taxes will make 
them even more so. 

And Ohama should target the 35 percent corporate income tax 
rate. which i · among the world's highest. Making the tax rate 
competitive would encourage more domestic investment. 

Ohama is gelling heal from the left. wh1ch prefers more spend­
ing on social programs and government-funded jobs. But he sees 
the tax cuts a. a way ro win the suppon of !'ikcp!ical Repuhlican 
members or Congress. Ohama reportedly wants XO to 90 votes in 
the Senate to signal broad biparti ·an backing for the package. 

He'll have a much better chance of reaching that goal if he 
leaves the tax. cul portion or his proposal intact and pledges not to 
raise taxes oo any group of taxpayers. 

As for the rest of rhc. timulus package, helping states meet 
unemployment insumnce and Medicaid ohligationo; is essential. 
But the hundreds of billions of dollars he wants for infrastructure 
project. could wind up as rhc biggest boondoggle since the 
Hurricane Katrina relief. project. 

Without vigorous oversight the disastrous New Orleans results 
will be repeated: billions of dollars will get spl;n! with linlc result. 
and many or the new construction johs will go to illegal immi­
grants.

they drop on the floor. 

Remove the handle by 
either a screw or by rotating 
the handle backwards. Apply 
a few drops of oil on the han­
dle knob shaft ru1d the shafr 
that tits inside the reel. 

Grease the spiral worm 
gear in the bottom of the reel 
and the gears in the front of 
the worm gear with a light 
coating of oil. Grease any part 
that slides along another part. 
U e grease sparingly as it 
attracts dirt and sand and neg­
atively impacts the perfor­
mance of your reel. Applying 
too much grease makes the 
reel feel like it is full of mud.

Take the side plate off with 
the small screws to access the 
guts of the reel. Right in the 
middle is the main bearing. 
Lift tlris bearing off the main 
gear and remove the main 
gear if possible. Drop the 
main bearing in a degreaser, 
kero:sene, rubbing alcohol or 
lighter fluid to dissolve old 
grease and sludgy oil. Clean 
the teeth of the main gear with 
an old toothbrush and soapy 
water or degreaser. 

Allov. the parts to air dry 

Put the reel back together. 
spray the outside Vl'ith WD-40 
and wipe it down. Now you 
have a smooth spinning reel 
that wiJl last you for many 
fishing trips to come. 

Wildlife management through trapping

FRANKFORT - While the 
number of people trapping 
isn't as high as .in the day~ of 
our great-grandparenb, trap­
ping r~mains essential to 
today's wildlife management 

"Trapping is used as a 
management tool to both 
increase populations and 
reduce populations," said 
Laura Patton, furbearer biolo­
gist for the Kentucky 
Department of Fish and 
Wildlife Resources. 
"Kentucky's otter restoration 
could noi have happened 
without foothold traps." 

River otters were once rare 
or absent from most parts ot 
the tate. From 1991 tu 1994, 
355 otters were trapped Ji"om 
Louisiana and released at 14 
sites in Kentucky. 

Today's traps are designed 
with animal welfare in mind. 
For exmnple, lam.inated jaws 
provide more surface area 
than those ust:d generations 
ago. This holds the animal's 

l 

foot secure!) to prevent 
injury. Swivels are also used 
ro allow the trap to spin freely 
as me animal moves. thus 
reducing injury. 

·'All the otters were 
trapped us1ng foothold lraps, 
and all were released 
unharmed," Panon saicL 

"'The (foothold) traps 
today are more restraining 
devices than the traps of old," 
noted Gene Beeber. pubhc 
relations officer for Kentucky 
Fur Takers and director of the 
yearly Fur Takers of America 
trapper's college. "Traps with 
teeth have been outlawed for 
over 50 yt:ars.'' 

Traps can be used lo elim­
inate problems when popula­
tions become too high in an 
area. or when nuisam:c ani­
mttls cause livesto~k loss or 
property damage. 

·'fl. lost of my work for the 
last couple or years ha ... been 
nuisance beaver work," 
Seeber said. 'They're getting 
in htkc;:s and damming up 
ovcrtlnws. Thev' rc dropping . . 

a lot of t1·ees and killing a lot 
of trees along the banks.'' 

