Judge-Executive R.D. "Doc" 
Marshall an,d fiscal court magis­
trates signed off to pay Summit 
Engineering for having devel­
oped a master plan. The compa­
ny did so for the Dewey Lake 
Trail Development Project. 

The county will pay Summit 
a total of $19.800 for the master 
plan, officials aid Friday. A 
large portion of that amount -
$15,840- could be covert!d by 
an LGEDF (Local Government 

Economic Development Fund) 
grant_ the county applied for 
Friday. 

The county voted to apply for 
the grant on Oct. 29, 2007. for 
the purpose of developing the 
horse trail. 

Several horse riding enthusi­
asts, including Denzil AJJen and 
Jimmy Goble, spoke with 
Marshall and others Friday, 
expressing their belief that a trail 
system expanded from the cur­
rent trail could bring thousands 
of people and even more poten­
tial dollars. 

The general plan is to form a 
looping 56 mile-long trail 
around Jenny Wiley State Resort 
Park carrying over to German

Cruelty 
charge ftled 
after dog shot

BANNER - A Banner woman has been charged 
with second-degree cruelty to animals after her neighbor 
filed a complaint this week. 

Juanita Bevin . of Banner, filed a complaint with the 
county attorney's office Jan. 18 saymg her neighbor, 24-
year-old Charlee Mullins, shot her dog the day before. 

According to the charges against Mullins. filed 
Ftiday in Floyd Di trict Court, Bevins says the Orchard 
Branch resident shot her dog with a shotgun while it was 
beside the road 

''She (Mullins) said my son's dog had bit her daugh­
ter." Bevins said. "But there were no marks on her or 
anythmg. When the dog was shot, it wasn't even in her 
yard.·· 

Bevins reported that shotgun pellet were embedded 
in the dog's legs. 

"In the time it took her to load that gun and then 
shoot my son's dog, why didn't she come talk to us 
about It before she done this?" said Bevins. 

Bevins said after she discovered the dog, she contact­
ed state police officers who advised her to filed a crim­
inal complaint. 

Photographs taken of the dog on the day Bevins said 
it was shot show a visible wounds on the back of the 
animal' legs. Additional photographs taken within days 
after the incident show the deterioration of the muscles 
and what appears to be a portion of the leg bone protrud­
ing from the tom muscles. 

·'The vet said the dog is probably going to have to 
have it's leg amputated." continued Bevins. "!just don't 
understand why anybody would do this. I want to find a 
way to keep this from happening .. , 

A criminal summons was served on Mullin Friday 
on one count of second-degree cruelty to animals. 
Mullins will now be required to appear in court on Feb. 
25 to answer to the charge.

The journey begins 
The first clue of Barack Chama's intentions came when the television 

cameras captured him walking down the long halb of the Capit.ol ~oward 
the platl'onn where he would be inaugurated Tuesday as the natton s 44th 
pres1dent. . 

He looked like a fighter waiting for the. bell. lips pre~sed and JtlW set 
firmly. eyes focused straight ahead. Outside nn the Cap1tol grou.nds and 
on the Mall stretching lO the Lincoln Memorial, <h many as 2 m1llum pc~­
ple had gathered in celebration and billions more around the world watt­
ed for the party to begin. But Mr. Obama appeart"d to have turned the page 
already. 

And sou wus. aftet a 4uartet offered John Wllliarns' ritf on the Quaker 
hymn "Simple Gilt ;·("'Tis the uift tt) be \imple, 'Lis the girt tu he l'ree, 
'tis the gtft to eoll,le down where you ought t~ be") and after u ner_vou~ 
Chief' Ju-.tice John Roberts Jr. runtbletl the maugural oath, Pres1uent 
Ohama turned to the husincss at hand. delivering the most anxiously 
awuited inaueural addr~~ ~ince l·ranklin D. Roosevelt said in 1933. 
"These dark days will llc worth all they cost us if they reach us that our 
true desllny ts not to be ministered unto but to minister to ourselves and 
to our fellow men." 

