Motorcycle crashes 
occurred in Hardin and 
Jefferson counties. 

Through July 26, pre­
liminary statistics indicate 
that 430 people have lost 
their lives on Kentucky 
roadways during 2009. 
That is three more fatali­
ties than reported for the 

t'same time period in 2008.

Simply · 
stated/ your receipt of unemplpyment benefits does not keep you 
from getting Social Security disability benefits• for the same period 
.that you received unemployment benefits. Your statement on yo,ur 
unemployment application that you are able to work is merely one 
factor to consid.er in deciding whether you should receive Social 
Security disability benefits. You can make application for unemploy­
ment benefits and Social Security disability benefits without necessari­
ly making contradictory statements. This is because the legal stan­
dards for receiving unemployment benefits and Social Security benefits 
,are different. 

The Socl.al Security Administration is not bound by the fif')dings or deci­
sion of: another agenGy. The reality is that no one makes a medical 
determination regarding your eligibility for unemployment benefits. A 
person may say he or she feels that he or she is able .to work but the 
medical evidence may prove otherwise. The legal standards for 
receiving unemployment benefits and Social Security disability bene­
fits are significantly different.

Doing so meant sup­
pliers like GE had to ramp up production. 

Wal-Mart still sells more traditional incande cent bulbs. 
ut llie potential energy savings from compact fluorescent 

bulbs are staggering, especially with sales juiced by Wal­
Mart. 

In 2008, it began selling only concentrated liquid laundry 
detergent. The g1ant retailer says customers have saved more 
than 400 million gallons of water as a result. The switch also 
save 95 million pounds of plastic resin that would otherwise 
have been used in packaging. And, not coincidentally, Wal­
Mart saves more than 500,000 gallons of diesel fuel by not 
having to transport heavier, bulkier products. 

A universal sustainability index ha the potential to be even 
more important. It would let consumers see the true cost of 
wasteful packaging and products; they then might make better 
buying decisions. 

Not all customers will take that into account. But where 
Wal-Mart goes, other retailers will follow. It's showing them 
that there's real money in going green.

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Teacher pay, tech subjects, leadership are keys to education's role in. economy

Those wirh competing 
vi ions of the economic future 
of Eastern Kentucky agree on 
at least one thing· education is 
central. Almost every county 
. chool district in the tate·. 
eastern coalfield has test 
scores below the state average. 
and the region ha. Kentucky's 
lowest share of high-school 
graduates. 

Even when they do attend 
college. Eastern Kentucky . tu· 
dents often lag behind. espe­
cially in science and mathe­
matics. In Carter County. 
"Two of our valedictorians 
went to UK Last year. and both 
of them had to take remedial 
math,'' Rep. Robin Webb of 
Grayson says, looking 
annoyed. "They're brilliant 
children. and there's just no 
excu e for that." 

There are uch torie. all 
around the slate. but East 
Kentucky remains the biggest 
challenge for educators. says 
Gov. Steve Beshear. And he 
and others point to an excep­
tion that gives them hope for 
the region. 

"Johnson County," he says. 
''There's a group of people 
there that are dedicated to 
delivering quality education to 
their kid , and they're making 
a huge difference." Lisa Gross. 
spokeswoman for the state 
Department of Education, calls 
it the "fine t. chool system· in 
Kentucky. 

John on Central 
Elementary ha the second­
highest test scores in the state; 
U.S. News and World Report 
nan1ed the high school one of 
America's best last year: and 
the county's academic teams 
have dominated state competi­
tton for years. The teams are 
the New York Yankees of aca­
demic competihon in 
Kentucky· not just well-tro­
phied, but well-funded. 

"We pay our academic­
team coaches as much as the 
head football and basketball 
coaches" for their non-class­
room wo~. ~ys 
Su~;~erintendent St!!ve Trimble. 
"And that made people think, 
'Well, academics must be 
important to the folks in 
Johnson County."' 

The counry high school reg­
ularly finishes in the top five 
of the Governor's Cup aca 
demic competition, and the 
middle school has won seven 
state chan1pionships - includ­
ing the last four years in a row, 

.beating out selective school 
in much wealthier districts. 

