$17,000 in cash was taken
from Adams as evidence,
along with more than 100
Oxycontin tablets.

Now federal investiga-
tors are putting together
the pieces of that traffic
stop, saying that Adams
nas been selling the pills in
Floyd and Pike counties
for the last eight months.

According to the indict-
ment handed down against
Adams this week, the
Michigan man is alleged to
have been traveling from
Kentucky to his home state
to fill prescriptions for
some 500 Oxycontin
tablets, and then returning
to Kentucky to distribute
them.

Investigators are saying
Adams made this trip
svery two or three weeks
and picked up rotghly the
same amount of pills,
which they now allege he
had been selling for $60
each. g

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PSC approves RECC rate increase

FRANKFORT - Big Sandy Rural
Electric Cooperative Corporation has
been given a green light from Frankfort
to raise their monthly rates in order to
increase the company’s revenue.

The Kentucky Public Service
‘Commission has accepted a settlement
based on a request from the local
provider to raise the rates for customers

in order to increase revenue by $1.74
million, according to a statement issued
from commission spokesman Andrew
Melnykovych.

The settlement was negotiated with
the Attorney General’s Office. which
ended with Big Sandy RECC receiving
$161,500 less than the amount of addi-
tional revenue asked for.

Big' Sandy RECC representatives
asked that a flat monthly charge be
increased by $15, up from the current

monthly rate of $7.70. However, the
commission granted an increase for
$10 instead. :

The new rate equals out to seeing
the monthly rate for customers
increased by $2.30.

In addition, the rate for electricity
use will rise, from 7.48 center per kilo-
watt-hour to 8.13 cents.

The local provider applied to the
commission for 'tne increase in
December 2008, then attended a public

hearing on May 12 concerning the set-
tlement.

The new rates took effect yesterday,
which will see a customer using 1,000
kilowatt hours each month pay about
$8.80 more a month for their electric
service, an increase of approximately

-10 percent. A' kilowatt hour is the

amount of electricity used by a 100-
waltt light in 10 hours.

The high cost of not
reforming health care

A lot of the debate about reforming health care revolves around a
false choice — the simplistic idea that transforming the health sys-
tem would be far more expensive than sticking with the current sys-
tem. 1

A growing body of scholarly evidence points to the fallacy of that
argument. Two new studies underscore that doing nothing would
carry significant new costs in both the short and long terms.

A study in the journal Health Affairs estimates that by next year,
the number of uninsured Americans could top 52 million — not
counting those who lost coverage when they lost their jobs in the
current recession.

A second study predicts that figure probably will reach at least 57
million people in a decade, about 10 million more than were unin-
sured in 2007. That research, by the Robert Wood Johnson
Foundation, suggests the number of uninsured could easily reach 66
million by 2019 if worst-case assumptions about the economy are
met.

Meanwhile, business spending on health insurance for workers
would more than double, as would spending for Medicaid and the
State Children's Health Insurance Program.

Most Americans get private health insurance through their jobs.
But most uninsured Americans come from families with at least one
full-time worker. So why are they uninsured?

The most important factor, it turns out, is the relationship
between overall health spending, health insurance premiums and
earnings.

As spending — and premiums — rise, it becomes prohibitively
expensive for employers to offer coverage to low-wage workers.
The number of uninsured workers goes up as a result.

The Health Affairs study found that the number of uninsured
workers rose from about 15 percent of the workforce in 1980 to 25
percent in 2006. It probably will reach 26.4 percent next year, mean-
ing almost 7 million more Americans will be uninsured.

If you add in those Americans who lost their health insurance
when they lost their jobs in the current recession, the number of
uninsured would be about 57 million in 2010.

The Robert Wood Johnson Foundation predicts that the number
of middle-class families without health insurance probably will
jump 45 percent by 2019. That would drastically increase the
amount of uncompensated care — medical treatment provided by
doctors and hospitals without getting paid. Those costs would jump
by at least 72 percent, and perhaps by as much as 128 percent over
the next decade.

Much of that will be shifted onto those with private insurance. A
new analysis by the group Families USA estimates that people with
family health insurance coverage are already paying an extra $1,000
a year to help pay for treatment provided to the uninsured.

The Johnson Foundation study estimates that individuals and
family spending on premiums and out-of-pocket costs will increase
between 46 and 68 percent over the next decade — much faster than
the overall economy is expected to grow.

The amount businesses spend probably would double, putting
American companies at a greater disadvantage when competing

with foreign firms.
- Simply extending coverage to the uninsured won'’t be enough to
rein in costs. Study after study has shown that in parts of the coun-
try where spending is highest — St. Louis ranks in the top 20 per-
cent for Medicare spending — patients are less likely to get inex-
pensive treatments that have been shown to improve outcomes.
[nstead, doctors are more likely to prescribe extra tests and expen-
sive treatments simply because they’re available.

