Motorcycle crashes
occurred in Daviess,
Lawrence, Montgomery
and Wolfe counties. None
of the victims were wear-
ing helmets.

Six of the crashes
involved motor vehicles
and four of those victims
were not wearing seat
pbelts. Single-fatality crash-
es occurred in Bell,
Logan, Lyon, Meade,
Pendleton, and Pike coun-
ties. Alcohol was a factor
in three of the crashes.

One bicycle fatality
occurred in Trigg County
and the victim was not
wearing a helmet.

Through June 14, pre-
liminary statistics indicate
that 342 people have lost
their lives on Kentucky
roadways during 2009.

Steve Beshear
made an expanding gaming bill that
much easier to see-passage.

Tree planted to raise awareness of elder abuse

PRESTONSBURG - A sapling
was planted Tuesday near the Floyd
County Library, as part of World
Elder Abuse Awareness Day, the
small tree now able to grow with the
right combination of nature and nur-
ture, much like the care given to a
child by parents and grandparents.

The tree was planted in memory
of victims of elder abuse, with staff
from the library and the Big Sandy
Council on Elder Maltreatment join-
ing together in the effort.

“We hope this event will shed
light on the growing issue of elder
abuse,” said Leslie Caudill, vice

chair of the Big Sandy Council on
Elder Maltreatment. “Both the young
and the old should be aware that an
estimated 700,000 to 3.5 million
older Americans are abused each
year. In Kentucky, 54,701 cases of
adult abuse were reported last year,

and this is only the tip of the iceberg
since only one in five cases of abuse
is ever reported to authorities. Elder
abuse is preventable through public
awareness and education.”

According to Caudill, some of the
things that can be done to deal with
elder abuse include calling or visit-
ing an elderly loved one and asking
how they are doing, providing a
respite break for a caregiver, asking a
doctor to ask all senior patients about
possible family violence in their
lives and volunteering to be a friend-
ly visitor to a nursing home resident
or a homebound senior.

The Big Sandy Council on Elder
Maltreatment was formed in 2002 as
part of a state-wide program under
the direction of the Kentucky
Cabinet for Health and Family
Services. X

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Beshear unveils economic incentives legislation

FRANKFORT Gov.
Steve Beshear unveiled details
of his economic incentives
legislation Wednesday, intend-
ed to maodernize the state’s
economic development capa-
bilities.

The proposed legislation
will be sponsored by Rep.
Tommy Thompson of
Owensboro,

The bill is designed to
update the" staté’s antiquated
economic incentive toolbox
with a focus on helping
Kentucky’s existing, business-

. es, luring major tourism devel-

®

opment projects to the state
and securing necessary fund-
ing for a proposed advanced
battery  manufacturing com-
plex in Hardin County, all of
which would create jobs and
hundreds of millions of dollars
in investment for Kentucky.

“My goal is to ensure that
Kentucky’s economic and
tourism development pro-
grams are on the cutting edge,”
said Goy. Beshear. “This leg-
islative package will give
Kentucky options for retaining
our existing companies at a
time when their options are
limited. Additionally, it will
demonstrate to site selectors
Kentucky's willingness to
adapt to current economic con-
ditions.”

The legislation was devel-
oped as a result of months of
intensive consultations with
legislators, local economic
development organizations,
site selection consultants and
existing Kentucky businesses.
Most of the issues contained in
the legislation were approved
by both chambers during the
recently completed legislative
session, but failed to move for-
ward for final passage due to
timing constraints.

“Investments in education
and jobs are key to Kentucky's
economic  recovery . and
progress,” said Rep.
Thompson. “This legislative
initiative will enhance
Kentucky’s competitive posi-
tion so that we can capitalize
on future opportunities that
will emerge during the recov-
ery, and grow our great
Commonwealth.”

Lawmakers updated on stimulus road money,

FRANKFORT - More than
half of Kentucky federal stimu-
lus money for road projects has
already been awarded for work
ready to begin, a panel of law-
makers learned last week.

The American Recovery and
Reinvestment Act, commonly
known as the federal stimulus
plan, designates $421.1 million

for highway infrastructure
improvements in Kentucky,
State Highway Engineer Mike
Hancock told the Interim Joint
Committee on Transportation.
Of that total, $40.6 million goes
to the state’s four metropolitan
areas and $367.8 million is dis-
tributed statewide. The General
Assembly decided which proj-

ects across Kentucky would be
funded through House Bill 330
earlier this year.

