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Bishop back iri court for heat1ng

PRESTONSBURG - Two nev. 
orders were is~ued Wednesday in the 
newly opened case against Dwayne 
Earl Bishop, the Floyd County man 
convicted in 2005 of killing hi:­
estranged :wife. 

Bishop was sentenced fo life in 

prison following an eight-day long 
trial. after which he was found guilty of 
murdering his wife. Carolyn Bishop. 
five years earlier in 2000. 

Bishop was orden:d to be transport­
ed to the Floyd County Detention 
Center from the Little Sandy 
Correctional Complex in Sandy Hook 
and will next see a status hearing in hi 
nc\\ly opened case on April 24. 

Bishop was given a new trial based 
on the denial of a motion asking that 
the 49-year-old be allowed to act as co­
counsel in his case. He contended that 
his counsel at the time of his trial, 
Harolyn Howard. should have been 
disqualified because she was expected 
to be called a a material w itness in the 
case. 

Floyd County Circuit Judge John 

David Caudill denil.!d the motion, a 
decision the Supreme Court has now 
agreed was in error. 

At the time, Caudill went on record 
as saying that Bishop could either con­
tinue as his own counsel or have full 
counsel representing him, but that there 
were no laws giving him the right to act

Former Magofftn official 
guilty of porn, enticement

PIKEVILLE - A former deputy 
judge-executive in Magoffin 
County will receive at least I 0 

· years in prison after admitting in 
federal court Wednesday that he 
used a computer to entice a minor 
to engage in sexual activity. 

According to a release provided 
by the United States Attorney's 
Office for the Eastern District of 
Kentucky. Walter Edward Hardin, 
28, admitted that he communicated 
online with an individual that he 
believed l<l be a 14-}ear-old female 
cheerleader from Lextngton. 
Hardin was actually chatting with 

an undercover officer with the 
Kentucky State Police Electronic 
Crime Branch who was posing us 
the teenage cheerleader in a · chat 
room. 

Hardin also admitted that he 
engaged in sexually explicit chats 
with a person he thought \\>a. a 
teenage cheerleader. including 
making arrangements to meet at an 
agreed upon location in Lexington 
for the purpose of having sexual 
intercourse. pon arriving at the 
location, Hardin was arrested ·by 
detectives with the Kentucky State 
Police Electronic Crime Branch 
and found to be in possession of 
two condoms_ 

Hardin reportedly admitted that 

his work computer. which officer 
seized after executing a search war­
rant at the Magoflin County Judge­
Executive's office, con tamed 
approximately 14 videos and seYer­
al hundred photograph of children 
under the age of 18 engaged in sex­
ually explicit acts. According to the 
relea e, some of the children were 
as young as 4 years old. 

Hardin pleaded guilty to one 
coum of enticement and one count 
of receipt of child pornography. 

The case against Hardin was 
brought on as part of the the 
Eastern District's efforts pur ·uant 
to ProjecL Safe Childhood. a

Grand jury hands down loiig list of indictments

PRESTONSBURG - There were 
40 indictments handed down 
Wednesday in Floyd County, including 
two indictmenL'l against a woman who 
wi ll now face 33 counts of theft by 
deception for allegedly cashing bad 
checks at a local gas station over a peri­
od of two weeks and another who 
allegedly forged checks from the office 
of local attorney Ned Pillersdorf. 

Michelle Rowe, 40, of Allen, was 
indicted on 33 counts alleging . he 

cashed bad checks al a Speedway store 
between Sept. 2 and Sept. 1 5 of this 
year. 

Tara ~1. John.-nn, 26, of Heaver, was 
indicted Wednesday on 20 total counts 
of theft by unlawful taking or disposi­
tion and second-degree forgery. 

The indictment alleges thut Johnson 
forged checks valued at $300 or more 
on eight separate occasions over the 
cour:-e of three months from Oct. I, 
2008 to Jan. 5. 2009. 

