Eight of the crashes
involved motor vehicles
and nine of the 11 victims
were not wearing seat
belts. Single-fatality crash-
es occurred in Boone,
Boyd, Clay, Hancock,
Madison and Owen coun-
ties.

A double-fatality motor
# vehicle crash occurred in
Carroll County and the
suspected use of alcohol
was a factor in that crash.

A triple-fatality motor
vehicle crash occurred in
Boone County involving a
package delivery truck and
a pickup truck on U.S. 42
at Miller Owens Road.

Two pedestrian crashes
occurred in Fleming and
Jefferson counties.

Through Nov. 22, pre-
liminary statistics indicate
that 687 people have lost
their lives on Kentucky
roadways during 2009.
® This is 33 fewer fatalities
than reported for the same
time period in 2008.

There were 553 motor
vehicle fatalities and 307
of those victims were not
wearing seat belts. Thirty-
five pedestrians and 5 -
bicyclists have been killed.
Seventy-eight fatalities
involved a motorcycle and
fifteen fatalities involved
an ATV, Sixty-nine crashes
involved a commercial
motor vehicle. A total of
145 fatalities have resulted
from crashes involving the

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County still paying Southern’s bond

PRESTONSBURG - An old itch
has resurfaced for county leaders and it
came during a special-called session
Tuesday morning.

During the meeting, Floyd Judge-
Executive R.D. “Doc” Marshall
offered for approval a twice-annual
bond payment of more than $54,000 on

behalf of Southern Water and Sewer
District.

The utility company went before the
fiscal court this past May and
explained that they could not make the
payments, forcing county leaders to
stand in for the obligation or risk resi-
dents losing water.

The payment, totaling $54,151, was
made during that meeting and Southern
Water representatives told the court

they would soon be able to make the
payments on their own.

“That’s what they told us then,”
Magistrate Donny Daniels  said
Tuesday. “I remember them saying that
they would be able to pay.”

One point of much concern for
Daniels, as well as Magistrates Ronnie
Akers, Jackie Edford Owens and John
Goble, was that Southern Water recent-
ly implemented a rate increase.

Now, county leaders are now won-
dering why the utility company can
still not afford to make its own bopd
payment.

At the time the problem was ﬁrst
brought up, Floyd County Attorney
Keith Bartley called it a classic * ‘Catch-
22 situation.

“Even though fatalities
have decreased, we must
remain vigilant in bringing
awareness to all drivers, the
importance of exercising safe
driving habits,” said Jude.
“These needless deaths are
tragic and preventable.”

An additional focus this
holiday season is promoting
awareness between motorists
and truck drivers about sharing
the road. Lieutenant Colonel
Mitch Bailey, Division
Director for KSP Commercial
Vehicle Enforcement, encour-
ages motorists and truck driv-
ers to respect each other on the
road.

“Trucks need extra time
and more space to change
lanes or come to a complete
stop,” said Bailey. “Giving
trucks the room they need can
prevent crashes and save lives.
With increased holiday traffic,
sharing the road safely is every
driver’s responsibility.”

KSP urges all motorists to
protect themselves and their
fellow travelers by following
basic safe driving tips:

Sleep
deprivation and fatigue can
cause lapses in attention,
slowed awareness and
impaired judgment.

B Don’t tailgate. Use the
“three-second rule” to deter-
mine if you are following a
vehicle to closely. To do this,
first select a fixed object on the
road ahead such as a sign, tree
or overpass. When the vehicle
ahead of you passes the object,
slowly count “one-one thou-
sand, two-one thousand, three-
one thousand.” If you reach
the object before completing
the scount, you are following
too close.

House week
in review

Kentucky just can’t seem to get
away from budget cuts.

After being required to fill a nearly
$1 billion hole in last year’s budget
with federal stimulus dollars, state
fund transfers and Kentucky’s fifth
round of budget cuts since 2007, state
lawmakers had hoped we were done
making painful cuts. We followed the
financial reports and heard about a
turnaround in the national economy,
increasing consumer confidence, ris-
ing home sales. We were hopeful.

Now we will have to hope for bet-
ter days ahead, because the turn-
around we wanted has not come
quickly enough to Kentucky. State
officials expect more budget cuts-pos-
sibly as deep as six percent for some
agencies-will be needed to address an
approximately $160 million shortfall
in the state budget this fiscal year.
Within the next week, most state
agencies have been asked to provide
the state Budget Director’s Office
with plans explaining how a possible
six-percent cut would affect their pro-
grams and workforce. Several other
agencies, including state universities,
funding for K-12 education, prosecu-
tors and public defenders, Medicaid
and mental health, would be exempt
from possible cuts as in past budget
cycles.

