• missed three counter­
claims filed by the defen­
dants that alleged the law 
was vague and violated 
the separation of powers 
and due process clauses. 

The Office of the 
Attorney General filed suit 
against Marathon and 
Speedway SuperAmerica 
in May 2007 under 
Kentucky's anti-price­
gouging statute. General 
Conway sought a ruling 
from Franklin Circuit Court 
after the defendants chal­
lenged the constitutionali­
ty of the law. In upholding 
the state's price-gouging 
'statute, Judge Wingate 
noted that Kentucky has a 
legitimate interest in pro­
tecting consumers from 
unjustified price spikes 
during a declared state of 
emergency and that the 
statute provides adequate 
notice to businesses who 
must obey it. 

The Office of the 
Attorney General is seek­
ing $89 million in dam­
ages plus penalties from 
Marathon and Speedway 
SuperAmerica for alleged 
price-gouging. No trial 

•date has been set.

homicide in connection to the death of 
his wife, 28-year-old Isabel Mock. 

the early morning hours on his wife in the neck.''

PRESTONSBURG - A man 
charged with murder during the 
Thanksgiving holiday last year, after 
his wife was killed during a domestic 
dispute in Maytown, pleaded guilty 
Friday to a lesser charge. 

The charge carrie~ a 5-ycar ~en­
tence, but if probated, Mock could be 
released from custody. He has been 
jailed since November. 

Police were called to the couple's 
home in Maytown just before 3 a.m. by 
Mock himself, who had called the dis­
patcher at the Kentucky State Police 
Post 9 in Pikeville after the shooting. 

Mock, who was originally charged 
with murder in the ca~e. insisted then 
that the shooting was in self-defense, 
contending his wife had attacked him 
with a knife during a domestic alterca­
tion. Isabel Mock was shot and killed in

PIKEVILLE - An inmate 
at the United States 
Penitentiary at Big Sandy was 
sentenced Monday to more 
than eight years in federal 
prison for violent assault 
against another inmate at the 
facility. 

Manuel Cardoza, 29, origi­
nally of Dorchester, Mass., 
was sentenced to I 00 months 
in pri on by U.S. District 
Court Judge Amul Thapar 
Monday following an incident 

that happened in 2008. 
In· December, Cardoza 

attacked another inmate from 
behind while he walked in a 
pri on housing unit. Cardoza 
knocked his fellow inmate to 
the floor and repeatedly 
jumped with both feet on his 
head, federal prosecutors said 
after his sentencing Monday. 

Evidence at the trial estab­
lished that Cardoza's victim 
was left partially paralyzed, 
having suffered permanent and 
life-threatening injuries.

It was 'ith her memory in mind 
that I recently filed legi lation that 
would provide help for women who 
are at risk of being abu ed or killed. 
My bill gives judges the authority to 
require offenders to wear electronic 
monitors. 

The goal is to give victims "a fight­
ing chance" if an offender breached 
the protective areas listed in a domes­
tic-violence order. About 15 state , 
including Ohio and lllinoi , already 
have adopted similar Jaw·, and an 
estimated 5.000 people are currently 
required to wear monitors. 

These monitors have proven effec­
tive in plher legal malters in most 
states, including Kentucky. for such 
things as home incarceration or to 
ensure that tho e on parole do not vio­
late the tenns of their release. Under 
my bill which will be voted on during 
the 20"1 0 Regular Session. the offend­
er would be responsible for the cost, 

House week 
in review

State employee health insurance 
open enrollment will be held from 

. Oct. 12-25 this year, so today seemed 
like a good time to go over any 
changes that active employees can 
expect from the Kentucky 
Employees· Health Plan for 2010. 

First, let us look at what will not 
change for the 2010 KEHP plan year. 
None of the current health plans has 
been discontinued, meaning 
Commonwealth Maximum Choice, 
Optimum PPO. Capitol Choice and 
the Standard PPO plans currently 
offered to employees can be selected 
for 2010. Also, like last year. all 
active employees must enroll for the 
upcoming plan year either online or 
by paper application to receive health 
benefits next year, preferably by 
enrolling online (you should have 
received or will receive 'your enroll­
ment ID and password in the mail in 
separate envelopes) while all retirees 
except KCTCS retirees should get 
their insurance applications and rates 
from the state retirement systems. 
AJso, active employees in tbe state 
health insurance group can still expect 
to pay premiums well below the 
national benchmark, since premium~ 
have only increased around 7 percent 
annua11y. inee January ·2006. 

