Aoyd County is slated to receive only 6.100 vac incs 
over the course of the flu !Ieason. unles ·recent national and 
state declarations to increase the effons against the swine 
flu pandemic change that course. 

And that number becomes even more stanling when 
you take a closer look at the numbers. 

Health care workers and school-age children account 
for more than 20,000 people alone in Floyd County. 

In the past month. the county and the entire common­
wealth, a well as nation. have seen a drastic jump in the 
number of type A cases in and out of emergency room . 
Many of tho e have been lab-confirmed, while those not 
ent off for further testing are still considered and treatel:i 

as swine tlu, considering more than 90 percent will likely 
be returned positive. medical profes ionals ay. 

The Floyd County Health Department last week pro­
posed a shipment of orne 200 vaccines, the amount 
allowed. according to Director Thursa Slone. based on 
population. 

Tho e vaccines are then shipped to area hospitals an 
clinics. she said. The vaccines currently on hand at mos~ 
locations are nasaj vaccines. Injectable vaccines. wh · h, 
unlike the nasal do not deliver a direct shot of the live vi 
when administered. are expected to arrive in the county by 
November. 

However, infection control specialist arc saying that 
hospitals will not receive these injectahle forms of the vac-

It's going to require 
a mix of almost all of our 
options," including energy 
efficiency, renewable energy, 
coal carbon dioxide capture.

Concerning carbon cap­
ture. Committee Co-Chair 
Sen. Tom Jcn:;en. R-London, 
asked Andrews if captured 
carbon dioxide can dissipate 
or escape aflcr it is injected 
into the earth. Andrews said a 
majority of the gas remains 
stored under pressure. hut 
there is some "migration" of 
the gas in small quant1t1es. 

Rep. Tim Moure, R­
Elizabethtown, commented 
that humans are a point source 
of carbon dioxide through res­
piration, adding that the gas 
"is not a substance we should 
be afraid of, it is perhaps 
something we should man­
age." 

Committee Co Chair Rep. 
Jim Gooch, D-Providence, 
said the resources needed to 
produce "environmentally 
friendly" alternatives to coal 
need to be considered. "We 
heard testimony a couple 
months ago from our own 
Public Service Commission 
that ... if you take the electric­
ity we get from coal and you 
replace that with renewables, 
that it would take 26 percent 
of the nation's total renew­
abies just to replace v.hat 
Kentucky gets from coal for 
electricity." 

Andrews said Kentucky 
coal is used to produce about 
5 percent of the nation's elec­
tricity. The state produces 
about 2.3 percent of U.S. elec­
tricity from all sources.

EPA needs to give an 
I ' 

answer on permits 
The EPA's recent decision to hold up 79 surface mining 

(jlermits in Appalachia for further review, coupled with the 
current soft market demand f.or coal, is leaving many ask­
ing where states like Kentucky will be getting their energy 
aild jobs from in the future, and rightly so. 

But even more disturbing is the EPA's continued refusal 
to give anyone a clear answer as to whether or not these 
permits are suitable, and in the meantime the hold up of 
permits is actually causing some operations to close, 
according to reports for pro-coal interests. 

There is no doubt as to coal's impact on the state's econ­
omy and energy supply. Many are familiar with the oft­
cited statistic that Kentucky gleans about 90 percent of its 
eQergy from coal fired power plants utilizing coal mined 
right here in central Appalachia. Additionally, according the 
Office of Mine Safety and Licensing's 2007 annual report, 
sufface mines accounted for nearly 5.800 jobs in 29 
kentucky counties, including 885 people in Perry County 
alone, the second highest rate of employment from coal 
mining operations in the state at the time. In total, more 
fhan 16,000 people were employed in both surface and 
l:Ulderground mining operations in Kentucky during the 
same time period. 

For many, the EPA's decision to hold up - with a distinct 
possibility of declining - that many permits puts literally 
hundreds of jobs on the line. And with a lesser demand for 
coal and large stockpiles, the federal government's potep­
t.ial actions could exacerbate the already troubling issue of 
unemployment in the region. 

While we recognize the EPA's task of ensuring the wel­
fare of the environ,ment in which we; all live and must safe­
guard, we also recognize tbat ther mass halting Qf this m&ny 
permit applications is unacceptable. As Gov. Beshear noted 
in a recent letter to the EPA, companies at the very least 
deserve an answer as to whether or not they are going to be 
able to continue operating. As it is, the future of several 
operations is in the air with no apparent answer in sight. 

The fact that many of these permit applications have 
been in review for several months tells us that the EPA is in 
no hurry to give an answer, and is in effect acquiescing to 
the demands of a growing few at the expense of many 
more. 

In short, the EPA needs to release a decision on these 
permits, and the people of Appalachia, on both sides of the 
debate, should demand the same. It is in the best_ interest of 
everyone involved to know where it is we stand,• and not to 
sit in limbo for the interim.

ORDINANCE NO. 07-2009 
AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF PRESTONSBURG, 

KENTUCKY, RELATED TO THE PROTECTION OF THE 
PUBLIC HEALTH AND WELFARE BY REGULATING 

SMOKING IN PUBLIC PLACES AND PLACES OF 
EMPLOYMENT WITHIN THE CITY. 

The City of Prestonsburg has adopted an ordinance regulating smoking in public 
places and places of employment. The pertinent terms applicable to the public are 
as follows: 

1. Locations affected: all public and private venues shall be smoke free except 
the following, which are not regulated: 

A. Private residences. 
B. Private Clubs. 
C. Outdoor seating areas of restaurants and bars. 
D. Hotel rooms designated as smok1ng. 
E. Retail tobacco stores, provided that smoke will not infiltrate Into an area that 

1s otherwise regulated herein. 
2. Penalties for violation: 
A. Individuals: a fine no greater than $50 per occurrence. Persons violating shall 

be given the option to cease smoking or leave the premises, failure to do so will re­
sult in the stated fine and the person(s) shall be subject to enforcement by an agent 
of the City of Prestonsburg. 

B. Businesses: First Violation: $100 fine; Second Violation (within one year) $200 
fine; Third Violation (within one year) $300 fine, and Violations in excess of three 
within one year, the City of Prestonsburg may take action in addition to a $300 fine 
which includes revocation of the applicable business license. Businesses shall re­
quest that the violator cease smoking or leave the premises, in the event that the in­
dividual violator fails to comply, the business shall Immediately contact an 
enforcement official to compel compliance; failure to do so shall result in the stated 
fines or other action by the City of Prestonsburg. . 

3. There shall be no smoking within ten (1 0) feet of any public entrance or air 
intake device to a public or private venue. 

4. Authorized Enforcement Officials: The following agencies shall have enforce-
ment abilities under Ordinance 07-2009: 

A. Code Enforcement Officers 
B. City Police Officers 
C. Fire Department Personnel 
D. Other City officials an·d employees designated by the Mayor or City Council 

may also enforce this Ordinance. 
4. Ordinance 07-2009 shall become effective for the City of Prestonsburg on 

November 1, 2009.
