Steve Be!\hear, calling for 
the state to assume control of the prison 
on Aug. 27. four days before some 128 
female inmates were removed from lhe 
prison and sem back to Hawai1 and five 
days before the most recent indictment 
of one of the facility's guards for the 
alleged rape of an inmate.

In his letter, Stumbo said he wished 
to express his "deep concern and dis­
may regarding the inexcusable conduct 
occurring at the Otter Creek 
Correctional Center.·· 

"lt is clear that professionalism is 
severely lacking on the part of the pri­
vate company being paid taxpayer dol­
lars to perform this critical societal 
function ," Stumbo wrote Beshear. 
''The documented case of sexual 

assault and allegations of rape taking 
place at Otter Creek have cast 
Kentucky in a poor light nationwide." 

Other state leaders besides Stumbo 
have written Beshear asking that the 
state not renew its contract with the 
prison's parent company, Corrections 
Corporation of America , based in 
Nashville, Tenn.

FRANKFORT - Offic1als 

from the Kentucky 
Department for Public Health 
(DPH) and the Lexington­
Fayette County Health 
Department announced yester-
day at the Governor' 
Pandemic Influenza Summit 
that Kentucky IS reporting t11c 
state's first death associated 
wuh HI Nl intluent.a ( wine 
flu) to the Center for Disea..,c 
Control and Prevention 
(CDC). The death involved a 
Fayette County woman in her 
50s who had significant under­
lying health conditions. 

"We know that influenza 
has tile potential to contribute 
to complications like serious 
illne s, and even death. It 1 
always a tragedy when we lose 
a Kentuck1an to any illness,"' 
said Gov. Steve Be bear. "1 
hope that the sununit taking 
place today will help the edu­
cation, health care, busine s 
and other communities be bet­
ter prepared to re pond as we 

move into the fall and face an 
expected increase of cases of 
2009 HlNl.'' 

Although more than 500 
deaths a ocmted with HlNl 
influcnt.a have }).;Cll reported 
nationwide, the severity of 
H 1 1\i I inn uenza illness 
appears comparable to eason­
almtluem.a, whtch JS respon i­
ble for about 200,000 hospital­
ir.ations each year, according 
to the CDC 

A; HI NI vaccination cam­
paign JS expected to begin in 
late October, and health ofti­
cial are recommending that 
individual under 65 who arc 
at higher risk for complica 
tJOns of the Ou, uch as preg­
nant women and those with 
chronic illnesses, be among 
the target groups to receive 
vaccine first. Official al o 
emphasiLed the importance of 
people practicing good 
hygiene habit. during tbe com­
ing months, in order to reduce 
the risk of contracting influen-

za. Common sense precautions 
to prevent illness include;

A swering your questions about swine flu 
LEXINGTON- Spread through 

neezing, coughing and contact with 
infected mdividual , the flu viru 
infects not only humans,' but al o 
pigs, birds, hor es and, rarely, dogs. 
Sometimes, a virus can "leap" from 
one spcc1es to another and when thi 
happens, a new virus can omctimc 
emerge from an infected human or 
animal. 

The novel HlNl" wine flu" strain 
originated at least partially in infected 
pigs, and scientists are fairly certain it 
originated in Mex1co, said Dr. Chris 
Nelson, as ociate professor in the 
UniversJty of Kentucky College of 
Medlcme and chief of its Division of 
Ped1atric Infectious Disease . Experts 
say the human population bas not 
seen a flu virus with this makeup" in at 
least 60 years. 

Symptoms of the HlNl flu virus 
in people are very similar to those of 
seasonal flu. They include fever (gen­
erally of 100.4 degree Fahrenhdt or 
more), cough, sore throat, runny or 

stuffy nose, body ache . headache, 
chill and fatigue. About one in four 
of rho e infected also reponed diar­
rhea and vomning, wh1ch is not com­
monly seen with the seasonal flu. 

Currently, it appears that many 
people infected with the HlNl virus 
arc experiencing mild symptoms and 
a complete recovery often occurs 
without seeking medical attention. 
However, if symptoms are severe 
and/or someone ha. underlying med­
ical conditions, they hould seek 
med1cal attention immediately. 

It IS recommended that anyone 
experiencing flu-like ymptoms 
should "self-isolate" (stay home and 
mimm1ze contact w1th others) for the 
duration of the illness and for at least 
24 hour. after a fever is gone withou"t 
the use of fever-reducing medicines. 
If pos ible, the universuy also sug­
ge ts that ill students consider leaving 
campus ro go home for the duration 
of their ill ne s.

