They don ·1 give a 
full pictme. Knowing that, Congress is not yet ready to decide. 

The poll questions ran like this: would you rather give up Saturday mail, 
lose yom local posT office or lay off postal workers in the worst recession in 
70 years? 

Cast thm way, Saturday mail loses every time. But U1at may not be the 
\'~sesl choice. 

USPS is in grave financial danger. It lost $3.8 billion Jru;t year and would 
have lost over '7 billion if Congress had not delayed payme11ts iuto a retiree 
health care ftmd. USPS is under pressure from competitors. Jt expects far le55 
mail, dowll from 213 billion pit:ces in 2006to n1.1ybe 150 billion in 2020. 

So USPS needs to clo, e some JX)SI offices and rmul processing plant-, 
regardless of \vhnt happens v.~1h Saturday mail. Approving 5-day delivery 
will not spare tbesc ofticc::.. unless Congrcl>s artiliciaHy props them up. But 
it muM not.

USPS is also required to prepay its rct1rce health bet1efiL'>, leading to 
annua1 payrncnts of about S5.5 billion, along wit11 $2 billion in cuncm pay­
ments. l11esc go into the fedeml treasury and make the deficit look lower. 
Other federal agencies have far bcner payment tc1m. Some wony USPS 
may no! be around to pay retirees in the long run. By requiring USPS fund­
ing so t~1r up front. Congress may have created a sclf-fullilling prophecy. 

One worrisome issue i~ that USPS inhciitcd a compensation system for 
its huge workforce from Congrcs!> in 1970, when post oftices were govemed 
by patronage. Since then, USPS worker organit.ation~ have succes fully bar­
gained for one of the richest benelit.s packages in tbe nation. USPS con­
tributes 100 percent of life insurance hene1its and H5-R8. 75 percent of bealtll 
insurance, compared to 33 percent of life insurance ancl 72-75 percent for 
most federal workers. 

Labor contracJs typically call tor a cost-of-living increase and an increase 
in base pay each year. Last year U1e piice of labor was up about 7 percent. 
TI1osc decisions are often made not by postal management but by lahor arbi· 
trators. ·nte resuJt is a per-employee cost about $81.000 yearly. 

No fair blaming the workers. Part of collecth•c bargaining is to get U1c 
best deal. Iu the GoJUen Age of letters, people and businesses buying postage 
were 1 nured to regular rate increases to pay fOJ rabes and benefit increases. 

But tifc has changed. USPS now has a price cap on postage to suppr~ss 
rate increases. The had news is that e-mail has sucked away personal and 
business letters. ·

some (!aily newspapers convert to mail. Many have Saturday editions, both 
daily and non-tlaily, and need Sarurday deUvery.

USPS labor il) 80 percent of its total cost, about 30 percem higher than 
national competitor~. Admittedly, it bas to teach every household, which 
competitors may noL Even so, d1c next generation of contracts has ro slice 
that per..:entage or the next generation of workers may have no JObs at all. 

Much o( the workforce will retire in tile next five yeais. USPS can 
rcstmcture its compensation system without pulling the rug oul (rom under 
a loyal workforce. It needs to b1ing new-t.'lllp1oyee compensation into line 
nOtJUSL with U1e rest of the gnvemment hut with the busmesses that arc the 
primary buyers of postage. 

There arc slill nearly 309 million reasons to keep a viable mail st:rvH.:e 
hecaw;e every American needs the mail We st.iU need l>ackages delivered. 
Most still get bills by mail. We need a fallback for the day-if and when it 
comes-when the lnternet falls rrey to evildoers. Also, you may have 
received this newspaper, a greeting card or a catalog you wanted by mail. We 
believe this service helps to create an informed public and we stand by lhe 
Postal Service's mission to bring it to you. 

Perhaps Saturday mail will vanish. But that should be the final step, not 
the nrsl., in reinventing USPS, hccause ctming service never helps a business 
grow. It is a national trea<>ure. We n~ed to keep it viable.

