progress on health reform 
FRANKFORT - The 

·tate's Department ot 
In ·urance is moving at a 
bnsk pace to implement all 
the changes mandated by 
federal health insurance 
reform. department officials 
reported to lawmakers 
today. 

'The passage of this bill 
has put a huge workload on 
the tlepartmcnt." Insurance 
Commiss1on Sharon Clark 
told members of the lntenm 
Joint Committee on 
Banking and ln. urance. 
But. she :aid, staff have 
been working diligently and 
efficiently to protect con­
sumen; during the transi­
tion. 

All told. the department 
has projected it will need 
only eight additional staff to 
meet all the requirement of 
the federal plan. and all of 
them will be federally-fund­
ed. time-limited JObs paid 
for through grants. 

Although ~omc imple­
mentation timelines run 
until2014, one deadline has 
already passed. Clark :said. 
Kentucky has opted not to 
operate a new high-risk 
pool. instead allowing fed ­
eral officials to operate the 
program. "We were eriou!>­
ly concerned about the ade­
quacy of funding." . he said. 
because only $63 mi11ion 
was allocated for the pool's 
operation.

such as dead trees. power 
lines, somewhere they can 
come in and perch,'' said John 
Bnmjes, migratory bird biolo­
gist for Kentucky Fish and 
Wildlife. "Dove use perches 
to feel comfortable. They sur­
vey the ·cene and make sure it 
i afe. Then, they fly down 
into the field and feed. If you 
hunt near that perch. you '11 
often be the first to limit out." 

Scout the field you plan to 
hunt prior to opening day. 
Check for perch spots and 
ob erve where dove enter the 
field. Look for gravel drive­
ways, fencerows or lines of 
trees dove use in flight as 
sight line to lead them to 
watering areas, re ting area 
and places to feed. 

Bare dirt is also a big draw 
for doves. If you can find a 
pot in the field with bare dirt 

and a dead tree or power line 
nearby. then you may have 
tumbled onto the hot spot of 

that field. Doves a1 o use gap 
in lines of trees to enter fields. 
Hunters who ·et up on either 
side of that gap hould enjoy 
some good pas hooting. 

Doves are incredibly green 
on opening day. Many dove· 
fly close by and lowly. Thi 
lends the impression to some 
that they may wear anything 
to the dove field. Leave the 
yellow tee . hirt. , khaki shorts 
and white tenm· shoes at 
home. Wear a camouflage 
shirt preferably long slee e, 
and a Wide-brimmed camo 
hat at the least. Many veteran 
dove hunters don head to-toe 
camouflage. even on opening 
day. 

A wide-brimmed camo hat 
help shield your face until 
the dove is in range. Don't 
move to swing your shotgun 
until the last pos. ible moment 
to prevent bird from flaring 
away from you.

Pushing all the 
right 'buttons'

J t imagine 1t: A worn and weary 
traveler claw· his way to the top of 
some remote Himalayan peak to reach, 
after many years, the all-knowing guru j · 
who reportedly knows the ecret to a 
long and healthy life. The guru fixe 
his unwavering gaze on rhe know!-

. • edge-seeker and says, in serene and 
melodjous tones. "My on ... eat more 
mushroom !" 

(And then the traveler pushe the 
guru off the mountaintop.) 

But 'that notion 1sn't as illy as· it 
·otmd .. We ve all learned in recent 
year that there are substance in 
plant. -compounds called phyto­
chemical -that enable those plants to 
benefit our health far beyond just fill­
ing our bellies. And the source of 
those astonishing natural compounds 
can be ... well, al.tonishing. 

Take the white button mushroom. 
Ye .. I really am talkmg about the one 
in the little foam boxes with the plastic 
wrap, the ever-pre eat re idents of any 
grocery store produce section. These 
probably aren't what comes to mind 
when you thlnk about "magtc mush­
rooms." 

But in reality, they're ju t short of 
magical. based on findings from ani­
mal-model and cell-culture studie 
conducted by scienti ts funded by the 
Agricultural Research en ice (ARS) 
at the Jean Mayer USDA Human 
Nutrition Re earch Center on Aging at 
Tufts University in Boston, Mass. 

• Those scientists' findings show 
those simple white button mushrooms 
enhance the activity of cells that are 
very important components of our 
immune ystem. The mushrooms do 
this by increasing production of anti­
viral and other proteins that are 
released by cell - while seeking to pro­
tect and reprur ttssue. 

The cell -culture phase of the studies 
showed that the white button mush­
room enhance the maturity of 
immune y tern cells called dendritic 
cells, from hone marrow. Tho ·e den­
dritic cell · can make T cell , which are 
specialized white blood cells that can 

t recognize foreign substance from 
invading pathogen and present them 
to other defense system cell . 

When the 1mmune ·y tem ce!Js 
come face-to-face with disease-caus­
ing pathogens, such as bacteria, the 
body cranks up the number and func­
tion of the inm1une sy tern cells. 
That' one reason why it's so impor­
tant to get an adequate supply of nutri­
ents, o your immune system can put 
up an adequate defen e again t 
pathogens. 

So what are orne other everyday 
plants th<~t can protect us? For ·tarters, 
there's celery, Lhyme. green peppers 
and chamomile tea. They're all good 
sources of a plant chemical called lute­
olin, one of several natural compounds 
that can protect us from harmful inter­
nal mflammation. That mtlrunmation 
can not only increase our risk of can­
cer, but also of certain other di orders, 
including heart disease and in ulin 
re istance. 

In one study, ARS dentist in 
Davis, Calif., took a clo er look at half 
a dozen protective plant compounds­
luteolin, quercetin. chrysin, eriodicy­
tol, hesperetin, and naringenin- that 
apparently act as anti-inflammatory 
agents. 

"' As a result, the scientist have pro-
vided new and previously w1k.nown 
detail about how these phytocherru­
cals work to undermine and inhibit the 
expression of specific gene . Without 
that interference. the products of these 
genes could trigger the unwanted 
inflammation. 

The team has shown, for the first 
time, that all s1x of these plant com­
:>ounds target an e!lLyme known as 
fBKl, with each compound inhibit­
ng- to u.greater or le er extent-the 

ability.ofTBK I to "turn on" a specific 
biochemical signal. If that signal isn't
