MRI allegedly made no 
payments, and the United 
States lists 41 counts of 
indebtedness in documents 
1iled U.S. District Court. 
According to court docu­
ments, the Unites States 
Department of Labor sent 
a proposed assessment 
letters to MRI, and the coal 
company did not contest 
the assessments or make 
the proposed payments.

Wedne day evening, the chair of the 
Kentucky Board of Education, the 
Council on Po tsecondary Education and 
the Education Profe sional Standards 
Board signed a resolution directing their 
respective agencies to implement the 
Common Core State Standards m 
English/language arts and mathematics, 
formalizing Kentucky' agreement to intc-
1grate the standards mto the state' public 
education system.

Bipartisan 
pushback on EPA 
carbon policing 

Amid worldwide challenges to global warming theory. biparti­
san opposition is forming in Congress as prominent Democratic 
\oiccs join Republican critics of the Obama admini !ration\ 
pending greenhouse ga_<., regulations. 

'I wn powerful Democratic commillec chairmen - Mis ·ouri 's 
Ike Skelton and Minnesota\ Collin Peterson, of the House 
J\.nned Services and Agriculture commiuces. respectively­
joined Missouri Reptlhlican JoAnn Emerson m advancing a hill 
to abolish the Environmental Protection Agency's llnding that 
greenhouse gasc arc dangcrou .. which empowered the agency to 
regulate the emi sions. 

"lfCongre<.,s doesn't do something soon," Mr. Peterson said. 
"the EPA is going to cram th se regulations through on their 
own. I have no confidence that the EPA can regulate greenhouse 
gases un(kr thl! Clean Air Act without severe harm to alltaxpay-
ers. 

The House bill comes as the Senate considers it own anlend­
ment to the Clean Air Act to strip the EPA of authority to regu­
late the emissions. The House and Senate efforts would roll hack 
the EPA to 1ts original mission. which never considered green­
house gases to he pollutants. 

The EPA. meanwhile. i preparing regulations that will. in 
elll!cl. give unclected bureaucrats control over the economy. 
which is likely to substantially increase energy and consumer 
prices. without affecting global temperatures. Even global warm­
ing zealots concede that if all nations had conformed to the 1997 
Kyoto Protocol's proposed emis ion limHs. temperatures would 
he essentially unchanged. But the restriction. would have evl.!re­
ly harmed nations· economies. The Senate m 1997 wisely reject­
ed Kyoto, 95-0. 

Congres. may be motivated by the economic downturn. 
declining global temperatures for more than a decade and almost

or errors in the U.N. Intergovernmental Panel on Climate Change 
claim that global warming could cut African crop production up 
to 50 percent in 10 years. The claim has appeared in TPCC sum­
mary reports and in speeches by its chairman and secretary-gen­
eral, arguing to cap greenhou e gases.

100 hillion in reparations demands from the U.S. and other 
developed nations partly on that assertion. 

However. the claim wasn't based on peer-reviewed science 
a situation similar to hyped claims about glaciers melting in the 
Alp-.. And~' and Himalayas. Amazon rain-fore t dl:pletion and 
severe hurricanes and llood . "On reading (IPCC documen~) I 
cannot find support for the statement about African crop yield 
decline ."said professor Chris fields, the new lead author of the 
lPCC climate impacts team 

Republican Sl.!n. John Barrasso of Wyoming late last week 
called for an independent investigation of IPCC climate report . 
and for its chairman, Dr. Rajendra Pachauri. from India. to 
resign. "The integrity or the data and the integrity of the science 
have been compromi ed," Mr. Barrasso said. 

For too long Congress and others believed these assertions,

7calots. u·., good to sec prudent caution before it's too late.

Macular degeneration 
and cataract surgery 

DEAR DR. DONOHUE: Is 
it pos 1ble to get wet macular 
degeneration from a scratch on 
the left eye during cataract sur­
gery, or could it have been a 
cyst that caused wet macular 
degeneration? I am 85, and my 
right eye is perfect. I had 
cataract urgery on that eye 
aJso. --C. 

ANSWER: A scratch on the 
eye isn't likely to cause macu­
lar degeneration. The possJbih­
ty of cataract surgery leading to 
macular degeneration is a 
remote one. More than 6,000 
people who had bad a cataract 
removed were followed for 
five years after the operation. 
Slightly more people who had 
the operation developed macu­
lar degeneration, dry or wet, in 
the operated eye than did a 
imiJar group of people who 

had not had an operation. 
Thi isn't proof that cataract 

urgery leads to macular 
degeneration. The same risk · 
that cause cataracts also cause 
macular degeneration. The 
numbers that do develop it 
after cataract removal are 
, mall. A cau e-and-effect rela­
tionship has not been proven. 

I am not clear what you 
mean by a cyst causing the 
degeneration. In what part of 
the eye was the cyst? I have not 
een a link between cysts and 

macular degeneration.

ANSWER: The pulse rate 
and the rate of the heartbeat arc 
one and the same. When the 
heart beats, tt ejects blood mto 
arteries. 'fbe force of that ejec­
tion runs down all artery waJls 
and is the pulse beat. A normal 
pul e (or heart rate) is 60 to 
l 00 beat a minute. 

You feel the pulse on the 
thumb side of tbe wrist. Maybe 
you're pressing too hard and 
obliteratmg it. If you can't find 
it there, you can feel it in the 
neck, . lightly below the angle 
of the jaw. Or you can put your 
hand over your heart and count 
the heartbeats.
