Self-reliance touted as 
key during energy summit

PRESTONSBURG-The Big 
Sandy Energy and Tourism 
Summit held at the Mountain 
Arts Center in Prestonsburg 
Tuesday saw speakers focus on 
the tate of natural gas and also 
the ongoing work taking place i11 
Lexington to help sustain coal as 
a natural resource. 

Kentucky Cabinet of Energy 
and Environment Secretary Len 
Peters was the keynote speaker 
during the day-long -.ummit , hut 
Interstate Natural Gas' Jerry 
Kanney spoke first. 

Kanney cuvered a lot of 
ground during his ralk with a 

generally small audience of 
onlookers. Organi.1ers said they 
had about 100 confinned guests 
for the event. but said weather 
played a large role in seeing 
many of those unable to attend. 

Kanney spoke of the still 
untapped resources for natural 
gas in Kentucky, which drilled 
66 wells this past year. 

"I see the future as bright for 
natural resources," Kanney said. 
"And natural gas is American ... 
I'd like to see us be able to use 
our own resoufces and rely less 
on resources from other coun­
tries." 

Kanney said, a~ of 201 0, 
Appalachia is using far less nat­
ural gas than was available, a 

fact he hopes to change by using 
new vertical drilling techniques 
that will allow wells to reach 
thousands of additional feet. 

Also speaking Tuesday was 
Greg Copley from the University 
of Kentucky Center for Applied 
Energy Research. 

Copley focused his points on 
sustaining coal as a natural 
resource, and also on developing 
lower emissions and biomass 
options. 

One biomass alternative 
Copley explained Tuesday was 
briquettes as another fuel <;ource. 

The briquette fuel would be, 
according to Copley more su. -

AG seeks details on abusive posts, 
removal fees from Topix.com 

FRANKFORT - After 
receiving d01ens of calls and 
complaints from Kentuckians, 
Attorney General Jack 
Conway last week asked 
Topix.com, an interactive mes­
sage board \vebsite host. to 

ovide information regarding 
1t policies dealing with abu­
sive posts that violate the web- . 
site's terms of service. 

Conway's Office of 
Consumer Protectwn has 
recei>ed call and complaints 
from concerned citizens who 
allege that false and defamato­
ry information about children, 
as well as adult~. ha been 
posted on the Topix website. 
They have also complained 
that the tools provided by 
Topix to remove the abustve 
posts are ineffective unle~s 

nsumers agree to pay a 
$19.99 fee. 

In a letter sent today to 
Topix.com CEO Chris Tolles, 
Conway and Connecticut 

·"Attorney General Richard 
Blumenthal, chair of the 
National A,ssociatwn of 
Attorney General Multistatc 
Task Force on Int.erliet Safety. 
expre sed their significant 
concerns with the Topix.com 
"Forums and Polh" pages and 
the website's $19.99 fee for 
'"priority review" of inappro­
priate post.<; that violate the 
website's terms of . ervice. An 

itial investigation by the 
attorneys general reveals that 
the ''Forum and Polls'' section 
is used to po<;t derogatory 

information and appears to 
operate without moderators. In 
fact, a large percentage of the 
posts in some Kentucky 
forums contain explicit. vul­
gar, obscene and defamamry 
post about citizens. including 
children. 

"Abusive or negative posts 
can have a devastating impact 
-on youth. Tragically, many 
teenagers today tum to suicide 
as a way to escape abuse or 
cyberbullying on the Internet," 
Conway said. "I have heard 
from parent<;, consumers and 
officials from across Kentucky 
who have complained about 
the outrageou comments that 
are allowed to be posted and 
not policed by Topix. General 
Blumenthal and I find it 
deplorable that any website 
would deliberately create an 
environment where false and 
derogatory comments about 
children. or anyone, would be 
permitted and then allowed to 
remain on the website." 

Conway and Blumenthal 
urged Topix to remove abu<;ive 
posts a! soon a pos~ible and 
not try to profit from their 
removal. The attorneys general 
al. o caution that requiring con­
sumers to pay to remove posts 
that violate the site's terms of 
service poses serious consumer 
protection concerns. Even 
though the website allows users 
to "flag" posts for removal. 
consumers have found that to 
be ineffective in removing 
posts. Consumers are also 

given the option of paying 
$19.99 for an "expedited 
review," which does appear 
effective in having the post 
removed. The attorneys general 
also complain that the website 
is confusing and appears 
de igned to steer people toward 
payment of the $19.99 option. 

