PRESTONSBURG - A 
man who saw criminal 
charges dropped against 
him has now won a lawsuit 
against the company that 
brought the case against 
him. 

Jason Proctor, a former 
employee of Schwan's, 
saw fraud and theft 
charges brought against 
him by Schwan's on July 7, 
2000. The company 
alleged that during his time 
as a truck delivery driver he 
stole $3,247 and then tried 
to cover up the theft. 

"That charge hit me like 
a sledgehammer," Proctor 
said. "And it changed my 
life around. I found myself 
being accused of being a 
criminal, without a job and 
having to defend myself 
against false charges or go 
to jail" 

Proctor was offered a 
number of plea agree­
ments but never consid­
ered accepting them, 
according to his lawyer, 
John Kirk. 

On Nov. 19, 2004, 
Proctor was cleared of all 
charges. Three days later, 
he filed a civil action in 
Floyd County Circuit Court 
alleging that Schwan's 
"committed the tort of mali­
cious prosecution" by 
bringing about false crimi­
nal charges, further claim· 
ing the charges had been 
brought aga1nst to ~cover 
up erroneous bookkeep­
ing.~

Lost grant sees c'ounty look to start over

PRESTONSBURG - A sewer project 
for portions of District 4 in Floyd County 
that dates back to earlier in the decade 
may need to be revisited from the stan. 

Owing a visit Friday, former Judge­
Executive Paul Hunt Thompson was 

asked about. the status of that project by 
District 4 Magistrate Ronnie Akers. 

Aker'' question wa'> directed at 
whether or nor Southern Water and 
Sewer Distnct, the subject of 
Thompson's visit to the fiscal court, 
could still handle the project considering 
their financial problems of late. But the 
question actually led to a more troubling 

poS!;ibility. 
Thompson's answer was to give a 

brief outline of the funding tor the proj­
ect that had been lined up during his la<>t 
term in office. According to records, 
Thompson and the fiscal court had $6.9 
million in place from several agencies 
and other entities for the project, which 
was given a pnce tag at that time of $6.8

Loca' couple recounts 
• xper nee in Haiti

The devastation in Haiti brought 
on by a massive earthquake last week 
has volunteers scrambling to do what 
they can to help, and a Prestonsburg 
couple who were in Haiti on a medical 
mtssion prior to the quake wttnessed 
the aftem1ath of the natural disaster 
after surviving a smaller quake in the 
city where they were providing med­
ical care. 

Dr. Roger Jurich, along with his 
wife, Sheryl, were in the city of 
Ouanaminthe at the Uoivers Medical 
Center when the earthquake hit. 

"We were down there leading a 

medical mission team of 16 primarily 
doing surgery," ~aid Sheryl Jurich. 
"On Tuesday. it had rained both days. 
The streets were muddy and there was 
so much flooding we couldn't walk in 
the slreet. At 4:52 p.m. we \vere at the 
clinic. I felt strange. like 'What is 
wrong with me? I must be dizzy.' The 
floor was swaying. Everybody wao;; 
ma~s exiting the clinic. The people on 
the third floor were in the middle of 
surgery, so they couldn't leave right 
away. The sea of people exiting the 
clinic pushed us outside." 

The earthquake that shook 
Ouanaminthe wa · less powerful. 
around a 5 on the Richter Scale. but it 
didn' t take long for the Jurichs to get 

word of the destruction in the city of 
Port-au-Prince. 

~'The people of the whole city, you 
could see them out on the street." 
Jurich aid. "We beard that the palace 
and the United Nations building were 
down. That was of great concern. We 
also found out we were under a tsuna­
mi watc)1. There wa~ nowhere to go." 

A doctor that was hired to work in 
the clinic in 2008 was killed in the 
earthquake. According to Jurich. the 
doctor was in Port-au-Prince to visit 
his mother. 

"Our phones were used to help 
locate some family members. but

Former judge 
tries to dispel 
Southern 
rumors

PRESTONSBURG- Former Judge­
Executive Paul Hunt Thompson paid a 
visit to the Floyd County Fiscal Court 
this past Friday in hopes of clearing up 
some points concerning Southern Water 
and Sewer District. 

Southern has been in discussions in 
the last several months with county lead-" 
ers. who have a~ked if the company cart 
pay more or all on a bond i!>sued during 
Thompson's tenure as top official. 

The annual bond payment. whicli 
totals at $160,000, was initially set up so 
the county paid $60,000 each year and 
Southern made up the remaining 

. $100,000. 
Thompson explained Frida) the ori­

gi'n. Qf the bond and also moved to dis­
pel rumors concerning the actual amount 
of the payment over the course of the 
next several years. 

