Toothless dog

Last Friday, the U.S. Food and Drug Administration barked
loudly: Bisphenol A, the agency said, may be harmful for fetus-
es, babies and young children.

But on this matter, the agency is a toothless dog: There is little
the FDA can do but howl. A loophole in FDA rules allows mak-
ers of BPA to avoid any real oversight.

The FDA doesn’t know for sure how much of the controver-
sial chemical is produced each year or where: it can’t demand an
accounting. It can’t demand a warning label on products contain-
ing BPA. It can't easily restrict use of the chemical. Since 1963,
BPA has been classified as an indirect food additive and is
among about 3,000 chemicals “generally regarded as safe” — a
distinction that exempts it from scrutiny.

Congress should give the agency the regulatory chops it needs
to do its job. And Congress should take up bills that would
severely restrict the use of BPA in food products and items meant
for kids.

The FDA’s flip-flop came after three years of investigative
reports in the Journal Sentinel that revealed an agency conflicted.
For years, the FDA relied on industry-funded studies that
claimed BPA was safe for all uses even though independent
analysis said otherwise. The agency even relied on industry sci-
entists to write part of its draft declaring the chemical to be safe.

Dozens of independent studies over the years have found that
BPA is harmful to animals and that it leaches into food and baby
formula. More than 90% of adults in the United States have at
least traces of the chemical in their urine. Traces of it have been
found in breast milk and the blood of newborns’ umbilical cords.

BPA has long been used in hardened plastics and many other
items, including the epoxy liners of food containers, dental
sealants, eyeglasses and DVDs.

The evidence supports a ban: BPA should not be used in any
products that come into contact with food or in any products
intended for children. Bills pending in both houses of Congress
would do this. To ensure food safety, the industry should be
given a reasonable period of time to develop an alternative for
can liners, which help prevent food spoilage.

But Congress also should empower the FDA so that the
agency can do its job. It's time to give this agency some teeth
when it comes to bisphenol A. ‘

Nuclear

power

proposal gets
Senate approval

FRANKFORT — A
statewide moratorium on
nuclear energy plant construc-
tion would end under legisla-
tion passed Wednesday by the
Senate.

Senate Bill 26, sponsored
by Sen. Bob* Leeper, I-
Paducah, would allow new
nuclear power plants in
Kentucky if the facility’s plan
for storing the high-level
waste conformed to federal
guidelines, Current law man-
dates a plan for waste disposal,
in effect a ban because no dis-
posal site has yet been
approved anywhere in the
United States.

“We have 104 nuclear reac-
tors in this country running
very safely,” Leeper said. A
uranium enrichment plant cur-
rently operates in Paducah,
dllhough it is scheduled to
close in 3-8 years. Opening up
Kentucky to nuclear energy
would make the state competi-
tive for more energy-sector
jobs, he said, taking advantage
of those workers’ job skills.
“(SB 26) allows us to put our-
selves on the map in board-
rooms across the country” as
they seek to expand.

The bill, which passed on a
27-10 vote, now heads to the
House for its consideration.

Blue River native releasing thrash metal CD

Blue River may not be known as a hotbed of
musical talent and innovation, but one native of the
area is making his creative voice, along with his
immense guitar talent, known.

Dave Reffett is the founder of Shredding the
Envelope, a thrash metal band with a sound that pays
tribute to the legends of the past while barreling
toward its own future.

Reffett started playing music at age 13, learning
how to play and sing by listening to bands like
Pantera, Megadeth, Metallica and others.

“I think living in Blue River helped me a lot,”
Reffett said. “T had a lot of time to practice. In the big
cities, there is so much to do and so many distractions.
In Blue River, it was great. I have a lot of different

musical influences thanks to where I am from.”

At the age of 16, Reffett left Blue River and
moved to Denver, Colorado.

“I moved to Denver and did pretty good in the
local scene out there,” Reffett said. “Then I attended
a program at the Berkley College of Music. They
offered me a scholarship. I graduated with a degree is
music business management. Knowing the business
side of it is very important.”

After graduating, Reffett went on to work in the
promotions and marketing department of Virgin
Records.

“Tloved marketing but hated promoting bands that

I felt were dumbing down today’s musical land-
scape,” Reffett said. “I decided to make the music
that I would be the first in line to buy.”

