The life and times of Verbal Meek

Verbal H;nnrlton Met:k wa~ hom Sept. H~. Ins. 
at McDowell. Kentucky. the first 111 a lanuly or 
four. Her parcms, Maudk and Emitt Hamrlton, 
moved to Teaberry. Ky. one year later. 

Verhal gn .. "\\ up durin!! the great deprc'ision of 
1929. Although her l~tmily was a prominent family 
in the county, it was hard times for everyone. Most 
everyone in the community gr~w their own crops 
and raised chickens. hogs. and heeL For a change 
in menu. they nsheJ or hunted I he surrounding hi lis 
for v.ild turkeys, dc~r. and other game. Vcrhal has 
happ] memories t>f picking bluchen·ics anll black­
berries in lbe Summer, and of gathermg fruit from 
the orchard in the hill. 

·'we fanned three large bottoms of com and two 
or three vcgetahk gardens." Verbal said. ''We 
raised corn, wheat, and soy beans to feed the ani­
mals and supply food for the family. We had a big 
cellar to keep winter vegetables and frnils. and 
raised ('yerything we needed except sugar, all. 
Jlour, spices and such." 

For the fanner. corn \\a the biggest and mo~t 
importnnt crop. After the corn was gathered, fami­
lies often had corn hu. kings. making it into a fun 
time and social acllvity for friends anJ neighbors. 
After the corn was husked and allowed to dry, the 
best v\as rcscned for food and taken to the mill 
house for g.riulling into meal. The rest wa'i kept in 
the bam loft for wintering the farm animals. 

"We worked hard but we had Jots of fun on the 
farm. too, We each haJ a job to do. and did them 
without complaining," Verbal . aid. Her brothers, 
Bud and Junior. Wl!rc re1>pnnsiblc for the outside 
chores. They kept a conlinual supply of wood and 
coal in stock for cooking and heating. and did extra 
jobs to cam some "pocket" mone). "The cool, clear 
creek was near our hou~e with a dammed-up water 
hole where my mother and other folks from the 
church were baptited. Our favorite place was that 
swimming hole. In an effm1 to create our own 
cnlcrtai'nmcnt, we would play church. My brother 
Bud preached while Bernice and I did some shout­
ing, and then we baptited the protestrng dog.s and 
cat if they weren't fast enough to escape to the 
other side. [f there were no animals, we hapti1ed 
each other." She panscd at the memory of this 
cluldhood pa-.time. "We didn't mean to mock or to 
he irreverent ... she aid. Just having fun. We uid 
. ome pretty good preaching and sh'outing." She 
ha~ many humorous stmies of ~rowing up in 
Tcalx:rry. 

Verbal Icamed to cook when she was just ten 
years old . Being the oldest of li.1ur children, she had 
the most responsibility at home, o;o the major 
chores fell to her. . 

"I would get up ahout 4:30a.m., build a fire in 
the big wood stove, and while the oven was heat­
mg. make home-made bi<;cutts and start the sausage 
sin ling. Tn this, she added eggs and gravy. home­
made huller and syrup. mota ~c , apple butter and 
Jdly. and sometimes hacon for variety and choice. 

B~ the time this huge faml breakrast was r ad) 
and the 1~1mily up and at it. Verbal had just enough 
time to llrcss ;md gel off to school. During part or 
the high sdwol years, she walked three miles to 
catch the bu~ by 6 a.m. 

When Verbal relates ~orne of these experiences 
to the younger generations, they JUst smile and 
think she is jokmg. 

Verbal' dad owned two or three stor~s at umes 
{two humed down). He was instnm1cntal in getting 
signed petitions to cstablish a post office in 

Tcabcn·y, wh1ch became effective February 15, 
1929. 'I ht: post office was combined with a general 
store, since !here was not enough business to hire a 
full-time clerk. 

"Dad did own property." she !laid, "but we were 
land poor. I guess. When we needed money bad. he 
sold a parcel of lanu to get us by.·· 

!.ichool dkln't swrt until late in the summer when 
corn was laid-by. Verbal's first years were spent m 
a little one-room school wuh eight grade . She 
loved school and was a Iirtle on the mischievous 
side. Even at an early age, she knew the value of a 
~mile. "I greeted everyone with a smile. regardless 
of age or tation in lifl.!," he said. With a happy, 
laid-hack disposition, and that lilt in her voice, 
Verbal was well liked and a walk:ing encourage­
ment to tho. e around her. Howevt:r, she had a tem­
per that could llareju. t as quickly when pushed and 
get her into trouble. 

At the age of 14, Verhal entered high chool. In 
winter months, she had to start to school long 
befurc daylight. She had a honlc with a ligiucd 
kero. cne-soaked cloth li.11' a wick that ~l!rved a\ a 
lantcrn. Verbal relate~ some humorous experiences 
from those dark to dawn walks to catch the school 
bus. 

