The indictment alleges 
that mmmg superintendent 
Anthony Esteves, of Neon.

and dayshrft forman 
Stephen Countiss, of 
Pound, Va. sent a crew of 
12 miners underground to 
perform work prohibited by 
a mine closrng o(der 1ssued 
by the Mine Safety and 
Health Administration 
(MSHA) lastAugust. 

The mine closing order 
had been issued, according 
to the federal rndictment, 
because there was a mine 
fire 1n an "inacce~sible gob 
area" in the mine. Knowingly 
working an MSHA closure 
order is a criminal offense. 

Joseph A. Main, 
Assistant Secretary of Labor 
for MSHA, who took part in 
the announcement of the 
indictment, said all available 
resources of his office would 
be enabled in the continued 

., prosecution of the three 
miners. 

"We will use every tool 
available to address the will­
ful violation ot orders Issued 
under the Mine Act," Main 
said. 

The order issued per­
tained to the Federal Mine 
Safety and Health Act of 
1977. 

An court date ror when 
Esteves, Scott and Coun!lss 
will appear in federal court 
to answer to the charges

collect a lO percent excise tax on the 
tanning services they provide. Thi~ 
excise tax requirement is part of the 
Affordable Care Act that was enacted 
in March 20 I 0. 

Here arc nine Lips on the tanning 
excise La\ that pr01 iders must collect. 

• Bu~inesses providing ultraviolet 
tanning services must collect the I 0 
percent cxci ·e tax at the time the cus­
tomer pa~s for the tanning services . 

• If the customer fails to pay tne 
excise tax. the tanning service 
provider 1s I iablc for the tax. 

• The tax doc~ not apply to pho­
totherapy services performed by a 
licensed medical professional on his 

or her premises. 
• The tax does not apply to spray­

on tanning services. 
• If a payment covers charge. for 

tanning services along with other 
goods and services, the other goods 
and services may be excluded from the 
tax 1fthey are separately tated and the 
charges do not exceed the fair market 
value for those other goods and serv­
ice .. 

• If the customer purcha. es bun­
dled services and the charges are not 
separately stated, the tax applies to the 
portion of the payment that can be rea­
sonably attributed to the indoor tan­
ning services. 

• The tax does not have to be paid 
on membership fees for certain quali-

fied phy ical fitness faciJj ties that offer 
indoor tanning services as an inciden­
tal . crvice to member without a sepa­
rately identifiable fee . 

• Tanntng service providers mu t 
report and pay the exci e tax on a 
quarterly basi . . 

• To pay the tax, busine!> es must 
file IRS Form 720. Quarterly Federal 
Excise Tax Return using an Employer 
Identification umber a signed by the 
IRS. Businesse that don't already 
have one can apply for an El online 
atiRS.gov.

Actn.:ss A~hlc) Judd sti rred the pot recently with some 
verbal pot \hOts at the coal industry in Appalachia nnu 
more specifically those who partak.c in thc practice of 
mountaintop rcmO\'al mining, 

A native of Kentucky. Judd's inflammatory speech in 
Wash~ngton. D.C. ~as aimed at convincing media outlets 
to rail against surface coal mining in ppalachia. but was 
more adept at infuriating many in Appalachia where the 
mining actually occurs. ' 

Several media outlets across eastern Kentucky picked 
up the story. noting how many 111 the rcgwn have taken 
offense to her comn~nts about an industry that provide:> 
jobs for hundreds of people. and in the eyes of some. 
allows for the further deYclopment of the region. 

While mall\ of Judd's comments were off base. such 
as describing surface mining as the " rape of Appalachia," 
perhaps the mo:.t inane comment came as she said this. as 
reported b} WYMT-TV in Hazard: "On another [moun­
taintop removal] site they built a golf coun,e. I'm not to

According to a past issue of Golf World Magazine, it 
was in 1933 that the PGA Tour made a stop in Hazard, 
where mine owners and Ma Hibler. who owned the only 
hotel in the town at the time .. put up a $2,500 purse for the 
game, "which was held on a nine holcr cut into the moun 
tam and around slag heaps.' And that's JUst one mstaace. 

One of the oldest golf course~ in the nation is in cast­
ern Kentucky. located in the town of Middlesboro m Bell 
County and was built in 18R9. l'd wager that evaal hill­
billies have ~hot a few holes there in those 120 plus years. 
Additional!~. the course at the Paint&ville Country Club 
has been in operation since the 1920s. 

