Rash of crashes in work zones shows need for caution

FRANKFORT
Recent crashes that injured
or endangered Kentucky
Transportation  Cabinet
(KYTC) workers and con-
tractors - and killed one
motorist - point to the need
for extreme caution when
approaching highway work
Zones.

Most of the crashes
occurred in the western
Kentucky counties . that
constitute Department of
Highways District 2, head-
quartered in Madisonville.
Two work zone crashes
occurred in District 2 in
the past week, including
one Tuesday that left a
contractor employee in
critical condition.

“In the months of April,
May and June of this year,
District 2 employees and
our contractors have had
numerous life threatening
situations with traffic
while they were doing
their jobs repairing and
expanding our roadway
system,” said - Kevin
MecClearn, District 2 chief
engineer. “Our highway
workers are faced with a
job environment every day
that depends on motorists
reading signs and follow-
ing directions. Lives can
be endangered by careless
and distracted driving.”

Acting Transportation
Secretary Mike Hancock
said drivers should always

be focused on the road, but
work zones especially
require their undivided
attention. “The key is to
avoid distractions general-
ly,” Hancock said. “That’s
why we are convinced that
Kentucky's new law pro-
hibiting texting while driv-
ing will save lives.”

Last year in Kentucky,
nine people died and near-
ly 140 were injured in
highway construction and
maintenance work zones.
The most recent figures
available from the Federal
Highway Administration
show there were 720 work
zone fatalities in 2008.
Nationally, four of every
five victims of a work zone
crash is a motorist, not a
highway worker. '

Seat belts and airbags are but a
few items now in vehicles that drivers and passengers have come
to expect and rely on.

- But technology has also filled vehicles with the distractions
that are now the cause of too many accidents around town and
on the highway. Cell phones and radios compete for attention
that should be focused on the road ahead and other vehicles
around. :

On a daily basis, wrecks around town on or the highway are
attributed to driver distraction because of a phone call that sup-
posedly couldn’t wait or the search for a better song on the radio
or a text message.

‘But there’s no excuse for drivers to not commit their full
attention when they are traveling at high speeds through a high-
way construction work zone. The workers that are building,
repairing and expanding our highways are particularly vulnera-
ble, as a string of recent incidents in western Kentucky has
shown.

During a typical year, the 11-county area that makes up the
+ local district of the Kentucky Transportation Cabinet sees one or
- two injuries to highway workers in the typically well-marked but

potentially dangerous work zones. Within the last two months,

eight separate accidents in work zones in District 2 have sent
seven workers to the hospital.

* Just Wednesday, a worker flagging traffic in a work zone on
- Kentucky 91 in Caldwell County was struck and seriously
: dnjured. Last year in Kentucky, nine people died and nearly 140
. swere injured in highway construction and maintenance work
- .2zones, according to the Kentucky Transportation Cabinet.

Among the reasons for these fecent accidents in District 2
- include drivers falling asleep and talking on the telephone, as
well as some who said they didn’t see the work zone signage or
workers. Chances are these injuries could have been avoided if
the drivers were more attentive and respectful of how vulnerable
workers are in work zones.

Given the amount of road construction under way around
Kentucky, it can be easy for the orange cones and signs of a
highway construction zone to bégin to blend into the back-

- ground. It’s tempting to put a push for making good time on the
- road ahead of the safety of those who are working to make that
* same road safer, smoother and more accessible.

But every driver should understand the responsibility that
goes with getting behind the wheel and stepping on the gas, and
the potentially catastrophic results that can come with shirking
that responsibility. Most realize the increased fines and penalties
that come with speeding or driving recklessly in avork zone,
but their driving doesn’t often reflect how important safe driving
is to these workers.

It’s easy to become distracted when behind the wheel given
how much is competing for a driver’s attention these days.

. That’s why it’s even more important for drivers to slow down,
- rfemain alert and drive responsibly, especially when driving in a
“-work zone.

Eight different equine sport-
ing disciplines will compete at
the Games, including seven
Olympic equine events and the
first-ever paralympic WEG
event. Sen. Damon Thayer, R-
Georgetown, who is the General
Assembly’s representative on

$167 million financial impact,
although the expansion of the
Horse Park for the Games could
have a more lasting one.
According to Thayer, improve-
ments made to the Horse Park
for WEG will allow the state to
attract other large competitions
that have traditionally beengbet-

‘ues in places like Tulsa and

Indianapolis.

