"Our top was ju t 
above where Morris' gas 
station ts at now and the bu 
had only traveled about a 
mile when we got there to 
pick up John and Joe 
Moore.'' 

Smith said he even 
remembers toot a fellow stu 
dent, freshman Elizabeth 
McCoy. was" truck on" the 
bu driver, Stalard Clark, 
and came to hold the door 
open for the Moore brothers 
to geton.

With six overdoses within one 
week during the first month of this 
year, Floyd County Coroner Greg 
Nelson sa.id then he hoped the trend 
would lessen, but that doesn't seem 
to be the case. 

Since that time. there have been 
another 14 overdoses in F:loyd 
County. And Nelson 1s quick to 
point out that these deaths, now 
totaling 21 just past the half-year

Just a the tate of Arizona need help from 
Border Patrol and Homeland Security (both 
federally funded) to combat the flow of illegal 
i.m111igrants into the United States. so too has 
our community needed Operation UNITE and 
its partnership between federal, tate and local 
officials.

successful in arresting 10 people for drug 
crimes as a re ult of 22 warrants they secured 
~ere in Perry County. And there's been several 
more roundups in other counties mce then. 
But not only i . the group making a difference, 
it's' everything that government should be 
about: partnership from all levels to make a 
change. 

If Paul think that axing such program a 
UNITE and topping fann subsidies will get 
him more vote in Eastern Kentucky, then he 
i in for a wake-up call in November.

The BP oil d1 aster ha been a 
diHstve ts ue. but on one thing we're 
all pretty much agreed: 

President Obama doe n't give 
good mad. 

For week after week. cntics from 
Sarah Palin to James Carville have 
been exhorting him to lose it. to 
scream and yell and get red in the 
face and set lus hair on fire. Thi . · 
they feel. would show that he really 
cares (as nothing he' done so far 
has) . 

WelL he' tried. You have to give 
him that--he's tried . He's gone do~n 
to the Gulf Coast and met with citi­
zens and spoken harsh word · to BP. 
the oil company responsible for the 
mess. If I'm not mi taken he's even 
stamped h1s foot once or twice. 

Then he told the nation that BP 
better watch out becau e he wa 
forming a commis ion and it would 
have recommendations.

water m their ears from bathing. 
Typtcally it occurs in just one ear. 
but it can afflict both at the same 
time. 

Swimmer's ear i most com­
monly cau ed by the bacteria 
Pseudomonas aeruginosa, which 
cause. an infection in the external 
ear canal. but it also can be caused 
by fungi or viru es. This kind of 
ear canal infection is not the arne 
as the middle ear infection that 
often occur. in children. The 
moi t warm ear canal i a great 
place for bacteria from "dirty" 
water to grow. The ear canal al o 
can become contammated by dirty 
cotton swabs (not fresh out of the 

Usually the ·ymptoms include 
severe. acute pain in the affected 
ear. sometimes accompanied by 
itching and drainage. By the time 
these symptoms come on, howev­
er, the infection typically ha been 
smoldering for everal days. 

Generally, once the infection 
sets in, you will need prescription 
medication to make the problem 
go away. If it i not too late at 
night or a holiday, your family 
doctor can easily take care of this 
problem. 

scratch the inside of their ears 
with their finger or any other for­
eign objects. If your children have 
chronically itchy ear canals, go to 
the doctor and get a diagnosis and 
treatment to avoid frequent ear 
canal scratching. 

When wimming or bathing, 
you can u e disinfected ear plugs 
or a bathing cap to keep water out 
of your children's ears. Make 
sure they get all of the water out 
after a swim - a feat normaUy 
achieved by simply tilting the 
head and hopping once or twice -
but never on a wet, lippery sur­
face! Also, after swtmming or 
bathing, you can safely dry out 
your children' ear canals with a 
hair dryer set on the lowest setting. 
Just a few seconds of the warm, 
dry air can ignificantly reduce the 
likelihood of getting an infection. 

There are over-the-counter ear 
drops that can be u ed after swim­
ming or bathing to help remove 
trapped water and prevent infec­
tions. too. The e are usually vine­
gar- or alcohol-based drops . 
Although they can prevent an 
infection, they are not to be used 
to treat an existi_ng infection. 

Keep your family doctor 's 
number on hand, but these pre­
ventive methods may be your best 
bet for a more enjoyable summer.

I 
have it and wa diagnosed 
at age 53, after ha ing been 
misdiagnosed for eight 
years . 1 have been on 
Prolastin, which has stabi­
lized my lung capacity. 
While more doctors are 
aware of this condition , 
there are some who are not.

The delay in your diag­
nosis of alpha-1 antitry.psin 
deficiency is par for the 
course. On average, the 
diagnosis takes eight years 
from the tune a person first 
visits a doctor for emphyse 
rna symptoms. This illness 
should come to mind when 
a relatively young person or 
a person who has never 
smoked develops emphyse­
ma. A simple blood te t for 
the level of the antitrypsin 
enzyme can secure the diag­
nosis. 

Treatment is the same as 
treatment for smoking­
caused emphysema. 
However, there is an addi­
tional treatment for alpha-1 
antitrypsin deficiency 
emphysema. lntravenou 
infusions of the mi sing 
enzymes can benefit those 
with the deficiency. Your 
Prolastin is one such prod­
uct. 

DEAR DR. DONOHUE. 
l am inquiring about seba­
ceou cysts. During the past 
20 years. I have had 
between eight and I 0 of 
them on my back. They 
were removed urg1cal ly. 
My former family doctor, 
now ret1red, said there may 
be some pre ·cripti.on pills 
that can stop them from 
returning.

ANSWER: Sebaceous 
cysts are also known as epi­
dermal cysts. Often found 
on the back, they're firm, 
ro\md lump that grow 
lowly. They can be pushed 

a little from side to side. 
Their cause i unknown. 

If they're inflamed or 
painful, they can be cut out 
without a lot of trouble, u u­
ally in the doctor's office. 
The cyst wall must be taken 
too, or the cy. t will return. 
Simply draining one of the 
pasty, greasy material con­
tained inside doesn't end the 
problem.
