That ?008 . pecial '>CS ion was supposed to he the start of the 
work to hring (1\!n ion costs umlt:r control. House Bill 1 passed 
during the scssion wa<> suppos~d to just he a llrst step to avoid 
the long-term bankrupting of the state that would come hy ful­
lilling the promises made hut not paid for b) t11e General 
Assembly. 

Instead. that's been the last serious altcmpt at ~ns10n rcfom1. 
and there's been liulc indication from legislative leaders that 
they plan to lini h the job. 

The consequence<; of continuing to ignore pension reform. ami 
the challenges of 11naJly addressing it. become more pre,·alent 
each clay. Look to Europe. where the government of Crrccce 
raced collapse due to the heavy hurden of public employee pen­
sions there. Efforts in (lrcccc to raise the rctiremcm age and 
frede b 'ndit~ prompted riots even whik the Greek g~•ern­
mcnt"s debt threatened to hring down the economy ot the coun­
try and Europ.:. 

Kentucky i~n 't the only state facmg the prospect ot owing far 
more than it can pay to its employees as its public work force 
ages and state revenues dry up.

Yet, odd as it may eem, even peo­
ple living in sunny climates don't 

• always make enough vJtamjn D natu­
rally, and may need to acquire more 
through their diet or <.lletary upple­
ments. 

Vitamin D isn' t hard to find in the 
foods we eat; it's in cbec e, butter, 
cream and e pecially milk, which in 
tbi country is typically fol1ified with 
vitamin D. It' al o in ti. h, oysters, 
fortified cereal and margarine. 

And if you're a "lady of a certain 
age" (as I am), you nught even find 
your doctor prescribing a upcr-dose 
of v1tamin D -as much as 50.000 
International Units (IU) - to be taken 

• once a week or pcrhap. once a mont~. 
~ Why aU the empha is on vitamin 

D'? It's because this particular vitamin 
helps your body absorb calcium -
and the older we get. the more impor­
tant that i . 

In fact, among older adult • the 
popular thmking often run that boost­
ing calcium intake i!> a good way to 
reduce the likelihood of a bone frac­
ture inca e of a faiL But a study fund­
ed 1n part by the Agricultural 
Research Service (AR ) has hown 
ju 1 how important \itamin D i. in the 
cquatioll, versu · just loading up on 
more calcium. 

Our current calcium intake recom­
mendations are n01 tied to vitamin D. 
Here in the nited States. that recom­
mended amoum is l ,200 milligrams 
(mg) daily for adults aged 50 and 
older. 

The study funded by AR involved 
about I 0.000 men and womerr aged 20 
and older. The , tudy leaders looked at 
the participants' blood levels of 25-
hydroxy\ 1tamin D as the pnmary mdi­
cator vitamin D adequacy. Among the
