As Kentucky looks to ad' ance education. the focus I'> typically 
trained on a ~tudent's performance toward the end of the K-12 e:-pen­
ence. Progress i measured by reducing dropout and remediation rates 
and increasing th numher of those graduating and heading on college. 

But \\hat happens he fore a ch ld enters the school S) .tem can have a 
large bearing on how he \\oillleaYc it. Better preparation prior to 
kindergarten could gi\e a child a greater chance of excelling m the 
chL'i!'room and better prospects for heyond graduation. 

lt seem. logical that support early in life even before entering 
kindergarten- can make a child more receptive to learning and more 
likely to be a productiYe student .• 'ationally. tudie · ha\'e supported the 
idea that expanding offerings of prekindergarten program~ for children 
is an investment that will pay off down the road. A report in April from 
the Pew Center on the States summed up re. earch from . ix states that 
found that students who had pamcipated in prekmdergarten programs 
were les~ hkel~ to be held back once entering ~chool and performed 
better in testing and academtc profic1enc) . 

There's no similar, direct e\idence yet in Kentucky to specificall~ 
support the a. sertion that im esting earl) in children \\ill pay off in the 
fut.ure.

We JUSt might have to retire that 
old-fashroned moniker "the lowly 
pud." 

Just thtnk of all the slam. the pota­
to take.: When someone's main form 
of exercise i tlexing their finger over 
the TV remote control, w dub them a 
"couch potato." If somebocly's put on 
a few extra pounds, we joke about 
''passmg up that second helping of 
mashed potatoes." 

But in fact "'e mericans are unit­
ed in Jo, ing our spuds there's no 
denying it. Potatoes are America's 

o. I vegetable crop, and we consume 
about 130 pounds of them annually 
per capita;" that'-. certainly food for 
thought! lso, call youthinkofanoth­
er vegetable that so changed 
American and ""orld' hi:tory·.> 
(I'm thinkmg of the lri h potaltl 
famine of 18~5. wh1ch led to massive 
migration to the l\ew World.) 

Potatoes uctuall} go through a lot 
to make it to. the dinner table. Late 
blight. the di . ease that caused the 
aforementioned Jrish potato famme. is 
ttll around and st1ll making life mis 

erable for growers. There· s a pest 
called the Columbia root-knot nema­
tode. which costs U.S. growers some 

20 nullion annuall). and the growers 
also have to contend with the potato 
tuber moth. 

Jt\; often ,\ long. long trip from 
field to kitchen pantr). Se\'enty per­
cent of all U.S. potatot:s wind up as 
chips, fries or dehydrated potato 
flakes, but before the) meet their fate. 
they can spend. up to I 0 months in 
storage. While there. they often have 
to self-heal wounds they've suffered 
during han est. and at 0 face the proh­
lem of unwanted sprouting. 

At harvest. potatoes are donnant. 
But during storage. that dormancy 
ends and sprout growth starts. 

prouting can cause numerous bio­
chemical changes in the spud. which 

• dimini. hes that potato's nutritional 
s and processing qualities. Thi post-
• harvest sprouting i t) pica II} con­

trolled during 'torage h)' the use of 
chemical inhtbitors. 

But the scienti'h of the 
Agricultural Research Sen ice (ARS) 
think there's a better way to help pota 
toe~ get through those long months in 
storagt:. The)' te looking for lcs. cost· 
ly. non-chemical solutions to the 
problem by identifying the genetic 
cause of early-sprouting tubers. 

For example. they've identified 
internal mechanisms that signal those 
troublesome sprouts to start growiog .. 
and they're also i~olating the genes 

• re ponsible for these signals. Once 
they've nailed that part of the prob­
lem. these gene. can be u ed in potato 
breeding programs to modify the 
sprouting characteristics of any given 
potato line. 

But what about all that ribbing 
about potatoes' role in our C\ er­
expanding waistlines? 

The truth is. lht: scient1sts at ARS 
are taJ...ing a good thing and making it 
even beuer. "'here potatoes are con­
cerned. In their researc:h unit at 
Aberdeen. Idaho. they're focu~ed on 
boosting ~puds' protein and vitamin C 
content. Clearwater and Classtc, t\\O 
potato varieties rcle~t ctl in 2008, 
boast 30 to 40 percent more protein 
than the standard Russet Burbank 
variety. 

f And A.RS scientists in Pro),scr. 
Wash .. arc investigating potatoes' 
antio:<idant and phytochemical poten­
tial. Antioxidants. as vou kno\\ . are 
natural substances that help our bodte), 
defuse naturally produced trouble­
makers calkd "free radicals" that 
roam around inside our bodies. attack­
ing cell wulls and other body parts 
we'd just a:. soon keep 1ntnct and 
working well.
