Prescription drug 
use among teens 

troubling 
A recent report that indicates more and more 

teens are taking prescription drugs shows we 
must do more as a society to grapple with this 
alarming epidemic. 

The Centers for Di ea e Control and 
Prevention's report showed that 20.2 percent of 
students admitted taking a prescription drug 
without a doctor's prescription one or more 
times during £heir lives. 

We are talking, in "orne cases, about teen 
taking some pretty powerful prescription drugs, 
such a Oxycontin, hydrocodone and Dilaudid. 

These teens are taking huge risks not only in 
terms of legal implications, but are also risking 
potential overdoses or death. 

Law enforcement has taken note of the report 
and has come together with medical profession­
al and community leaders to head off illegal 
pre cription drug use and reduce the incidence 
of addiction. 

Law enforcement and local pharmacists main­
tain a relationship to help fenct out those who 
fraudulently obtain prescriptions from multiple 
doctors, often referred to as "doctor shopping," 
and have them filled at numerou pharmacie . 

The drug of choice among teens til1 seem to 
be marijuana, which is certainly a concern, but 
the way in which these teen are getting these 
illegal prescriptions raises eyebrows. 

A lot of teens are ~imply neaking into their 
parents' medicine cabinet and tealing 
painkillers and other types of drugs for recre­
ational u. e. 

Parents would be w1 e to keep all narcotic 
prescription drugs locked up or hidden o teen. 
cannot acces them. 

State and local Jaw enforcement have done a 
good job thus far battling drugs uch as 
methamphetamine and marijuana, but prescrip­
tion drug ahuse i a different problem. It is a 
welcome ign that law enforcement is doing all 
it can to ensure that fewer teen have access to 
these very dangerous drugs. 
. While law enforcement has an important role 

to play, parents and others for whom drugs are 
intended have an equally important role in see­
ing that prescription drugs don't fall into the 
wrong hands.

ring-shaped, itchy patches any­
where on the body. There can be 
one or many lesions. The lesions 
can appear in overlapping patterns 
or far apart on the body. 
Sometimes red, scaly or blistery 
patches appear. When ringworm 
affects the scalp, temporary bald 
patches may appear. 

recently contaminated witb tbe 
offending fungi, called dermato­
phytes. These microorganisms 
can live on many surfaces, espe­
cially in damp, dark areas, and in 
soil. 

ringworm should check with their 
family doctor, especially if it is 
their ftr t infection. Generally, it 
is easy to diagnose with just a 
visual inspection by a seasoned 
professional. Sometimes a culture 
is neces ary if the rash doesn't 
respond to treatment.

When it comes to infected ani· . 
mals , it is not always possible to 
avoid contact with them, especiti· 
ly if they are your pets. The goOd 
news is that there are topical pet 
shampoo treatments available.

So. to answer your question, 
ringwonn can also be spread from 
animals to humans by touch. Pets 
like cats and dogs can be sources 
of ringworm as can ferrets, rab­
bits, goats, pigs and horses. 

CJOCJ A Ringworm is_ a fungal 
infection on the top layer 
of skin, which we physi­

cians call the "tinea corporis." 
Ringworm forms ring-shaped 
lesions with red, raised edges and 
unaffected skin in the center. 
Despite its rather unfortunate 
common name, ringworm ha 
nothing to do with worms. 

The primary symptom of ring­
worm is the appearance of these 

Ringworm is contagious by 
direct or indirect contact. This is 
primarily why the lesions can 
appear all over the body: you can 
actually spread it to different areas 
on yourself. It can be spread to 
other people by skin-to-skin con­
tact and by touching a surface that 
an infected person or animal has 

There are some other risk fac­
tors for getting ringworm. As 
noted above, ringworm, like any 
fungus, is more likely to thrive in 
dark and damp areas. People who 
sweat excessively are prone to 
fun$al skin problems. Contact 
sports like wrestling or footba11 
are also notorious for spreading 
ringworm. 

Ringworm only gets worse if 
it's not treated right away. Most 
over-the-counter treatments for 
ringworm effectively clear up 
lesions within a few week , but be 
sure to use antifungal creams until 
the skin has completely recov­
ered. If those do not work, there 
are topical and oral anti-fungal 
prescriptions available. 

With ringworm, the most 
important prevention is good 
hygiene. Athletes should avoid 
sharing clothing or towels .with 
teammate and shower after every

Most don't have 
second heart attack 
DEAR DR. DONOHUE: 

About six years ago, I bad a 
heart attack. The doctor said 
there was hardly any dam­
age. Is it likely that I will 
have another heart attack? I 
am overweight and have a 
hard time losing weight and 
keeping it off. -- CP. 

ANSWER: The chance 
of a recurrent heart attack 
for men is 21 percent; for 
women, 33 percent. Looked 
at in the opposite way, the 
chances for not having a 
second heart attack are very 
good. Figures like these are 
deceptive when applied. to 
an individual. A person's 
efforts to decrease the risks 
of having another attack are 
the keys to not having one. 

Those risks include deal­
ing with obesity. Even 
though weight loss is diffi­
cult for you, you must make 
an effort to reduce your 
weight. A dietitian can help 
you with the diet part. You 
have to increase your physi­
cal activity. Inactivity is an 
invitation to artery clogging 
and heart attacks. Ask your 
doctor what kind of exercise 
is safe for you. Walking is 
permitted for most, and 
walking is a way to strength­
en your heart, clear yow 
arteries and lose weight. 

You also have to watch 
your cholesterol in all its 
forms. HDL cholesterol 
keeps heart arteries free of 

plaque buildup, and LDL 
cholesterol encourages it. 
You have to keep an eye on 
your blood pressure, another 
ingredient for heart attacks. 

The fact that your doctor 
aid little damage was done 

to your heart puts you into a 
class of heart-attack patients 
who are at low risk for hav­
ing another.
