Billboards aren't 
ads, but freedom 
of speech issue 

Allen County resident Jimm] Harston isn't doing any harm by 
placing· religious billboards on his property or anyone else's pri­
\ ate proper!). He is simply a man who ha · a strong belief in 
God. 

That is wh) tt ts a shame that his right to freedom of speech 
and his and others· property right· are being intruded upon by 
the state. 

For years now. Har lon has sought out places for billboard 
on private property of landowner . who like Har ·ton, wanted to 
express their Chri tian beliefs. 

What is so wrong with that? 
The Kentucky Transportation Cabinet' Department of 

Highway take exception. In 2008. it sued to haYe hi · signs 
along Interstate 65 taken down. He has lost two initial court 
case . . but his appeals are pending. 

The Transportation Cabinet cite a law that no billboard· 
hould be erected 660 feet from the state highway for the use of 

profit. The] say that Har ton is in violation of the 1965 Federal 
Beautification Act, which says that if a state fail to maintain 
cffcctiv.c control of outdoor adverti ing. it could be penalized 
with reduced federal funding. 

But Har toni n't trying to make a profit from these signs. He 
i simp!] u ing land he own and other ' land to put up bill­
boards expressing their belief in a higher power. 

Harton's religiou · billboards don't . av "Je u Save , Please 
Stop at Exit 100 to Bu} difts." 

Har. ton JS being treated a. if he were adverti ·ing for re ·tau­
rant chains, which have billboards all acros. the state to attract 
people traveling up and down Interstate 65 to their e tabli h­
ments. 

One can't help but wonder- if the e signs said "Athei t. 

Rule." would the state be having the same reaction? 
It could be that political correctness i coming into play here 

and if that is the case. that it i very unfortunate. 
Mr. Harston doe n·t want money from anyone. In fact. he has 

put bet~een $3.500 and 8.000 into the. e stgn . 
Legi.lators in Frankfort have tried to help Har. ton by pa ing 

a bill that would have declared "ce1tain billboard carrying non­
commerctal mes age to be exempt from tate permitting author­
ity: set standards for qualifying for exemptton.'' 

The bill passed the House overwhelmingly in the Ia t ·e ·sion, 
but it stalled in a Senate committee and the legi lative term 
ended. 

It is also a shame that the enate didn't . ee the importance of 
helping protect a KentuC~] cititcn · right to free speech on hi 
and others' pri~;ate properties. 

Mr. Harston isn ' t trying to promote religion on public proper­
ty. He i simply vojcing his opinion and praise for the Almighty 
on private property. 

We hope that Har. ton is successful in his appeals and. if not. 
we hope that the legislature passes a law that will protect his 
right to free speech.

brain. liver, and bone mar­
rov.. 

It is imponant to be able 
to tell if a child is abusing 
inhalant . Some telltale 
~ign:s of use are weight lo s, 
muscle weakness. di orien­
tal ion. inattentiveness, Jack 
of coordination. irritability 
and depression. If a child i 
sho\ving any igns of these 
'>)'mptoms, then it may be 
time to have a talk or seek 
the help of a health care 
professional. 

"Inhalant use can ·tart a 
earl) a<> elementary 
school." ~ arno; Betz. "It is 
imperative that parents talk 
to their children at an early 
age." 

"Stre.;sing the impor­
tance of getting oxygen to 
the brain and discussing the 
negati\'e effects that an 
inhalant' toxins can have 
on the brain' abilit) to 
function and the rest of the 
body is the be. t way to 
approach the topic," he 
says.

Solving common fisliing 
line problems

KENTUCKY AFIELD 

FRA KFORT - My grandfather had an old, huge salt\\ater Penn battcasting reel 
<~pooled with bla.:k Dacron line attached to one ot the earliest fiberglass rod~. A large 
swttch on the side of the reel released the :-.pool to cast, Your thumb controlled everything. 

lt didn't have a pool ten. ion control knoh or adjustable braking like modem baltca t 
ing reels. My grandfather would tie a casting dummy onto that antique rod and let the 
grandkid1. go at it in his back yard .. \rly sister could cast better than my brother and me. 

