This summer. the Piari t 
School, in Martin, 1s hostmg 
numerou groups of volunteers 
from all over the country who 
are coming to this area with one 
purpose in mind: to help the 
people of ea tern Kentucky 
with emergency home repairs. 

While the Outreach 
Program of the Piarist School 
exi ts to help people in our area 
with home items and food or 
clothing needed, thi program i 
one of the mo t special. Audrey 
Collins , the Director of the 
Piari t School Outreach 
Program say , "To see the work 
that these people do; to watch a 
family who i in uch need of 
ba ic repairs on their home and 
who thought they 'd never 
receive it, finally get these 
things free of charge makes 
everything we do worthwhile." 

One group that The Piarist 
School has been working with 
for many years is Helping 
Hands Christian Missions; a 
group of Chri ti.an men, women 
and young adults dedicated to 
helpmg the less fortunate by 
providing assistance in home 
maintenance for per~ons unable 
to afford to have work done. 
These people consist of the eld­
erly, low income and individu­
als with dtsabilit1es. Helping 
Hands Christian Mi sions come 
from Southern Indiana and 
work tirelessly to coordinate 
the numerous work projects for 
the volunteer groups to follow 
them. Their work does not stop 
when they leave a job complet­
ed behind them. 

The group started 111 1998 
with several member making 
trips to Mexico to work for a 
Catholic Priest. Fr. John Tasto, 
to better the live~ of the impov­
erished of his parish. They built 
house and addition to the 
Seminary and school. Although 
a very rewardmg trip, the area 
became overcome with drug 
violence and the worker~ felt it 
was no longer afe to travel 
with the young ad Its to the 
area. 

o longer being able to 
make this trip, they felt they 
stJII had a strong calling to do 
God's work with the less fortu­
nate. This c lling prompted 
them to start another mis ion 
group which has come to be 
called Helping Hands Chri tian 
Misston . After attending an 
appeal by Fr. Tom Carroll, the 
principal of the Piarist School, 
in Washington, l11diana, they 
were made aware of the <>Ut­
reach work being done by the 
School in Appalachia and 
decided to become involved. 

Unlike the first group, 
which was made up primarily 
of member of the Catholic 
faith, the new group is made up 
of Christians of all manner of 
denominatiOns. Since it incep­
tion, Helping Hand~ Chri~rian 
Mission bas a great deal of 
expenence in multiple area ·, 
uch as plumbing, electrical. 

bathroom rebuilds. roof repairs, 
drywall repairs, stairs building, 

in the home. They returned to 
ea~tem Kentucky and stopped 
by to take stoek of the job them­
selves. When they came 
knocking, the Moore's were 
still skeptical that they would 
be considered for any repairs. 

Mi sions began work on the 
home that very day. The 
Moore·s home was the on!~ 

project the) cho!>e to take on. 
wanting to devote all of their 
time to their needs. Lucille 
made sure to keep them fed. 
m~istmg on cooking them 
breakfast and lunch. omctimes 
dinner for their hard work. 
Coming to have an easy rela­
tionship with the Moore~. 
Lucille would often make them 
tum off their power tools o he 
could finish dinner or mn her 
air conditioner.

The an wer i sim­
ple: othing. 

The volunteers working 
with the Piarist School 
Outreach provide their own 
tools and supplie for the proj­
ects. When a'>ked how they can 
afford to fund such projects, 
Helping Hand Christian 
Missions revealed that they 
have an interesting way of rai -
ing mone). They attend se"eral 
different functions Statev. ide 
such as fairs, carnival and fe -
tivals where they make and sell 
Kettle com and Caramel Com. 
This along with donations is 
how they are able to work with 
the Piarist School on such an 
amazing project. 

This year. the group 
returned to eastern Kentucky to 
help jhe Piari t Outreach in 
Wayland, Kentucky. After vis­
uing a number of proJeCt for 
con ideratior and evaluating 
the need , they had returned to 
lndiana to discus!> which proJ· 
eels would be best for them to 
handle. In the ca~e of Vaughn 
and Luc1lle Moore of Wayland,

The door were a particular 
worry for them, becau e they 
can't get up and down quickly 
when someone had tried to get 
into their home twice before. 
Her husband Vaughn. in 5th 
stage kidney failure. w more 
di belieYing and told' her. 
"Ain't nobody gonna do that for 
us. You hear so much that ain't 
true." 

Lucille laughingly recalled 
he had replied. '"Well. I ain't 

gonna lose nothing if they 
don't." 

When Audrey howed up at 
the Moore's home to look at the 
needed repair~. Vaughn recalls 
that he was still skeptical. 
"Tile) may be back. They may 
not." Lucille recalled lhinlJng 
it was a miracle. ··we had a 
skeleton key for our door. 
Anyone could.get into it." 

