In recent days. the Kentucky 
House of Representatives has made 
significant progress in completing a 
two-year budget proposal that pro­
vide. funding and guides state gov­
ernment through these difficult eco­
nomic times. 

I'm proud that our plan does nut 
raise taxes. and that we continue to 
maintain the nece sary funding for 
education. Medicaid and public safe­
ty; many states have been forced to 
make dra tic cuts in these areas. 
Although the deficit i-; estimated at 
$1.2 billion. I believe we can over­
come it in ways that preserve govern­
ment' core functions. We will not 
close our state parks, lay off teachers 
or leave our prisons unguarded. 

Our plan relic. in part on reduc­
tions in the number of political 
appointees and on reducing the cost of 
non-es entiat service contracts. We 
would like to see the number.; for both 
return to 2007 state government lev­
els. 

The House proposal al.;o reduces 
payments to higher education by two 
percent and removes tv. o elementary 
and secondary school days that were

House week 
in review

House leaders o;pent last week fine­
tuning their plan to plug the ... tate·, 
more than $!-billion revenue shortfall 
\\ ith a variety of strategies - includ­
ing anticipated federal stimulus re\·­
enue. fund transfers, and cuts in 
spending, state political hires and pub­
lic-school days -as they planned for 
a budget vote on the House tloor by 
early MarciL 

While wording ot the budget plan 
was till being refined last week. some 
draft provisions have been publicly 
rolled out and are gelling a lot of 
attention. They include. among others. 
an additional two-percent ~.:ut in most 
state agency and univer,ity "pending 
-excluding Medicaid. base per-pupil 
SEEK funding and corrections -
along with savings in public-employ­
ee health- insurance cost<;, ~tate per­
sonal-service contract expenses, two 
fey,·er school days. and a reduction in 
the number of pnliucal appomtees 
working 111 'tate government. An 
anticipated 200-$:!50 million in 
additional federal stimulus do11ars 
would also be used to balance the 
budget under the plan. 

None of the provisions are set in 
granite. as key lawmakers ha\e indi­
cated. 1 h:nc no Lloubt that any budget 
we consiLier this '>Co.; ion will have two 
or three im.:amations before session's 

( 

nent. District~ would have the option 
to keep these day. if they arc locally 
funded. 

We are making an informed 
assumption regarding a six-month 
contmuation of extra Medicaid fund­
ing from the federal government. We 
believe thic; is reasonable based on 
conversations with our U.S. 
Congre. sional delegates and the 
assumptions President Obama has 
made in his budget propo al. 

Our plan also relies on some of the 
. arne efficiencie contained in the 
governor's budget. 

It is cnucru to note that our plan 
does not rely on nun-e.xistent revenue 
from expanded gaming, and it does 
not take n1oney that would short­
change future lottery-based scholar­
ships. T~ere is no support in the 
House or Senate to go this route. 

If all goes a<; planned, the House 
will vote on a budget during the first 
week of March, and it will then be 
sent to the Senate for con<;ideration 
and passage. We should have a final 
compromise bill ready for a vote by 
the end of that month. with the two­
year budget then taking effect in July. 

As we wait for that to move for­
ward. the House has voted in recent 
days for other major piece of legisla­
tion. Included in the recent bills 
passed is my House Bill 1 (Amanda's 
Bill). which would give judges the 
authority to require electronic moni­
toring in domestic-violence cases 
(DVO). A little over a week ago. 

end. What is not likely to change is the 
House's resolve to balance the budget 
\\ ithout broad-based tax increase. or 
relyu1g on an) potential revenues 
from expanded gaming· - two issues 
that appear to have the proverbial fork 
stuck in them. at least for this session. 

Whatever budget bill clears our 
budget commHtee is expected to make 
it to the House tloor by earl) • 'larch. It 
\\-ill then go to the Senate. where any 
changes that chamber makes wili be 
combed through hy House and Senate 
lawmaka' in a conference committee 
where a final bill will be ha..,hed out in 
the final days of the session. 

The budget LS the mam f<X:us in the 
House right now, but it's not our onl) 
focus. Recent days have been spent 
passing energy legislation that 
addresses the potential impact of 
greenhouse-gas regulation un our 
energy market ~s well as our broader 
economy. 

Con~crn with possible adverse 
economic effects caused by non- tatu­
lOI} U.S. Em ironmental Protection 
Agency regulation of greenhou~e 
gases was the focus of House 
Re!-.olution 132. pas~ed 76-16 by the 
House last Tueo.;day. Supporters of the 
re~olution hope to change how the 
is.•;ue is handled b) encouraging 
Congr·ss to put a hold on the EPA'" 
efforts to regulate C02 and other 
greenhouse gases from sources like 
power plants and factories unhl the 
matter is statuwrily handled by 
Congress. Opponents of the resolution 
voiced concern with the effects of 
global warming and the need for swift 

another bill passed that brings togeth­
er several related issues such as allow­
ing victims in dating <;ituation to 
obtain DVOs. <.omething already pos­
sible in about 40 other states. Under 
current law, victims ha\e to have been 
married or engaged to the offender. 
lived together or had a child together 
to qualify for having a DYO issued. 

This legi.·lation would a~o add 
penalties for those who tre pass at 
domestic violence shelter . increase 
law enforcement training and better 
track domeslic-violence cases in the 
legal system. _ 

Another ill that made it through 
the Houo;e recently would crack down 
on drunken driving. In this ca. e. those 
convicted of this crime would be 
called lij)OO to use an ignition lock that 
would keep the vehicle from working 
if they have alcohol on their breath: 
about a dozen states ~!ready require 
something similar. 

My colleagues and I were proud to 
welcome the leader of Mothers 
Against Drunk Driving (MADD). 
who came to the Capitol iri support of 
this bill. 

Although the 60-day legislative 
session is more than half over. there 
remains a considerable amount of 
work to be done. r have ahxady heard 
from many of you.
