Changes both physical, 
instructional at job corps

PRESTONSBURG -There's 
a lot going on at the Carl D. 
Perkins Job Corps Center, and 
administrators and staff believe 
that the changes will provide 
more opportunities for tudents 
to find gainful employment after 
graduation, along with being 
more comfortable while on cam­
pus. 

At a meeting on March ll , 
the Job Corps Center Industry 
Council discussed what traming 
should be offered at the center 
and what classes hould be 
removed from the curriculum 
due to low enrollment, or a low 
success rate in tinding jobs in a 
specific trade. 

According to Thomas Rainey, 

director of the center. one of the 
most succe sful trades taught at 
the Job Corps is security. 

"All of the security at the 
East Kentucky Expo Center is 
provided by our students,'' 
Rainey said. 

While inany of the training 
classes have proven to be popu­
lar with students, Rainey and 
members of the council , aid th'at 
the trade of bricklaying will be 
phased out at the center, as 
enrollment for the classes is min­
imal. 

"Bricklaying is hard physical 
labor." Rainey said. "We just 
don't have that many students 
interested in that trade. so we 
will replace it with something 
el e in the future.'' 

Current bricklaying students 
will be allowed to finish the 

course and graduate before the 
program is removed from the 
cuniculum. 

Another topic that Rainey 
focused on at the meeting was 
the successful remodeling of the 
administrative offices at the cen­
ter by students, who i.nstalled 
new floors. walls and ceilings 
for 15 offices, along with doing 
all the electrical wiring and work 
on the heating and cooling sys­
tem. . The renovation project 
earned the Prestonsburg center a 
first-place award in the Career 
Technical Skill Training 
Competition ·ponsored by the 
Philadelphia Regional Office of 
the Job Corps. 

According to Rainey. another 
project is underway to expand 
the lunchroom at the center, dou­
bling tts capacity.

! A plan to trim $30 million from the state budget by releas­
~ng at least 1,000 nonviolent pri oners should be cause for 
'worry, as it has the potential to pass on even greater costs to 
society. 

The proposal has already been criticized by counties, as it 
would strip them of a ource of revenue. Many of the target­
ed prisoners are housed in county jails, and the counties are 
paid for the service. Many counties - including Floyd 
County- already face unwieldy jail budgets, and the poten­
tial loss of revenue from the tate would only strain county 
coffers further. 

But we see a far more dangerous aspect to this plan- one 
that could produce a perfect storm of trouble. 

Many of the pri oner who would be released arc already 
eligible for parole, pending completion of substance abuse 
counseling to help them get rid of the addictions that led 
them to criminal activity in the first place. Under this plan, 
however, they would be released prior to completing that 
counseling. 

We fail to see any value in returning addicted criminals to 
society, where they will be free to feed their untreated addic­
tion once more and will almost certainly engage in ever-spi­
raling crirrtinal activity that will lead them back to prison ... 
only with more victims in their wake. 

While we largely agree with the notion that addiction 
should be considered a health problem, rather than a law 
enforcement issue, it makes ab olutely no sense to release 
already criminally-minded addicts back into society without 
giving them the substance abuse counseling that might help 
them to avoid becoming repeat offenders. 

This plan i about as fiscally sensible as it would be to try 
to save money by putting an end to oil. changes on the thou­
sands of vehicles maintained b . t te government. Yes, there 
would be some small co t saving at the very beginning, but 
it wouldn't be long before much bigger, much more expen-
ive problems emerged. 

Imagine. if you would, the worst-case scenario of this pro­
posal: 

1. Release 1,000 untreated, drug-addicted felons into the 
streets for a savings of $30 million. An estimated $20 million 
of that savings comes from the payment made by the state 
to hou e the inmates in county jails. 

2. Countie , now facing the lo s of $20 million from their 
jail budgets. are forced to make cuts in other areas - includ­
ing law enforcement- to make up Lhe difference. 

3. Drug-addicted criminals begin acting like drug-addict­
ed crirmnals, causing higher crime rates and untold million 
of dollars in damages to law-abiding citizens, while cash­
strapped counties are at a loss to adequately address the 
problem. 

So where are the savings? 
We understand that the state is facing serious budget prob­

lems, and we are able to forgive lawmakers for having to 
make orne tough choices. But placing honest citizens in 
jeopardy in order to save a few buck at the expense of local 
governments is no choice at all.

two-year suspension of a business tax 
deduction and changes in sales tax 
collection, among other adjustments. 

