Millions in dollars in funding for Floyd 
County hinges on which plan the final budget 
most closely resembles.

Ther!l has also been progre ·s on 
legislation I filed to better protect 
domestic violl!nce vtct1ms. 
"Amanda' Bill," which i named 
after a family fnend who was killed 
last September, has made it through 
the House and Senate, and both sides 
will now try to fmd common ground. 
My goal is to give victims a real-time 
warning if they feel their life is at risk. 
They need that fightmg chance. 

Another bill important to me aml to 
our region made it through the House 
last week. Jt would provide bellcr 
insurance coverage for children diag­
nosed wnh aurisrn. 

The bill' chief pon. ors noted how 
important it i for the e children to 
receive the proper treatment as young 
as po~sible; if reached early enough, 
they have an excellent chance of over­
coming it. Without trealment, the life­
time cost for care could reach 3 mil­
lion. 

The same day this vote was taken, 
the House also put its unanimous sup­
port behind legislation lhat would 
mcrcasc colon cancer screenmg. for 
those Kentuckians who do not have 
health msurance. Just as with auti!<.m, 
early de1ection is cnticaJ if we are to 
make a difference. 

Even larger financial .savmgs could 
be pol>sibk in another bill that the 
House voted for recently. 

If it becomes law, it would easily 

be one of the legislative session's 
biggest accomplishments, since it 
would strengthen the health insurance 
benetit for our retired teachers while 
r~ducing the program's tong-term 
unfunded liability by $2.8 billion, or 
nearly half of what it is now. 

This bill would not have been pos­
sible without the willingness of our 
teachers, school officials and their 
retirees to step up to help put this pro­
gram on firmer footing. 

ln addition to lowering the unfund­
ed liability, this legislation would save 
money in other ways as well. The 
state would have to borrow less to 
meet its conuibution level, while sen­
ior teachers would feel more ecure in 
retiring with tbjs benefit. 

In other new tied to our chools, 
the House v01ed last week for a biU 
that would help those districts who 
have been off a significant amount of 
time because of flu and snow; our plan 
would give them a possible reprieve if 
they missed more than 20 day . 

We will try to find a re olution on 
the budget and many other biiJs by the 
end of th1s coming week. when the 
General As embly e entially wrap 
up its work on the 20 lO Regular 
Se. ion.

vertigo, v1sion problems, trtmble 
walking and headaches.
