Census takers
now going
door to door

Workers with the U.S. Census Bureau are now
going door to door, beginning the work for which the
bureau has prepared for over the past year.

With tours of the commonwealth, moves to have
individual community govermments recognize the
upcoming 2010 count and an enormous push to recruit
census takers throughout all regions, the work seems to
be paying off.

As of now, Kentucky is slightly ahead of the nation-
al average in participation, according (o recent num-
bers. So far, census records show that 75 percent of
Kentuckians have taken part in the census during the
first half of the process, which has been through mailed
forms. -

The national average is currenlly at 72 percent.

“America’s had a very successful first half of the
2010 Census, where more than 72 percent of the
nation’s households mailed back their census forms,”
U.S. Census Bureau Director Robert M. Groves said.
“But achieving a complete and accurate census
requires us to now go door to door to count all the
remaining households we've not heard back from.”

Early on, local officials in Floyd County were meet-
ing with census workers such as Andi Sluss, a partner-
ship specialist with the bureau, and working closely to
encourage residents to take part.

Sluss, who gave a presentation at one point to the
members of the Big Sandy Area Development
District’s board, reminded officials that something as
simple as a number count could mean the difference in
several aspects of funding and growth for communi-

A guidance counselor cast me rud-
derless on the uncharted waters of
higher education, where [ drifted into
Jjournalism.

When I was in high school, I had a
guidance counselor named Mrs.

That wasn’t what I wanted to hear.
(Nor was it true. I couldn’t be short-
stop for the Detroit Tigers, for exam-
ple.)

What I wanted was to be told what
I wanted to be.

When I pressed her for specifics
she went through the list of possibili-
ties: doctor, lawyer, engineer, dentist,
plumber, teacher, truck driver, police-
man, fireman, accountant— the usual.
None of it appetizing.

Thus was I cast rudderless on the
uncharted waters of higher education,
where I drifted into journalism. I
stand now before you a pitiful, ink-
stained wretch, held in “angry con-
tempt by the yahoos of the nation,
scormned by its intellectuals.

I blame Mrs. Cameron. If only she
had told me about other careers—like
hedge fund management.

Did you see that story the other
day about the money hedge fund
managers make? In 2009, the man-
agers of the top 25 funds made an
average of $1 billion.

Some
made more. David Tepper of
Appaloosa  Management made
FOUR billion.

Typically, managers take a healthy
cut of the profits from their invest-
ment of those other people’s money.

And should they lose this money?

Well that’s too bad. They walk away
looking for new investors (suckers)
without fretting about losing those
prior profits. (You’d be surprised
how long you can make a billion dol-
lars last if you economize.)

Big-time bankers do almost as
well, particularly if they get fired.

The New York Times recently
reported the sad story of Charles O.
Prince III, chairman and CEO of
Citigroup, who was fired in 2007
after presiding over a loss of $64 bil-
lion in the firm’s value. Yet, as a
going-away present the board gave
him a severance package of $12.5
million, along with an office, a car.
and a drver for the next five years.

You shoulda looked out for
me, just a little bit. I coulda had class.

Not all mining is the same

We have been following with keen interest articles in
Kentucky's newspapers and the TV coverage on the trag-
ic disaster at the Upper Big Branch coal mine in West
Virginia and the Dotiki Mine in Western Kentucky's
Hopkins County. The loss of even one life, much less 29
lives, is devastating.

It’s likely that over the next few weeks and months,
mine safety will be a major focus of many federal law-

" makers, regulators and the public, and rightly so. But we

think it’s timely to point out that coal extraction is not the
only type of mining activity that exists in the United
States. Too often the public is not aware of the critical dif-
ferences among the various mining industries and
assume, incorrectly, that all mining is the same.

The National Stone, Sand and Gravel Association rep-
resents the crushed stone, sand and gravel — or construc-
tion aggregates — production industries. The Kentucky
Crushed Stone Association does the same for the produc-
ers in Kentucky. Construction aggregates are used prima-
nily to make asphalt and concrete for roads, highways and
bridges, and buildings, treatent plants and the like.

Coal mining and aggregates production are very differ-

" ent. NSSGA member companies produce more than 90

percent of the-crushed stone and 70 percent of the sand
and gravel consumed annually in the United States.
»Nearly 2 billion tons of aggregates were produced in 2009
at a value of approximately $17.2 billion, contributing
nearly $40 billion to the GDP of the United States.

