Lungs and bronchial tubes. 
Although many of the symptoms 
are similar, indeed, they are very 
different di eases. 

Bronchiti is an inflammation 
of the bronchi, the twin passage 
that connect the trachea to each 
lung. The ymptom can be quite 
severe and they can also persi t in 
what we call chronic bronchitis. 
Chrome bronchitis is a type of 
ongoing obstructive lung disease. 
It is usually cause by smoking or 
long-term exposure to cigarette 

Acute bronchitis and pneu­
monia can both be caused by 
either viruse or bacteria, mean­
ing that they often tart out as a 
cold or flu. but not always. Both 
can also be caused by prolonged 
or intensive exposure to irritants 
such as cigarette smoke, chemi­
cals or severe dust. Both illnes, es 
can cause a persistent cough. 
Finally, both illnesse. typically 
last for at lea t a week and some4 

times up to two. 

It may surprise you that pneu­
monia may cause a cough: but 
not always.

Dear Tom and Ray: 
Every time 1 am braking 

and go over a buntp in our 
2008 Pnu (a frequent 
occurrence in hilly San 
Franci co), the anti-Jock 
braktng system kicks in. 
The problem is that when it 
does o. it feel like the 
brakes disengage for a sec­
ond and the car goes faster. 
Our Toyota dealer tell me 
this is the way the ABS is 
uppo ed to work, and the 
bra~e aren't d1sengagmg 
- the computer system is 
ju t taking over the braking 
process. I thi true? It JUSt 
doesn't feel safe to me. If I 
had to stop suddenly, I don't 
feel confident that I'd be 
able to in this car. Thanks. 
-Betsy 

TOM: Gee, Bet y, we 
hate to kick poor Toyota 
when it' down. But I gue s 
it's only fatr. We've been 
doing it to GM for the past 
35 years. 

RAY: I know exactly 
what you're experiencing, 
Betsy. I recently was testing 
a different Toyota hybrid, 
the RX450h, and had the 
same sensatwn w1th the 
brakes. And it IS disturbing. 
There's a moment there 
where you feel like your 
brakes are failing. 

T0~1: Toyota tells us, 
just like it told you, that thi 
is normal, and not a prob­
lem. It says that the ABS 
ystem works by momen­

tarily interrupting the brak­
ing force to prevent a skid 
- and the resulting loss of 
control. 

RAY: And that's true. 
• But most ABS systems 

interrupt the braking force 
for a fraction of a second. In 
your case, and in theca e of 
the RX450h, it seemed 
longer. And scarier 

TOM: So while Toyota 
might be right that the ABS 
is working the way it was 
designed to work, it offers 
the driver le ·s confidence 
than ABS systems in other 
cars.

tain tire traction. 

''The system, in normal 
operation, engages and di -
engage rapidly (many 
time per econd) as the 
control y tern senses and 
react to tire slippage. If the 
same brake pedal force i 
applied under these condi­
tions, in the worst case, thi 
may lead to an increa e of 
vehicle stopping distance 
and thus raise the possibili­
ty of a crash." 

RAY: They say that the 
older Priuses. like yours, 
use a different ABS ystem, 
and so are not subject to thi 
recall. But it sounds like a 
stmilar 1ssue. So we have to 
'9'0nder if the recall eventu­
ally will be expanded to 
include older Priuse , too. 

TOM: In the meantime, 
here· what you can do to 
help.
