The spelling partizan is used because
the word I derived from northern Ital-
1an partezan. In English, this was writ-
ten end printed partizanes (pl) in Dan-
fel's “Olvil Wars,” issued In 1595. The
#pelling  partizan occurs {n Shake
speare’s pluy Antony and Cleopatra,”
@8 published in 1608, mct 8, sc. 7, and
was used by Markham, 1625 ; by Cham-
berlayne, -1667; was current in Leéb-
don and used in the London Gazetts,
the official publleation, in 1898, and the
Annual Register, 1760. It was accept-
ed as the standard spelling by ewmlnent
writers thereafter—Sir Walter Scott,
1805, 1820, 1827, 1838; the duke of
Wellington, 1810; Bollteu 1874, ete.
