The poet writes of “trifles light as

alr,” and we often talk of “airy noth-

ings,” but the atmosphere which sur-

rounds our planet and accompanies it

in its journeyings through space is

not a0 ight as we often imagine. Its

average pressure is ifteen pounds to

the square inch.

‘The barometer, as its name implies,
1s an atmosphere weigher, and on the

varying weight, noted over large areas,

depend Sur dally weather forecasts.

A change of an inch in the height of

the mercury column means a change
of atmospheric weight of Kalf a pound
per square inch on the earth&#3 sur-

face, so that even change of one

tenth of an inch in the barometer rep-

resents 88,000 tons per square mile.