Trapping can eliminate 
other nuisance animal prob­
lems. such as raccoons raid­
ing garbage cans. coyotes 
preying on hvcstock and 
otters eatmg most of the fish 
in a frum pond or damaging 
boats and docks. 

''Trapping is far less time­
consuming than hunting," 
said Patton. "Farmers may 
not have time to sit out there 
with a gun all day. They can 
set snares under fence:. or 
foolhold traps along trails. It 
just takes a few minutes to set 
the tntp, and then they can 
check it once a da) . ·· 

Trapping is al o highly 
cffeL"tive. "lu an area like a 
marina or fam1 pond, trappers 
can det1ni tely take care of a 
problem muskrat or river 
ottcr,",Putton said. 

Fanners or landowners 
experiencing damage from 
furbearer may search 
Kentucky Fish and Wildlife's 
fur trapper datahasc at 

fw. ky. gov /appltrapper­
landowner.ao;px to find a trap­
per in their area during the 
regular trapping season. The 
databa e helps pair up trap­
pers looking for a place to 
trap. and farmers looking for 
no-cost help with nuisance 
wildlife. Nuisance wildlife 
control operators are permit­
ted to remove nuisance ani­
mal outside of furbearer 
trapping season. Operators 
charge a fee for their services. 
A listing of permitted opera­
tor is available at 
fw. ky.go\'/app 1/nui­
sancelookup.aspx. 

Trapping sea on for most 
furhearers is open through 
February 28. Bobcat trapping 
season run through January 
3 1. All trappers. except kids 
under the age of 12. must 
have a trapping license. 
Reduced-price licenses are 
available for Kcntuck) re:-;i 
dent landowners and their 
tenants. as v.•ell as all youth 
trappers ages 12-15.

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What's the proper use of 'B' mode in hybrids? 
by TOM and RAY 

MAGLIOZZI 

Dear Tom and Ray: 
We recently bought a 200R 

Prius, and just love it, love it, 
love it But we're having a bit 
of a discussion about how to 
use the "B" on the gearshift. I 
say it's like a downshift, and 
you should U!--C it only tem­
ponrily. while going down a 
steep hill or coming to a stop. 
You use it to save the brakes, 
then return to "D. ·My hushand 
thinks it's fine to drive mo:-.t of 
the time in the ''B" mode. since 
it regenerates electricity and 
recharges the battery. Who's 
correct? And if "B" i. the gear 
to use all the time. why didn't 
Toyota just call it "D" and for­
get the separate braking 
option? Thanks for your help! 
- Gayle 

TOM: Gayle, you're 100 
percent right, and your hu. -
band, unfortunately, has his 
head up hi. brake line. 

RAY: When you shift into 
the "B" mode. you increase the 
drag created by the regenera­
tive portion of the brakes. And 
while that extra friction does 
produce some electricity to 
help recharge the battery. the 
"B" mode's primary purpo e is 
to simulate downshifting. or 
engine braking. when you're 
going down a long, steep hill. 

TOM: The "B" mode's . ec­
ondary purpose is to give guys 
something to fiddle with while 
they ' re driving. And after 
THAT comes creating more 
electricity to recharge the bat­
tery. 

RAY: In any car, hybrid or 
not, when you go down a long, 
steep hill. you run the risk of 
overusing your brakes. That 
makes the brakes overheat, 
">Vhieh leads to brake fade 
(when the brakes become less 
effective). Even wor. e. if the 
brakes overheat badly enough. 
the brake fluid can boil, and 
cause the brakes to fail com­
pletely. So it 's always recom­
mended that you downshift in 
those circumstances, rather 
than ride the brakes, to keep the 
car at a safe, reasonable speed. 

TOM: But since the Priu 
has an unusual propulsion sys­
tem and tran. mtssion. they've 
essentially "faked'' a downshift 
mode for just that putpo. e. 

RAY: So unless you ' re dri­
ving under conditions where 
you specifically need the 
equivalent of engine braking, 
just leave it in "D," Gayle. But 
try not to rub it in too much. 
Remember. husbands have 
extremely frag ile egos.