Obama clearly had studied Roosevelt's First Inaugural. delivered into 
the teeth of the Great Depre:)sion in March 1933. Thifl was not the insri­
rational rhetoric of Obama's 2004 convention spee<:h or the ino;pirational 
rhetoric or election night. or even the measured pass1on or his 
Philadelphia speech on race. . . 

Like Roosevelt, Obama deli\'ered a tone rnem on the suhJe~.:t ol harJ 
times and recovery. shocking at first in its bluntness: . 

"'That we are m the midst of cns1s is now wclJ understood. Our nauon 
is at war. against a far-reaching network of violence and hatred. Our econ­
omy is badly weakened, a consequence of greed and irresponsibihty on 
the part of some. but abo our collect he failure to make h~rd chmce. an.d 
prepare the nation for a ne\\ age. Homes have been Jo t: JO?s -;bed: busJ: 
nesses shuttered. Our health care 1s 100 costly: our schools I all too many; 
and each day brings funhcr evidence that the v.·ays we usc energy 
strengthen our adversaries and threaten our planet. . 

"These arc the indicarors of ciisis, ubjcct m data and statJsttcs. Le. ~ 
measurable but no less profound is a sapping of confidence aero~!) our 
land - a nagging fear that America's decline is inevitable. and that the 
next generation must lower its sights." . . . 

Roosevell poke or "unscrupulous money changer!), m<.hct~d In the 
courts of pub he opimon. rejected by the hearts and minds of men." 

Obama, the conciliator. poke 1n less personal terms of "petty gri~v­
anccs and false promises, the rctriminations and false dogmas. that for too 
long have strangled our politics."' anJ or a cynici~m that suggest!i America 
can't solve its problems: .. 

"What the cynics fail to understand IS that the ground bas shifted 
llcncath them - that the stale political argumems that have consumed us 
for so long no longer apply. The que tion we ask t~day is not whether o~ 
government is too big or too small. but whether tl works - whethe_r ll 
helps familic. find jobs at a decent wage. care they can afford. a retire-
ment that is dignified." . 

Within that statement is a set of assumption.<> - that the country 1s 
ready to sa<-Tifice individual gain in the pur ·uit of conunon goals - that 
remains to be tested. He spoke of an America "bigger than the sum or our 
individual ambitions; greater than all the differences or hirth or wealth or 
faction." 

Perhaps, hut narrow interests and parrisan politics, fueled hy campa~gn 
money, have been the rule for decades. Obama argues th~t ··restonng 
America'' can't he achieved without changing those assumpttons. He may 
try to go over the head of Congress to a<:hieve it; there's linle doubt that 
he's prepared to do that. Hi White House website- and thi:-. now is a 
White House that understands new technology - was launched before 
lhe oath was adminisLereJ. 

"Our time of sland1ng pat, of protecting narrow mtcrcsts and putting 
off unpleasant decisions- that lime has surely rassed." he said. "Starting 
today, we must pick ourselves up, dust our:clvcs 0ff. and begin ag;un the 
work of remaking America." 

This was an address dcvot~d primarily to domestic concern~. hut there 
were echoes of John F. Kennt.'dy's 1961 inauguml in Obama's peroration 
to other natkms: "And so to all other people-. and governments who are 
watching today, from the grandest capitals to the small viJJage where my 
rather was born: Know lhal Amenca is a friend or each nation and every 
man. woman and chtld who .<;cck a future of peace and dignicy, and that 
we are ready to lead once more." 

And finally there was a call to pcr:-;onal re pon. ihility thar wonld not 
have been out of plaee m either of Ronald Reagan·· inaugural addresses: 
"(H)ard work and honesty. courage and fair play. tolerance and curiosity.

Profile of Elizabeth Shepherd

Recently I visited my family in 
Eastern Kentucky, and l wa<; privi­
leged to talk in-depth with three 
women who have lived all or mo~L of 
their lives near Middle Creek in 
Royd County. I wa~ struck by the 
humility of these women who have 
all lived through hard times, but do 
not complain. Their ages range from 
79 TO 90. 