In Johnson County, income 
is $14,051 per person, 22 per-

cent lc s than the state aver­
age. Two-thirds of students 
qualiry for free or reduced­
price lunches and 36 percent 
of children live below the 
poverty line. 

Such figure~ usually fore­
ca t under-achievement. 
Asked why Eastern Kentucky 
schools lag, Kentucky 
Education A sociation 
President Sharon Oxendine 
replies with a single word. 
"poverty." But at Johnson 
Central High, students from 
poor fan1ilies do slightly better · 
on reading and math te, ts, 
defying the conventional wis­
dom .. 

Why? A conversation with 
Trimble turns up three main 
reasons: valuing academics. 
maintaining strong· leader. hip, 
and keeping bad teachers out 
of the classroom. "You have to 
instill a sense of pride in 
everyone and stop making 
excu~~es," he says. 

The main rea on for suc­
cess, he says. is a cul,ture 
change. "We created a situa· 
tion where it's ao; much an 
honor to be on the academic 
teanl as it is to be a football 
star. ... I'd rather wm a state 
championship in academics 
than in basketball or football." 
he says. grinning. 

Trimble says every aca­
demic achievement should be 
celebrated, and in John on 
County, that happens quite a 
lot: "We treat them like kings," 
he c;ay"-. "We even had a 
parade. We're talking more 
than a mile of vehicles." 

This kind of cultme is no 
accident. but i · consciou ly 
forged ·through classroom 
leadership. Trimble says: 
"Every school di trict has 
good kids, but the people you 
hire to work with those kids 
are really crucial." 

Trimble takes a hands-on 
approach to teacher hiring and 
retention, Sitting in on hiring 
interview~. "Sometimes we 
make mistakes, but we make

sure to get rid of them, because 
those people hurl kids." he 
says, and while tenure rule 
rnuq be followed, he says a 
7ero-tolerance approach to 
underpcrforrnance eventually 
"weeds them Ollt until you gel 
a whole team of people who 
wam the system to be success-
ful." · 

The teenage son of one East 
Kentucky school superintend­
ent says he has seen one prin­
cipal's hands-on approach 
rnolivate faculty members to 
do better. "There are no bad 
teachers,'' he said, "only huy 
teachers.'' 

But many think getting the 
best teachers has become more 
difficult because teaching no 
longer attracts the best stu­
dents. "We're drawing from 
the bottom 30 percent instead 
of the top 30 percent of college 
graduates," says Cindy Heine 
of the statewide Prichard 
CommiHee for A cad em ic 
Excellence. 

Heine says a focus on 
teacher quality must be the 
centerpiece of future education 
reform. "The top students 'in 
Kentucky tend to go into busi­
ness or law or medicme," she 
says, "and .some of them

should. But if we can draw 
even some of those kid!S back 
into reaching, we can really 
make a difference." 

Johnson County gets bener 
teachers by paying them more 
than surrounding counties, but 
most districts find it hard to get 
good teachers for science, 
technology, engineering and 
mathematics. which are called 
STEM subjects to signify their 
collective importance in an 
information economy. 

Speaking to the Kentuck) 
Chamber of Commen.:e July 
15. Memphis tycoon Bob 
Compton aid "Economic 
growth is correlated with one 
thing: the level of math and 
science education in a popula­
tion." and Kentucky's kid~ 

aren't getting what they need 
to compete. "The result," he 
told the audience of 
Kentucky's business elite, who 
listened in sobered silence. "is 
that your chiJdren will have a 
lower standard of living and 
may have to emigrate to China 
and India to find jobs."

FRANKFORT - Terms 
such as ''Texa -rigged worm.'' 
"Carolina-rigged lizard" or 
"wacky rig" are part of a ba s 
angler's everyday lexicon. 
But to a beginner. the e. peri­
cnccd anglers might as well 
be speaking Chine e. 

The Texas rig is probably 
the mo!>t popular fi:;h-catch­
ing innovatiOn in the evolu­
tion of ba s tishing. The tenn 
stems from Nick Creme and 
Creme Manufacturing, the 
company given credit for 
inventing the plastic fi hing 
"onn. Creme created a dou­
ble-hooked plastic worm with 
a straight tail. He tied the 
hooks to a leader, and then 
added a couple of r d beads 
and a propelkr out front. 
People calh:d it the "tourist 
rig" bc~ause it wao; so easy to 
catch bass with it. 