More care is not necessarily better care, and it may lead to fewer
people getting any care. Understanding this is difficult; not under-
standing it will bankrupt us all.

ance and spatial orientation. For
example, if you spin around in circles,
the fluid in your inner ears becomes
disturbed, which can create the feel-
ing of dizziness — like the world is
whirling around you. Head colds and
sometimes middle ear infections
cause inflammation of the inner ear,
which similarly disrupts the motion of
inner ear fluid and causes dizzy
spells, often referred 1o as vertigo.
The inner ear is also called the
vestibular labyrinth. It lies deep inside

of your head, behind the eardrum, and
consists of three hollow, connected,
semi-circular canals. These canals
contain a small amount of fluid that
moves when you move your head. As
the fluid moves, it bends tiny fibers,
which send messages to your brain
about where and how your head is
moving.

Acute labyrinthitis, or inflamma-
tion of the vestibular labyrinth, upsets
this delicate process. A common theo-
ry is that inflammation increases the
amount of fluid in the canals, causing
excess fluid motion when you move
you head and scrambling signals to
the brain that create a false perception
of movement,

Acute labyrinthitis comes on sud-
denly and usually starts a week or two
following a cold. As you have discov-
ered, it typically comes and goes, and

frequently it will heal itself. However,
some residual dizziness associated
with certain activities may last for
several weeks after.

Your doctor would diagnose acute
labyrinthitis through taking a medical
history and conducting a physical
exam. To do so, he or she would move
your head in different ways in an
attempt to reproduce the dizzy sensa-
tion. If there are other factors, like
advanced age or a recent head trauma,
your doctor may order a head CT scan
or other lab tests.

Once acute labyrinthitis is diag-
nosed, your doctor may suggest med-
ications that help relieve nausea and
vomiting, if necessary. If a bacterial
infection is causing the problem, pre-
scription antibiotics cdn help clear it
up. Avoiding alcohol and smoking are
advisable too. Some people require

y spells likely

bed rest or even hospitalization if the
dizziness is severe, especially if it
causes intense nausea and vomiting.

Normally, the vertigo goes away
on its own as either the inner ear
inflammation heals or your body
adjusts to the confusing signals from
the inner ear. Staying physically
active can help this adjustment
process, known as compensation,
Eventually, most people make a full
recovery.

What to drink when
exercising in the heat

DEAR DR. DONOHUE: I
am taking my two teenage
boys backpacking in the
Southwest this August. It will
be hot and dry, and I am
preparing for those conditions.
I need some guidance on what
fluids to drink. T was taught
that drinking plain water is the
best way to stay hydrated. My
older son says his class was
told not to drink plain water,
because it could cause brain
damage. What is this all
about? -- EW.

ANSWER: It's all about
becoming  sodium-depleted
and having the brain swell as a
result. The condition is
hyponatremia.

It used to be taught that,
when exercising in hot weath-
er, people should guzzle water
at every opportunity, even
when they don't feel thirsty.
That can be dangerous if the
exercise lasts for hours and
hours and if the only liquid
drunk is water. Too much
water dilutes body sodium.
That, in turn, can cause brain
swelling and, in the extreme,
death.

Up-to-date advice is to let
thirst be a rough guide for how
much liquid you drink. If peo-
ple are engaged in prolonged
exercise, it is good to include
some salt in the program. Half

a teaspoon of salt and half a
teaspoon of baking soda (sodi-
um bicarbonate) in a quart of
water can keep body sodium
levels from dropping. For you
and your sons, it would be
advisable to salt your food and
to eat some salty snacks --
another way to ensure body
sodium doesn't bottom out.

Hyponatremia is uncom-
mon. Dehydration is common.
For most, drinking water as a
replacement fluid in hot
weather is fine. It's not going
to lead to a dangerous drop in
body sodium. Only those who
lose lots of sweat for long peri-
ods of time run the risk of
hyponatremia by drinking pure
water,

This is advice that doesn't
apply only to athletes or back-
packers. It applies to all those
who are out working in hot
weather and sweating up a
storm.

DONOHUE: I
have hypertension, and I go to
the beach often. Can salt in salt
water get through the skin as
medical patches get through
the skin? My doctors have
increased my dose of medicine
and have added additional
medicines without much
improvement in my blood
‘pressure. Y

Could the salt water I swim
in be keeping my blood pres-
sure high? -- G.S.

ANSWER: G.S., I know 1
answered this question before,
but you must not have seen it.
I'll do it again.*

The salt in salt water does-
n't get through your skin.
Swimming in salt water does-
n't raise blood pressure. It
improves it. All exercise does.

If you miss the answer this
time, G.S., I have to drop the
question. People will think I'm
obsessed with it.