Ten projects have already
been let, Hancock said, with
many more ready to be let in the
coming months. More than 50
percent of the road stimulus
must be obligated by June 30. he
added, and the state is well past

Athletic Director’s Fund which
will target the most urgent
needs of athletic programs.
Hamilton earned a bache-
lor's degree from Morehead
State in 1958 and a master’s
degree in 1963. A standout ath-
lete during his college days, he

played on Ohio = Valley
Conference championship
teams in baseball, basketball
and track.

After an 1l-year major

league pitching career, he
coached in the minors before
returning to MSU in 1976 to

become the head baseball
coach. He then held that posi-
tion for 13 years. Hamilton's
305 win is the most of any
coach in MSU history.

He was named director of
athletics in July 1988, and
served until his death in 1997.

As the A.D., Hamilton led
the program to success on the
field, in facilities and in the
classroom. During his tenure, a
weight room was built, an aca-
demic counselor. for athletes
was added, graduation rates of
student-athletes improved and
the University won the OVC
Academic Achievement
Banner four times.

Among his honors include
spots in the Morehead State
University Athletic Hall of
Fame, the Ohio Valley
Conference Hall of Fame and
the Kentucky Athletic Hall of
Fame.

In 1999, the OVC honored
him with the establishment of
the “Steve Hamilton
Sportsmanship Award.” It is
given annually to an OVC
male or female student-athlete
of junior or senior standing
who best exemplifies the char-
acteristics  of  Hamilton.
Criteria for the award includes:
significant athletic perfor-
mance along with good sports-
manship and citizenship.

Hamilton was honored by
MSU with the 2007 Founders
Day Award for University
Service.

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Fish and Wildlife Commission proposes bird season dates

TIMES STAFF REPORT

FRANKFORT - The Kentucky
Fish and Wildlife Commission pro-
posed the 2009-2010 early migrato-
ry bird season dates at its quarterly
meeting June 12.

The Kentucky Fish and Wildlife
Commission recommends all hunt-
ing, fishing and boating regulations
for approval by the General
Assembly and approves all expendi-
tures by the Kentucky Department
of Fish and Wildlife Resources. All
recommendations must be approved
by legislators before they become
law.

Blrd Seasons — Mourning Dove:
Sept 1-Oct. 24, 2009; Nov. 26-Dec.

4, 2009;
Dec. 26, 2009-Jan. 1, 2010.
Canada Goose: Sept. 5-13, 2009.

American  Woodcock:  Oct.

17-Nov. 30, 2009.

Season lengths and bag limits
remain the same as last year.

In other early migratory bird
hunting business, the Commission
proposed changing one of the dove
fields at Yellowbank Wildlife
Management Area (WMA) to a field
where hunters may only use U.S.

Fish and Wildlife Service approved
non-toxic shot. The change would
go into effect for this year’s dove
seasons. This change reduces lead
toxicity concerns as the field is
located adjacent to a high-use water-
fowl area.

The Commission also changed
the wording of the regulation that
would allow the department to des-
ignate U.S. Fish and Wildlife
Service approved non-toxic shot-
only dove fields close to high-use
waterfowl areas and wetlands as
posted by signs on WMAs.

The Commission also recom-
mended closing West Kentucky
WMA to the September Canada
goose season beginning in 2009 and
establishing a youth dove hunt at

Camp Robert E. Webb in Grayson
County. Hunters would be drawn
from campers who attended Camp
Robert E. Webb and earned their
Outdoorsman Patch during that
year's summer camp season. The
hunt would occur on the first
Saturday of dove season. which this
year is Sept. 5.

In fisheries-related business, the
Commission proposed lengthening
the boat length maximum limit to 22
feet on all lJakes owned or managed
by Kentucky Fish and Wildlife.
Currently, several lakes have an 187-
foot maximum length restriction.
Boat motor horsepower restrictions
on these lakes would not change.
This law would go into effect on
March 1, 2010.

The next Kentucky Fish and
Wildlife Commission meeting will
be held at 8 a.m., Friday, Aug. 14 at
#1 Sportsman’s Lane off U.S. 60 in
Frankfort. Persons interested in
addressing the Commission must
notify the Kentucky Fish and

Wwildlife Commissioner's office in ®

writing at least 30 days in advance to
be considered for placement on the
meeting agenda. People who arg
hearing impaired and plan to attend
the meeting should contact
Kentucky Fish and Wildlife at least
10 days in advance and the agency
will provide a translator.