The remaining 12 counts of the 
indictment are for second-degree for­
gery when Johnson allegedly forged 

the name of Penny Gray on the account 
of Ned Piller. dorf on the checks. 

Also included in the round of indict­
ments was a superced tng mdictment 
against Jes e H. Dulaney. 25, of 
Banner. 

Dulaney was indicted in October of 
Ia t year for murder, five counts of 
criminal attempt to commit murder, 
posse ion of a handgun by a convicted 
felon and one count of persistent felony 
offender. 

According to the commonwealth's 
attorney's office, on Aug. 5 ofla ' t year, 
the Orchard Branch resident was 

allegedly one of several individual 
involved in what has been called an 
apparent drive-by shooting at Allen. 

It i alleged that Dulaney was the 
driver of the vehicle in which Sail) B. 
Vance, 30, of Prestonsburg. was a pas­
enger. Vance was shot during the 

epi ode and later died at the University 
of Kentucky Chandler Medical Center.

. upply ck:arly is in need of strl!ngth~ning. In th~ past year, 
we have . cen a 17- tat~ outbreak of salmonella that sick­
ened 1',300 people, and contaminated peanut butter products 
that sickened more than 700 people. Public health experts 
e timatc that each year about 76 million Americans ar~ 
ickened by contaminated. food, and aoout 5,000 die. The 

question now is, what hould he done about it? 
La..,L week, Prc~i<.lent Obama indicated he plans to 

get serious about food satCty by nominating two consumer­
oriented physicians, Margaret A. Hamburg and Joshua 
Sharfstein, to head the Food aml Drug Administration. 
Hamburg, a former New York City health commissioner · 
who was nominated as the agency's commissioner, is a 
respected expert in public health and. safety. Sharfstdn, the 
current Baltimore health commissioner who. i r confirmed, 
would be principal deputy commissioner, Jed the clfort to 
limit the marketing of over-the counter cough and cold 
remedic for children. 

In addition to the appointment. , Obama announced 
the creation of a panel. headed by the secretmics of Health 
and Human Services and Agricullllrc, to examine ways to 
streamline food safety procedures, and he ao;;ked for $1 bil­
lion in new funding to increase the number of food inspec­
tions. Thiny-1ive years.ago, the FDA inspected about half 
the nation's toad processing planl'l. La'>\ year, only 7,000 of 
the nearly 150,000 plants were inspected. Companies can 
hire private inspectors, whkh is what Peanut Corp .. the 
Georgia company . aid to be responsible for the peanut but­
ter contamination, did. But these inspectors arc paid by the 
companie they arc inspecting, creating an obvious conflict 
of interest and. demonstrably, an ineffective system. 

In another recent food safety-related announcement. 
Obama's agriculture secretary, Tom Vilsack, said that 
"downer carrie" --those that cannm walk -- would b~ 
banned completely from slaughter. Thi. toughens meat­
packing standards imposed after the Humane Society la~t 
year relca ed film taken in a Chino, Calif., slaughterhouse 
showing downed animat... being movl:d to slaughter and 
added to our meat supply. 

Separate from admini . tration c1Tm1s. Congress i. 
debating two different ways to incrcao.;c l{lOd safety. One is 
to increa.~e the oversight responsibilities of the ~DA, 
including giving it the ability to recall rood .. which it now 
does not have. The other is to create a separate agency 
responsible solely for food safety. Under current law, a 
d07en federal agencies, including the FDA ru1d the 
Department or Agriculture, are responsible for toad inspec­
tion in the United State and abroad. 

With growing numb~rs of the food and grocery 
industry behind new food-safety rules, now is a perfect 
time for Congress and the administration to work together 
make the nation's food supply sa1cr.

The most fru'itiating aspect of cer­
vical cancer i'> that it is almost com­
pletdy preventable. Expens know that 
11 I" caused hy "high-nsk" types of a 
common mrecuon · the human papil­
lomavlrus. or HPY. And we now ha•e 
availahlc prevcnt1ve technologies, 
includmg the Pap test. the HPV test 
and the HPV vaccmc. to help o;top th1s 
disease 10 its tracks. 