The possible cuts are not a com-
plete surprise. An independent group
of economists that makes economic
forecasts for the state each year told us
months ago that Kentucky’s economic
growth was not as strong as growth of
the national economy. Still, we held
on to the hope that the economy
would improve. It could improve yet-
the same group of economists meets

again in December to revise its fore-
cast-but state budget officials are not
counting on any miracles.

What the budget shortfall we now
face tells us is the economy hasn’t
improved much at all-at least not to
the point that state General Fund rev-
enues for the first quarter of fiscal
year 2010 exceeded General Fund
revenue from the first quarter of FY
2009.

General Fund receipts for the first
quarter of FY 2010 were down across
the board compared to receipts from
FY 2009, with the exception of rev-
enues from cigarette sales and a slight
rise in lottery receipts. Those funds
helped, but they could not do what the
Budget Director’s Office described as
preserving ‘‘positive General Fund
growth in the first quarter.”

A summary of the FY 2010 first-
quarter revenue report released last
month by the State Budget Director’s
Office spells out the revenue decrease
in stark percentages, beginning with a
5.6 percent decrease in overall
General Fund receipts over the past
three months. The decrease was the
third consecutive quarterly decline in
the fund, the report states, while rev-
enue in the state Road Fund fell by 3
percent-the sixth consecutive quarter-
ly decline for that fund.

Looking only at the General Fund,
we see in the report that the first quar-
ter ended with a lack of revenue from
individual income and sales taxes-rev-
enue sources that make up about 3/4
of the state’s General Fund revenue.
Revenue from individual income tax
and the sales tax, which depends on
employment and wage growth,
decreased by 7.1 percent and 7.7 per-
cent respectively.

I would like those revenues to pick

up by the end of this fiscal year, but
new budget projections from the
Budget Director’s Office that predict
FY 2010 will end with a $160 million
shortfall make such a swift turnaround

unlikely. Instead we are told in the
report that the depth of the current
recession makes “a clean, robust and
immediate recovery appear(s) rather
unlikely.”

For business, this means a contin-
ued slump in production and employ-
ment. For state agencies, it could
mean more budget cuts for agencies
that have, in some cases, already had
their budgets cut by almost 20 percent
since early 2008.

Is there any good news in all this?
A little. The Budget Director’s Office
tells us that the nation is expected to
experience gross domestic product
growth of 0.5 percent in the final three
quarters of the fiscal year, ending a
recent decline in national production.
That will unfortunately come after’ a
continued slide in employment that
will likely cost the nation another 3
million jobs by next summer, but life
will begin to look up and Kentucky’s
economy, as well as the nation’s, will
continue to recover.

“Production  will eventually
increase, excess capacity will be
worked through, and higher sustained
demand for goods and services will
trigger a period of employment and
business investment,” the Budget
Director’s Office reports. It just will
not happen, during the last three quar-
ters of FY 2010.

I will keep you informed of all pro-
posals on how to handle the current
shortfall, whether it be using a portion
of the $485 million left in federal
stimulus funds to reduce the deficit or
some other method. And 1 will keep
hoping for a better forecast in
December. Either way, we must be
prepared.

Let me take a moment to wish you
and yours a wonderful Thanksgiving
and the best of holiday seasons, and
thank you for allowing me to serve
you in Frankfort.

Whatever the reason,
motorists need to be careful.

Stevie Slone,
superintendent at the Phelps
Maintenance facility, said deer
totaled two motorists’ cars on
Upper Johns Creek just last
week. The biggest problem,
however, seems to be in
Johnson, where one day' last
week a state pickup truck was
seen with nine deer carcasses
at one time.

“We bury them,” Hill said,
“but that’s not the problem.
Deer can do tremendous dam-
age to a vehicle and people
need to be cautious.
Headlights blind them for a
few seconds and then they
often jump right at your truck.
It’s not that you hit the deer,
usually the deer hits you, so
it’s hard to get out of their way.
We just want people to realize
there are more out there than
usual right now. . Everyone
needs to be alert and drive a
little more slowly, especially at
daybreak and twilight.”