The lowest cost non-smoker plan 
will still be the Standard PPO, which 
requires no premium contribution 
from single employees and has the 

expected to be $7 to $14 per day. The 
state of the art electronic monitors use 
advanced wireless and GPS technolo­
gies to provide a real-time location for 
offenders.

The 
Domestic Violence Association han­
dled more than 30,000 calls last year, 
and more than 3,600 people, almost 
entirely women and children, sought 
security in one of our l 5 domestic­
violence shelters. Nationwide, one 
study showed that victim lose more 
than $2 million every day because 
they are either too afraid to go to work 
or can't work because of injuries. 

There were 25,000 emergency pro­
tective order~ and more than J 1,000 
domestic violence orders (DVOs) 
granted by judges last year, according 
to Kentucky State Police. DVOs, 
which are longer-lasting versions of 
emergency protective orders. were 
first authorized by the General 
Assembly in 1984. 

1 am proud that the Gener:ll 
Assembly has taken steps in recent

State employees and 
school board employee. as well a 
certain local health department or 
quasi-governmental agency employ­
ees are eligible to participate in an 
FSA, 1.vhich allows employees to pay 
less income and Social Security taxes. 
Eligible, active employees choosing 
to waive health insurance with the 
state will ·till receive $17 5 per month 
(up to $2,100 o yean fmm their 
employer in a Health Reimbursement 
Account (HRA) for reimbursement of 
qualified medical expen es . Funds 
remaining in the HRA account at 
year's end will roll over LO the next 
year for employees who continue to 
waive health Insurance coverage or 
continue to select the health plan for 
which an HRA is offered. 

Now, let us look at what will 
change. While basic coverage won't 
change, some cosrs have been reduced 
while other costs will rise. First, 
employee premiums for Parent Plus, 
Couple and Family coverage under 
the Standard PPO plan have been 
reduced, with significant reductions

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Report finds low-income families struggle 
to access affordable, good-quality child care 

LOUISVILLE - A ,rudy 
elcased last week by the 

National Women's Law Center 
on child care policies reveals 
that between February of 2008 
nnd February of 2009 more 
states made cuts in much need­
ed child care assistance than 
improvement .

-period of time, usually after 
receiving cash benefits for 24 
mbnths, you can also receive 
Medicare coverage. 

When you work and pay 
Social Security taxes, you earn 
credits. The number of credits 
you need to qualify for disabil­
ity benefits depend on your 
age, and some of the work 
rnust be recent.

31, you need to have worked at 
least I 0 years and tive of the 
past 10 years.

them to shoot something"

Casey Begley, a 13-ycar-old 
who took· her firq deer last 
fall, . ays the best thing about 
being in the '"oods is 'penu­
ing time with her dad Her 
advice for adults'1 Be patit-nt 
with young hunter!>. 

"Help them,'' she ~aid "If 
they don't haYe a good hold 
on the gun. help them hold the 
gun up.''

other hunters can, sht:''s still 
able to enJOY the fun and 
excitement of hunting. She 
encomages all kids. especial- .

Yes, it's a clever, catchy saying ... 
but there's a lot to think about in those.':. 
four words, and it goes beyond just 
''patroni7.e the local farmer's market ~ 

when you think of it." One big ques- f,',,,':. fi tion--and it's one that the scientists of 
the Agricultural Research Service 
(ARS) are trying to answer -- is, can 

we actually feed ourselves locally? ~ •••• ,_ 
Are there regions of the country where 
we've lost that capability? It' a sober­
ing subject. 

ARS scientists are part of a team --

which also includes the Massachusetts i,'',,,',,,'•,,_ 

Institute of Technology, Tufts 
University, Iowa State University, 
Cornell University, and Penn State, 
plus other USDA agencies -- that's 
compiling all sorts of county-level 
data, from Maine to Virginia, on data 
such as weather, soil types, fertilizer 
u<;e, land availability, water availabili-

• ty, projected changes in climate, and 
even suitability of the land for a~ricul-
ture. 