HlNI are now being tested for usc 
this fall. To ensure full protection, 
Nel on say·, the vaccine will proba­
bly be given in two parts, a starter 
dose followed by a booster about 30 
days later. The new H lNl vaccine 1~ 
projected to be ready sometime in 
late October, and health ofticial. hope 
there will be ample supplies of both 
vaccines to provide them to anyone 
who wi"hcs to rcc~:h·e them.

"In this fir t issue of Our Heritage. the Kentucky 
Department of atural Resources ha:-. tried to pre ·ent a 
factual account of the continuing actiYity in the protec­
tion. wi. e use. and deYelopment of our land. water. 
forest. and mineral resources." 

Written m 1964. this statement of policy will ring 
familiar to many readers. as the same debate about 
Kentucky's resources and em ironment continues to 
·tir passions on both sides of the argument today. 

"Our Heritage'' al o includes a section with reprints 
of comments fTom readers of the original magazine, 
and these comments sen·e a a testament to the maga­
line 's original mis~ion. 

"The year I spent writing and editing the 16-page 
magazine were truly a labor of love," Jordan \Hites m 
the introduction. "The same holds true now with these 
selection stones (plus new ones) that your forbearers 
applauded and made it known by saying so in writing 
two generations ago ...

DEAR DR. DONOHUE: 

Please d1 cuss peripheral 
artery disease. I think I have it. 
I get calf pain when I walk. I 
have seen the ads on TV where 
a woman and her grandson 
discuss this. The boy asks her 
if he has it. She says she does­
n't know. That's where I am. I 
don't know. but I think I might.

ANSWER: Peripheral 
artery disease. PAD. also 
called peripheral vascular dis­
ease, means that arteries in the 
legs -- the periphery -- are 
clogged and leg muscles aren't 
getting enough blood. The 
proof comes from walking. 
People with PAD get leg pain 
when they walk a cenajn dis­
tance, and they can tell you 
almost to the inch when the 
pain will start. The pain leaves 
when they take a rest, but 
returns after they have 
rc urncd walking 

The ite of pain depends on 
where the hlockage occurs. 
Pain in the buttock or thigh 
indicate!) a blockage b1gb in 
the leg arteries. Pain in the calf 
comes from a block from 
midthigh ro knee, and pain in 
the foot comes from a lower 
blockage. 

PAD is a common malady. 
Five percent of men and 2.5 
percent of women over 60 
have it, even though some 
have no symptoms.

That is why it is important to use 
caution and courtesy when you encounter a bicycle. Pass them only when it is clear, give 
them a few extra feet when passing, and never do anything to startle a cyclist, such as 
blowing your horn, passing too close or yelling at them.

To recognize a gas pipeline emergency: 
(a) Natural gas has a distinct smell. Any odor of gas smell 

inside your home-immediately turn off all gas 
appliances-leave your home and call the gas company 
from another location. Do not re-enter your home until the 
gas company has made its inspection of all gas piping 
inside and outside your home. 

(b) Any smell of natural gas, or detection of leak in any 
facility, gathering line, main, or service, regardless of 
its location, report it immediately. 

(c) To all persons, firms, corporations, or contractors: 
Before you commence any excavation or related 
activities in these localities. please call for the location 
of our gas facilities, gathenng lines, mains, and services. 

(d) To avoid the danger of carbon monoxide poisoning 
always make sure that any natural gas appliances are 
properly adjusted and vented. 

(e) Certain older brass gas connectors may be dangerous. 
Although these have not been made in years some are 
still in use. These should be replaced immediately. Also 
connectors can wear out from too much moving, bending 
or corrosion, and should always be replaced by a 
qualif1ed professional whenever an appliance is 
replaced or moved 

(f) Common signs of a gas leak outside a house or building 
are a gas odor blowing or hissing sound, dirt being blo~n 
or thrown into the air,' water bubbling or being blown into 
the air, f ire coming from the ground or burning above the 
ground. brown patches in vegetation on or near a gas 
pipeline - • 

(g) If you observe any type of construction or excavation, or 
if you plan to do,any work requiring digging near a 
company pipeline, please-call so we can send qualified 
personnel to locate and properly mark the location of the 
underground pipeline.