Fun with 
geraniums (if 
you're not a 

beetle)

When my husband and I went 
house-hunting together way back in 
the mid-1990s, it took us just two days 
to find our "dream house." 

In fact, I remember our real estate 
agent's totally horrified reaction when 

i I stepped inside our now-home for the 
first time. There's a little flagstone pad 
about four feet square just inside the 
front door (so you don't step right 
onto the hardwood floors 'with sop­
ping-wet feet), and I stepped onto that 
little pad and said, 'This is it" - no 
more than two feet from the front 
door. The agent thought I was having 
a meltdown after just two days of 

_, looking, but I knew what every room 
in that house would look like even 
before I walked through it~ that's how 
certain I was that this was ''the place." 

It's not a new house (built in 1936), 
and it certainly has its qujrks (such as 
closet doors that mysteriously open by 
themselves in the dead of night ... and 
we won't even go into the joys of a 
1936 toilet). But I've never regretted 
buying the house; it's perfect for us. 

Of course, there are lots of family 
jokes about the house. Brian loves to 
tease me about my naive "Oh, and we 
won't evc::n have to buy any furniture" 
comment And Brian himself turned 
into a gardening fiend overnight; 
every time I turned around, he was 
sneaking home from the garden center 
with another half-dozen rose bushes. 

I was bitten by the gardening bug, 
too. I even built a kidney-shaped stone 
flower garden (well, it looks kidney: 
shaped to me) at the corner of our lot, 
where every year I plant a whole flock 
of stoplight-red geraniums. It turns 
out I'm performing a community ser­
vice, because our little town with its 
winding l':treets is almost like a maze 
to out-of-town visitors; I've been told 
that people in our town give directions 
that include "At the corner with the 
bright red geraniums, you turn right 
(or left, or go straight)." 

Speaking of those rose bushes, 
Brian has learned to loathe Japanese 

~ beetles (and if you garden, I ' m sure 
you hate them, too). Alas, this pest is 
the exact opposite of a "picky eater;" 
not only wm it go after soybeans, 
corn, fruits and vegetables, it will hap­
plly feast on nearly 300 plant species 
in almost 80 plant families (some of 
which are no doubt in your garden). 

In fact, it's by far the most destruc 
live pest of ornamental and turf plants 
in the eastern United States, with more 
than $450 million spent each year to· 
control it and replace damaged plants. 

But here's some amazing news: It 
turns out that if I could just somehow 
shove my dry-rockgeranium garden a 

• \ little closer to Brian's rose bushes, his 
beetle problem might be solved! 

According to scientists with the 
Agricultural Research Service (ARS), 
geraniums are one plant that the 
Japanese beetle might want to avoid. 
That's because if a Japanese beetle 
eats geranium petals, within about 30 
minutes of chowing down on those 
flowers, the beetle rolls over on its 
back. with its legs and antennae slow­
ly twitching, and is paralyzed for sev-

, eral hours! 
Although this doesn't kiTI the bee­

tles, it's certainly not good news for 
them. When paralyzed under laborato-

~ ry conditions, the beetles typically 
recover within 24 hours. But if they're 
out in the field when this happens, 
they're helpless prey for any predator 
that corqes along· while they're inca­
pacitated. 

It's not actually "new news" that 
geranium petals can poison Japanese 
beetles; that was reported in scientific 
papers as far back as the 1920s. But 
nobody's taken a closer look at this 
phenomenon in many, many years. 

That's changing now, with ARS 
scientists in Ohio working on a natur­
al, botanical formulation for control-

PRESTONSBURG A tire may be 
a simple object made out of rubber, 
but a tire unearthed 1n Prestonsburg 
could be much more than that, accord­
ing to Michael Crisp, director of ''The 
Very Worst Thing," a documentary 
about the 1958 school bus disaster. 

''I was contacted by a gentleman in 
Floyd County named Joseph 
Sammons, and he said that he owns 
the property where they pulled the 
school bus into the backyard," Crisp 
said. "He said that in his yard a few 
years ago, he found the school bus tire 
and the sliding door while doing some 
landscaping, but he covered them both 
back up. :Mr. Sammons bought the 
property from Ottis Cesco, who lost 
two children in the crash." 