"How outrageous that tar­
gets of false and obscene posts 
may be victimized twice -
rrrst by the abusive comment 
and then by the charge to 
remove it. Topix should 
reward. not rip off, consumers 
and victims who report abu-
ive posts, particularly any tar­

geting children, that violate the 
website's own policies," 
Blumenthal said. 

The attorneys general say 
they respect a person· s First 
Amendment rights and the 
protections afforded to internet 
service providers by federal 
law; however, the First 
Amendment does not protect 
libelous comments. In their 
letter, they ask Tolles to con­
tact them to respond to the 
concern they have expressed. 

··we hope that Topu w1ll 
address our concern. in a con­
structive and positive way," 
said General Conway. "We 
were successful in working 
with social networking giants 
MySpace and Facebook and 
with Craigslist in making 
changes to their websites that 
benefit children. We hope 
Topix will respond in a imilar 
manner."

be audited every year. 

· A state audit of KACo and 
KLC last year raised questions 
about ~pending and personnel 
practice. at both associations. 

"Much has been written and 
much has been tated about 
certain events that transpired in • 
the past several years relative 
to expenditures of those 
funds,'' said Simp~on, 0-
Covington. ''We all know what 
was done, and we know the 

ath that should be taken to 

brrect those transgressions." 
Both KACo and KLC, 

which are governed by boards 

of local elected officials, pro­
vide many local governments 
in Kentucky with insurance, 
financial and other services 
funded with taxpayer dollar . 
House Local Government 
Chainnan Rep. Steve Riggs, 
D-Jeffersontown, said HB 325 
is needed to provide oversight 
of the organizations' multi-mil­
lion-dollar operations. 

"It's very important that not 

just open records but other 
rules be set in place," Rigg 
said. "Requiring an ethics poli­
cy is very Important, (as 1s) the 
requirement that there be 
embracing of the whistleblow­
cr statute. , .~o that if people ... 
see wrongdoing again they will 
feel comfortable reporting it 
without being under the threat 
of being fired or some otht::r 
problem."

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Scouting benefits 
far exceed camping 

The Boy Scouts of America turned 100 last week amid 
speculation that the group might be losing relevance in 
these modem times. 

Scouting has endured similar periods of disparagement 
in the past. as well a challenges to their promotion of faith 
and religion and opposition to homosexuality. The organi­
zation also has had to endure scandals that have erupted 
when leaders turned out to be predators. 

Such case~ have been rare, however. and Scouts and par­
ents alike know that Scouting is so much more than cam­
pouts and helping lirtle old ladies acros ·the street. 

While it has held true to its core values, Scouting has 
changed with the times. After all, it couldn't be faithful to 
its motto of ··Be Prepared" without making adjustments for 
modern life. 

The program began in England, essentially by provi­
dence. Robert Baden-Powell, a British inteJligence officer, 
became a national hero through his resourcefulness in lead­
ing successful campaigns during the Boer War in Africa. 
Using knowledge of the area and cremive deceptions, he 
with. tood a 217-day siege against a much larger force. 
Afterward he wrote a training manual so that other soldiers 
could learn how to use their knowledge and wits to usc 
their re ources successfully. 

After the war, his book was made available \o the gener­
al public. The manuals became popular- not so much by 
the adults who would be recruited for any militia, but by 
youngsters and teachers who enjoyed the skills the manuals 
offered. 

In response, Baden-Powell began the Scouting program 
not for warfare. but for self-reliance and community serv­
ice. 

Camping and outdoor skills remain a big part of modern­
day Scouting, but the prO!:,JTam 's merit badge · - and 
dozens o P.P,U:h~· and pins awarded to Scouts - rccogni.te 
proficiency in a wide variety of. kilL that include law, 
graphic arts and computer knowledge. Certain badges are 
required for Eagle Seoul. most of which. remain oriented on 
survival, service and citi7enship. 

The primary goal of Scouting is not just the acquisition 
of skills, however. It is to give young men the knowledge 
and confidence they need to solve problems they will 
encounter in adult life. It also encourages them to use their 
re ourcefulnes. to identify needs in then homes, communi­
tt<;s and nations ·and work toward mitigating them. As they 
gain knowledge and skills, lhe young Scouts gain the self­
reliance and confidence that helps them meet challenges 
they might face. 