"There has been a lot of talk about 
Southern Water and Sewer, especially 
with bond~." said Thompson, who 
addressed the fiscal court with several 
folders of documentation Friday. "There 
were grants available and we took 
advantage of that and received millions 
of dollar-; for water extensions. All of 
this money wa-; dedicated to this project 
and not one cent of tlus money was 
spent outo;;ide the boundaries of Southern 
Water and Sewer."

· administration wa<; $2.6 million that 
kick-started ·onie $20 million in later 
grants and funding \\lhich resulted i.n

s the poorest nation in the Western Hemisphere, a 

o).mtry saddled with one of the world's lea'll effective gov­
ernments, Haiti is uniquely vulnerable to a natural cata tro­
phe. The earthquake that struck the Caribbean nation 
Tuesday night wa. so powerful it would have produced 
broad destruction anywhere. But in Haiti. it has caused 
enormous human misery. Tens of thou ands of Haitians 
may have died. and perhaps millions more have been left 
homeless. 

The U.S. government responded as it always does in 
such crises- with immediate relief effort and prom.i es to 
provide much more aid in coming weeks and months, in 
concert with the international community. President Barack 
Obama exhorted Americans to also help however they can. 

This relief effort has some different overtones in that 
Haiti's hi tory is o intertwined with America's. For elf-
erving reason , the United States occupied Haiti in orne­

time brutal fa ·hi on from 1915 to 1934, with martial law in 
place for most of that period. While the military occupation 
yielded modernization, economic growth and stability, a 
U.S. government commis ·ion ·concluded it did not leave 
behind good preconditions for an effective, cohe ive socie­
ty. 
• Since then, Haiti has suffered through decades of drift 

apd chaos. Even before this week's di. a ter, Haiu was 
alTeady heavily reliant on the outside world. In 1994, an 
international force led by the U.S. military intervened to 
r tore Haitian democracy. Multinational forces remain and 
are a pillar of the wobbly nation.

House week 

in review

Lawmakers began the proce~s of 
crafting a new state spending plan last 
week as House members met in budg­
et subcomminees to begin gathering 
blocks of infonnation they need to 
build a multi-bilJion-dollar budget.

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New homebuyer credit form released 
WASHINGTON - The 

Internal Revenue Service lasl 
week released the new form 
that eligible homebuyers need 

.,to claim the first-time home 
· buyer credit this tax season 

and announced processing of 
those tax returns will begin in 
mid-February. The IRS also 
announced new documenta­
tion requirements to deter 
fraud related to the fir·t-time 
homebuyer credit. 

The new fonn and iostruc­
tion:o. follow major changes in 
November to the homebuyer 
credit by the Worker, 
Homeownership. and l3usiness 
Assistance Act of 2009. The 
new law extended the credit to 
a broader range of home pur-

~ chasers. and add~ new docu­
~1entatton requirements to 

deter fraud and ensure taxpay­
ers properly claim the credit. 

With the release of Form 
5405. First-Time Homebuyer 
Credif and Repayment of the 
Credit. and the related instruc­
tions. eligible homebuyers can 
now start to file their 2009 tax 
returns. Taxpayers claiming 
the hornebuyer credit must file 
a paper tax return because of 
the added documentation 
requirements. 

The IRS expects to start 
processing 2009 tax returns 
claiming the homebuyer credit 
in mid-February after it com­
pletes the updating and testing 
of sy terns to meet the law's 
new requirements. The 
updates allow the IRS to put in 
place critical systemic checks 
to deter fraud related to the 

e-file.

WASHINGTON - lRS e­
file, the popular electronic tax 
return dehvery service used by 
two-thirds of th~ nation's tax­
payers, opens for business Jan. 

5 and marks 20 years of safe­
ly and securely transmitting 
nearly 800 million individual 
federal tax returns. 

The Internal Revenue 
Service debuted e-file nation­
ally in 1990, delivering 4 .2 
million tax returns. Last year. 
IRS e-file delivered 95 million 
t~ returns, 66 percent of all 
returns filed. 

"Electronic filing is more 
and more popular every year, 
and most taxpayers now e-fLle. 
IRS e-file means faster 
efunds. It means the option to 

:ttle now and pay later if you 
owe additional tax. It means 
peace of mind knowing the 
IRS received the return 
because we .;end an acknowl­
edgement. Those are the rea­
sons this has been a popular 
service," aid Doug Shulman, 
IRS Commissioner. "IRS e-flle 
is -safe, it's easy and everyone 
should try it." 