Shredding the Envelope was formed in Boston by
Reffett and Nancy Taylor, an artist. The band’s first

release, “The Call of the Flames,” features a number
of guest musicians who are legends in the world of
heavy metal. The musicians included Mike Mangini,
who has drummed for Extreme, Steve Vai and
Annihilator; George Lynch, a guitarist for Lynch
Mob and Dokken; Michael Angelo Batio; Joe Stump;
and two former Megadeth guitarists, Chris Poland
and Glen Drover. Poland and Drover both provide
solos on the same song, “Devils Roadmap,” The
album also has an impressive list of engineers and
mixers, including Mudrock, Jon Lammi and George
Marino. -

Heel cracks or fissures, are a
Avcry common foot problem
L usually caused by dry skin.
They are worse when the skin around
the heel is thick. Sometimes the fis-
sures can become so deep that they
bleed. When this occurs, the fissures
can become infected, requiring treat-
ment with an antibiotic. Foot pain,
especially while standing or walking,
is the most common complaint from
people with heel fissures.

Heel fissures: Causes and care

As noted above, dry skin is the
main cause, but there are contributing
factors that predispose some people
to heel fissures. People at greater risk
include those who are overweight,

those who stand for long periods of

time (especially on hard floors) and
those who wear non-supportive,
open-back shoes like sandals. This
last factor is very important, as many
people with cracked heels tend to
wear sandals in an attempt to keep
pressure off the painful cracks. This
actually makes them worse since
there is no support around the heel to
prevent the heel tissue from pressing
outward when under pressure from
standing.

There are also some medical con-
ditions that make you more likely to

have heel fissures. Hypothyroidism
and diabetes can be medical factors
in the development of heel cracks.

First, make sure your footwear is
closed and supportive, and try to
reduce your daily standing time.
Next, sanding down the heels to get
rid of the excess dry skin (callus) can
help to heal existing cracks and pre-
vent new ones from forming. Taping
the crack together with bandages or
tape from a first-aid kit can help
reduce the pain and speed up the
healing process. You may also want
to look for heel cups to insert into
your shoe to help the heel tissue from
expanding and causing more cracks.
You can find these at most general
pharmacies.

Finally, your instinct is right about

moisturizers and emollients. I prefer
ointments rather than creams. [ would
recommend that your husband apply
an ointment like Vaseline to the entire
heel, then wear socks to bed at night
to help heal fissures and prevent new
ones. By the way — the socks can be
of any color.

Fibromyalgia:
A baffling iliness

DEAR DR. DONOHUE:
My 50-year-old daughter has
diagnosed with
fibromyalgia. She is in a great

. deal of pain, and medications

have provided no relief. She

* has been told there is no cure.

Exactly what is fibromyalgia?

. What causes it? -- EE.

ANSWER: Fibromyalgia is
a baffling illness whose two

* principal symptoms are pain

and fatigue. The pain is body-
wide, on both sides and above
and below the waist. For diag-
nosis, the pain has to have been
present for three or more
months. The fatigue of this
condition is overwhelming, so
much so that the simplest of
daily tasks becomes a formida-
ble challenge. Patients also suf-
fer from sleep that does not
refresh, and they often find it
difficult to concentrate.

Its cause remains a great
unknown.

Specific tests for fibromyal-
eia don't exist. However, ten-
der points -- areas on the body
where finger pressure elicits
pain out of proportion to the
pressure applied -- aid in mak-
ing a diagnosis. There are 18

such points, and for a diagno-

sis, 11 should be present.
Other illnesses -- such as
rheumatoid arthritis, lupus,
Sjogren’s syndrome and hepa-
titis, which have similar symp-
toms -- have to be excluded, so

. testing for those conditions
becomes part of the fibromyal-

gia workup.

Your daughter is right. No
cure has been found, but some-
times symptoms improve on
their own. Exercise is impor-
tant, It sounds ridiculous to ask
a person who is hurting and
exhausted to exercise. At the
start, exercise intensity can be
modest, just walking, The goal
is to extend exercise to 20 or 30
minutes of daily exercise and
to pick up the tempo gradually.

The Food and Drug
Administration has approved
three medicines to ease
fibromyalgia symptoms. They
are Lyrica, Cymbalta and the
newest, Savella,

DEAR DR. DONOHUE:
My friend's toenails are white.
What cause that? - E.B.