Sometime afler this. her dad bought a house at 
Betsy Layne so they could be closer to school. 
V~rhal. her Mom. her brothers, Bud and Emitt, Jr., 
and sister, Bemice. lived at Bet~y Layne while her 
dad staycu behind to J....eep up the farm. Thi worked 
most of the time, but the familv moved back aml 
fonh bet\.\cen the two hou.es in. order for the chil­
dren to get n good education without all the incon­
ven ienccs. 

'']bad a wise mother who \\US deten11ined that 
her children have an ellucatiou. and I was just as 
determined to . tudy and make ·omething of lll) 
life·," Verbal said. "When I married and had clnl­
dren. they wouldn't have to work so hard." Shc 
now admits that all the hard work and rcsponsJbili­
t) made her into a better and stronger person. 
emphasizing that maybe the younger generation 
could do with more work experience a a viable 
career move. 

l'or her lirst prom, Verbal's evening gown cost 
$5.95. he loved to dance and was often the life of 
the party. according to one source. 

DI~~ERDIVA 

When Verbal graduated .in llJ43. World War ll 
was in full ~wing, and most of the men teacher 
were drafted for war duty. After only one .~ummcr 
of college, she was en I i~ted to teach school at 
Teaberry. the ame one-room .'>chool she had 
atll'nded for eight years. 

The school had grown 111 SilL. She had eight 
grades and 84 pupils to teach. Verbal's method ol 
punishmcllt was a paddle with a hole in the center. 
The cenrcr hole had a pw·pose. It produced a 
''sling" that spoke volumns. Misbehaving. students 
not only suffered the indigmty of being '·caught" 
- but wa<> asked to hold out their hand for a sting­
ing ··conectjon" from the paddle. "But we loved 
our teacher anJ did what we could to please her and 
avmd the attitude adJUStment paddle ... a fom1cr stu­
dent said, recalling his. chool days. 

"To me. evety child is special." Verbal sat d. 
"With a little encouragement, every child can do 
more Ulan they ever dreamed they could. Whether 
smart, dull, or kind of losr. God created every child 
with somethrng tu gm .. " She believed that each 
chtld added its own spec1al qeauty to the das • anll 
was a work m progress. 

Verbal later earned her degree in teaching with 
five years of college at Pikevilk College. 

he taught school for 34 years in elementary 
graJes (mo tly at Betsy Layne). retired, and then 
returned to teach another s1x years, making her 41 
years in the leaching profe~sion. 

ln 1945 Verbal married Lsti II Meek from 
Boonscamp. Ky. 1l1eir daughter, Saundra wa · born 
in 194 7. The) bought a house at Betsy Layne. and 
~on, James Darrdl wa!) born in l952. 

In the nc:xt few years. their home, being near the 
river. was flooded four times. In 1957 Betsy Layne 
had the biggest flood m 100 years. The Meeks lost 
everything except the house it. I.!! f. It was a devas­
tating time for their neighbor and so many in the 
county. chool wa closed for weeks. 

After retirement, Verbal and Estill enjoyed a 
season uf travel with Saundra and her hu band, 
Roger. 

"We traveled to most of the states,· Verbal said. 
"The most memomble being Arkansas and the gulf 
!'late :· On a tour of ·renne sec. they vbitcd The 
Grand Ok Opr} and Dollyv]lle. 

At the end of 1980, lheir hou e burned to the 
ground. Nothing was saved. In 1990 Estill contact­
ed cancer. He pas\cd away in 1992 

Th~ Betsy Layne home place was rebuilt. on a 
larger . cale after the lire, and Verbal Jives there 
now witll her daughter. Saundra. or who moved in 
to can: for her. She feels espccially blessed to have 
a cm·e-giver like Saundra. shc said. Shc has two 
grandchildren: Gia Belcher and Michelle Meek. 

Verbal is crippled with ru11Jriti tmd uses a\\ alk­
er and power chair. Even with limited mobility, tht! 
indomitnble spirit ctmtinues to encourage and reach 
out to other .. She is involved with the emor 
Center. and continue to use her inOuence for 
''causes'' that arc geared to help tho. e in need. 

he is also a Ch1istian and a woman of great 
faith. rhroughou t the dark times of trouble and 
loss. and in spite of constant pam and loss of indc­
pendl:!nce. she finds the rainbows of praise and u es 
her faith to inspire other 

Verbal till keeps in tOuch with many of her for­
mer students. She is romembcrcd not only as a 
teacher and an encourager. bm a friend. Fim1. but 
with a 10\·ing anll carmg heal. he not only taught 
the 3 R's. but the whole child. respecting the digni­
ty of each .

Most sore throats arc 
viral-caused. 

If a child has everc and l'rl!­
quent strep throats, removing 
the tonsils lessens the number 
of infections. "Fr~qucnt" 

means seven or more infec­
tions in one year or five or 
more in the preceding two 
years.