Not including the aforementioned Stonecrest course in 
Floyd County and the country club course here in Hatard. 
there arc lots more course~ around eastern Kentucky. So 
~omc hillbillies in) ems pa~t mu~t have thought quite a bit 
about golf to Jnve~t so much into so man) courses 

Mr . Judd's comment~. 'Ahilc no doubt heanf'clt. do 
ver) little to further the debate on how to continue to 
mine our richest resource local I). Though mountaintop 
removal and other surface mining tec.:hmques do cause 
some detriment to the environmenr, \ve hm e to weigh 
those cons with the pros. For now, we, must mine the coal 
underneath our mountains in order to continue to develop 
our nation and remain competitive with others. 
Renewable en~rgy is a good idea. and we hope it comes 
to fruition soon. but at the moment it's JU~t not feasible. 
Someday it \Viii be, and we'll ha,,e to cross that bridge 
when we come to it. 

So while we continue to mine coal on the surface.

admission tickets and competitors 
from as many 62 countries can make 
this Kentucky-based 20 l 0 All tech 
FE! World E4Ut!\trian Games (WEG) 
a worldwide success. 

Only 59 countries. ubmitted com­
petition entries for the 2006 WEG 
held in Aachen, Germany, said WEG 
2010 Foundation CEO Jamie Link. 

·'I think that says a lot about what 
we are attempting to do here, .. said 
Link, adding that neru·ly 1.000 ath­
letes currently intend to participate in 
the 16-day event to be held Sept. 25-
0ct. 10 at the Kentucky H01:st Park. 

Eight different equine sporting 
discipline. will compete at the 
Games, including seven Olympic 
equine event and the first-ever para­
lympic WEG event. Sen. Damon 
Thayer. R-Georgetown, who i the 
General As embly's representative 
on the Governor's Advisory 
Commission for the World 
Equestrian Games , said the disci­
pline include the gymna tic compe­
tition known as Vaulting, a western­
style competition called Reining. 
Para Ores age. Ore age. Driving. 
Jumping, a Three-Day Event compe­
tition and a 100-mile Endurance race . 

Other attractions at WEG will 
include a trade show. a Kentucky 
produce howca e called "Kentucky 
Expenence" and the popular "Equine 
Village" which will showcase a vari­
ety of horse breed and sport. 

But while interest in competing in 
the Game is strong, Link said ticket 
sale , are not a, strong as organizer~ 
would prefer. People are waiting 
longer than expected to buy ticket , 
including European who are expect­
ed ro have the strongest interest in the 
Games. Link aid once the soccer 
World Cup i over, he and other event 
organizers are told the European~ 

will tum their attention to their .. ec­
ond favorite sport"-hor emanship. 

Link said the 2010 WEG i 
e ·pee ted to have an e. timatcd $167 

million financial impact, although the 
expansion of· the Horse Park for the 
Game could have a more lasting 
one. According to Thayer. improve­
ment made to the Hor e Park for 
WEG will allow the tate to attract 
other large competitions that have 
traditionally been better accommo­
dated at large venue in places like 
Tulsa and Indianapolis. 

Another part of the 20 10 WEG 
legacy, aid Link. could be the work­
ing relationship, Kentucky has built 
with nations in Europe. Link aid 
organizers of the 2010 event have 
worked with representative of the 
20 14 WEG to be held in ormandy. 
France and have agreed to help them 
in any way neces ary with their 
event. 

Link told lawmakers that WEG 
Kentucky has pledged to the French 
that folk here will share every bit of 
information they can about how the 
Kentucky Games were organized. 
leaving what Link hopes will be 
good, Ia ting impre sion around the 
globe.

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Surging Reds

There are three types of 
hyponatremia that differ in terms 
of water level. Hypervolemic 
hyponatremia occurs when too 
much water in the blood dilutes the 
concentration of salt. Often liver 
or kidney problems contribute to 
lhis. In euvolemic hyponatremia. 
\\ater level are normal, but odi­
um is low. often due to certain 
medications or chronic health con­
ditions. Finally. hypovolemic 

Low odium levels can cause 
the cells in your body to swell, 
especiaJiy those in the brain, 
which can set off more seriou 
medical problems. 

One of the fir t ymptoms of 
hyponatremia i. mental confusion 
or a similar rapid change tn your 
mental status. You can also 
become weak, as you mentioned. 
Patients with hyponatremia fre­
quently report muscle cramp and 
severe nau ea, sometimes to the 
point of vomiting. 

Besides exercise, a number of 
factors can cau e or complicate 
hyponatremia·. Medications. like 
antidepressants. diuretics and