Another part of the 2010
WEG legacy, said Link, could
be the working relationships
Kentucky has built with nations
in Europe. Link said organizers
of the 2010 event have worked
with representatives of the 2014
WEG to be held in Normandy,
France and have agreed to help
them in any way necessary with
their event.

Link told lawmakers -that
WEG Kentucky has pledged to

LEXINGTON — More
than 20 percent of children
in Kentucky are experienc-
ing food insecurity, accord-
ing to new research released
today by Feeding America
and funded by the ConAgra
Foods Foundation, Feeding
America’s Leadership
Partner in the Fight to End
Child Hunger.

Child Food Insecurity in
the United States: 2006-
2008 reveals more than
201,000 Kentucky children
are food insecure, a number
which ranks 16th nationally.

“The numbers from this
report . are
many,” said Marian Guinn,
the food bank's chief execu-
tive officer. “Sadly, though,
this news comes as no sur-
prise to the countless people
working in our industry,
including thousands of vol-
unteers in our service area
working with our nonprofit
partner agencies.

In -a country as rich as
America, ‘it is astounding
that a child could go to bed
at night hungry.”

The' study also reveals
regional data on food inse-
curity for children under the
age of 5. In the South, more
than one in five children or
nearly 22 percent of young
children are food insecure -
the highest rate in the
nation. The Western region
of the country has the sec-
ond highest rate of young
child food insecurity at
nearly one in five, or 19.6
percent. The Midwest has a

Why your little
flickering buddy
isn’t all bad

Summertime ... the-grass is green,
the birds are singing, the crickets are
chirping and (so the rumor goes) the
catfish are jumping. So is your
favorite youngster out enjoying all the
delights of Nature, or is he/she so
tightly glued to some flickering screen
that it would probably take some
heavy-duty crowbars and a 50-gallon
drum of solvent to pry them loose?

If the latter i1s true, I have some
semi-good news for you.

I say “semi-good™ because they’ll
still be glued to a screen, but at least
they’ll be looking at'something that’s
educational as well as fun, It's called
Sci4Kids  (that’s shorthand for
*Science 4 Kids”), and it’s the newly
redesigned website of the Agricultural
Research Service (ARS). It’s online at
http://www.ars.usda.gov/is/kids.

Aimed at youngsters in the 8- to
13-year-old range, Sci4Kids has been
around since September 1998, and it’s
garnered lots of attention and praise
over the years from educators who are
looking for Internet content more
worthwhile than just slaying another
dragon or navigating another dun-
geon. It’s all about educating kids
about the importance of agriculture
and science in their daily lives—not a
bad thing if your youngster thinks
milk, fruit and veggies “come from
the grocery store.”

The new * ScidKids

has been

@ livened up with easier site navigation,

vibrant graphics, interactive content,
videos and animation. It also offers a
“Teacher’s Desk” loaded with class-
room resources and activities
designed to stimulate kids’ learning
about agricultural research, and even
includes science fair projects (because
it’'ll be “back to school” time before
we know it).

Is your youngster into the engag-
ingly gruesome? If so, check out
“Images of Ag Research,” which
shows fire ants fleeing for their lives
from dive-bombing phorid flies, or
jars full of things so slimy and dis-

®) gusting that I don’t even want to look

very closely (in other words, this
should be right up any kid’s alley!).

And if you’re an adult homeowner,
you probably will enjoy seeing ter-
mites scramble to get out of the way
of insecticidal foam in the featured
video on Sci4Kids' front page (the
lead-in line is “A fungus-filled foam
could help flush hungry termites out
of hiding”).

Among “Today’s Specials” is a
story called “Healthy Eats™ that can
help you and your youngsters navigate
the fast-food world without too much
bodily damage. And “Science
Spotlight” offers an intriguing story
about how: ARS scientists are finding
ways to produce high-priced ocean
fish such as pompano in big tanks on
land; which could be good news for
ocean health (by avoiding overfishing
of certain fish populations) and also
could be very good news for the wal-
lets of those of us who love seafood!