The first fc\\' times I cast that- thing I marveled at my ca. ting distance and paid no atten-· 
tion to my thumb. The reel blew up into a lump of black Dacron spaghetti when the ca:;t­
mg dummy hit the ground. [would pick, prod and pull out the backlash or give up, cut the 
line and rctic, only to do it all over again. T'vc struggled with baitc:u.ting equipment evert 
·ince. 

E.arly in my fishing career. I gra\o itated toward . pinning gear because it didn't backlash 
and worked better 'With light lures. But: in the l;lst fe\' year , my baitcasting prowess 
improved significantly afrer I took advamage of the modem anti-backlash device . • ow, 
backlashes occur infrequently, even when I throw the unwieldy Carolina· rig. 

Backlashes occur to even the be~t baitcasters, but to cut them down Significantly. make 
ure you use the technology of modem reels to your advantage. 

The spool tension control knob u ually lie on the right 'ide of the reel (tor a right-hand 
reel). Tie on the lure you plan to throw and pres~ the button to release the spoo). Adju. t the 
ten~;ion control knob until the lure fall. slowly and the spool !>top !'pinning when the lure 
contacts the tloor. boat deck or ground. 

The spool tension control knob keep the . pool from spinning too fnq at the beginning 
f the cast when the majority of backlashes occur. Another anti-backlash feature is an 

adjustable braking system usually located on the left ide-plate of the reel (on righr-hand 
reels). The braking system allows an angler quick adjustment tor different lure weights t~ 
pre\·ent backlashes. Heavier lure. require more braking. 

I learned early on that a pop of the wri t delivers extra distance when casting a spinning 
rod. Many other anglers learned this trick in their formative fishing year . It is a big rea­
on why so many struggle with baitcasting equipment. 

Use a lob :tyle cast with almost all arm to let the baitcasting rod cast the lure, not your 
wri t and hands . Don '1 pop your wrist as you ca t a baitcasting rod or a backlm.h will like­
ly explode in your reel. Wnst pop cau~es the ~pooJ to spin too quickly at the beginning o 
a cast. 

It j, a totally different . ensation than ca!'ting a spinning rod. so pmcticc "ith short ca'its 
efore moving up to longer ones. Rotating your arm during the cast until your thumb face 

your chest at the end also helps prevent backlashes. 
Spinning equipment is easier to u. e than buitcasting equipment, but problems with 

oops. tangles and bird's nests plagued me for many )Car unti l I learned a few trick to 
keep them at bay. 

Nothing is more frustratmg than wad mg. floating or boating to a great fi. bing spot and 
1em·ing a swishing sound coming from your pinning reel on one of your ftrst cast . look­
ing down to ee a giant bird's ne~t around )Our spool. 

Line twist is the enem) of the spinning reel. It i. the root cau. ~;;; of loop . tangles and 
bird\ nests. Manually flipping the bail of your :.pinnmg reel after the cast greatly reduce 
line twist. Cranking the handle to close the bail not only increa:e ·wear and tear on the ball 
spring. it also imparts several twi ts on the line. Over the cour e of a fishing day, tho e 
twisb add up. 

Man) anglers panic when a fish strike~ and begins to pull drag. The) reel furiously, 
ignoring then· drag. Reeling against a lipping drag creates monster line twist on spinning 
eels. Let the line slip before reeling. Keep your rod tip high to maintam tens1on or1 the fi h 

while allowmg the drag to do its job. 
Fishing line doesn 't cost much, o replace it regularly and properly pool the line onto 

your spmning reel. Have a partner slip a pencil through the hole in the filler -:pool and reel 
the line onto the c;pool. Keep some tension on the filler spool with your partner\ finger. 

Jf you place the filler spool on the floor to do it yourself, reel a few cranks and inspect 
the line. If you ee tight loops or twi ts form, flip the filler spool over. This keeps the line 
from twistmg as it loads onto the reel c;pool. Stop reehng when the line reaches about 1/16-
•nch from the spool lip, 

Resist the temptation to till the spool completely even with the spool lip. Overfilling the 
spool in this manner creates huge bird's nests and tangles, usually on the first cast or two. 