Audrey left the cite and con­
tacted Helping Hand> Christian 
Mi ions with the work needed 

"I just couldn't believe it! T 
JUSt kept thinking that I'd get 
the porch but no doors." She 
recalls seeing the lumber for the 
porch and the stairs being 
unloaded, but the moment Her 
new steel doors were unloaded. 
she clapped her hand and 
declared. "Are tho e mine'1!"

NWP not the 
death nail, 
but maybe 
the beginning 

Though the p(o-coal interests i"n Appalachia are 
eleCt) ing the suspension ot ationwidc Permit 21 
which expedited the permitting process for coal 
companies and allowed them to empty spoil into 
local waterways - a · anothet nail in the coal indus­
try's coffin courtesy of the Obama Administration. 
that' not quite the case. 

There is little doubt that President Obama has 
taken an anti-fossil fuel approach to the country's 
energy needs, and with the oil pill continuing to 
exacerbate the situation on the Gulf Coast there' a 
lot of justitied anger at the oil industry. But this lat­
est perceived salvo at the coal industry in the form 
of the NWP 21 suspen ·ion \\ill not mean the end for 
the coal industry. It ma) not even prove to be a 
down payment on the coffin. 

In years past. just as today, the coal industry faced 1 

a bevy of obstacles that those at the time said would 
spell doom for the mining of coal. including the 
Clean Water Act. But the coal industry. partly 
through its own innmation and the inception of 
advanced mimng technology. adapted to fit the laws 
and continues to be a powerful economic driver in 
ea<;tern Kentucky. The suspension of 1 WP 21 won't 
change that fact, and it won't spell doom for the coal 
indu try. Coal miners will continue to nm coal, and 
if the tate and federal government will approve 
more ''regular" permits, there shouldn't be any hic-
cup in q<~l production. 

But that's the big question mark in the whole 
equation. There has been a large hold up of minmg 
permits datihg back to at least 2008. Without those 
new applications-. companies can only continue to 
operate on exiting permits, which in 'tum greatly lim­
its their opponunities to keep mining coal. That' not 
a good thing in term:-. of continued employment. 
Though some may decry the weight the coal · ndus­
try carries with the local economy. the tJUth is if this 
industry dies tomorrow we here in eastern Kentucky 
are in bad shape. 

The su pension of NWP in and of itself won't kill 
the industry. and it may just do little good for the 
environment. but it may indeed he the first of many 
attacks on an indu. try that prop up the local econo­
my and employs thousands of people in central 
Appalachia. And based on past comment from the 
Obama Administration we can look to ee more 
down the road. And that's not a good thing at all for 
most m eastern Kentucky.

in review

Over half of the states, including 
Kentucky, saw the1r prison popula­
tions decline in 2009 after nearly 40 
years of nonstop population growth, 
according to a recent Pew Center 
study. 

But will the e populations contin­
ue to decline. or is the 2009 dip what 
the Pew Cemer on the States' ·'Prison 
Count 2010" study say· could just be 
a "temporary blip"? 

Kentucky recently had one of the 
fastest growmg prison population in 
the natton and one in 35 Kentuckians 
under correctional control. according 
to a 2009 Pew nationwide study. To 
pay for it correction system, 
Kentucky spent at lea. t $521 million 
on corrections - 5.5 percent of the 
tate'. General Fund - including 

incarceration, probation and parole in 
fiscal year 2008. 

The Pew Center Public Safety 
Project thinks Kentucky can spend 
less and till protect the public. smd 
Pew researcher Richard Jerome who 
spoke to tate lawmaker on the 
Interim Joint Committee on Judiciary 
in Glasgow in mid-June. And the 
Project plan to help Kentucky do so. 
at the state' written request . ubmit­
ted to the Project on June 3. 

One thing Jerome ha di covered 

about Kentucky, he aid, 1s the state 
seems to prefer incarceration over 
probation and parole compared to 
other states. Another thing Jerome 
ha found is the co t of incarceration 
per inmate in Kentucky is at lea t $50 
more a day in public facilitie and 
$46 more a day in private facilities 
than the 2.63 or less it co t to the 
state to probate or parole an offender. 

··so, I think the que tion we 
should be asking is whether thi 
increased. spending i resulting in 
lower crime," said Jerome. ''State 
are now finding that just is not the 
case," he . aid. adding that probation 
and parole might be a better fit for 
non-violent and/or drug offender 
who he said can be better kept in the 
community. 