Changes proposed by HB 530 are 
part of a larger. enwrging budget plan 
discu!'>scd pubhcly by House lead.::r'\ 
last week that combines spending cu_ts 
of around 2 percent fot nwst state 
agencies. a two-t.la) cut in the chool 
calendar and change to stat -employ­
ee health insurance with other tweak~ 
to get the ~tate bud~;:et back 1mo alrgn­
ment. Any and all o;a\'ings from the 
broad-based plan are being catefully 
worked into a nearly 18-billton 
spending plan that key 1:-twmakers 
hope to bring to a House floor vote 
next \H:ek. Once that vote i behind 
u~, and the Scnatl.! takes 1h crack at 
the bill, the gritty work of Kcntucky­
'ilyle hicameral hudget ncgotiat ion 
will begin, as the two chamber\ go Ill 
conference and work wward agrl.'c 
mcnt on a final budget by this ses­
siOn·~ s~.:hcdulcd end on April I 3. 

Some 'revenue changes proposed in 
HB 530 originated in bills like HB 
394. which would free up S1 0 million 
in rc' enue by capping the stato.?'s new· 

Before considering the budget bill 
this w·eek, we approved Senate Bill 
175 that would improv the process 
by which State contracb are awarded 
each year. The Govennnent Contract 
Review Committee reviews billions 
of dollars in State contracts, from 
engineenng to health care to con ult­
ing. ft is an etTective control on State 
spending. because legtslative over­
sight i~ crucial to our State govern­
ment"s system of checks and balances. 

There are around $250 million in 
Stare contracts each month that never 
receive ~crutiny from elected lawmak­
ers. SB 175 would eliminate many of 
the exemptions that allow this to hap­
pen as well as make c;ure that more 
personal service contrach, including 
e:o:.pen~ive technology contracts, are 
CC\ iewed by a panel of legislators. 
The effect will be a more efficient 
examination of the billions of dollars 
in State spending, from government 
agencies to our colleges and universi­
ties. In economic times like these. 
when taxpayer· across the 
Commonwe~llh are tightening their 
belts, SB 175 will help the State 
reduce spending a. well. 

In 2008, we passed major legisla­
tion to protect Kentuckians from inap­
propriate relationships with people in 

home tax credit program at $15 mil­
lion-down from an exi~ting $25 mil­
lion.

Kentucky's school dropout rare is 
the subject of another bill passed last 
week that ofticials hope will boost the 
state's high chool graduation rate by 
gradually raising the dropout age from 
16 to I :S. HB 30 l cleared the Hous 
by a vote of 94-6. Should il becom 
Jaw, the dropout age would increase to 
age 18 by July 2014. Statewtde strate­
gies to lower the number of dropouts 
and raise thc number of graduates 
would be developed under HB 30 I , 
with funding to help schools meet the 
goals included m the 2014-2016 tate 
budget should lunds become avail­
able.

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UK Confucius Institute connects Kentucky, China 
LEXINGTON The 

University of Kentucky will be 
one of fewer than 300 organi­
zations worldwide to host a 
Confucius Institute, a nonprof­
it educational entity devoted to 
promoting exchange between 
China and other countries. The 
distinction was officially 
granted by the Office of 
Chinese Language Council 
International. co!Joquially 
known as Hanban. 

"UK's global mi sian is 
rooted in our commitment to 
the Gommonweallh as the 
tate's land-graf!t in titution. 

The Confucius Institute will 
bring Chinese language and 
culture to our classrooms and 
communities across 
Kentucky," said Su an 
Carvalho, associate provost for 
international programs. ''We 
are both honored and excited 
to launch this institute. which 
has the potential to benefit 
thousand of Kentuck.ians." 

Classes in conversational 
Chinese, business Chinese and 
Chinese art and culture will be 
available in downtown 
Lexington beginning this fall, 
with statewide outreach 
through d1stance leaming by 
the institute's second year. 

The UK Confucius Institute 
will be distinct from many oth­
ers in the country in that it will 
focus not only on language 
teaching, but also on the rich 
history of Chinese art and 

music. Each year. UK"s part­
ner institution, Shanghai 
University, will send at lea t 
two faculty members to 
Lexington to teach language 
classes and organize events 
pwmoling cultural exchange 
between China and the United 
State!: in addition, Shanghai 
University will send visiting 
faculty to the UK College of 
Fine Art<; to offer master class­
es or to participate in regular 
classes. 

Additional erviccs to be 
provided by the institute 
include training Chine e lan­
guage teachers in our K-12 
system: providing Chinese 
language teaching resources; 
offenng Chinese language 
proficiency exams: and pro­
viding testing for the certifica­
tion of Chine::~e language 
teachers. 

The UK Confucius Institute 
will be one of the few insti­
tutes in the United States to 
have a dedicated, full-time 
tlirector. Huajing Maske, who 
holds a doctorate in Chinese 
art history from the University 
of Oxford. has been appointed 
to that role. In addition to her 
education in Chinese fine arts. 
Maske has extensive experi­
ence teaching Chinese in K-12 
classrooms and in coordinat­
ing student exchanges at the 
high school and university lev­
els.