Of the total number of muners in America, approxi-
mately one-half, or 111400, are employed at one of the
10,000 stone, sand and gravel operations nationwide.

" Since stone, sand and gravel do not bum or produce

explosive gases and can generally be mined from the sur-
face, the safety issues are quite different from those at
other types of mines.

Stamping Ground resi-
dent Kenneth B. Russell was
named “2009 Trooper of the
Year.” A 27-year veteran of
the Kentucky State Police,
Russell is assigned to KSP
Post 12 in Frankfort.

According to Capt. Mike
Crawford, commander of the
post, Russell’s -enforcement
of motor vehicle laws and
traffic. enforcement is oul-
standing. “He has reached a
goal that few attain,” he
adds. “Russell maintains a
balance of his traffic respon-
sibilities while continuing to

~achieve success in criminal
investigations.”

Russell’s activity during
the past year reflects this
balance with a total of 1,923
citations, including 1,668
for speed violations.

Pikeville College transitions to direct lending for students

PIKEVILLE — Beginning this
summer; Pikeville College will
join hundreds of colleges and uni-
versities across the nation in par-

ticipating in the Federal Direct.

Student Loan Program, which
includes subsidized and unsubsi-
dized Stafford student loans and
Federal Parent PLUS Direct
I.oans.

The move to direct lending is a
result of the recent Health Care
and FEducation Affordability

Reconciliation Act. New and cur- -

rent students and parents will be
required to use the Direct Loan
Program beginning with the col-

lege’s Summer I session,

The traditional Federal Family
Educational Loan  Program
(FFELP) loans, including the
Stafford Loan, Parent PLUS
Loan, and Grad PLUS Loan pre-
viously available through banks,
credit unions and other student
lending companies will no longer
be processed at Pikeville College.
Under the Direct Loan program,
students and parents actually bor-
row direetly from the federal gov-
ernment.

“We have seen this transition
coming for some time,” said Judy
Bradley, assistant dean of student

graduate college. “As a result of

the many legislative changes over
the past few years and the current
economic issues, FFELP lpans
had become more costly to the
students and many lenders were
dropping out of the student.loan
business altogether. Additionally,
many of the current FEELP loans
have already been sold by_ the
lenders to the federal govern-
ment.”

Other than a new Entrance
Counscling  and a Master
Promissory Note, Bradley said
current students will see no differ-

ence in their loans. The only dif-
ference is government funding of
the loans instead of the private
lenders.

These changes also affect the °
Pikeville College School of -
Osteopathic Medicine (PCSOM).

“Our medical students are
being notified of this mandatory
change with their Federal Student
Loans,” said Teresa L. Jones,
director of financial aid for
PCSONL.  “Most students have

If melanocytes stop pro-
ducing melanin on the scalp, the
hair in the affected area also turns
white.

While there is no definitive
cause for vitiligo, many theories
exist. The most widely accepted

theory is that it is an autoimmune
“disease, which occur when your
immune system attacks your
body’s healthy cells, destroying
them. Although it is largely con-
sidered an autoimmune disease,
most people with vitiligo do not
have an underlying autoirmmune
disorder. Instead, vitiligo is more
common in people with hyperthy-
roidism, adrenal insufficiency,
pernicious anemia and alopecial
areata. Also, vitiligo does seem to
run in families, which might
explain why both you and your

mother experience the same
symptoms. \
The diagnosis of vitiligo

involves a simple:visual inspec-
tion of the affected skin by a
trained physician. Sometimes
the doctor will want to do a biop-

may also check your personal and
family history for associated dis-
eases like those mentioned above.
If you or your family members do
not have documentation of these
conditions, your doctor may still
want fo test for them.

There are treatments for vitili-
go. Topical steroid creams can
help in restoring color to the de-
pigmented areas, but it may take
several months of regular use
before you notice any improve-
ments. Another treatment that
works well is phototherapy with
ultraviolet light, plus medication

applied to the skin. These treat-

ments are effective but they can
be time-consuming, and the
results are often delayed. For
extreme cases — people who have
lost pigmentation on more than 50
percent of their skin surface, there

are prescription cream (reatments
that fade the rest of the skin to
match. Some people also choose
skin grafts, which remove the
affected areas of skin, but there
can be complications from this
treatment.

There is good news in all of
this: interestingly, recent studies
have shown that people with
vitiligo may actually be at
decreased risk for developing
serious skin cancers.