Although there arc common 
threads running through e-ach of their 
lives, ·each woman's tory has 
unique aspects. It is my wish ro cap­
ture the goodness and gentility or all 
three women. . 

Elizabeth Shepherd 
Lizzie, as ·he is called by family 

and friends, was born January 21, 
1918 at Pyramid. Kentud.)'. She is 
the daughter or Abe and Sally 
Stephens Shepherd, one of 12 chil 
dren, and is fifth in the birth order. 

She attended school at Pitts fork 
which was originally a one-room 
school house. then later expanded to 
two rooms. The girls at on one side 
of the room. and lhc boys on the 
other side . When 1t was time for 
Livre's grade to-do their lessons, all 
the students in that grade were called 
to the front of the room where they 
received instruction from the 
teacher. She named eve'[), teacher 
he had at Pitts Fork, all men except 

for one woman. Addie Hagins, who 
-was her teacher in 4th and 5th 
grades. Lizzie completed 8th grade, 
and when she was not able to go to 
high school, she ancnded Pitts Fork 
for an additional year after her grad 

uation because she liked school so 
much. She was not able to go to 
high school because she -would have 
had to board in Prestonsburg. and 
her parenL'S did not permit her to do 
that. 

Linie wid me about Lhe lirsttime 
she and her family heard an airplane 
when she was in econd grade. The 
family was sitting at their !able 
enjoying the noon dinner. They 
heard a noise overhead. and her 
father did not know what it was. 
L1nie said it scared her. They all 
rushed outc:;ide and saw the plane fly­
ing among the hills. Tt was several 
years before they sighted another 
plane. 

Lizzie also remembers the first 
time she saw an automobile. She and 
her ')1. cter were "'alking when ')he 
beard something coming along the 
road. lt was Jack Allen hehind the 
wheel of an automobile. His wife. 
Sally. was in the car with him. 
(Coincidentally. Sally Hicks Allen 
was m) grandmother's stster. l 
Anorher time soon after that, Lizzie 
and her sister were walking on the 
road near Beech Branch, and Jack 
and Sally came along again. Jack 
picked them up and drove them to 
their house at Pitts Fork. This was 
quite an adventure f(w two girlc; on 
Middle Creek in the 1920's. Lizzie 
smiles when she telh; this story. l 
think she enjoyed her notoriety on 
that day. 

Lizzie and her fanlily attended 
Brush Creek Baptist Church. 
Ashland Shepherd (no relation) saw 
her there and wrote a leuer to her, 
asking if he could sit with her m 
chur~.:h the following Sunday. Her 

father received the letter and kept it 
in his pocket for three days. Finally 
he ...aid to her. "1 guess Lhl~ is what 
you are waiting for," and handed it to 
her. This was a gentlemen's way or 
a<;king a young woman for a date in 
the 1930's. Two months later on 
November 19, 1935. Ashland and 
Lizzie were married at her parents' 
home by a minister. James Owens. 
Her mother made her a blue dres · to 
wear ft)r the occasion, and the groom 
wore a suit. They stayed with her 
parents unul January when they 
moved into their o~'ll house close hy 
her parents· home. 

Ashland and Lizzie were blessed 
with six children, four son · and two 
daugoters. They lo. t their eldest 'son 
while he was stationed in Germany 
in the service in 1965. He died on 
I une 11 of a hem1 attack at the age of 
27. She made a pt1int or saying that 
they did not get him home until June • 
22. r a~kcd her if these evenLs 
seemed odd to her. and she indicated 
that they d1d, but she did not elabo, 
rare. 1 remarked that 1t was unusual 
for such a young man to die of a 
heart attack. and she agreed. 