The rig worked great in 
open water. but nagged logs 
easily.

Cracking . 
Mother Nature's 

codes

It's high summer, it's hot enough to 
fry an egg on the sidewalk, and I can't 
stop thinking about those little 
"weather sayings" that we've.all heard 
ad nauseum: "Hot enough for you?" 
and "lt's not the heat, it's the humidi­
ty." and "Everybody talks about the 
weather. but nobody does anything 
about it." 

Well ... almost nobody. 
It turns out that there's a scientist at 

the Agricultural Research Service 
(ARS) who has done somethmg about 
the weather. No. he hasn't found a 
way to guarantee comfortable temper­
atures on the day of your family pic­
nic, or developed a system to ensure 
perfect "beach weather'' for your 
vacation. 

But he has worked out a way to usc 
the \\<Cather - climate patterns. to be 
precise - to pred1ct corn yields. That 
could benefit not just com farmers, 
but all the rest of us who want to help 
preserve a healthy environment for 
our kid& and grandkids. 

This ARS scientist teamed up with 
colleagues at Penn State to gather 
more than 50 years of data on com 
production in Iowa. They were look­
ing to see if they could identify key 
correlations between the day-to-day 
weather. climate indice and com 
yields. 

They figured out that high levels of 
radiation from the earth's surface and 
low temperatures early in the com­
growing season, followed by enough 

• rainfall later in the year, often pro­
duced high com yields. In fact, that 
. imple formula accounted for about 
89 percent of the variation in com 
yields from one year to the next! 

While these weather variables may 
seem like just a day-to-day phenome­
non to us, in reality they're often asso­
ciated with long-term climate trends. 
The researchers plugged in all sorts of 
climate indices and came up with an 
average difference of 19 percent in 
yields between the year. when the 
com plants really crank it out, and the 
years when production is ju~t so-so. 

Even more interestingly, they 
detected a cycle of about two years 
between the high-production years 
and the low-production years. That's 
where thi research gets really useful. 

Why is that'? Because thanks to this 
mathematical model, if farmers know 
they've got a low-production year 
coming up, they can cale back pro­
duction practices, such as putting out 
a bit less fertilizer. ., 

Les fertilizer on the ground means 
less likelihood of exces fertilizer run· 
ning off the fields the next time there's 
a good rain. And less runoff from farm 
fields translates, ultimately, to less 
runoff downstream, which could help • 
control the condition called hypoxia 
- low oxygen levels- in the Gulf of 
Mexico. The lack of oxygen in the 
water forces shrimp, fish and crab 
out of the area; animals that can't get 
away simply die. 

So now you know how math could 
wind up helping save the hrimp in the 
Gulf of Mexico! 

Another saying that' · been going 
around in my mind lately is AOne 
man's trash is another man'c trea­
sure@-again, very applicable to 
some intriguing research by an ARS 
scientist. 

Anyone who's watched a crime 
show in the pa ·t decade or so know~ 

• what DNA is; it's the genetic material 
that makes things happen in every liv­
ing organism, including us. But it's 
always been thought that all DNA wa~ 
not created equal. 

For example, there's what's called 
"intergenic DNA," which is located 
between genes. For the pa t 30 year. , 
scientists assumed that particular 
DNA was essentially worthless; sup­
posedly, 11 took up space, but didn't 
really do anything. 

It tum out that's not quite true. 
When the ARS scientist and his col­
league~ began studying the o-called

Child Find for Children with Disabilities in Need of 
Special Education or 504 Services 

Child Fiod 
The Floyd County School District keeps educational records in a secure location in each school and· Board 
office. 

The Floyd County School District obtains written consent from a parent or eligible student (age 18 or who is 
attending a postsecondary institution), before disclosing personally identifiable information to an entity or 
individual not authorized to receive it under FERPA. 

For students who have been determined eligible for Special Education, educational records will be destroyed at 
the request of the parents when they are no longer needed to provide educational programs or services. The 
Floyd County School District may destroy the educational records of a child without parent request years after 
they are no longer needed to provide educational programs or services. Parents are advised that data 
contained in the records may later be needed for Social Security benefits or other purposes. The' Floyd County 
School District may retain, for an indefinite period of time, a record of the student's name, address, telephone 
number, grades, attendance records, classes attended, grade level completed. and year completed. 