< hell, full of deadly paison.™ Those
strong words about the world’s
most destructive weapon surprise
no one. But, if we
should make one small

would it still be true? [

one of His disciples to [ |
write those very words
about the tongne”
(James, 3:6, 8).

We seldom think in
terms of anything being
more evil or destructive
than a hydrogen bomb.
but the Bible seems to indicate
that the unsanctified words which
roll so easily from a chattering
tongue can do more harm than an
atomic explosion!

The Bible uses a variety of col-
orful words to describe the fruit of
this raging little member of 'the
body. Among them is one that
surely has earned a reputation as
the cruelest word in the inspired
record of whisperers, It has the
hiss of the serpent in it, and very
few people feel entirely comfort-
able with the word for reasons we
shall soon discover.

“ It ' doesn’t take profound
insight (o understand what the
wise man meant when he wrote
these words: “A perverse man
stirs up dissension, (trouble) and a
gossip separates close friends.”
Proverbs 16:28. Even the earliest
Levitical laws gave specific com-
mandment against the practice of
gossip ‘and slander.

er among thy people.” Leviticus
19:16. Does this injunction carry
as much wetght in our day as it did
then? Let’s find out,

There are many types of sin
that God despises many of them
associated with offensive perver-
sions and deviations. Yet, it is
obvious that God does not classify
sin as we often do. And Thank the

good Lord He doesn’t!

We have a disposition to look
upon certain sins as quite
respectable. Yes you read that sen-
tence correctly. “We" are some-
times extremely quick to catggo-
rize sin/sins in the not so bad to
the most unimaginable sins there
are. Sometimes, generally the
refined sins of the spirit such as
pride, envy, jealousy, etc., since
they do not make embarrassing
physical displays, we tend to tol-
erate them much easier and chalk
those little nasty critters
up as personality quirks.

For instance, Sally
Jo God love her is the
most jealous little thing
I've ever seen. Oh well
{ we just need to pray for
her. And we go on and
shrug it off for its no big
deal.

On the other hand,
we form an entirely dif-
ferent category of sins
with justifiable disgust
and make our skin
crawl assumptions to:
Those fleshly indul-
gences like adultery, homosexual-
ity, and stealing, which- we view
as positively disrespectable and
intolerable.

For instance, Did you know
that so and so has a daughter that
is gay and she welcomes her and
“her friend” into her home and
hugs on them, and she even acts
like she  accepts them and she
should know better. That is a
MAJOR Sin! Sound familiar?
Heard it? Or have you perhaps
said it?

Do we have any reason to
believe that God draws such dis-
tinctions in the qualifying of sin?
The answer is found right in the
middle of the Bible where we find
listed the seven deadly sins which
God hates. Among the depressing
catalog of offenses we find this

ne: “A false witness who pours
out lies, and a man who stirs up
dissension,  (trouble) among
brothers.” Proverbs 6:19. This is
just another way of describing a
whisperer. Think about that word
for a moment, It has a soft, pleas-
ing sound to it, Whisperer - BUT
it has the noisiest, harshest echo of
any word in the English language.
It has also broken more homes
and more hearts than any other
word. Think, also, of the friend-
ships which have been shattered
in the wake of its influence. Think

of the churches that have had its
members flee from a home they
dearly loved to worship the Lord
and Savior in because of the likes
of one of their brothers or sisters
whispers,

A whisperer speaks in all lan-
guages, he crosses all boundaries,
and he is a member of all church-
es. He is the bearer of false rumor
and report. We cannot deny that

there is a natural, perverse “quirk”
if you will, to every human mind
to speak evil of other people.
Probably no one will ever be able

to explain it fully, but we know it -

is there because we have all more
than likely indulged in it at some
time or another.

The usual explanation may not
be totally adequate, but it certain-
ly is true as far as it goes. The per-

son who can find flaws in others is
making himself look better by
comparison, and the self nature
will resort to anything in order to
satisfy its demand to be the center
of attention.

The strangest thing about this
sin is how it can so easily harass
those who are saints in every other
respect. Even where the entire
being is brought into submission

to Christ, that one - ONE wild fac-
ulty of the body our tongue - often
keeps running out of control. Why
does il seem so hard to speak
kindness, respect and gratitude
before harshness, ill will and dis-
gust?

Lord help us one and all and
most of all our tongues!

He said this step also is important to take before anyone visits with state, local, and federal aid specialists who soon will visit the
area in a specially equipped mobile disaster recovery center. The date and times will be announced as soon as they are available.

» The address at the time of the disaster, and the address where an individual or family is now staying;
» A Social Security number, if available;

» A general list of damages and losses suffered;
o If insured, the name of their insurance company or agent, contact information and policy number;
* Bank account coding if they wish to speed up their assistance with direct deposit.