Kentucky Afield: Best baits and lures for farm pond fishing ;

wz FRANKFORT — Lazy days spent
ﬁshmg a farm pond are some of the
best times afield. Many old-timers
got their start this way, while today’s
kids often follow suit and catch their
first fish from a pond. Stock your

fackle box with a few well- -worn

ravomes and you can also catch farm
pond fish this summer.

“I always try to keep a good sup-
ply of some type of plastic worms,”
said Andy Mowrey, an avid farm
pond angler and stream restoration
biologist for the Kentucky
Department of Fish and Wildlife

Resources. “I also like the good old-
fashioned topwaters like Hula
Poppers and Jitterbugs. Also, I keep
some kind of jig-and-pig or
crankbait; something that moves
faster than a plastic lure.”

Southwestern District Fisheries
Biologist Eric Cummins keeps top-
waters in his tackle box when target-
ing bass in farm ponds. “A buzzbait
in white and chartreuse or a Pop-R
are always a good bet,” Cummins
said. “If the fish are willing I always
go the topwater route for bass.”

As summer progresses, many farm
ponds become inundated with moss,
or filamentous algae. Anglers should

change up their lures when fishing
these ponds.

*“You can use plastic worms or a
‘do-nothing” worm if the farm pond
has a lot of vegetation,” Cummins
suggested. “As the name implies, it's
not weighted. You work it slowly and
can hook it a variety of different ways
to give it the action you're after. It
will help keep you out of the moss.”

Cummins again recommends
chartreuse and white for these baits.
“You can go crazy and use pinks and
such, but usually I keep it simple,” he
said.

Live bait is a good choice when
going after bluegill. Night crawlers,

redworms and wax worms  are
bluegill favorites. Kids can even dig
up their own worms or catch crickets
around the bank.

Several artificial lures also work
well for bluegill. “Beetle Spins would
be an easy bet.,” said Cummins.
“Black is a good color, or even a
black body with white and char-
treuse.”

Mowrey casts flies tied a couple
feet below clear teardrop-shaped
bobbers. Some anglers call these
casting bubbles. “That’s a lot of fun,”
he said. “You can also catch a lot of
bluegill on a fly rod.”

Catfish are another farm pond

favorite, and good bails can be as
close as the refrigerator. Mowrey
recalls hooking a monster blue cat on
a piece of hot dog as a kid. Cummins
uses chicken livers, worms and
grasshoppers. ’

“If you dare, you can use stink
baits,” Cummins said. “But that
comes at a price.”

Head to the water early in the day
as the weather warms up this sum-
mer. The fish are biting and the best
fishing hole may be as close as your
favorite farm pond.

2010 recruiting class. Ashar
Harris (Columbus,
Ohio/Africentric High School),
LT Greer  (Dadeville,
Ald/Alabama Southern C.C.).
and Channing Hillman
[Cincinnati, Ohio/UTEP) will
be wearing the blue and gold
next season.

Harris averaged 17 points
and 14.1 rebounds per game at

Africentric High School where
her team won two Ohio High
School Athleteic Association
state titles.

“I'm excited about the ath-
leticism and the relentless
rebounding that Ashar (Harris)
will bring to our team next
year,” said MSU Coach Mike
Bradbury. “She has the ability
to score inside and out, and pro-
vide us with a lot of versatility.
She can play multiple positions
and she has the potential to
make a big impact next season.”

Greer led Alabama Southern
Community College to the
regional finals and averaged 14

points, nine rebounds, and three
blocks per game last season.

“Greer will provide us an
inside presence on both ends of
the floor,” said Bradbury.
“Defensively, she is a rebound-
er and shot blocker. On offense
she really scores well around
the basket and can set to the free
throw line.”

Hillman played in 26 games
at the University of Texas El
Paso where she averaged two
points and one rebound per
game.

“Hillman is another versa-
tile, athletic player who can
play multiple positions,” said

Bradbury. “She really fits well
with our style of play. She can
shoot the three and put the ball
on the floor and get to the foul
line.”

The three signees join
Stephanie Salyers, a 6-foot-1
center from Somerset and
Southwestern High School,
who signed with the Eagles dur-
ing the fall signing period.

MSU will tip off the 2009-
2010 season in an exhibition
against Pikeville College on
October 31. MSU will begin
regular season play at Southern
llinois University Edwardsville
on November 13.

Logano, who bcmme the
fjrst repeat pole award winner
in series track history earlier
today, led the 300-mile race
only two times for a total of 20
laps in his No. 20 GameStop

Toyota and battled back from a
Lap 71 pit road speeding penal-
ty that knocked him from sec-
ond to 15th. His successful late
charge through the field pro-
duced his second victory of the
season and ruined the night for
the second-place Busch, who
led a series track record 162
laps.