De pite these advance!>. why are <>o 
many womt:n till dying? There are 
two key problems. · 

l 'irst, women need acces~ to 
screening. In tbe U.S , approximately 
half of all cl.!rvical cancer case arc in 
w(lmen who have nc,·cr heen 
screened. Minority women and those 
with lower incomes are les likely to 
have acces~ to creening program 
and consequently, are afll!cted by cer­
vical cancer at higher rates. 

Second. women need to know what 
technologies ar~.: available and appro­
priate for them. At around age 21. 
women sbuuld get screened with the 
Pap tl.!st, the Lradnional way to screen 
for cervical cancer. When women 
reach 30, they hould get an HPV tc. t 
along wnh then Pap. 1l1e 

young \\Omen aged 9 to 26, and 
another vaccmc h under FDA review. 
Both vaccines have been shown to be 
I 00 percent effective - in women not 
[lrcviously 111fecteJ - at preventing 
infecuon from the two HPV type that 
cau~c 70 percent of all cervical can­
cers. Importantly. women who have 
heen vaccinated still need to be 
screened regularly. 

Having advanced technologie , 
however. is nor enough. Every woman 
and gul must be informed about and 
have access to these preventive meth­
od . In January of this year, my organ­
ization, Tamika & Fncnd , Inc .. along 
with several other leading advocacy 
groups, launched the U.S. Pearl of 
Wl'>dmn Campaign to Prevent 
Cervical Cancer. a united. global 
effort to help ensure that women and 
girl everywhere know about and 
have access to lifesaving cervical can­
cer prnention tools.

of Americans between the ages of I 8 
and 29 had tattoos. Considering the 
enormous popularity of tattoos. relat­
ed medical complications arc rela­
tively uncommon. 

Professional tattoo parlors use a 
machine to quickly pierce the skin 
and simultaneously inject permanent 
dye. Because the needle pierces the 
skin - the body's largest protective 
barrier - tattooing can introduce 
bactena, presenting a risk for infec­
tion. Symptoms of skin infection may 
include redness, welling and pus­
like dramagc. 

Secondly, if tattooing equipment 
is not sterile, 1t can also transmit 
blood-borne illnesses such as hepati­
tis, HIV/AJDS. syphilis and tubercu­
losis. The good news i that there are 
no documented ca es of anyone con­
tracting HIV or AIDS from a profes­
sional tattoo, according to the Centers 
for Disea e Control. Reports of other 
blood-borne illnesse linked to tat­
toos point mostly to non-professional 
tattoos and tattoos predating the 20th 

universal precautions are taken: 
equipment should be sterilized, fresh 
needles should be used for every 
client, and the artists should not only 
wear new gloves for each client but 
also wash their hands before donning 
the gloves. You or your daughter may 
even want to watch the artists give a 
tattoo. Any licen ed, profe sional 
parlor <;hould be happy to share their 
standards with you. 

As for the MRI (magnetic reso­
nance imaging), since some tattoo 
dyes contain iron oxide or other mag­
netic metals (newer dyes typically do 
not). there have been reports of tem­
porary warmth or redness in tattooed 
areas of the skin followmg an MRI 
Thi" is rarely a problem. and the ben­
efits of undergoing a medically 
advised MRI grt:atly outweigh any 
risks. Patients should point out any 
tattoos to the radiologist or technician 
before undergoing an MRI. Should 

So medically speaking. T cannot 
give any reason why your daughter 
~hould not gel a tattoo from a 
licensed, reputable parlor. The best 
reason to not get a tattoo is regret A 
2006 study found that more than 50 
percent of people with tattoos later 
regretted having the procedure done.' 
Perhaps you can write back when 
your daughter wants the tattoo 
removed, and J will do another col­
umn on that subject.