Pikeville College to become
tobacco-free campus

PIKEVILLE — To promote
the health and well-being of
students, faculty and staff and
visitors to campus, President
Paul Patton announced last
week Pikeville College’s plans
to become a tobacco-free cam-
pus by the fall of 2010.

The college’s initiative
coincided with the American
Cancer Society’s “Great

American Smokeout™ on Nov.
(- 19. The new policy has been
endorsed by the Pikeville

all partially enclosed areas
such as covered walkways,

between buildings and exterior
stairways and  landings.
Smoking is currently prohibit-
ed in all Pikeville College
buildings, including residence
halls.

“Pikeville College, like col-
leges and universities across
the nation, has made the
choice to become a tobacco-
free campus,” said Patton. “We
believe this policy will pro-
mote wellness and provide our
students and employees with a
safe and healthy environ-
ment.”

Research findings show
that tobacco use in general,
including smoking and breath-
ing secondhand smoke, consti-
tutes a significant health haz-

ard. In addition to causing
direct health hazards, smoking
contributes to institutional
costs in other ways, including
fire damage, cleaning and
maintenance costs, and costs
associated with employee
absenteeism, health care, and
medical insurance.

Statistics show that more
than 400,000 Americans die
each year as a result of smok-
ing. Countless more suffer
physical impairments because
of their addiction to tobacco.
Recognizing this, Pikeville
College is offering programs
to help students, faculty and
staff stop using tobacco prod-
ucts.

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EVERYBODY’S SCIENCE
Nature’s secret
assassins

Whoever coined the phrase "It's a
jungle out there" wasn't talking just
about ... well, the jungle.

We all know about little fish being
eaten by bigger fish, insects going
after plants, and sometimes even
campers becoming canapés for griz-
zlies. But did you realize that plants
are actually out there poisoning each
other?

Before you decide to hide under
your bed for the foreseeable future, let
me offer some reassurance: Thig
"plant assassin" situation can be a pos-
itive thing! And it involves some quite
surprising players -- such as sweet-
potatoes.

No, I'm not about to advise you to
give up sweetpotatoes; far from it, in
fact. Sweetpotatoes are one of
Nature's treasure chests, packed with

health-boosting carotenoids, vitamin

C, potassium and fiber.

They're also packed with high lev-
els of protective phenolic compounds
called "caffeoylquinic acids" (don't
worry, there won't be a spelling test
later!). These compounds, known for
their antioxidant activity, are found in
lots of plants, although the levels vary
widely.

A group of Agricultural Research
Service (ARS) scientists set out
recently to measure the caffeoylquinic
acid levels in sweetpotatoes. They
evaluated the levels of four different

types of caffeoylquinic acids in just 16 :

sweetpotato varieties from the United
States, Brazil and Africa. They also
studied the levels of these acids in big-
root morningglory, which is an annoy-
ing weedy sweetpotato relative with
roots that can weigh more than 60
pounds.

The team found measurable
amounts of all four types of caf-
feoylquinic acid in all the sweetpota-
toes they tested, with the highest lev-
els just below the potatoes' skin.
Levels were intermediate in the sweet-
potato's interior, and lowest in the
skin,

Even better, the scientists found
that three of the compounds they test-
ed helped protect the sweetpotato
against a fungus called Rhizopus soft
rot, which infects sweetpotatoes by
invading through breaks in the pota-
to's peel. All of the caffeoylquinic
acids helped the sweetpotatoes fight
back against plant-infecting bacteria,
and one inhibited another infectious
plant fungus called Fusarium solani.

Even though the study only looked
at 16 sweetpotato varieties, there was
a big variation in the caffeoylquinic
levels found in the study. The scien-
tists' thinking is that if they spread out
their search in bigger sweetpotato
germplasm collections, they're likely
to find varieties that have even higher
levels of these beneficial acids -- and
an even greater capacity for sweet-
potatoes to protect themselves against
bacteria and fungi that aim to literally
snatch the food from our mouths!

Another plant that's up to some-
thing naughty -- but-nice in fields is
rye -- yes, as in "a pocketful of ... "

Organic farmers are big fans of rye
because it suppresses weeds without
herbicides. ARS scientists say the
"how" is simple enough: If rye is
planted in the fields in the fall or win-
ter, then cut down and flattened in
those fields in the spring, the rye
stalks block sunlight and prevent
weed seeds in the soil from getting the
light they need to germinate. Rye's
root systems also capture nutrients in
the soil and help hold soil in place so
it doesn't run off in the first (or second
or third) good rainfall.