The idea is to ultimately build a 
map that shows where, along the 
nation's East Coast, people would 
have the opportunity to buy locally 
produced food -- and where they 
wouldn't. After all, between 2002 and 
2007, som~ 911 ,000 acres of farmJand 
along the Eastern Seaboard was taken 
out of agncultural production to make 
way for housing, shops and other 
development. 

Right now. we're fed by all parts of 
the country -- and low fuel costs have 
played a big role in that. Strawberries 
from California in the midst of win­
ter? No problem! Grapes from 
halfway across the world, still at a rea­
sonable price? They're there waiting 
for you, whenever you're ready to pick 
them up. More than 65 percent of the 
vegetables, and 80 percenr of the fruit, 
consumed along the Eastern Seaboard 
is produced and hauled in from orne­
where else. 

But as we saw to our great discom­
fort a while back, fuel prices can shoot 
up in the blink of an eye. We can't 
count on it always being cost-effective 
to haul berries all the way across the 
country and for those berries to be 
offered at our local supermarket for a 
price that won't send us into ''sticker 
shock" at the checkout stand. 

That's where the ARS scientists 
and their teammates come in. They 
believe that relying on strategic pro­
duction of locally grown food can 
counter the challenges of rising trans­
portation co ts, expanding popula­
tions and vanishing farmland . 

Also, expanding opportunities for 
local food production could stimulate 
rural economies and keep some small 
towns from simply "drying up and 
blowing away," as the old saying goes. 
It could also offset the risk of food 

• shortages in one area by increasing 
and diversifying local production in 
other areas. 

And -- perhaps best of all. from a 
+- purely selfish point of view-- it could 

actually give us better, more t1avorful. 
more nutritious fruits and vegetables. 
That's because our fruits and veggies 
wouldn't have to be picked so early 
and survive so much time in the back 
of a truck on their way from the farm 
to our dinner tables. If it's a shorter 
hop from the farm to the supermarket, 
we might wind up with tomatoes that 
actually taste like ... tomatoes! 

The ARS scientists are surprisingly 
optimistic about what they're likely to 
find, pointing out that the result<; could 
remind us of how remarkably fertile 
the Eastern Seaboard once was and 
could b<; again. But the big telephone 
pole lying across the road ahead is 
likely to be lost land: JUSt how many 
farm acres have disappeared under the 
latest outlet mall or mega-store, and 
how much of the soil that's left isn't 
really suitable for crop production. 

Thi · may seem like a tedious topic, 
but it's important one. If we keep 
counting on low fuel costs to keep our 
food supply affordable ... well, I don't 
think it takes a crystal ball to see

Hites attended a June meeting of the Presto¥burg City Council to 
express his concerns about smoking and why he supported the smoke-free 
workplace ordinance. 

The Prestonsburg City Council passed the ordinance in August and the 
ban on indoor smoking will officially begin on Nov. 1. Prestonsburg is con-

sidered to be the first community in Eastern Kentucky with a comprehensive 
smoke-free workpl{lce ordinance. 

According to the Univer ity of Kentucky Clean Indoor Air Partnership. 
"The youth advocates and communities were recognized for their valuable 
contributions toward working to protect all workers and community mem­
bers from secondhand smoke by educating local citizens on the dangers of 
secondhand smoke and advancing smoke-free policy in their local commu­
nities." 

The conference was created to share lessons learned from rural moke­
free conununitie and to update health advocates on the latest research con­
cerning secondhand "moke and smoke-free policie<;.

dump us. So we need to start 
planning and thinking now, as 
the ARS scientists have done, 
about how we can boost local, 
sustainable food production to 
feed ourselves in the future. 

Otherwise, as the scientists 
note, we could find ourselves 
dependent on other countries 
for our food supply -- and 
competing with other nations 
for that food. And that's an 
even scarier prospect than the 
$4-plus-per-gallon gasoline 
that rattled us so badly a while 
l>ack.