According to Crisp, Sammons 
decided to uncover the tire after 
watching the debut of 'The Very 
Worst Thing" at the Mountain Arts 
Center in February. 

"He and his wife saw the film and 
they asked us if we would like to come 
out and see the bus door and tire," 
Crisp said. "We were able to locate 

the tire, but not the .bus door. We've 
since cleaned it up a bjt and have been 
investigating if it's the bus tire or not, 
and all preliminary indications are that 
it is. This is fairly oig news because 
the fate of the bus after it was brought 
up from the river has always been a 
mystery, and there was a popular 
belief that it was buried on the river­
bank after being extricated from the 
river. " 

It was also reported that the bus 
was destroyed after being transported 
out of the area, leading to speculation 
that a malfunction in the bus could 
have caused the accident. 

Crisp hopes to donate the tire to the 
Floyd County Rescue Squad. The 
squad was formed in respon~ to the 
bus disaster. 

"Our intent is to find out if it's 
indeed a piece of the bus and then 
we'd like to donate it to the rescue 
squad or some kind of historical group 
that would be interested in preserving 
and displaying it. We might bring it 
with us to a few of the upcoming 
showings of the film, including the 
next time we're at the MAC." 

The film will be shown again at the 
Mountain Arts Center on June 25. Rlmmak.er Michael Crisp said he might put the tire on display dur­

ing upcoming showings of "The Very Worst Thing." 

April is PRIDE Spring Cleanup Month 
SOMERSET - Spring cleaning is underway 

in southern and eastern Kentucky. During PRIDE 
Spring Cleanup Month in April, communities are 
teaming together to pick up litter. remove illegal 
dumps and dispose of bulky trash. 

''Local governments have planned many 
Spring Cleanup activities, and now residents can 
take advantage of these chances to get rid of trash 
responsibly," said PRIDE's Karen Engle. 'The 
timing is perfect. After a long winter, everyone is 
ready to enjoy our region's great outdoors. 
Volunteering is fun, and cleaning up makes the 
scenery nicer for us and our visitors." 

Assistance with cleanup costs is available 
through a partnership between the state 
Transportation Cabinet and PRIDE - the region's 
nonprofit group for environmental cleanup and 
education. A total of $587,500 in Sprin~ Cleanup 
funds was awarde-d to the region's cities and coun­
ties, based on their number of road miles. 

In 31 counties, litter cleanups are planned dur­
ing April with Spring Cleanup funds, based on 
reports to PRIDE. Most are roadside cleanups, but 

lake and river sweeps also will take place. 
One litter pickup event - the Laurel Lake 

Cleanup - is a joint effort by two counties. On 
April 24. Laurel County and Whitley County will 
compete to recruit the most volunteers to pick up 
trash along the lake, which lies in both counties. 
The annual event draws hundreds of volunteers. 

In 20 counties, there will be free events to drop 
off large trash, such as appliances. Four counties 
wm remove illegal dumps. 

Pulaski County will host its first-ever "Free 
Hazardous Waste Day" - the only one in the 
region during Spring Cleanup Month . County re. ­
tdents can drop off up 100 pounds of hazardous 
materials. such as paint. that typically are not 
accepted at local disposal facilities. 

·we have set aside $20.000 of our Spring 
Cleanup funds for this event," said Gerald Hines. 
Pulaski County Solid Waste Coordinator and 
Recycling Center Director. ' 'Disposing of haz­
ardous wastes is very expensive. For example, 
properly handling a small propane cylinder co.ts 
$5, and paint disposal is $0.23 per pound . 

Certified professionals must handle hazardous 
waste, so we hired a contractor to operate this 
event for ns." 

PRIDE is a nonprofit organization that pro­
motes "Personal Responsibility In a Desirable 
Environment" in 38 counties of southern and ea"t­
ern Kentucky. It was founded in 1997 by 
Congressman Hal Rogers and Kentuck-y 
Environmental Protection Secretary James 
Bickford.