The value of Scouting is just as great as it ever has been. 
As long as it continues to teach boys. young men and 
women to value the outdoors. become good citizen. and be 
active in community service along with developing skills 
that help them succeed in those endeavors. Scouting will 
always remain relevant to developing character in our 
young people.

House week 

in review

Dome~tic-violence lcgi lation took 
a significant move forward this week 
when a House committee approved a 
bill package to beef up protections for 
dating partners in abusive relation­
ships and expand the list of crime. that 
can be prosecuted under the state's 
domestic-violence laws. 

The omnibus package. filed as 
Hotr~e Bill 189, includes provisions 
allowing state courts to grant domestic 
violence restraining orders to dating 
partners. whether or n'ot the couple is 
living together, ha" lived together or 
has a child together. Currently only 
partners who meet tho!>e criteria arc 
able to seck a DVO against one'anoth­
er. 

Other changes would reqUJre coun­
seling assessment for anyone under a 
DVO, require statistical reporting of 
domesllc violence crimes. create the 
crime of "domestic violence shelter 
trespass," require that law enforce­
ment officers receive domestic vio­
lence training once every tw9 years, 
and include intentional strangulation 
under the -;tate·s definition of phy ·ical 
assault. 

ow HB 189 goes to the House 
floor for consideration. It seems likely 
that the House - which earlier voted 
unanimously to pass "Amanda·s Bill." 
allowing GPS tracking to enforce 
restraining order" - will lend this lat­
e~t measure its support despite state

Consumers are looking for more 
detailed information about the rood 
they eat and the time j·.., right for 
restaurants of al l sites to start provid­
ing nutrition in1ormation. As obesity 
rates rise and more com.umer' are 
seeking a healthier lifestyle, food 
service establishments that provide 

combat veterans under arrest to be 
identitlcd by pretrial officer~ and con­
nected immediately to already-avail­
able assi lance.

Increased penalties for drunk driv­
ers who receive a fir~t-timc DUI con­
viction also came to lawmakers' atten­
tion this week when the Hou<>e 
Appropriations and Revenue 
Committee approveJ a bill requiring 
them to haYe a breath-sen-.ing "igni· 
tion interlock" device installed in their 
\Chicle. HB 58, which now goes to the 
full House, would also expand the list 
of factors that trigger higher •DUI 
penalties and require a person's license 
plates be, impounded on a first or sub­
sequent DUI offense. Under current 
law, the courts can impound a DUI 
ofrender"s plates on second or subse­
quent offense while their license is 
suspended nnd may order an interlock 
uevice be in tall d in their vehicle 
once their license_ uspension ends. 

Legislation that would allow guber­
natorial candidates to choo\e their run­
ning mate before or after primary elec­
tions also got a green light in commit­
tee la<;t week. HB 247 would let candi­
dates select their running mate as late 
as the second Tuesday in August. The 
bill cleared the House Elections, 
Constitutional Amendments and 
Intergovernmental Affairs Committee 
and now goes to the House fluor. 

An issue on nearly every 
Kentuckian's mind is the economy and 
the state'!-. growing unemployment 
rate, which has forced the state to bor­
row millions rrom the federal govern­
ment to keep its unemployment insur­
ance trust lund afloat. The Hou!.e 
hopes to get the tru t fund out of the 
red with a bill it passed una 97-0 vote. 
House Speaker Pro Tern Larry Clark. 
the sponsor of HB 349. said Kentucky 
has had to borrow over $640 million 
from the federal government to pay 
unemployment benefits because of a 
structural imbalance in the fund that 
his bill hopes to correct. Should the 
bill become law. Kentucky could beef 
up the fund by raising the taxable 
wage base that determines hm\ much 
employers pay into the fund and by 
reducing the percentage of weekly 
wages paid by the fund as of 2012, 
among other changes.

15 through April 30 as spring 
forest fire hat.anl season. 
During this time, it is illegal to 
bum anything within 150 teet 
of any woodland or brushland 
between lhe daylight hours ot 
6 a.m. and 6 p .m. 

The law is intended to pre­
vent forest fires by allowing 
outdoor burning only after 6 
p.m . when conditions are less 
likely to cause a wildfire to 
spread. 

"Recent snowfall may 
make for an uneventful start to 
our fire season: however. the 
many snow event<> this winter 
have caused additional trees • 
and limbs to accumulate on the, 
forest floor and increase the 
danger for wildfire,'' said Leah 
MacSwords. director of the 
Kentucky Divi~ion of Forestry 
(KDF). ''Likewise. citizens 
often burn woody debris and 
yard waste this time of year. 
and we want to remind every­
one to heed caution and follow 
all outdoor burning laws in 
order to lessen the chance of 
starting a wildfire." 