Last year, more than 49 
million taxpayers missed out 
on the e-file benefits. The IRS 
urges taxpayers. especially 
those people already using tax 
oftware, to take the next step 

and e-file their return or ask 
their preparer to e-file their 
return. The IRS urges tax pre­
parers who electronically ftle 
some of their clients' tax 
returns to consider filing all 
tax returns through e-file. 

The IRS is working on 
faster acknowledgements of 
accepted or rejected returns. 
Last year, taxpayers received 
an acknowledgement within 
48 hours that the IRS had 
accepted or rejected their 
retprn. Paper filers do not 

lf!eceive any acknowledgement. 
Also, if the IRS rejects an e­
filed return, it will provide 
more specific explanations of 
the errors that caused the rejec­
tion. This will enable taxpay­
ers to 'make corrections and 
quickly resubmit their returns. 

IRS e-file offers the fastest, 
safest way for people to 
receive their tax refunds. By 
using e-file and direct deposit, 
taxpayers can get their refunds 
in as few a~; 10 days. 
Taxpayers even can opt to 
have their refund deposited 
jpto two or three financial 
'lccounts or purchase a U.S. 
Savings Bond. 

For those who owe addi­
tional tax. e-flle is still the best 
option. People can file now 

and pay later, as long as the 
payment is received by April 
1 5. Taxpayers can set the date 
for an automatic withdrawal 
from their financial accounts 
or they can pay by credit card. 
People also can e-file and pay 
by check by simply attaching 
the payment to a voucher that 
is mailed to the IRS. 

Other e-file benefits include 
a reduced error rate which 
means a decreased likelihood 
of hearing from the IRS. Also, 
federal tax returns are deliv­
ered to the fRS through a high­
ly secure, encrypted transmis­
sion system. Just like paper 
returns, e-filed returns remain 
confidential. 

There are three ways to use 
e-file: through tax preparers, 
through most tax preparation 
software or through IRS Free 
File. The IRS does not charge 
for e-file. Many tax preparers 
and software products also 
offer free e-filing with their 
services. 

As people become more 
comfortable using computers 
and the Internet for financial 
transactions, the IRS has een 
a huge growth in the number 
of people who are preparing 
their own tax: returns with the 
help of software. For people 
seeking free electronic 
options, IRS Free File offers 
something for almost everyone 
through two formats. 

Traditional Free File pro­
vides free tax preparation soft­
ware and free electronic filing 
to individuals or families who 
earn less than $57,000. 
Traditional Free File is a pub­
lic-private partnership in 
which approximately 20 tax 
software manufacturers make 
their tax preparation software 
and e-filing available for free. 

Everyone can use Free File 
Fillable Forms. This service, 
now in its second year, pro­
vides free online tax forms that 
can be completed and filed 
electronically. These are elec­
tronic versions of IRS paper 
forms. This program is ideal 
for people who are comfort­
able preparing their own 
returns with little assistance. 

People must access Free 
File through IRS.gov, the IRS 
website.

Some of these early taxpay­

ers claiming the homebuyer 
credit may see tax refunds take 
an additional two to three 
weeks. 

In addition to filling out a 
Form 5405, all eligible home­
buyers must include with their 
2009 tax returns one of the fol­
lowing documents in order to 
receive the credit: 

• A copy of the settlement 
statement showing all parties' 
names and signatures, property 
address, sales price, and date 
of purchase. Normally, this is 
the properly executed Form 
HUD-1, Settlement Statement. 

• For mobile home pur­
chasers who are unable to get a 
settlement statement, a copy of 
the executed retail sales con­
tract showing all parties' 
names and signatures, property 
address, purchase price and 
date of purchac;e. 

• For a newly constructed 
horne where a settlement state­
ment is not available, a copy of 
the certificate of occupancy 
showing the owner's name, 
property address and date of 
the certificate. 

In addirion. the new law 
allows a long-time re ident of 
the same main home to claim 
the homebuyer credit if they 
purchase a new principal resi­
dence. To qualify. eligible tax­
payers must show that they 
lived in their old homes for a 
five-consecutive-year period 
during the eight-year period 
ending on the purchase date of 
the new home. The IRS has 
stepped up compliance checks 
mvolving the homebuyer cred­
it. and it encouraged homebuy­
ers claiming this pan of the 
credit to avoid refund delays 
by attaching documentation 
covering the five-consecutive­
year period: 

• Form I 098, Mortgage 
Interc; t Statement, or substi­
tute mortgage interest state­
ments, 

• Property tax records or 
• Homeowner's insurance 

records. 
The IRS also reminded 

homebuyers that the new doc­
umentation requirements mean 
that laxpayers claiming the 
credit cannot file electronicaJ­
ly and must file paper returns. 
Taxpayers can still use IRS 

Free File to prepare their 
returns. but the returns must be 
printed out and sent to the IRS, 
along with all required docu­
mentation. 