ANSWER: Fungal infec-
tions of the nail often turn them
white. Proof of fungal infec-
tions comes from a doctor
examining scrapings of the
nails with a microscope.

Many medicines are on the
market for treatment of such an
infection. Some can be painted
on the nail -- Penlac is an
example. The success rate 1s
not breathtaking. Oral pre-
scription medicines are also
available. They are expensive,
and they don't always work.
Lots of people prefer to live in
peace with such nail infections
by ignoring them.

DEAR DR. DONOHUE:
My stomach sags around the
belly button. My doctor says
it's an umbilical hernia. There's
no discomfort or pain. Will 100
sit-ups a day fix this? -- L.W.

ANSWER: A thousand sit-
ups a day will not fix it. Sit-ups
could make it worse. Only sur-
gery can fix it. Any exercise
that increases pressure within
the abdomen can make the her-
nia protrude more. If this both-
ers you, get a surgeon's opin-
ion.

Dear Tom and Ray:

I am a valet at a local country club
in Wisconsin. As you well know, it

"gets very cold here in the winter
“months, and that leads to my ques-
‘ tion. As a favor to the members who
choose to valet park with me, I like to
“'warm up their cars before they leave.
“I let the cars run anywhere from two
to 15 minutes, depending on how
long they take to get ready to leave,
get their coats, finish conversations,
etc. So my question is: Am [ doing
“any damage to these automobiles?
Would they be better off next winter
* driving away in ice-cold cars? —
John
RAY: You're not harming their
cars, John. The only harm you're
~ doing is wasting gasoline. And since
they're all paying exorbitant dues to
belong to a country club, they're
probably not worried about gas
money.
TOM: In the old days, when cars
were carbureted, you COULD do
harm by warming up a car for 100
"“long. In warm-up mode, a carburetor

would pour lots of gasoline into the
-cylinders, and the excess gasoline
_could run down into the crankcase
and dilute the oil. And the rich mix-
ture could ruin the catalytic convert-

er, 100,

RAY: But modern cars meter their
gasoline into the cylinders so precise-
ly, with the help of computers, that
they can idle for days without a prob-
lem. This was proven in Princeton
University’s famous “Police Cars in
Front of Dunkin’ Donuts™ study from
2003. And 2004, And 2005.

TOM: So, in terms of the cars
themselves, you're doing no harm.
And I'm sure your customers appre-
ciate getting into a warm car and hav-
ing heat immediately.

RAY: The only other downside is
the extra pollution created by these
long warm-ups. But I'd deal with that
on a case-by-case basis. Now that you
know who the good tippers are, John,
next winter, make sure THOSE cars
get warmed up. And balance out that
extra pollution by not warming up the
cars of the lousy tippers. In fact, you
can turn on their electric seat coolers.

Technical service bulletins
explained

Dear Tom and Ray:

I"ve heard you refer to “bulletins™
(“maybe there’s a bulletin on it”) in
addressing repair problems. My
question is this: If there is, in fact, a
bulletin out on a repair, does that
mean the dealership cannot (or ought
not) charge full price for the repair?

My Saturn wagon just had a trans-
mission pressure-control solenoid
replaced, to the tune of $800. As I
was writing out the check, I noticed a
bulletin that the technician had
clipped to the bill, and I asked the
serviceman if I could see it. He was
hesitant, especially when I asked him
for a copy of it. Is the bulletin just an
aid for the technician to follow, or is
it a correction of a defect, and there-
fore something that should be cov-
ered under warranty? — Bill

RAY: Good question, Bill. The
bulletins we refer to are Technical
Service Bulletins, also known as
TSBs. They really just contain advice
from the company to the mechanics
who fix their cars.

TOM: For instance, a number of

owners of older Honda CR-Vs start-
ed complaining about a strange
howling noise underneath their cars
when they made sharp turns.
Someone, somewhere on the planet,
figured out that the problem was
caused by worn-out fluid in the cen-
ter differential.

RAY: When Honda was con-
vinced that it understood the problem
and had a solution (it involved drain-
ing and replacing the differential
fluid), it issued a TSB, which is the
best way to make sure all Honda
service people know about it.

TOM: Honda sends the TSBs
directly to its dealerships. And other
companies — namely, Mitchell and
AllData — supply the