Is there an ulterior motive to all of
this? Of course! We need to start
thinking now about where we're
going to get the scientists and engi-
neers that this country will need in the
coming years—and if we can implant
an interest in science in today’s
youngsters, that boosts the chances
they’ll consider a science career as
they get older.

That’s what the “Cool Careers”
button is all about. Your youngster
can click on any picture that interests
her or him—a dairy cow, strawberries
that look as though they’re growing
down from the ceiling, icky green
worms—and learn more about the
kind of scientist who works with that
object.

Starting July 1, 2010, many businesses
offering tanning services must collect a 10
percent excise tax on the tanning services
they provide. This excise tax requirement is
part of the Affordable Care Act that was
enacted in March 2010.

Here are nine tips on the tanning excise
tax that providers must collect.

M Businesses providing ultraviolet tan-
ning services must collect the 10 percent
excise tax at the time the customer pays for
the tanning services.

B If the customer fails to pay the excise
tax, the tanning service provider is liable for
the tax.

M The tax does not apply to photothera-
py services performed by a licensed medical

professional on his or her premises,

M The tax does not apply to spray-on
tanning services.

W If a payment covers charges for tan-
ning services along with other goods and
services, the other goods and services may
be excluded from the tax if they are sepa-
rately stated and the charges do not exceed
the fair market value for those other goods
and services.

M If the customer purchases bundled
services and the charges are not separately
stated, the tax applies to the portion of the
payment that can be reasonably attributed to
the indoor tanning services.

B The tax does not have to be paid on
membership fees for certain qualified phys-

ical fitness facilities that offer indoor tan-
ning services as an incidental service to
members without a separately identifiable
fee.

M Tanning service providers must report
and pay the excise tax on a quarterly basis.

B To pay the tax, businesses must file
IRS Form 720, Quarterly Federal Excise
Tax Return using an  Employer
Identification Number assigned by the IRS,
Businesses that don’t already have one can
apply for an EIN online at IRS.gov.

Hall spreads message about celiac disease

Big Sandy Singers Director Laura Ford
Hall is on a mission. and this time it has
nothing to do with the music department,

Hall was recently diagnosed with celiac
disease, an auto-immune disease triggered
by eating food containing gluten.

“In 2007, my mother lost a battle to a
rare form a cancer called multiple myeloma.
Her name was Janice Ford and she taught
art at Pikeville College for 38 years. Shortly
after, my husband, Brad Hall was diagnosed
with follicular thyroid cancer,” Hall said.
“However, in all this turmoil, I felt myself
getting sick. Thinking I was only depressed
and anxious because of what I had been
through, I did not pay much attention to my
chronic fatigue or constant diarrhea I was
developing, only believing I needed to geta
hold on myself and push through it.
However, my symptoms began to worsen.”

In 2010, Hall went to the emergency
room at Pikeville Medical Center due to the
constant pain she was having. After a bat-
tery of tests and the assistance of her family
doctor, she learned that she had celiac dis-
ease.

“] am a newly diagnosed patient,” Hall
said. ;‘Having been diagnosed in early
April, I have found that it is almost impos-
sible for a celiac disease patient to eat outin
a restaurant in eastern Kentucky, and I had
been driving to Lexington every other week
to grocery shop at health food stores.™

While visiting Lexington and other large
cities in Kentucky, Hall noticed that most
restaurants had gluten-free: menu options
and the restaurant waiters, chefs, and man-
agers were educated on how to prepare
gluten-free meals. .

“ want to make a difference in the com-
munity that I love so much,” Hall said. “If
all celiac disease patients come together, we
can bring awareness to grocers and restaura-

teurs of the sheer number of patients who
would eat in their restaurant or purchase
items from their grocery stores, if the safe,
gluten-free items were available.”

In her quest to raise awareness, Hall
spoke with Tim Collins, manager at the
Pikeville Food City.

“*We want to do whatever we can to help
those patients who are gluten intélerant,”
Collins told Hall.

Along with working with local grocery
stores and restautants, Hall has also started
a support group for patients with celiac dis-
ease or wheat allergies, .

“When I have moments that I feel down
about my condition, [ remember that it is the
only known disease completely manageable
by diet,” Hall said..