If you do faU victim to line twist. cut off your lure and pull off about l 0 feet ofline from 
your spinning reel. On a stream, lower the rod tip and allow the current to pull all of the 
line off your spool. In a boat at slow speed, drop your line in the '~ ater and let the boat'· 
tovement do the same. Reel in the line. The water' tension pulls the twtst from the line 

it will feel like a new ~pool. 
Try these simple tricks thi · ·ummer tor a more enjoyable fi..,hing day free of backlash­

es. t~ist. and tangle_.

Saving 
the sunsets

AGRICULTURAL RESEARCH SERVICE 

Could anything be more preciou 
to u than our eyesight? 

So many of the joys of life are 
dependent on our being able to . ee 
them: the welcoming smile of a loved 
one, a child or grandchild Jiding into 
home base for the fir t time ever, a 
gorgeous rose or a blazing sunset. But 
in too many parts of the world, all 
tho e joys are taken away from people 
by a problem so basic that most of us 
have a hard ume imagining it: not 
enough of the right things to eat. • 

For example, corn - yes. ordinary 
corn which we take so much for grant­
ed here - i an es entiat component 
of the diets of hundred of mJ!lions of 
people in developing countries, 
including those in !>Ub-Saharan Africa . 

But millions of those people are at 
increased risk of health problems 
becau e their corn diets don't contain 
enough vitamin A. There are ~me 40 
million children out there who arc 
afflicted with xeropthalmia, which is 
an eye disease that can cau e blind­
ness, and 250 million people uffer 
health problem because of a dietary 
lack of vitamin A. Surely thi i a 
problem that can be solved! 

And that's exactly what the sCien­
t! ·ts of the Agricultural Research 
Service (ARS) and their colleagues at 
Purdue University and the 
International Maize and Wheat 
Improvement Center (CIMMYT) 
have set out to do. 

Com contain, carotenoid such a. 
beta-carotene. and our bodie can con­
vert tho e substances to vitamin A -
ju t what those endangered million 
need. The problem is that only a very 
small percentage of corn varietie 
have naturally high carotenoid levels. 

But the scienti t. have used genet­
ic and statistical tools to identify to 
genes in com that are linked to higher 
beta-carotene levels, and they' vc 
developed a cheaper and faster way to 
screen com plant for more genes that 
will produce even higher level of this 
e sential nutrient 

What doe thi · mean in real-world 
terms? This research is expected to at 
least triple the levels of carotenoids m 

It) Africa's com. and could increase lev­
el in some varieties far beyond that. 

It might eem to you like one ear of 
com is pretty much like another, aside 
from color. but corn ts actually one of 
the world' most genetically diveri;e 
food crop . Ju t like people. each ear 
has a slightly different genetic make­
up, resulting in slightly different char­
acteri tic . That can make it very dif­
ficult to understand the genetic basis 
fur any corn nutrient. 

There's a common technique 
called high-performance liquid chro­
matography that is capable of evaluat-

• ing the levels of beta .. carotcnc 1n indi­
vidual plant line . but it co. ts between 
$50 and $75 per sample. 

The scientist. ay gen~tlc creen­
ing by wa) of looking for specific 
molecular markers is a more efficient 
way to go, if we know the genes 
involved in those high beta-carotene 
levels. After they'"e identified the 
corn line rhat d produce high levels 
of beta-carotene. these markers -
stmilar to road tgns along the genetic 
"interstate highwa}' ·· of the corn line 
- help the cientisLo; trunsfer that 
desirable trait tq new varieties. 

The cienti ts have already sur­
veyed genetic sequences of diverse 
types of corn from around the world. 
And they'ye found two naturally 
mutated genes. each of which produces 
a specific enzyme at lower levels than 
those found in most com varieties. 
Why is that important? It's because 
plant with either of the e two gene 
mutations have higher level. of beta­
carotene, and plants that have both 
mutation will have even higher levels. 

In the long run, scientist in devel­
oping countries can cro s the newly 
identified high beta-carotene corn