The committee al o heard a pres­
entation on sex offender management 
trategie reque ted by the Ju. rice 

and Public Safety Cabinet. and com­
ment relating to the problem 
cau cd by failure to appear in court 
by out-of· tate truck driver . Todd 
Shtpp, As istant General Coun el 
with the tate Transportatipn Cabinet, 
told lawmaker that Kentucky noti­
fie a trucker's ·tate of re idency 
when a trucker faib to appear in 
Kentucky cout1 for a moving viola­
tion that occurred in Kentucky. 

"At that point. it i up to that tate 
to take action." aid Shipp, adding 
that the state often will when the vio­
lation in\'olve alcohol. 

Kentucky 43rd Di trict Judge 
John Alexander explained rhat 

I : • 

Kentucky law basically allows out­
of- tate truckers who commit certain 
traffic citations in the 
Commonwealth to avoid appearing 
in court becau e orne offenses -
driving too long, for example - are 
not constdered moving violations 
under Kentucky law. 

Judiciary Committee Co-Chair 
Rep. John Tilley, D-Hopkinsville, 
asked how Kentucky lawmakers can 
encourage better use of interstate 
compacts-compact that require 
truckers with moving violations in 
Kentucky to return to the state and 
appear before Kentucky judges like 
Alexander. 

Shipp told the committee that he 
thinks all parties can work together to 
fix the statute, but that might not 
entirely fix the problem. In hi 
word : "... History serve when we 
start expanding thing , we have other 
district judges who may not see 
thing (the same way)." 

The Judiciary Committee meeting 
wa one of the fir t meetings of this 
year in the between-se sion period 
referred to a the ''interim". We will 
have dozens of interim comminee 
meetings through the end of 2010 to 
help u decide how to vote on perti­
nent legislation during the 20 11 
Regular Se ion tarting in about ix 
month . Every little bit of infonna­
tion i helpful a another se sion -
and, likely, orne hard legislative 
vote - roll near.

A lt sound like you may 
have developed a condi­
tion called acne rosacea. 

This is cau ed by an inflammation 
of the skin, and it affect about 15 
million adults. Rosacea most 
commonly occurs in fair-skinned 
women between the ages of 30 
and 60. 

This disorder does not serious­
! y impact one's overall health, and 
it certainly is not life-threatening. 
However, because rosacea prima­
rily affects skin on the face, it can 
be very upsetting as a cosmetic 
concern. After all, most of us con­
sider acne break-outs to be a prob­
lem of early youth. While men are 
less likely to develop this condi­
tion than women, when men do 
get rosacea, it is usual1y more 
severe. 

The next symptoms to emerge 
include small red bump on the 
nose, cheeks and face; visible 
blood vessels on the cheeks and 
nose; and general sensitivity of 
the skin. At this point, rosacea is 
often referred to as either vascular 
rosacea or inflammatory rosacea. 
Additionally, rosacea can cau e 
dryness, redness and burning of 
the eyes. This is called ocular 
rosacea. 

Initial treatment for vascular or 
inflammatory rosacea typically 
involves a combination of oral and 
topical antibiotics. Oral antibiotics 
are also used for ocular rosacea. 

Occasionally, a severe case of 
rosacea can create a build-up of 
tissue on or around the nose , 
which is referred to as a rhinophy­
ma. The result is a ruddy. enlarged 
nose and rosy cheeks, similar to 
the look of classic comedian W.C . 
Fields. Sometimes thi swe11ing 
creates bumps of skin on the nose, 
as well. There·are surgical meth­
ods to remove this exces skin.

Post-repair diagnostics charge 
Is bogus 

Dear Tom and Ray: 
We recently took our 2001 VW 

Jetta to the dealer because the 
Check Engme hght was on. After 
guessmg at the elution (some­
thing about the code was vague), 
the} charged us $280 for diagnos­
tics and to replace the air filter and 
spilfk plug . They also wanted 65 
to run a "pt>st-repair diagnostic 
check"; I refu ed, as. it seems to 
me th1s should be part of any 
repair. They prominently noted 
my refu aJ on the repair bill. We 
picked up the car after the rcprur 
hop had clo ed. The Check 

Engme light was till on. and the 
car ran wor e than before. The 
next morning. they wanted to 
charge u $118 for another diag­
nostic. I would have ranted and 
raved. but my aintly wife used 
guile to get them to back off. So 
my que tion is. Should I ever pay 
for a ''po t-repair dJagnostic." or 
i thi ju t a pure rip-off'? - Craig 

RAY: Our customers do our 
po t-repair diagnostics for us, 
Craig. They drive out of the 

garage. and if we ee a wheel fall 
off. then we knm' we didn ·r fix it. 

TOM: You did the same thing. 
Craig. And I'd have to agree With 
you. that determining whether you 
fixed the problem i part of the 
repair pr ce s. So that's not a rca­
c,onable charge. 

RAY: My guess 1 that they 
scanned the car' computer and 
got a vague code, like ··engine 
misfire."