.. If you live in Kentucky and 
you fish anything other than a 
private pond on your own land 
- and you are J 6 years of age or 
older - you must po~;sess a 
valid fishing license," sa1d 
Gerry Buynak. assistant direc­
tor of tishcries for the 
Kentucky Department of Fish 
and Wildlife Resources. 
'Therefore. you must have a 
valid fishing license to fish pn· 
vate or public waters that you 
do not own. This includes city 
or county park lakes, ·tate park 
lakes, reservoirs. streams. 
rivers and the lakes in the 
Fishing in Neighborhoods 

If: (FINs) program.''

A property owner and 
spouse do nut need to buy a 
fishing license to fi h ponds on 
land they own as long as they 
are residents of Kentucky. 
Neither do . their dependent 
children or tenants on farm­
lands where they Jive and 
work. Guests. however. must 
posse . a valid fishing license, 
even blood relatives. 

Nonresidents who own land 
in Kentucky must have a 
license to fish on their property. 
A good rule of thumb: If a per­
son does not have a Kentucky 
driver's license, they are not 
considered a resident. 

The only other exception~ to 
possessing a fishing license are 
anglers under the age of 16 •. 
resident military service mem­
bers on furlough for more than 
three days, people fishing dur­
ing Free Fishing Days ·in June 
and tho<>e fishing within the 
boundaries of Mammoth Cave 
National Park. ~hose fishing in 
pay lakes need either a fishing 
license or a pcm1it issued by 
the operators of the lake.

i.n New Orleans, La. The game 
with the Bucs will mark the 
sixth time the Wildcats have 
played a NCAA Tournament 
game in ew Orleans, with 
UK holding a 3 2 record in 
1.>ast tournaments. The 
Wildcats last played a NCAA 
Tournament game in New 
Orleans in I 999, a 92-88 over­
time victory over sixth-seeded

EVERYBODY'S SCIENCE 

Suds and 
seafoam 

by SANDY MILLER HAYS 
AGRICULTURAL RESEARCH SERVICE 

Here's a little riddle for you: What 
could environmentalists and beer­
drinkers have .in common? 

The answer? They should all Jove 
the scientists of tbe Agricultural 
Research Service (ARS) I That's 
because those crafty ARS scientists 
a:re coming up with ways 'to make both 
groups happy - in differenr studies, 

.., of course. 
Let's start with the suds (and get to 

the seafoam later). If you're a beer 
fan, I'm sure you know the impor­
tance of malting barley. And this type 
of barley isn't just for brewing beer; 
it's also used in making everything 
from breakfast cereal to candy. 

ARS scientists in Wisconsin are 
out to discover the secret of the 
smooth, delicious flavors of malt. by 
paying close attention to whal goes on 
inside those little barley kernels while 
they're germinatiDg in the mallt house. 

What they discover could help 
plant breeders develop even better 

'"' malting barleys for the future. The sci­
entists are particularly interested in 
the enzymes created by the barley ker­
nel as it sprouts. These specialized 
enzymes could play a number of 
important roles, such. as breaking 
down stored proteins into their various 
amino acids, and converting stored 
carbohydrates into what are known as 
"simple sugars." 

Another area of interest is the bal­
ance of the protein-carb breakdown, 
because that can affect malt's flavor 
and other attributes. 

I have to admit that if I were asked 
to name a crucial ingredient that goes 

• · to make a good beer great, I probably 
wouldn't say, "Why, the enzymes, of 
course!" But that appears ~o be a criti­
cal component, according to Lhe ARS 
scientists' current and previous stud-. 
ies. 

For example, the scientists worked 
wilfl a particular grqup of protein­
degrading enzymes called "serine­
class proteases." They found that 
those enzymes can break down anoth­
er enzyme, caJled beta-amylase, that's 
a key player in breaking down carbo­
hydrates. Thi~ was the first time any­
one had shown that a protein-degrad-

,., ing enzyme in a grain kemel could 
1 break down a carbohydrate-degrading 

enzyme. 
I know, you're probably saying to 

yourself, "Oh, be still my heart!" But 
here's why that matters; In a 2007 sur­
vey of more than 2,000 North 
American malting barleys. the ARS 
scientists found an unexpected corre­
lation between high levels of a desir­
able beta-amylase attribute and low 
levels of the serine-class proteases. 
Now we know why! 

As the scientists so aptly put it, 
there's still a lot we have to Learn 
about that subtle interplay between the 

, barley kemel enzymes during germi­
nation in the malt house,. and how that 
activity and balance of the enzymes 
affects the quality of the malt. But 

-+- they're working on it, and the end 
result could be better brews for every­
body! 