DEAR DR. DONOHUE:
What is the amount of exer-
cise recommended for 4
man or woman of 557 I was
always under the impression
that 15 minutes of aerobic
exercise three times a week
was a sufficient amount of
time for heart health. Am I
wrong? -- RK.

ANSWER: That used to
be the recommended
amount of exercise time for
an adult. For readers, aero-
bic exercise is the kind of
exercise that is tailored for
the heart. It's exercise that
employs the continuous use
of large muscles for a some-
what protracted period of
time, at least 10 minutes.
Jogging biking, walking,
swimming and danunfr are
e\amplcs of aerobic exer-
cise. :

The latest advice for
adults, if their doctors say
they are fit enough to exer-
cise, is to get 150 minutes of
moderate-intensity aerobic
exercise a week. That's 20
minutes of exercise seven
days a week or 50 minutes,
three times a week. You can
divide it any way you wish,
but the minimum amount of
one session of exercise has
to be 10 minutes. If you are
a novice, take your time fo
reach 10 minutes. A single
session can be longer 1f you

Moderate-intensity exer-
cise is walking at a pace of
3.5 miles an hour, a brisk
walk.

Or if you want to devote
less time to exercise, you
can if you make it vigorous
exercise. Vigorous exercise
for 75 minutes a week ful-
fills the requirement for
heart health.

If you're up to it and if
you want even greater
results, double those times -
- 300 minutes of moderate
exercise a week or 150 min-
utes of vigorous exercise a
week. I want to issue the
warning again. Get doctor
approval for any of this.
Strength-training exercise --
weightlifting -- also 1s
strongly recommended for
all adults regardless of age.

To
make up for my lack of timeli-
ness, I drain the oil out of the
engine, pour a gallon of diesel fuel
into the crankcase, start it up and
let it idle for five minutes. I then
shut it off, drain ¥ again, replace
the oil filter and add' new oil. |
have been doing this for the past
100,000 miles, and the engine still
runs great, with no leaks or burn-
ing oil, Is flushing the engine like
this OK, or am I eventually going
to trash it? — Paul

TOM: Gee, I was about to tell
you to stop this immediately. Then
[ got to the part about 100,000
miles without burning or leaking
oil, and [ ran right out to try it on
my car! .

RAY: And now his car is the
world’s largest Italian-made
paperweight.

TOM: Actually, it is a testa-
ment to how well-built your
engine is, Paul, and how good
modern oils really are, that you've
had no damage to date.

RAY: Everything we know
about engines and lubrication sug-
gests that you should be doing

serious harm. Engines have metal
parts that rub against each another
continuously. The piston rings rub
against the cylinder walls; the
connecting rod bearings rub
against the crankshaft journals.

TOM: To keep these parts from
destroying each other, engine
manufacturers have spent untold
millions of doliars devising
sophisticated oils and lubrication
systems. If something as simple as
flushing the engine with diesel
fuel added to an engine’s longevi-
ty, I'm sure manufacturers would
have recommended it years ago.
Remember, they're the folks who
pay the warranty claims, so they
have a financial interest in. keep-
ing your engine running.

RAY: At least until the warran-
ty'sup!

TOM: The truth is, any liqud
can be used as a lubricant. You
can put water or eggnog in your
engine, and it will provide some
degree of lubrication — more than
nothing. But it’s not as good as
motor oil. And neither is diesel
fuel — especially the newer diesel
fuel, without sulfur. And when
you're dealing with parts as
expensive as internal engine com-
ponents, why would you ever risk
damaging them?

RAY: So I'd have to conclude
that you've been phenomenally
lucky, Paul. You clearly have led
an exemplary life. And I have to
assume that the reason yon've
neglected your oil changes is that
you've been in Calcutta, filling in

for Mother Teresa. :

TOM: But like all people
who've gotten by on luck, it's
going to run out at some point. I
think sooner rather than later.

RAY: So we want to advise all
of our readers to be careful about
purchasing any ‘05 Windstar next
week from a guy named Paul. Or
a guy with a heayy beard who
calls himself Mother Teresa.

TOM: My advice would be to
simply skip the “flushing™ step
when you change your oil, Paul.
Even if you've waited too long
between changes, whatever dam-
age you've done by then is done.
The best thing you can do is sim-
ply change the oil and filter. Or if
it really been a long time, change
it, drive for a week and then
change it again.

RAY: Or, if you know you're
not good about changing the oil,
switch over to a synthetic oil,
which costs more but lasts longer,
and gives you more time to per-
form your saintly duties between
oil changes.