Lizzie lost her molher at an early 
age (Li//ie was only 23) and her 
husband in 1987 after he l'Uffercd 
from kidney problems. Ashland had 
to undergo dialysis, and Lizzie was 
trained at the hospital to 6rive tum 
lreatments and injection · daily. She 
is proud of how well she learned her 
JOb as nurse and the fa<.:t that he lived 
for 8 years under her care in their 
home.

nor ever have been in favor of 
making voters or jurors or 
Negroes nor of qualifying 
them to hold office nor to 
intermarry with white people; 
and I will say in addition to 
this that there is a physical dif­
ference between the white and 
black races. which T believe 
will forever forbid the two 
races living together on t.enns 
of social and political equality. 
And inasmuch a-; they cannot 
so live, while they do remain 
together. there must be the 
position of superior and inferi­
or, and I as much as any other 
man am in favor of having the 
superior position assigned to 
the white race. J say upon this 
occa<;ion 1 do not pcrfcivc lhat 
because the white man is to 
have the superior position the 
Negro should be denied every­
thing." 

No matter wbat the final 
verdict of Lincoln's degree of 
prejudicial blood, blacks were 
freed. And 144 years later, 
Obama is president. And those 
bookends in social history 
happened despite the fact lhat 
Abraham Lincoln, like many 
or us, retained some biases and 
still had room to grow.

NCAA Division I Council 
votes to change p.rospect age

Division I Legtslalive 
Council al its Wednesday 
meeting approved as emer 
_gency legislation a propo~al 
for men's haskethall that 
define~ a prospe~o:L as anyone 
who has entered the seventh 
grade. 

Proposal 2008-76, support­
ed by both the National 
Association of Ba~ketball 
Coaches and the Divi ·ion I 
Men's Basketball Issues 
Committee. had been tahlcd · 
in October to permit confer­
ence representatives to seck 
additional input but is now 
effective immediately. 

Tt is intended to prevent 
Divh:.ion J men's basketball 
coaches from be1ng employed 
in nonscholastic elite camps 
conducted for seventh- and 
eighth-grader:. and to prevent 
institudons from ronducting 
camps for that age group. 

NABC Executive Director 
J1m Haney had wntten 10 the 
Council about sevemh- and 
eighth graders being recruit­
ed. a practice Haney said the 
NABC has actively discour­
aged. 

··we feel it is detrimental 
both to the well-being of the 
youth participating in basket­
ball as well as the collegiate 
institutions - it certainly does 
not promote the proper role of 
ha. kelball in the educational 
process," Haney wrote. 
"Propo al 200S-76 does oiTer 
a viable alternative for the 
creation of a healthier envi­
ronment for the recruitment of 
men's basketball prospects.'' 

While the Legislalive 
Council took a~.:tion on that 
rroposal, il decided to seek 
additional membership input 

on a number of others in the 
2008-09 cycle, induding 
Proposal 2008-32-B. which 
would allow student-athletes 
10 count nontraditiOnal cours­
es tor up to 50 percent of their 
full-time enrollment require-
ments. , 

That was after the group 
defeated Proposal 2008-32-A, 
which would have allowed 
slUdent-athletes to usc an 
unlimited number or nontradi­
tional courses taken at their 
own campus for full -time 
enrollment requirements. 
Members also voted down 
Proposals 2008-35-A and 
2008-35-8, which would 
have allowed sludent-alhletes 
ro usc nontraditional courses 
taken at cumpu e. other than 
their own for progress­
toward-degree requirements. 

Council mcmhcrs were 
worried about the potential 
for abuse and the public per­
ception of student-athletes 
taking nontraditional courses 
solely for eligibility purposes. 
l11ey also thought it would be 
difficult to monitor the cours­
es, particularly those taken at 
other institutions. However. 
the group agreed rhat further 
discu:<.sion on Proposal 2008-
32-B was merited. 

The Legislative Council 
approved another NARC-sup­
ported proposal. 2008-30-B, 
which prohibits coaches and 
individuals associated with 
prospects in men's haskcthall 
from being b.ired as speaker · 
or presenters at any alhletical­
ly related events or a~.:tivitles. 

In other action. the group 
defeated Proposal 2008-40, 
which would have added a 
scholarship for women's vol­
leyball. Council members 
cited current economic condt­
tions and a preference to wait 

on the Division I Financial 
Aid Cahinet's upcoming 
study of financial aid rules as 
rea. ons for the defeat. 