Children eligible for Special Education include those children with disabilities who have autism, deaf­
blindness, developmental delay, emotional-behavior disability, hearing impairment, mental disability, multiple 
disabilities, orthopedic impairment, other health impairment, specific learning disability, speech or language 
impairment, traumatic brain injury, or visual impainnent and who because of such an impairment need Special 
Education services. 

Children eligible for 504 services include those children who bave a current physical or mental impairment 
that currently substantially limits some major life activity which causes the student's ability to access the school 
environment or school activities to be substantially limited. 

The Floyd County School District has an ongoing ·Child Find" system, which is designed to locate, identify and 
evaluate any child residing in a home. facility, or residence within its geographical boundaries, age three (3) to 
twenty-one (21) years, who may have a disability and be in need of Special Education or 504 ser:vices. This 
includes children who are not in school; those who are in public, private, or home school; those who are highly 
mobile such as children who are migrant or homeless; and those who are advancing from grade to grade, who 
may need but are not receiving Special Education or 504 services. 

The District's •Child Find• system includes children with disabilities attending private or home schools within 
the school district boundaries who may need special education services. 

The Floyd County School District will make sure any child enrolled in its district who qualifies for Special 
Education or 504 services, regardless of how severe the disability, is provided appropriate Special Education or 
504 services at no cost to the parents of the child. 

Parents, relatives, public and private agency employees, and concerned citizens are urged to help the Floyd 
County School District find any child who may have a disability and need Special Education or 504 services. 
The District needs to know the name and age, or date of birth of the child; the name, address, and phone 
number(s) of the parents or guardian; the possible disability; and other information to determine if Special 
Education or 504 services are needed. 

Letters and phone calls are some of the ways the Floyd County School District collects the information needed. 
The information the school District collects will be used to contact the parents of the child and find out if the 
child needs to be evaluated or referred for Special Education or 504 services.

J Distribute this notice annually to parents and students. I

The Family Education Rights and Privacy Act (FERP A) affords parents and "eligible students" 
(students over 18 years of age or students who are attending a postsecondary institution) certain 
rights with respect to the student's education records. They are: 

I) The right to inspect and review the stutknt's education records within forty-foe (45) 
do.ys of the day 1M Distrid receives a request for access. 

Parents or eligible students should submit to the school Principal/designee a written request 
that identifies the record(s) they wish to inspect. The Principal will make arrangements for 
access and notifY the parent or eligible student of the time and place where the record(s) may 
be inspected. 

2) The right to request the amendment of the student's education records that the parent 
or eligible student believes an inacCIU'tlte, misleading, or in violation of the student's 
privacy or other rights. 

Parents or eligible students may ask the District to amend a record that they believe is 
inaccurate, misleading, or in violation of privacy or other rights. They should write the school 
Principal, clearly identify the part of the record they want changed, and specify why it is 
inaccurate, misleading, or in violation of their privacy or other rights. 

If the District decides not to amend the record as requested by the parent or eligible student, 
the District will notify the parent or eligible student of the de«ision and advise him \her of the 
right to a hearing regarding the request for amendment. Additional information regarding the 
hearing procedures will be provided to the parent or eligible student when notified of the right 
to a hearing. 

3) The right to consent to disclosur.es of personally identifiable inforlf'tlllion contained in 
the student's educaiUJn records, except to tlu! exknt thai FERPA. authorir.es discloslur! 
without consent 

One exception that permits disclosure without consent is disclosure to school officials with 
legitimate educational interests. A "school official'' is a person employed by the District as an 
administrator, supervisor, instructor, or support staff member (including health or medical 
staff and law enforcement unit personnel); a person serving on the school Board; a person or 
company with whom the District has contracted to perform a special task (such as an 
attorney, auditor, medical consultant, or therapist); or a parent or student serving on an 
official committee, such as a disciplinary or grievance committee, or assisting another school 
official in performing his/her tasks. 

A school official has a legitimate educational interest if the official needs to review an 
education record in order to fulfill his/her professional responsibility. 

· Upon request, the District shall disclose education records without consent to officials of 
another school district in which a student seeks or intends to enroll or to other entities 
authorized by law.