“It's really cool,” said
Logano. “This place is one my
favorite racetracks, one of those
places that just suits me. We
have a perfect record here - two
poles and two wins. Nobody
has ever done that before, so0 it's
pretty cool.

“(Crew  Chief) Dave
(Rogers) set the car up good and

we were really, really good on
old tires. I screwed up speeding
down pit road, but I didn’t think
it was a big deal at that point in
the race as long as we kept the
fenders on it. I just had to be
patient, but aggressive at the
same time. I just wanted to get
up through there, knowing what
a good car I had.”

A disappointed Busch drove
to his second top-five
Nationwide Series finish at
Kentucky Speedway and the
first since his 2004 victory. He
retains the series championship
lead and now owns four wins,
eight top-five and 11 top-10 fin-
ishes through 14 starts this sea-
son.

“It always happens that way
and I always lose at the end,”
said Busch, who also delivered
a second-place finish in the
NASCAR Camping World
Truck Series event at Michigan
International Speedway earlier
Saturday. “Joey was just better
than me. I told everybody I'd
come here and finish second

anyway,”’

EVERYBODY’S SCIENCE

A killer
in the pantry

Did you know that one of the great-

est war correspondents of the 20th cen-

tury was a woman?

Her name was Martha Gellhorn,
and she was a native of St. Louis.
During her six decades of reporting the
news, she covered virtually every
major conflict that took place during
that time, including the Spanish Civil
War, World War II, and the Vietnam
War.

I've read several books about Ms.
Gellhorn, and I can say without reser-
vation regarding her, “You'ré a better
man than I am, Gunga Din"—especially
regarding her travels in China in 1941.
In her book about that trip, she recount-
ed one incident where she drank some
sort of pink concoction, only to discov-
er a dead snake coiled at the bottom of
the jug. I could barely stand to read
about that, let alone contemplate expe-
riencing it!

You see, I'm a certified wimp when
it comes to food safety. As I always tell
my husband, 1 could almost wind up
sick for three days just from looking at
a drawing of a foodborne pathogen.

So you can imagine my interest
when I found out recently that some
scientists with the Agricultural
Research Service (ARS) are coming up
with. quicker, easier,-and less costly
ways to detect the microbes that cause
botulism.

Yes, that’s “microbes,” plural; the
botulinum toxin is produced by a soil-
dwelling microbe, Clostridium botu-
linum, and several of its Clostridium
cousins. If soil-dwelling microbes
don’t sound particularly threatening to
you, consider this: The botulinum toxin
is the world’s most potent natural
toxin, millions of times more poiso-
nous than cyanide.

Although cases of foodborne botu-
lism are rare in the United States these
days, they do still pccur. Botulinum
toxin occurs in seven different forms,
known as serotypes A through G,

although serotypes A and B are the cul-

prits in about 90 percent of the food-
borne botulism cases in the United
States. (Botulism is the reason why
your mother warned you to never, ever
eat food from a can that’s dented,
swollen or-heaven forbid-leaking.)

Botulinum is a protein that acts like
a neurotoxin, interfering with the neu-
rological system that otherwise trans-
mits vital signals throughout your
body. In particular, it can cut off normal
messaging to muscles, causing paraly-
sis. Worst-case scenario: The toxin par-
alyzes the muscles of your diaphragm
and you die of suffocation.

Unfortunately, there is no federally
approved vaccine against botulinum.
An injection of horse antiserum can
help remove the toxin from your
bloodstream, but that treatment can
cause serious side effects,

What can you do about this food-
borne horror? Happily, it’s actually
pretty simple; in most cases, the botu-
linum toxin in food can be inactivated
by routine cooking.

As you might imagine with such a
formidable foe, detecting botulinum
toxin hasn’t been all that easy in the
past. The *‘gold standard” has been a
test that requires the use of laboratory
mice and takes at least four days to
complete—-and eight days is even better.
Also, that test isn’t portable, and it def-
initely isn’t economical.

That's where the ARS scientists
have come to the rescue. They've
developed a new and improved test for
detecting botulinum toxin serotype A.
The new test is based on laboratory-
built molecules, known as monoclonal
antibodies, that can bind to the toxin.

Monoclonal antibodies that bind to
serotype A toxin aren’t new. But the
ones that the ARS scientists have
developed may be the most sensitive
yet produced, because they're capable
of detecting the toxin in minuscule
amounts.

The ARS scientists have formatted
these antibodies into a test that’s 10
times more sensitive than the test