But rye's ability to stop weeds
seemed to be more than just mechani-
cal (smothering the seeds), so the ARS
scientists investigated further.

They raised rye in test plots, killed
it with herbicide, and then either
buried it shallowly in the soil or left it
lying on top. Then they planted pig-
weed and lettuce in that soil and took
soil samples weekly. Finally, they
extracted organic material from the

Well if you have
a jewelry box or lock box full of gold
or a coffee can full of old coins you
should be according to Ohio Valley
Refinery spokesperson John Miller
“The gold and silver markets have not
been this strong for over 30 years™ said
Miller. Typically when the U.S. dollar
is weak and the economy is flat gold
and silver markets soar. “That’s good
news if you are sctting on a few gold
necklaces or an old class ring” says
Miller.

Starting Tuesday at 9am and
every day this week through Saturday
the Ohio Valley Refinery is setting
up a satellite refinery night here in
Pikeville at the Hampton Inn. During
their 5 day stay anyone can bring gold,
silver or platinum items and turn them
in for immediate payment, explains
John Miller. “Just about everybody
has some amount of gold or silver just
lying around collecting dust and this
week anybody can sell theirs direct to
our refinery. Typically selling direct
to a refinery is reserved for larger
wholesale customers like jewelry
stores, pawn shops, and laboratories”
says Miller. “We are changing how
business is done” he explains “we
want to do business with everybody
so we took our business to the streets™.

gold jewelry to sterling silver flatware
sets to old coins. I think during this
bad e¢onomy everybody can use extra
money but most people say they are
taking advantage of selling direct to
our refinery because of the higher
prices we pay”. '

During this speeial event anyone
is welcome to bring all types of gold,
silver and platinum to the refinery
and turn it in for instant payment. The
types of items they will accept include
all gold jewelry, gold coins, gold
ounces, dental gold, old coins made
before 1965 including Silver Dollars,
halves, quarters and dimes, anything
marked “sterling” including flat ware
sets, tea pots, silver bars, silver ounces
and all industrial precious metals.

Got Coin? It might be just the
time to cash in. This weck starting
Tuesday and continuing through
Saturday the International Collectors
Association in conjunction with the
Ohio Valley Gold & Silver Refinery
will be purchasing all types of silver
and gold coins direct from the public.
All types are welcome and the event
is free.

Collectors will be on hand to
identify and sort your coins. Then the
quality or grade will be determined.
The better the grade the more they are
worth according to collectors I talked
to. With the silver and gold markets
high prices of older coins are too. Any
coins minted before 1965 in the U.S.
are 90% silver except nickels and
pennies.

The coins worth is determined
by the rarity and the grade. Old silver
dollars are worth a great premium
right now even well worn heavy
circulated ones are bringing good
premiums. Franklin and Kennedy
halves, Washing ton quarters,
Mercury and Roosevelt dimes are
all worth many times the face value.
While older types like Seated Liberty,
Standing Liberties, and Barber coins
are worth even more.

Gold coins are really worth a
lot right now according to Brian
Eades of the International Collectors
Association. This country didn’t start
minting coins until 1792 says Eades.
Before that people would trade
goods using gold dust and nuggets.
Some shop keepers would take more
gold than needed to pay for items
purchased. There was no uniform

system of making change.

The government opened the first
mints and began distributing the
coins in 1792, By the beginning of
the 19th century coins and paper
currency were wide spread and our
monetary system was here to stay. In
1933 Roosevelt required all banking
institutions to turn in all gold coins.

Once all banks turned in this gold
the president raised the gold standard
from $20.00 per ounce to $33.00
per ounce. This was his way of
stimulating the economy during the
great depression. However gold coins
were never redistributed after the
recall. Not all gold coins were turned
in. Many folks during that time didn’t
completely trust the government and
choose to keep;their gold.

These gold. coins are sought
after co[luctorsf,%ay and bring many
times the face villue. Any gold coins
with the mint mgrks of CC, D or O
will bring nice premiums. Collectors
at the event will be glad to show
you where 'to look. Other types of
coins will also be purchase including
foreign cdins, Indian head cents, two
cent picces,  half dimes, three cent
pieces and buffalo nickels to name a
few.

Collectors warn people against
trying to ¢lean their coins as

significant damage can be done and
the coins value lessened.