To help prevent and reduce 
the ri k of wildfire. KDF rec­
ommends the following guide­
lines ""hen burning debris or 
yard waste: 

• Clear a safe zone that is 
wide enough to prevent the 
escape of tire. 

• Keep a supply of water 

, 

and a ruke or ~hove1 rcaurly 
acces.,ihle 

• Do not leave a fire unat­
tended. 

• Burn only when the\\ ind 
is calm .and the humidity level 
is high. 

• Extinguish lire cornplctc­
ly if conditions beci>mc windy,

if necessary.

This program has given me the 
confidence 1 need to make a great 
underground miner." 

Cohort graduate Matthew Jordan 
Irick said the day he received a call 
rrom the Kentucky Coal Academy 
changed his life. He said he was 
working "your average nine-to-five 
joh" with a natural gas company and 
was becoming concerned because 
work wa'i slow. At an area job fair, he 
met Big Sandy Community and 
Techmcal College representatives 
with the Kentucky Coal Academy. 

"''The rest is history,'' Irick said. 
"During this program. 1 never fath ­
omed the things I would learn or the 
goals I could accomplish wittun such 
a short span of time. My dad was 
never a coal miner and my papaw

ing. but I was always interested. The 
Kentucky Coal Academy has he lped 
hape the man I have become.

Recent Cohort graduate. Jonathan

Underground, I 
know hO\'- to huild an overcast, hrat­
tice. lay track. take up track. change 
axlt> on the little ride'i and many more 
things,"

on v. <Her sprayers. -;ct timbers, and I 
huve learned that coal miners are hard 
"orking people \\ ho look out for 
each olher and everyone's safety 
comes first." Greene sa1d. "1 hope to 
work in a coal mine the rest of my 

life." 
Cook said the Kentucky Coal 

Academy through the Cohort pro­
gram has given him hope that he can 
remain home in the hi1ls of eastern 
Kentucky and still be successful. 

"My family for once in my life is 
extremely excited for me and is hop­
ing the best for me." Cook said. "My 
plan for the future is that I study to 
become an electrician and hopefully 
get my bossing papers and every type 
of certification I can." 

Besides providing top-notch mine 
training and helping to rebuild the 
state's aging coal industry workforce, 
another attribute of the Cohort 
Program and the Kentucky Coal 
Act~demy, according to Warrix, is 
that it also produces safety-conscious 
coal miners . 

'T ve seen a time in my 35 years of 
mining whe1e there were 300 fatali­
ties a year nationally." Warrix said. 
''We've come a long way since then. 
La t year, according to MSHA num­
bers. there was a reported I 8 fatali­
ties. Today' coal miner is intelligent, 
capable. and diligent. And through 
the Kentucky Coal Academy, were 
training even more safety-conscious 
coal miners. There's solace in that." 

Harold Burton, the Kentucky Coal 
Academy Director at Big Sandy 
Community and Technical College, 
said the Cohort program was growing 
in popularity and that applications 
were on the rise since it began just a 
few years ago. Even though Cohort 
Class No. 19 has just begun, Burton 
encouraged those interested in under­
going state-of-the-art mine training 
through the partnering efforts of the 
C Jal Academy and Booth Energy to 
contact h1s office. 

"It's a good, olid program," 
Burton said. "We're very prouu that

Harrodsburg resident 
Terrell Royalty':, 7x7 elk 
scored 372 6/R in the Boone 
and Crockett Club sconng sys­
tem. be. ling the old record of 
367 7/8 taken in Harlan County 
in 2008. Royalty look his 

1 r~;cord elk from a wildlife man-
agement area in Knott County 
on Oct. 4, 2009. 

"This new state record 
shows the quality elk hunting 
we have on our public lands." 
said Kentucky Department of 
F.i. h and Wildlife Resources. 
Commissioner Jon Gassett. "Jn 
addition to the great elk hunt­
ing on private lands. Kentucky 
boa t. world-class elk hunting 
on public lands a-. well.'' 

A non-typical rack means 
the tines are not located in a 
typical location. Royalty"s elk 
had seven tines each on either 
side of its rack. The core is the 
totaled measurements of the 
main beams, tines, width and 
mao; . The trophy could not be 
officially scored until after a 
60-day drying period. 