Normally, it takes about 
four to eight weeks to get a 
refund claimec.l on a complete 
and accurate paper return 
where all required document<> 
are altached. For those home­
buyers filing early. the IRS 
expects the first refunds based 
on the homebuyer credit will 

be issued toward the end of 
March. 

The lRS encourages tax­
payers to use direct deposit to 
speed their refund. In addjtion, 
taxpayers can use Where's My 
Refund'? on rRS.gov to track 
the status of their refund. 

More details on claiming 
the credit can be found in the 
instructions to Form 5405, a<; 
well as on the First-Time 
Homebuyer Credit page on 
IRS.gov.

Kingly 
protection 

for a peasant 
stomach

Queen Elizabeth I of England was. 
to put it mildly. a wonder. 

Not only did she reign over 
England for 45 years, longer than the 
typical human life expectancy of the 
1500s, but she was a veritable fount of 
memorable quotes, from 'If I were 
turned out of my realm in my petti­
coat, I would prosper anywhere in 
Christendom" to "I have no desire to 
make windows into men's souls." 

But the one that always sticks in 
my mind is her charge to her troops at 
Tilbury in 1588. as they awaited the 
arrival of the Spanish Armada: "I 
know I have the body of a weak and 
feeble woman, but I have the heart and 
stomach of a king." 

I've never harbored any desire for a 
rown (I believe it was the currenr 

Queen of England's father who said 
there are few experiences more miser­
able than balancing several pounds of 
metal on your bead while reading 
someone else's speech), but I'd sure 
love to have the stomach of a king. I 
don't have to actually come into con­
tact with. say, Salmonella or E coli; 
just show me a drawing of a food­
borne bug and I'm down for three 
days. 

So you can imagine my interest 
when I heard recently about a new test 
developed by Agricultural Research 
Service (ARS) scientists that can 

etect levels of the dreaded staphylo­
coccal enterotoxin A, or "SEA," at 
levels that are an incredible one bil­
lion times lower than the current "gold 
standard" test. 

SEA is no minor player in the 
world of food poisoning; i£'s a leading 
cause of foodbome illness not only in 
the United States, bur worldwide. 

To help public health officials trace 
the source of food poisoning out­
breaks where they suspect SEA is the 
culprit, and to help food manufactur­
ers go a bit further in ensuring the 
safety of their products, the ARS sci­
entists came up with the new test for 
mding this toxin in foods. Their 

experiments with chicken, beef and 
milk indicate that the test can reliably 
tell the difference between active ver­
sus inactive toxins. 

The test takes advantage of the 
toxin's "double life." Yes, SEA causes 
nausea, vomiting, diarrhea and other 
gastroenteritis symptoms. But it also 
acts as a "super-antigen," which is to 
say that it stirs to action large numbers 
of immune system cells (which 
sounds nonsensJcal, but who ever said 
Mother Nature didn't have a sense of 
humor?). The new test plays on this 
quirk by measuring the proliferation 

f splenocytes, which are immune 
system cells produced in the spleen. 

Now, if this new test is so incredi­
bly sensitive and effective, it's got to 
be incredibly expensive and time-con­
suming, right? Wrong! It's actually 
comparatively fast and relatively inex­
pensive, and experienced lab techni­
cians can learn bow to do it using 
equipment that's already sitting m 
most analytical Jabs in the United 
States. 

This isn't the first time in recent 
months that · ARS scientists have 
stepped forward with a new test to 
protect us against nasty invaders in 
our food . Earlier this year, ARS scien-
. sts in California announced they'd 

Cleveloped a new. improved test for 
detecting serotype A of the botulinum 
toxin. 

The toxin that causes botulism 
comes in seven different serotypcs, 
from A to G. But most of the food­
borne botulism cases that do occur in 
this country can be traced to either 
serotype A or serotype B. The tradi­
tional "gold standard" test for detect­
ing botulinum toxin requires laborato­
ry mice, takes at least four days to 
complete, and it's neither portable nor 
inexpensive. •