Now, let's talk about a ditferent 
kind of foam - seafoam, as in, the 
oceans. Did you know that millions of 
tons of menhaden and other small fish 
are harvested from the oceans every 
year to feed other fish? (Alright, to be 
fair, that ftshmeal also is gobbled up 
by pigs and chickoens.) 

That's a worrying fact for environ­
mentalists who focus on the oceans' 
health. But ARS sc1entists have 

-~cooked up a more environmentally 
friendly way to get the ingredients 
needed for commercial fish feed. 

They've found a way to concen­
trate the protein in standard barley 
into a form that's usable in commer­
cia] fish feed (the kind they use on big 
fish farms, not the kind you sp1inkle in 
your aquarium). The ARS scientists 
and a commercial research partner 
have applied for a patent on the enzy­
matic method that concentrates the 
barLey protein and also produces raw 
material for another valuable com-

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Local's book explores Kentucky's other horse country

PRESTONSBURG - Shawn Cole left a job 
working for Toyota, a job where he made an 
annual salary of about $68,000. He left this job to 
open a frame shop for photography and ended up 
becoming a photographer in his own right. · 

"I knew the frame shop was my ex~t at 
Toyota," said Cole, owner of Custom Framing in 
Prestonsburg. "I worke<l there for 10 years and 
just saved money the entire iast year I was there." 

The frame shop business was good, but a 
friend told him he should take some pictures to 
put in the frames for display. So I did." 

Before long this business decision found Cole 
selling his photographs, prints and originals, and 
having his work feallJ.res at local places such as 
the Mountain Arts Center. 

But Cole had a larger idea in mind. He wanted 
ro publish a book of photographs that showcased 
the hills and culture of Eastern Kentucky. He 
rolled severaJ ideas around. 

"I thought at first I could just take photographs 
of streams and barns, but that's been done so 
many times 1 wanted t9 do something different," 
he said. 

Cole's subject was a risky one along those 
same lines, he admits. Horses becon1e th subject 
and the book, recently published by Wil1iams 
Printing Company, look him all across the state. 
The difference? Cole said the key focus for him in 
approaching the collection, titLed Eastern 
Kentucky Horses: images fmm the Mountains, 
was to catch our signature animal if'l action. 

"Too often you see photographs of horses 
!\tanding still, next 10 barns, or a fences," he said. 
"And I've got some of those kinds of photographs 
in the book, bUl, for the most part, aU the horses 
here have been captured on film in action." 

Cole traveled from Magoffin to Rowan 
County, Carter to Lawrence County. In total, his 
book took the native Eastern Kentuckian to 13 
counties across the bh/egrass, spanned 1 20 days 
of shooting in mostly winteJ months beginning in 
October. 

When Cole left Toyota and returned home to 
the hills in 2006, he )Vas single and was embark­
ing on a passion prqject. Within a year he had 
become a Christian, married his now wife, 

' 
Kryslal, who he met while being baptized, and the 
two now have a son, Ethan .. 

The book is dedicated to his wife and son, who 
have both been understanding his pursuit to make 
something in a field in which that can be chaJ­
Ienging. But the moment he and Krystal found 
out they were going to be parents, Cole said be 
did not abandon the frame shop and his photogra­
phy. but there were some logical choices to make. 

" I returned to work, taking a job at CSX, only 
to be laid off shortly afterwards," he said. "But 
I'm set to return to work there soQn." • 

Despite this move back to working for a large 
company. he now has llis book, an endeavor that 
took llim several places and afforded him the 
chance to meet a host of interesting people across 
the state, 

Wi th each piece featured in the book, which 
has a cover photograph of wild horses running 
along a strip mine in Magoffio County, Cole bas 
a story w tell. How the shot carne about, the 
weather at the time, but also the people, the horse 

owners, and their role in seeing him complete his 
book. O ne of his favorite stories involves a pho­
tograph he calls "Dancer." 

"There was this lady from Lawrence County 
who owned the horse could just snap her fingers 
and the horse would ra1se up on its hind legs," he 
said. " f mean· every time she did it, the horse 
raised up." , 

Noticing an opportunity for a good shot, Cole 
positioned himself in a nearby creekbed to get an 
upward angle. the backdrop a sepia-colored sky 
that dominates the background of the photograph. 

"I just set up in 1he creekbed, asked her t0 snap 
her fingers and took the shot," he said "I thought 
it came out great." 

With each piece, Cole has a story. and the 
more than J ,000 miles he traveled in getting those 
stories and compiling the stunning photographs 
he has collected and published in more than an 
achievement. It's the tangible, finished product of 
a dream realized.