The Council also defeated 
Proposal 2008 13 A, wh1ch 
would have allowed student­
athletes in individml.l sports to 
accept prize money based on 
performance in events during 
all vacation periods. 
Howc\'cr, 1t scnr Proposal 
2008-13-B, which limits the 
competition to summer vaca­
tion. to the membership for 
comment. 

NCAA to launch sports­
manship initiative: The 
NCAA will launch a new 
sportfimanshlp 1nillalive, 
titled .. RESPECT," during the 
2009 NCAA Convention in 
Washington D.C. this week. 

Spearheaded by the NCAA 
Committee on Sportsmanship 
and Ethical Condu~.:t. the cam­
paign will foclLs on address­
ing negative fan behavior and · 
encouraging student-athletes 
and coaches to take the lead in 
creating a culture ur sporls­
mansrup and respect. 

The campaign laun~.:h will 
he included in an association­
wide convention session 
Wednesday (Jan. 14) on 
sportsmanship featuring pres­
idenlial voices from each 
NCAA division. 
Additionally, the NCAA will 
host an information booth 
during convention focu ed on 
sportsmanship. 

The initiative is based on 
results and feedback from 
extensive public and member­
ship ·urveys, which revealed 
the following findings regard­
ing sportsmanship: 

Fan conduct is the most 
senou · and pressing issue. 
Coaches and student-athletes 
believe they should be 

responsible for establishing 
e"'pectalions of appropriate 
behavior. 

Athletics administrators 
should enforce guidelines for 
appropriate beha\'ior, 
addressing negative incidents 
when they occur. 

rn terms or defining 
sp(1rt manship, respect and 
in~egrity are two words thal 
consistently rco;onate with 
NCAA college:-. and univer..,i­
ties. 

Initial implementation 
steps for the initiative include 
the introduction of an 
improved sportsmanship web 
site and the production of 
support materials (includmg 
print ads, banners. and public 
~ervice announcements) for 
conferences and instituti'>ns 
to access. 

"We arc institutions of 
higher learning and we are 
about educating," said John 
Blanchard. senior associate 
athletics d1rector at the 
University of North Carolina­
Chapel Hill and lhe chair of 
the sportsmanship committee. 
''We have in our fan base an 
awful lot of young people. 
They are learning and we 
need lo create an environ­
ment so they know wllar 
respect lo(lks like in the ath­
letics arena."

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For everyone's safety, fainting means no more driving 
by TOM and RAY MAGLIOZZI 

Dear Tom and Ray: 
My significant other has col­

lapsed several times in restau­
rants. My children are con­
cerned about his driving me 
around. What does one do in an 
emergency like that? I was told 
not to tum off the engine. He 
drives an SUV Ford Explorer 
automatic. - Liz 

TOM: Well, whatever you 
do, Liz, don't serve him dinner 
while he's driving. 

RAY: Actually, YOU need to 
take over the driving, Liz. 
Assuming that your significant 
other's fainting spells have not 
been successfully diagnosed 
and treated, it's simply too dan­
gerous to let him drive. 

TOM: Not only for YOUR 
safety, but for the safety of 
everyone else on the road. What 
if he's driving and he passes out, 
runs a red light and totals a 
minivan with a family of six in 
it? Or he passes out and drives 
up onto the sidewalk and takes 
out a group of pedestrians? It's 
just not fair to the rest of the 
community to let him drive 
unless and until this medical 
problem is completely resolved. 

RAY: It's a difficult conver­
sation to have, and if you and 
your children are unable to per­
suade him to give up the keys, 
you should call his doctor. In 
most states, doctors can contact 
the department of motor vehi­
cles and notify it when a patient 
is medically unfit to drive. 

TOM: Now, to address your 
original question: What happens 
if someone else reading today 
finds him- or herself riding with 
a driver who suddenly becomes 
incapacitated? 

RAY: There is no absolute, 
one-size-fits-all answer. For 
instance, what you do on a 
straight, empty road when 
you're going 30 mph would dif­
fer from what you might do in 
city traffic, or on a highway or a 
mountain pass. But here are 
some general things to think 
about (our lawyer forbids us 
from actually recommending 
anything, but here are some 
ideas). 