'Tve hunted all of my life, 

I've had buck fever and all, but 
this bull was by far the biggest 
adrenaline rush of my life," 
said Roy~ty, 52. "Once it hit

"He turned 
broadside and everything was 
perfect."' Royalty said. ·']t took 
15 minutes to gel the right 
angle on him." 

Royalty. who c.,timated that 
he was 340 yards Hway from 
the bull. aimed his .300 
Winchester Short Magnum 
rifle and shot only once. 

Tina Brunjes, big game 
coordinator for Kentucky Fi~h 
and WildJife. was not surprised 
to learn the record had been 
broken. ''Kentucky continues 
to produce new state records 
with regularity." she said. 
"Each year drawn hunters can 
reasonably expect a chance to 
beat the state record."

" fRANKFORT It happens . 
~vety spring. On the fin>t few 
f\}ung trips of the year. I'll . tart 

~\ooking for the bait that I invrui­
abtY left at home. ''1 know I 
bOught some peanut butter and 
jeHy colored jigs last fall." I'll 
think to my~lf. "but they aren't 
in my jig box. I would love to 
ilrrow one right now, but I can't 
find them." 

While rm out fishing, I tend 
to scatter my jigs, soft plastic 
and other fishing lures in shin 
pockets, any open pouch on my 
soft-sided tackle box, my lunch 
cooler or just about anywhere 

thcr than where they belong. I 
get too excited to take the time to 
put lures back in their rightful 
spot in my tackle bag. I may not 
ftnd that certain jig until I '>tick 
my hand in the pocket of my 
jacket in June. 

This stretch of bleak. dreary 
winter weather is a good time to 
Qlake sure the peanut butter and 
Jelly jigs are in your fishing box 
instead of your jacket pocket A 
little organizing now will make 
for better tishing later. 

I love to float streams for trout 
Wld smallmouth bass. I enjoy 
wading for lhem as well and I 
enjoy fi hing from a boat. After a 
year of doing all three, my lures 
for wading and floating for 
smallmouth bass get mixed up 
with my trout lures and my boat 

hr fishing lures. So. when I am 
enjoying a ummer Sunday after· 

• n6,0n floating for smallmouth 

bass, I often pine for lures that J 
left in my boat fishing tackk box. 
fi hing ve t or stored with my 
trout lures. 

The best way to avoid this sit­
uation is to organize your lures 
by the spedes of llsh that you·re 
after. Try using a small che -t 
equipped with plastic drawen> to 
separate your crappie. trout and 
~mallnmuth bru.~ lwe::s. Grab a 
marker and some ma<;king tape 
and label each drawer. You'll 
thank yourself later. 

Now is a good time to buy a 
new tackle bag. The tackle bags 
with several utility boxes inside 
them are the be.st organ¢ng ys­
tem for your lure( The big bulky 
tackle boxes from tbe l970s and 
1980s with extending trays for 
lures and tackle are" on their way 
to extinction. Every time you 
knock one of tbose over or it is 
Lhruwn in the back of a truck. all 
of the lures in the trays become 
mixed together. You often don't 
realize it happened until the next 
time you open the box and fmd 
yow· lures in a tangled mess. 

Tackle bags with utility boxes 
keep different style of lure sepa· 
rate from one another. You can 
take the same masking tape and 
marker and label each box with 
the type of lures in it A couple of 
my friends label each box for rhe 

• species of fish the lures in the 
box would entice. 

This system also allows me to 
travel light if needed. lf"I know I 
am going to share a hoat with a 
couple more anglers, bringing 
just a couple of boxes and two 
rods saves valuable storage and 

floor space. J know I've often 
stumbled, kicked and stepped on 
many tackle bags and boxe:-; 
when I run fishing three in a boat. 
Plus. if I know 1 am going to fish 
jigs that day for largemouth bao;s, 
I just need to grab my jig box and 
stick a couple of bags of soft 
plastic trailers in my pocket and I ' 
am ready to go. Or. if I am tish­
iug for sUipt:t~. l<.:anjust grdb my 
box for striped bass and leave the 
other stuff at home. 

I know some anglers who 
think. that il's fine to fish with the 
same spool of 6-pound line for 
the entire year. However, old line 
is a major source of tangle . ti!>h 
breaking off and frustration. Takt: 
the time thts winter to replace the 
line on all your reels with fresh 
monoftla.ment or tluorocarbon. 
Your line is the onJy connection 
that you have with a tish. Why 
wuuld you want to shon-change 
that connection and risk breaking 
off a trophy fish? 