TOM: First, some things you 
might try NOT to do: Don't 
panic. Yeah, I know, that's easi­
er said than done when your 
spouse is having a medical 
emergency and you're barrel­
ing, out of control, toward an 
intersection. But it doesn't help. 
And don't try to help the driver. 
You have to get the car stopped 
so you don't both end up shar­
ing a hospital room. Or worse. 

RAY: Don't tum off the 
engine. You' ll lose the power 
steering and power brakes, and 
you 'll probably need both of 
them. You also might lock the 
steering wheel, which won't be 
helpful and will severely limit 
your options. 

TOM: Don't remove your 
seat belt, at least until you have 
the car well under control. If the 
car does crash, you want to be 
belted in. 

RAY: What you CAN do: 
Take the steering wheel in your 
left hand. You should be able to 
reach it and steer the car without 
leaving your seat If the driver's 
foot is still pressing on the gas 
pedal, lift his or her right leg up 
off the pedal to allow the car to 
slow down by itself. 

TOM: After that, it's going to 
depend on the situation. If 
there's a parking brake between 
the seats, pull it up. If you've got 
some open road, move the 
shifter into the lowest possible 
gear. Whether the shifter is on 
the console between the seats or 
on a column next to the steering 
wheel, you should be able to 
reach it. Shifting it to the lowest 
gear will eventually slow the car 
down to 10 mph or so. 

RAY: Then you have to stop 
the car entirely. If there's a big 
console between the seats, is the 
car sufficiently out of immediate 
danger so that you can safely 
release your seat belt, climb 
over the console and apply the 
brake? Are you agile enough, or 
are the doctors going to have to 
do a gearshift-ectomy on you 
when it's all over? 

TOM: Once the car is going 
slow enough, you may need to 
just slam the transmission into 
park and let it skid to a hall. If 
you don't have time for that, 
you may have to make an 
instantaneous decision to steer 
into a parked car, rather than 
take a chance of hitting a car 
with people in it Or you may 
have to hit a car with people in it 
rather than hit pedestrians. Or 
you may be able to s~r the car 

up a hill so the car will stop, and 
you can then put it in park. 

RAY: There are a lot of vari­
ables, obviously, so you have to 
use your wits. 

TOM: Or in my brother's 
case, more than the half he usu­
ally uses. But in your case, Liz, 
you need to get the fainter out of 
the driver's seat That's job one. 

Making sense of oil designa­
tions 

Dear Tom and Ray: 
When purchasing oil, the oil 

has a quality level (API 

Service). There are many differ­
ent categories/types, such as 
SGJCD, SF, SM, SA, SB, SC, 
SE, to list a few. Today when I 
purchased oil, all the available 
viscosities and brands were SM. 
I have a 1993 Ford van with a 
4.9-liter 6-cylinder engine. The 
owner's manual recommends 
lOw-30 SG/CD, which I could 
not find. What do all these types 
mean? Do I need to be con­
cerned?- Dave 

RAY: No, you don't need to 
be concerned, Dave. The letter 
combinations are performance 

ratings from the American 
Petroleum Institute, 'Or API. 
When your van was manufac­
tured, the top-of-the-line motor 
oil was rated SG, so that's what 
Ford called for. 

TOM: Well, since then, oils 
have continued to improve. 
They now last longer, lubricate 
better and hold more contami­
nants in uspension. And as oils 
have gotten better, they've been 
given higher designations. SH 
replaced SG in the top spot. 
Then came SI, SJ, SK and SL. 

RAY: And now the best-per-

forming oil is SM. Not to be 
confused with tying people up 
and whipping them, which I'm 
quite sure API no longer endors­
es. 

TOM: So, since your vehicle 
calls for SG or better, yow 
engine can run on anything from 
SG through SM. 

RAY: By the way, oil desig­
nations that start with the letterS 
are for gasoline engines, and 
those that start with C are for 
diesel engines. Those that start 
with EVOO are for salads and 
pasta.