You can put fresh monofila­
ment line on two reels for rough­
ly the co t of one crank.bait. If 
you buy bulk spools of rnonotil­
arnenL you can replace the hne 
on the reel for about the <.:ost of a 
soft drink. Fluorocarbon is more 
expensive. but:refllling the spool 
on a reel with it is s1:ill one of the 
cheapest outlays for fishing. 

Take the time now while the 
weather out:;ide is frightful to 
organtze your lures and put new 
line on your f~hing reels. That 
way. you'll have your peanut 
butter and jelly colored jigs in 
your box. not in the doset.

A beauty 
takes a bath

I don't mean to shock you, but 
about a year ago, something happened 
to me that doesn't often happen to 
"ladies of a certain age": I feU in love. 

Now, don't worry that you're about 
to hear anything especially torrid, 
because my husband fell in love at 
exactly the same time, and with exact­
ly the same "girl." Her name is Indra 
(we call her "lndy" for short), and 
she's a classic 1974 sai I boat--slim, 
elegant, graceful. a real beauty inside 
and out. 

Fortunately, the previous owner 
had done a lot of restoration work, but 
even if you're buying a new sailboat 
right out of the boatyard. it's going to 
take a lot of time and often a lot of 
money getting her "ju ·t right." And 
no, you wouldn't be the tirst one to 
break the news to me that "BOAT" 
stands for "Break. Out Another 
Thousand." 

This past weekend. Brian and I 
• spent a frigid four hours do;.>in in 

Indy's cabin, trying to figure out why 
a particular brand-new part (if you 
rea1ly must know, it's the float switch 
for the bilge pump--aren't you sorry 
you asked?) would work just fine in 
one situation (hooked up to the entire 
bank of eight batteries. which would 
eventually require recharging via 
hore power.}, but wouldn't work at all 

when hooked up to its .o;ingle land­
alone battery. The bilge pump float 
switch happens to be a part that you 
really want to have working 2417, but 
leaving all the batteries turned on all 
the t1me isn't really doable. 

It wasn't until we were driving our 
frozen selves home from the marina 
that we had one of those "smack your-
elf on the forehead" moments: 

Maybe that single battery that runs the 
part "the rest of the time" ... was dead. 
The les on here: Always look for the 
simple solution (like a dead battery) 
first. 

That's why I was so intrigued when 
I read about a treatment devised by 
Agricultural Research Service (ARS) 
scientists to treat Rhizoctonia, a fun­
gal disease that plagues many orna­
mental plants. This is so simple that 
it's mind-boggling: You can eliminate 
Rhi.wctonia in azaleas by placing 
plant cuttings in ... hot water! 

Yes , that's all there is to it. The 
ARS scientists found that placing the 
azalea cuttings in water at 122 degrees 
Fahrenheit for 20 minutes is the most 
effective method of eliminating 
Rh1zoctonia wtthout damaging the 
plant, thus eliminating the need for 
treatment with chemical fungicides. 
The pathogen can be killed in less 
time if you use hotter water, but as the 
water temperature goes up, so does the 
risk of damaging the cutting. 

Unfortunately, Rhizoctonia--1 ike 
death and taxe. --seems to he always 

.: with us. Rhizoctonia web blight is an 
"'0 annual problem in azalea cultivars 

grown in containerized nur ery pro-
e. duction m the southern and eastern 

United States. This fungus can live on 
all plant surfaces as we11 a pine bark 
soil, and ir thrives throughout the year. 
But it only causes plant damage in 
July and August when heat and 
humidity are at their highest levels . 

However, the disease is already 
doing its damage well before that, 
attacking the azalea's internal leaves 
in June, with signs often unseen by the 
grower. What can't be missed is the 
stage when a plant goes from looking 
healthy to having one-third of its 
leaves rapidly tum brown and die, 
often in a 24-hour period. 

You can't see Rhizoctonia. so it's 
easy for this fungus to hitch a ride on 
stem cuttings used to propagate new 
plants, enabling this pathogen to cir­
culate within nursery stock for years. 
Right now, nurseries try to fight back 
by dipping tern cuttings in a disinfec­
tant or a fungicide solution, but even 
that hasn't controlled the spread of this 
fungal pest. New methods are defi­
nitely needed!
